The 85th Annual Feast of the Three
Saints, Alfio, Filadelfo and Cirino
was held in Lawrence during the
Labor Day weekend, August 29th, 30th and
31st, with Tenor Michael Amante taking
central stage as the main attraction.

And what attraction it was! Amante
attracted an audience of thousands at the
Lawrence Common on Friday night, who
gave the Tenor a standing ovation at the end
of his concert.

Different activities happened all day
Saturday, starting at noon with amusements,
Italian cooking demonstrations, and a
torchlight parade honoring the Three Saints
with the Saint Alfio and the Songs of Italy
Bands ending with fireworks and playing of
the Cantata by the Saint Alfio Band as the
highlight of the day with a large audience
participating.

At 9:00 P.M. Mike Lomazzo, acting as
master of ceremonies, introduced Patriotic
Singer Joey Grieve, who sang the National
Anthem.  From there on, the B Street
Bombers took over. Since early in the
evening, chairs were placed in front of the
Bandstand at the end of Common Street,
for people waiting for them to perform.
Hundreds of people rushed to enjoy their
contagious rhythms of the 40s through the
60s. Soon, the chairs had to make room for
uninhibited dancers. Again, Rock ‘n Roll
was the crowd’s favorite and there was no
question that the B Street Bombers stole the
show.

Sunday, the last day of the Feast,
started at 10:00 A.M. with a Solemn Mass
in honor of the Three Saints at Holy Rosary
Church followed by the procession of the
statues of the Saints thorough the Feast
neighborhood, followed by the Saint Alfio
Band.

What Will the New
School Year Bring?

Change is in the air. The leaves are
changing colors, and there is less
sunlight -- a sure sign fall is around
the corner, bringing a new school year.
And lawmakers already have their first
assignment: fix the broken education system
that fails to provide a quality education for
our nation’s children.

The statistics speak for themselves:
According to the National Assessment of
Educational Progress, roughly half of all
Hispanic teens living in the United States
will drop out of high school this year. That
means millions of our nation’s youth will
wind up unqualified for a number of high-
paying jobs and employment opportunities
because they lack a high-school diploma.
And yet, despite the continued Hispanic
growth taking place nationwide, it seems as
if lawmakers don’t view this for what it is
-- a Crisis.

For too many policymakers, it seems,
the tenuous theory of global warming is
more of a pressing issue than the established
reality that our education systemis providing
only about half our children with a quality
education.

It isn’t that we’re not spending enough
money. According to the U.S. Department
of Education, American taxpayers shell out
more than $10,000 annually for each child
enrolled in public school. Real per-student
spending has doubled since the 1970s.
And federal spending on elementary and
secondary education has increased by 138
percent since 1985.

But measures of student outcomes,
such as high-school graduation rates and
student test scores have, for the most part,
remained flat over time. Simply spending
more on education hasn’t been the answer.

And while countless American families
continue to send their children to failing
schools, surveys indicate that lawmakers in
our nation’s capital aren’t waiting around for
the education system to improve. They’re

exercising what amounts to parental school
choice -- sending their own children to
private or charter schools.

All parents should have the same
power.

School-choice policies give parents
the chance to decide where to send their
children for a quality education. Instead of
being forced to send their children to their
local public school (regardless of whether
it’s effective), parents would be able to
choose a school that works. By empowering
parents, we’d put pressure on public schools
to improve or risk losing countless students
in a mass exodus.

Adversaries of school choice include
the powerful teachers unions. They
understand that disrupting the status quo
could mean that many union members
could find themselves out of a job or see
their benefits and salary cut. As a powerful
interest group, unions work aggressively
around the country to oppose policies that
would give families the chance to choose
a different school for their children.
Instead, they continue to argue that we
should just provide more funding for public
education.

Parents and taxpayers need to stand up
and demand a better future for the nation’s
children. American education is in a state of
crisis. Simply pouring more tax dollars into
a broken system will do little to rescue the
millions of children who are currently stuck
in low-performing public schools.

As American Kids go back to school, we
need to recognize the crisis facing American
education and do our part to support
reforms that give all parents the power to
give their children a quality education. The
future of our children is worth some extra
homework.

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Mayor Sullivan Promotes
Prostate Cancer Awareness
Month in Lawrence

eptember is National Prostate Cancer
SAwareness Month—a national event

promoted by Mayors across the
country through their organization, The
United States Conference of Mayors. Mayor
Sullivan and his fellow mayors recognize
that prostate cancer is the most commonly
diagnosed non-skin cancer among men in
America.

The Mayors are urging men to take
responsibility for their prostate health by
talking to their health care providers to
learn more about the disease and, when
appropriate, to get screened.

The statistics support the Mayor’s
concern. “Early detection can save
lives,” said Mayor Sullivan. Nationally,
approximately 218,890 men will learn

that they have the disease in 2007, and
approximately 27,050 men will lose their
lives to it. And African American men
are disproportionately affected by prostate
cancer, having higher rates of prostate
cancer diagnosis and death than men of all
other racial or ethnic groups in the United
States.

“Prostate cancer is not just a man’s
disease and it devastates families but
usually can be treated if detected in the
early stages”, noted Mayor Sullivan.

“l urge both men and women to talk
with their health care providers about this
disease so that they can make informed
decisions about maintaining their prostate
health”, said Mayor Sullivan.

in this city. Well, he should exclude
South Lawrence because according to
our neighborhood association, “crime has
dramatically increased in our area.”

President Frank Incropera does a
great job at informing members of the
Mt. Vernon Neighborhood Association
through a newsletter and email messages
of everything happening in our vicinity,
particularly as soon as they find out a crime
has been committed. In the September
issue, they say that, “House and car break
numbers have jumped in the past several
months.”

Frank also advises to “be observant
of your surroundings. Some breaks have
been stopped by nosy neighbors. If you
see anything suspicious, call the police. All
calls go into their computer and may result
in more patrols.”

Perhaps the South Lawrence calls are
not counted by their computers because
“crime is down.”

Sister Cities

Recent articles in the daily newspaper
about Andrea Traficanti collecting $60,000
without working have prompted people to
write on their blog awful things about her.
This week, it was refreshing learning that
Lawrence is not the only city that pays

people for not working. At least, we are not
alone with that black eye.

In Methuen, the former school business
administrator, Joseph Salvo, was accused of
giving overtime pay to his friends without
actually working for it. An audit revealed
that he had a free for all with credit cards that
anyone could use on a daily basis without
record keeping, equipment not inventoried
or lost and many other questionable
practices.

But that is not the only area of
similarity between Lawrence and Methuen.
Seems that state reps employ the same
practices, particularly at election time.
State Representative William Lantigua has
been severely criticized for taking credit
in his campaign literature for monies that
never came or that were included in some
bond bill.

In  Methuen, State Representative
Linda Dean Campbell has done the same.
She said that she has secured $6.5 million
for the city during her time in office to
which the government’s office said that the
projects she refers to have not been funded
by the state.

Apparently, it is customary for
legislators to send out press releases touting
what they are fighting for, taking them for
granted before they are actually approved
by the Senate and the governor’s office.
