Cuando se trata de gastos
gubernamentales en relacion con
el sistema estadounidense de salud
publica, las noticias rara vez son buenas.
Sin embargo, segin un informe reciente,
parece que la Prestacion de Medicare para
medicamentos por receta estd costando
sustancialmente menos de lo que se habia
anticipado originalmente.

Segin los Centros de servicios
de Medicare y Medicaid (Centers for
Medicare and Medicaid Services - CMS),
que administran el programa de Medicare,
la prima mensual media para la prestacion
estdndar de medicamentos por receta de
Medicare costara a los usuarios de la tercera
edad $28 en el 2009. Esta cifra corresponde
a un 37 por ciento menos que la cantidad de
$44 por mes, calculada por los legisladores
en el 2003, afio en que se creo.

Si  bien inicialmente hubo gran
cantidad de criticas respecto al agregado de
una prestacion de medicamentos por receta
en el plan de Medicare, el Congreso pudo
establecer un nuevo modelo, basado en
una colaboracion sin precedentes entre los
planes de seguro privado y dicho programa
publico. En virtud de este modelo, los
participantes pueden inscribirse en planes
privados de medicamentos por receta,
ofrecidos por aseguradores privados, pero

sujetos a la supervision de funcionarios de
Medicare.

A diferencia del modelo Unico
tipicamente adoptado por los seguros
médicos gubernamentales, la prestacion
de medicamentos por receta de Medicare
ofrece una amplia gama de opciones. En
general, los usuarios pueden elegir entre 20
0 mas planes ofrecidos en la region en la
cual habiten, inclusive determinados planes
Advantage de Medicare, que combinan en
un solo plan de salud la cobertura médica y
la de los medicamentos por receta.

Los participantes seleccionan su plan
en base a sus necesidades desde el punto de
vista médico y sus opciones de cobertura.
Los aseguradores compiten entre si para
atraer a los participantes, ofreciendo las
prestaciones mas generosas posibles por
el precio mas asequible posible. Muchos
de los planes intentaron aventajarse en
el mercado ofreciendo cobertura para
ese temido periodo llamado “agujero de
la rosca” (donut hole), de modo que los
usuarios no se vean expuestos a pagar la
totalidad de sus gastos médicos al llegar a
la laguna en la cobertura, introducida por el
Congreso.

CMS reporta también que el costo
total de la prestacion de medicamentos por
receta de Medicare para el 2009 sera de
$46.4 mil millones, o sea sustancialmente
mas bajo que la proyeccion inicial de $74
mil millones. Asimismo, la proyeccion a
10 afios del costo del programa ha sido
reducida de $634 mil millones a alrededor
de $395 mil millones, ahorrandoles a los
contribuyentes casi $240 mil millones en
comparacion con los costos estimados
originalmente.

Increiblemente, algunos legisladores
intentan abolir la prestacion de
medicamentos por receta de Medicare,
reemplazandola con un nuevo sistema
que eliminaria dicha competencia y
reduciria las opciones para los usuarios.

Por ejemplo, el diputado Dennis
Kucinich (D-OH), present6 un proyecto
de ley que eliminaria dicho programa
exitoso de prestaciones, a pesar de que
el mismo cuenta con el 85 por ciento de
aprobacién por parte de los usuarios. Este
proyecto de ley permitiria que Medicare
estableciera controles de los precios y que
los usuarios importaran medicamentos
del exterior, a pesar del hecho de que
los medicamentos importados corren el
riesgo de ser falsificados, fraudulentos o
contaminados.

Es una idea peligrosa que no toma
en cuenta el éxito de la prestacion de
medicamentos por receta de Medicare.
El informe de CMS indica que la
competencia puede reducir los costos,
ofreciendo a la vez un mayor nimero de
opciones a los usuarios. Esperemos que
tanto el senador Barack Obama como el
senador John McCain estén prestando
atencion.

WASHINGTON: Washington Mills Awarded National Recognition

The National Trust awarded the project
a 2008 National Preservation Honor
Award, one of only a handful of awards
that are given out across the country. The
project was developed by Architectural
Heritage Foundation, and Banc of America
Community Development Corporation.
Durkee Brown Viverios and Werenfels of
Providence were the project architects.

In June 2006, AHF began the
Washington Mills project that established
a new vision for the transformation of
Lawrence. This precedent for mill re-
development has had a significant impact
on revitalization in Lawrence over the last
couple of years and is ultimately what the
National Trust for Historic Preservation
recognized when they honored Washington
Mills Building No. 1 with the prestigious
2008 National Preservation Honor Award at
October’s NTHP Conference in Tulsa.

Richard Moe explained, “In a region

dotted with historic mills, Washington Mills
stands out—not only for the quality of its
recent renovation, but also for the impact
of its rebirth on the town of Lawrence. This
project has demonstrated in remarkable
fashion how historic preservation can be a
real catalyst for downtown revitalization.”
Ranging in size from 625 to 1,700
square feet, the lofts’architectural highlights
include soaring 14-foot-high ceilings made
of warm-toned yellow pine, nine-foot
arched windows, exposed brick walls and
ample storage. Modern touches include air
conditioning, a washer and dryer in each
unit, exposed ductwork and stylish new
lighting. In addition to market-rate rentals,
10% of the units will be affordable to low-
income individuals and families.
Architectural Heritage Foundation,
a Boston-based non-profit historic
preservation firm, and Banc of America
Community Development Corporation

served as co-developers of the Washington
Mills project. Bank of America provided
more than $33 million in combined debt
and equity funding to the project, in part
through the Banc of America Community
Development Corporation, a wholly-owned
subsidiary of the bank.

The Canal Street location is a short
walk to the McGovern Transit Center and all
the neighborhood amenities of Lawrence’s
downtown retail center. Located on the
North Canal and across from the Lawrence
Heritage State Park, Washington Mills
Building No 1 is in the center of the City’s
new Reviviendo Gateway Overlay zoning
district, which allows for residential use in
the mill district.

Even in Health Care, Competition Works

hen it comes to government
spending and America’s
healthcare system, it’s rare to

hear good news. But according to a recent
report, the Medicare Prescription Drug
Benefit is costing significantly less than
originally estimated.

According to the Centers for Medicare
and Medicaid Services (CMS) which
administers the Medicare program, the
average monthly premium for the standard
Medicare drug benefit will cost seniors $28
in 2009. That’s 37 percent lower than the
$44 a month legislators predicted when the
program was created in 2003.

While there was a great deal of
criticism initially about adding a drug
benefit to Medicare, Congress established
a new model through an unprecedented
partnership between private insurance
plans and this public program. Participants

can enroll in private drug plans offered by
private insurers, but with oversight from
Medicare officials.

Instead of the one-size-fits-all model
typical of government health insurance, the
Medicare drug benefit offers a wide range of
choices. Seniors typically can choose from
among 20 or more plans in their regions,
including Medicare Advantage plans that
integrate drug and medical coverage into
one health plan.

Participants pick their own plan, based
ontheir medical needsand coverage choices.
Insurers compete for the business of seniors
by offering the most generous benefits they
can for the most affordable price. Many
plans have sought market advantage by
offering coverage in the dreaded “donut
hole” so seniors aren’t exposed to their full
medical bills once they hit the coverage gap
that Congress designed.

Competition and consumer choice
are working to bring costs down. This is
a testament to an essential truth of health
reform: The market works.

CMS also reports that the total cost
of the Medicare drug benefit in 2009 will
be $46.4 billion—substantially less than
the initial estimate of $74 billion. And
the 10-year cost estimate of the program
has been revised down from $634 billion
to about $395 billion — saving taxpayers
almost  $240 billion over original
estimated costs.

Unbelievably, some lawmakers are
pushing to abolish the Medicare drug
benefit and replace it with a new system
that would eliminate this competition
and curtail enrollees’ choices.

A bill recently introduced by Rep.
Dennis Kucinich (D-OH), for instance,
would scrap the successful drug benefit
program, even though it has an 85
percent approval rating from seniors.
Instead, Rep. Kuchinich’s bill would
allow Medicare to institute price controls
on drugs and allow seniors to import
drugs from abroad, despite the fact that
imported meds easily could be fake,
counterfeit, or contaminated.

This effort is dangerous and ignores
the Medicare drug benefit’s successes.
The CMS report shows that private
competition can bring down health
costs while giving seniors more choices.
Hopefully, both Sens. Barack Obama and
John McCain are paying attention.

Payments
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The IRS reminds Massachusetts
taxpayers whose economic stimulus
payments were returned to the IRS
by the post office that time is running out
to provide the IRS with an updated address.
For Massachusetts, the IRS has more than
4639 returned stimulus checks with an
average payment due of $570.

Taxpayers who are missing a stimulus
check must update their address with the
IRS by November 28, 2008. By law,
economic stimulus payments must be sent
out by December 31, 2008.

“If you think you are missing a
stimulus check, don’t delay. Take a few
minutes to go on IRS.gov or call the IRS
stimulus hotline,” said Sara Eguren, IRS
spokesperson.

Taxpayers can check the status of their
check by using the “Where’s My Stimulus
Payment?” tool on IRS.gov. Taxpayers
without internet access call the IRS rebate
hotline at 866-234-2942.

The IRS also has more than 1511 regular
refund checks returned for Massachusetts
taxpayers. These regular refund checks are
not subject to a deadline for address updates
and can be reissued at any time after a new
address is provided.

Sammy Sosa Supports
Scholarship Fund at LFD
Charter School
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Baseball legend donates $15,000 to PFK
Endowment Fund encouraging students
to “Reach for the Stars”

ammy Sosa, amajor league ballplayer
Swho set records for homeruns, and

was recognized by President Bill
Clinton for his generosity to youth both
in the United States and his Dominican
Republic homeland, “stepped up to the
plate” during the third annual Latin Pride
National Awards in Lawrence, MA and
announced a major gift to the scholarship
fund at Lawrence Family Development
Charter School.

School Superintendent Ralph Carrero
confirmed that a check for $15,000 was
received by the school this week from the
Sammy Sosa Foundation in Santo Domingo,
wishing to “place their grain of sand to
strengthen the futures of Latino students”.
Superintendent  Carrero and  Patricia
Karl, retired superintendent for whom the
scholarship fund is named, were award
presenters at this year’s Latin Pride Awards
whose theme was education and had an
opportunity to mention the achievement of
their students and the need for scholarships
to support admission to private secondary
schools. Mr. Carrero was very happy to
hear of the news of the donation, but “l am
more excited about the possibly of Sammy
encouraging other major league baseball
players to also contribute to such a worthy
cause.”

Sammy Sosa who grew up in San Pedro
de Macoris, Dominican Republic one of six
brothers, recalled the poverty of his family
and the need for him to work at a young
age rather than pursue education. The
opportunity to play professional baseball in
the US major leagues, however, resulted in
a successful career and salary. Sosa has put
much of this wealth in a foundation which
has supported youth programs in both
the Dominican Republic and the United
States and helped his country recover from
hurricane disasters in the 1990s.

Lawrence  Family  Development
Charter School enrolls a large percentage
of Latino students and, since its founding,
has fostered high expectations for student

achievement with attention to high schools
which will ensure that students are on track
for higher education. More than 50% of
each graduating class has been accepted
to private secondary schools, including
Phillips Academy, Pingree School, Brooks
School, Governor’s Academy, Central

School, Presentation of Mary Academy, St.
John’s Preparatory School and Noble and
Greenough.

The Patricia Foley Karl Scholarship
Fund was established in 2007 to build
a permanent endowment fund that will
provide scholarship assistance to LFDCS
graduates, helping to fund the gap in
scholarship and financial aid that is an
impossible reach for most of the families
at LFDCS. An ambitious ten year goal to
raise $1,000,000 is a major priority for the
school.

Mrs. Karl stated she was deeply
appreciative of Mr. Sosa’s surprise
announcement of a gift to the fund, and
hoped it would be the catalyst for others
to give: “We ask our students, their parents
and our staff to reach beyond the ordinary
and embrace excellence. When we ask our
students to “reach for the stars” we need to
help make their reach attainable. Mr. Sosa
embraced excellence as a baseball player.
Now his legacy is more than homeruns, it is
helping young people attain their dreams.”

DeGenova, a resident
of Marblehead, will
discuss her more than
20 years in the FBI
during a White Fund
lecture presented by
Northern Essex Community College on
Wednesday, Dec. 3, at noon, in the White

Haffner Fournier Education Center, 78-
82 Amesbury St., Lawrence. DeGenova’s
talk is titled “My First 48 Hour Day in the
FBIL.”

That was the
beginning of my extraordinary career.”

Today, DeGenova is CEO and president
of TSD Security Consulting. She earned her
bachelor of arts from Syracuse University
and a Master of Art in International
Relations from Georgetown University.

She served as an interpreter, as a special
agent, and as a supervisory special agent
both at FBI headquarters and in the Boston
Field office. Her managerial experience in
the FBI includes four years as a program
manager within the National Security
Division at FBI headquarters, Washington,
D.C. and three years as a squad supervisor
in the Boston Field Office.

DeGenova is a licensed private
detective within the Commonwealth of
Massachusetts and served on the Board of
Directors of the Licensed Private Detective
Association of Massachusetts (LPDAM),
on the LPDAM Legislative Committee.

Lawrence Receives State
Grant for Cronin and
Costello Park Renovations
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awrence Mayor Michael J. Sullivan

is pleased to announce that Lawrence

is the recipient of state assistance for
renovations to Cronin and Costello Park
through the Commonwealth’s Executive
Office of Energy and Environmental Affairs
(EEA).

Cronin, a 0.9 acre parcel in the heart of
the Arlington Neighborhood, will receive
new play structures, landscaping, park
benches and other park amenities, and new
community gardens.

Costello  Park will receive play
equipment upgrades and a new handball
court. “These improvements will help us
promote positive activity and pride in our
City parks, and we would not have been
able to complete these without the state’s
assistance,” said Mayor Sullivan.

The City will receive a maximum of
70 percent of the total project cost up to
$258,669 in Parkland Acquisitions and
Renovations for Communities (PARC)

assistance.  The remaining 30 percent
required match, estimated at $110,858,
will come from the City’s Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG)
program under the Park Improvements.

“The City has a great track record
with this program. We have been able to
construct four parks in the last four years
under this program, and these have been a
tremendous boost to our neighborhoods,”
said Director of Community Development
James H. Barnes. Previous park projects
under this program include Scarito Park,
Misserville Park, Kennedy Park, and the new
park on Manchester St., which will begin
construction in Spring of 2009. The funds
for Cronin and Costello will be available
after July 1, 2009, and construction will be
complete before June 1, 2010.
