n years past, the countdown to Christmas started right after New York City
I Macy’s Christmas Parade. Not this year. Local radio stations started playing

Christmas carols a month before; just to put their listeners in a spending
mood.

There is no question, media in general and radio stations in particular, play
the tunes their advertisers want them to play. In this case their advertisers are the
big chain stores. On top of that, and for a long time now, they established Black
Friday, the day after Thanksgiving, with big markdowns.

Black Friday is nothing but a formula to put merchants in the black. It
doesn’t matter if their customers go deep into the red. After all, that was the idea
behind the stimulus package; the government gave us some money to spend since
they could not bail out the big chain stores that were suffering of the economic
clinch.

And the public responded. On Black Friday, thousands of early shoppers
showed up at their favorite stores attracted by their offerings, in such a rush, that
in New York they even stomped over a store employee killing him. The end
result was that we spent 3% more than last year on that day. Would it be that the
economy is improving?

The price of gas and heating oil is also decreasing giving perhaps a false
hope to the population who continues spending.

Let’s all be sensible and be more careful this season since our stimulus
package is gone, for we not know what January will bring.

El
perdio sus piernas en un accidente durante el
entrenamiento anual de los Golden Knights
en Yuma, Arizona, en 1994,

El 6 de febrero de 1994, Bowman gano
atencion mundial cuando él y su compafiero
de equipo, Sargento José Aguilldn estaban
practicando una maniobra conocida como
Diamond Track. Lamaniobraconsisteenque
ellos saltan de un avion, con los paracaidas
cerrados, aproximadamente a una milla de
distancia uno del otro y luego tornan 180
grados y vuelan hacia si cruzandose en el
espacio. Bowman y Aguillén habian hecho
esa demostracién como cincuenta veces
anteriormente sin ningan problema, pero
esta vez fue diferente.

El ejercicio de la
autoridad

n el mundo educativo uno de los
Easpectos mas dificiles de conjugar

adecuadamente es el mandar y el
obedecer en el dmbito de la familia y la
escuela. Es frecuente que los padres se
quejen de que sus hijos no les hacen caso.

No se trata solo de mandar lo que hay
que conseguir, sino que el otro obedezca,
pero en clima de libertad. Cuando los chicos
son pequefios, la obediencia puede ser
facil, pero a partir de los diez o doce afios,
el chico se rebela ante lo que no entiende
y no obedece “por si”. El adolescente va
desarrollando su independencia personal y
quiere hacer las cosas con libertad.

Por eso los educadores (padres y
profesores) han de aprender a mandar y
ensefiar a obedecer. Habra que fijarse méas
en el como que en el contenido de lo que se
manda.

En cuanto al como, habrad que evitar
actuar al estilo feudal, como si los chicos
fueran subordinados o siervos, o mandar
que hagan un recado por comodidad
personal. En este caso, como en otros, el
ejemplo es un arma positiva. Si el padre
ayuda en casa a poner la mesa o hacer otros
pequefios servicios, los hijos verdn como
algo normal cuando se les diga que ellos
también pueden hacerlo.

Lo que se mande ha de ser razonable
y no arbitrario. Siempre que sea posible
habra que justificar el porqué de lo que se
orienta. Quizas sea para la buena marcha de
la familia o para servir a los demas.

Otro aspecto a tener en cuenta es
disponer de unas pocas normas basicas y
bien conocidas y aceptadas por todos. No
es positivo multiplicar las o6rdenes y las
prohibiciones. Un escritor decia que la
escuela era el lugar donde mas oOrdenes se
dan y menos se cumplen. Evidentemente
este hecho no favorece el ejercicio de la
autoridad ni la practica de la obediencia.
Tampoco deben hacerse promesas que no
se piensan cumplir ni proferir amenazas
que probablemente no se van a ejecutar.

Hay que mandar lo que razonablemente
se pueda cumplir. No seria oportuno
pretender que loschicos pequefiosestuvieran
quietos y callados durante mucho tiempo
en el rato de estudio. Estos nifios necesitan
adquirir una serie de habitos de estudio que
en su momento los adquiriran.

Otro factor que deteriora la autoridad
de padres y profesores es decir mentiras
aunqgue sean piadosas y leves. Por ejemplo,
cuando el padre dice que no esta cuando
recibe una Ilamada telefonica inoportuna o
cuando no devuelve el dinero de mas que
le ha dado el dependiente del comercio. Se
estos hechos sacan los nifios consecuencias
morales y queda desautorizada la autoridad
de los mayores. Curtois decia que “nadie
engafia impunemente a un nifio”.

Para terminar, podemos decir que
habria que mandar de forma que se respete
la libertad del chico. Hay que ensefiarle
a pensar y decidir. Educar en libertad es
dificil pero es lo mas necesario.

indow. Situated a stone’s throw

away from Essex St. and close to Lawton’s
on Broadway, this eatery at 5 Broadway
had a great reputation for good food. It has
been gone for many years now and then
John Joubert the owner promised free
coffee with each order on the Wednesday
and Thursday of the opening week. The
extensive menu featured sandwiches, ice
cream including frappes, milk shakes and
cones. Fried clams were also featured and
anything that was prepared on the grille
could be prepared for your dining in your
car. Any fruit served came from Ace
Fruit and Produce Inc., Cathy’s Bakery
famous locally for wholesale and retail
pastry, and Methuen Quality Market were
quality vendors to Joubert’s.

At a later date Joe’s Bungalow took a
spot on the adjacent corner directly across
from the hot dog stand and operated out
of an old bus, the owner being Joe Gile.
One of the main cooks at the Bungalow
was Danny Buckley who was Mayor John
Buckley’s brother. All the sandwiches
were terrific but everyone raved and
still do about the “chicken barbeques”.
Sometime you had to wait in line to order.
Eventually, this business moved to South
Lawrence to the corner of So. Union and
Salem St. with equal success.

In other parts of the city, mainly
Essex St. there were many sales taking
place. Grants dollar days featured men’s
nylon swim trunks for $3.00, men’s knit
pajamas for $1.00, folding yacht chairs
for $5.00. Women’s briefs in pink, blue
and white were 3 for $1.00. Men’s slacks
several patterns and colors went for
$2.00. Boy’s jackets $3.00 and training
pants went 4 for $1.00.

Turkeys were selling at $.57 a pound. On
Saturday, hot baked beans went for $.25
a quart and their bakery sold toll house
cookies for $.33 a dozen and Italian bread
for $.12 a loaf.

R Campbell (D-Methuen) announced
that Governor Deval Patrick
has awarded $1.35 million to 18 cities
to spark urban revitalization efforts.
Through a new state program designed to
support affordable housing and economic
development opportunities for mixed-
income communities across Massachusetts,
funding from the new Gateway Plus Action
Grant (GPAG) program will help recipient
cities identify their specific housing or
mixed-use development needs to enhance
their economic vitality and the quality of
life for all residents.
Methuen will receive $75,000 to

turn 180 degrees and fly back toward each
other crisscrossing in the sky. Bowman and
Aguillon had demonstrated the Diamond
Track more than fifty times without a
mistake, but this time was different.

Rather than crisscrossing, the two
skydivers slammed into each other at a
combined speed of 300 miles per hour.
Aguillon died instantly. Bowman’s legs
were severed from his body, one above the
knees and one below the knee. Bowman’s
parachute opened on impact. He was taken
to a hospital in Phoenix where the doctors
closed his leg wounds and stopped his
internal bleeding.

Nine months later, he turned this
tragedy into a triumph when he became
the first double amputee to re-enlist in the
United States Army. Bowman re-enlisted
in the United States Army airborne style,
skydiving with his commander into the
ceremony, making his dream a reality.
This achievement is just one example of
Bowman’s many successes under adverse
circumstances.

After Dana’s re-enlistment, he became
the U.S. Parachute Team’s lead speaker
and recruiting commander. Dana has
been fortunate to have the opportunity to
let his speeches touch so many from the
physically challenged to the able-bodied.
He strives to show physically challenged
people can still work and excel in today’s
society and military. Dana emphasizes the
words amputee and uselessness are not
synonymous.

Dana has given more than 1000
speeches in the last few years and has
been featured in magazines such as Sports
Illustrated, Reader Digest, People and many
more. There have also been numerous
television programs, which focused on
Dana and his story. Some of the pro grams
include: Dateline, A Current Affair, Real
TV, NBC Person of the Week, Day and
Date and Extra.

would sometimes stop, pick objects from
the jar and drop coins in the can walking
away feeling better.

He climbed
the stairs to a room that was always dark
because he did not need to see and opened
the door that was always unlocked because
he owned nothing to protect against theft and
entered. He then sat down at the small table
in the center of the room and emptied the
content of the can on the table. The unusual
mixed noise of the content surprised him.
He touched it and was taken aback, stunned
actually, to realize that assorted with all
the coins and bills he had received that day
there were two pairs of glasses.

He had a sudden reaction of anger and
disbelief. Why would anyone give him two
pairs of glasses when they knew that he was
a blind man? he thought. Was that a sick
joke? He tried to remember who could have
done it, man or woman by the noise of the
shoes, but nothing came to mind. The street
corner where he sat was a busy and noisy
one and it was sometimes even difficult to
hear the noise of the coins hitting the can
bottom.

He grabbed one of the glasses with
curiosity and touched it. It was made of
some sort of ceramic material. Interesting,
he thought. He removed his own dark
glasses, placed them on the table and put
the new ones on. He was instantly hit by
what he thought was lightning. All of a
sudden he could see very clearly. But what
he saw was not the shape and features of
his surrounding dark room. Instead, in front
of his eyes, appeared early scenes of a life
that he had already forgotten, images of his
younger years when all was ordinary and
he had not only regular work but a family
that had all but gone through the years and
forgotten him as well.

Why was this happening to him? he
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percent this year. It is troubling that young
people who embrace safety in other areas
fail to grasp the simple fact that a seatbelt
can make the difference between life and
death.

Consider that high school football
players, whose seasons are nearing their
climax with Thanksgiving games, would
not line up to block or tackle the opposition
without wearing a helmet. And what parent
would let their child take the field without
proper protective gear?

But too many young motorists and their
parents ignore one of the smartest safety
decisions any person can make. It only takes
a second to click a belt - a second that can

prevent a life from being changed forever.
When a car is involved in a crash, everyone
inside who is not secured with a belt is at
risk of being thrown into the dashboard or
windshield, ejected from the car, or thrown
into other people inside the vehicle.

Every traffic death is a tragedy. No
one knows this better than state troopers,
who have gone to far too many homes in
the middle of the night to tell far too many
parents that their child has been killed in a
crash. What makes these events even more
tragic is that in many of those instances,
seat belts could have saved those lives.

As part of an effort to promote seat
belt use, the Massachusetts State Police and
local police departments will encourage and
enforce seat belt use during this fall’s “Click
It or Ticket”. As part of the campaign, made
possible with grant funding from the state’s

Executive Office of Public Safety and
Security, the State Police will roll 464
extra four-hour patrols across the state,
and when officers stop motorists for
any motor vehicle offense or violation,
they will be checking to see if the car’s
occupants are belted.

This message is never “out of
season,” but it is worth noting that at
this time of year holiday shopping and
travel increases congestion on roadways,
which, in turn, increases the chances of a
driver being in a crash. Our advice during
this, and every, time of year is simple:
Take a moment and put on your seat belt
whenever you get in a car, a decision for
which we all can be thankful.

wondered. His eyes blurred with tears of
happiness and sadness at the same time.

Squeezing the glasses
with all his strength he hesitated for a brief
moment and then threw out both of them,
listening to the sound of breaking glass as
they hit the sidewalk below, a couple of
distracted pedestrians wondering what the
fuss was all about. He sighed with relief;
