as de 2000 afos hace ya del
arresto, juicio y posterior
condena a muerte por

crucifixion, en contra de Jesus de Nazaret,
a continuacion analizaremos brevemente
desde el punto de vista histérico, politico
y legal, si este juicio fue justo, imparcial
y sujeto al marco de las leyes existentes
en la época.

Se calcula que Jesus fue detenido en
el Monte de los Olivos, en la medianoche
del 14 de Nisan (jueves) y llevado ante el
Sumo Sacerdote a la 1 de la madrugada,
siendo llevado al palacio de Pilatos a las
6:00 a.m. y al palacio de Herodes a las
8:00 de la mafiana.

Como dijimos mas arriba Jesus, El
Cristo, fue sometido a dos juicios, uno
eclesiastico y otro civil y cada uno de
los cuales tuvo tres grados, el primero
se verifico con el Sacerdote Anés,
luego ante el Sumo Sacerdote Caifas
y después una comision irregular del
Sanedrin en una sesion formal de esta
corte. El juicio civil se verificd primero
ante el Gobernador Poncio Pilatos,
se llevd mas tarde a Herodes, por una
cuestion de jurisdiccion, para ser llevado
finalmente ante Pilatos. La razon de esta
duplicidad de juicio obedecia a que Judea
por la situacion politica estaba sujeta
directamente al imperio romano.

Entrando inmediatamente en materia
nos encontramos que desde el primer
momento del arresto existieron vicios
de irregularidad e ilegalidad. Segun el
derecho judaico el arresto sélo procedia
para delitos flagrantes, es decir en el acto
mismo en que el delito sea perpetrado,
por ejemplo el caso de la mujer adultera
llevada ante Jesus para tenderle una
trampa.

Ademas, de acuerdo con las mismas
leyes, ante el Sanedrin jamas se presento
ningln cargo criminal a fin de que fuera
expedida una orden de aprehension.
De manera que la captura se efectud
sin ninguna orden y cuando JesUs fue
detenido no se le informd de qué crimen
se le acusaba. La captura tuvo lugar de
noche e involucro la traicion de alguien,
todo esto esta prohibido por los cédigos
de la ley judaica.

En el juicio eclesidstico JesUs
primero fue conducido al palacio de
Anas, quien era un anciano de setenta
afios que habia sido sumo sacerdote
veinte afios antes. El alin conservaba el
titulo como lo hacian cinco de sus hijos
gue le habian sucedido. Su yerno, Caifas
era el sumo sacerdote actual; su edad, su
inteligencia y la influencia de su familia
le daban una inmensa importancia social
y era en realidad, aunque no en la forma,
cabeza de concilio.

Luego Jesus fue llevado al palacio
de Caifas, quien como actual sumo
sacerdote, era el presidente del Concilio
Sanedrin, ante el cual Jesus fue juzgado.
Una sesion de esta corte no podia
verificarse antes de que saliera el sol,
quizas cerca de las seis de la mafana,
y sin contar con la cantidad necesaria
de miembros para tales fines. En estas
condiciones se comenzo el mamotreto de
manera que cuando llegara la hora legal
de abrir las puertas, la trampa estuviera
preparada.

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Lantigua bill
seeks prompt
payment to
subcontractors

tate Representative William Lantigua
S(D-Lawrence) has filed legislation

thatwould require general contractors
to pay subcontractors for services rendered
no more than five days after receiving
payment for the work.

“The logic behind this bill is simple
and straightforward:  if you complete
work, you should be paid for that work,”
Lantigua said.  “Unfortunately, some
general contractors routinely fail to honor
their agreements. This is bad not only for
subcontractors and their employees, but for
fair business practice as a whole.”

A general contractor is an organization
or individual that contracts with another
organization or individual - usually
the property owner — for construction,
renovation, or demolition of a building,
road, or other structure. It is common for
the general contractor to assign various
duties to other persons or companies, called
subcontractors. Subcontractors that submit
bids directly to the awarding authority are
known as filed sub-bidders. If a general
contractor is awarded the contract, it is
obligated to use the services of a filed sub-
bidder.

Although state law requires a general
contractor to compensate a subcontractor no
more than five days after receiving payment
for a public contract, this does not always
happen. In addition, state law allows only
filed sub-bidders to submit claims for direct
payment. Lantigua’s bill would extend this
protection to subcontractors that are not
specified in a contract but have completed
work on a project. The bill also would
allow a subcontractor that sues a general
contractor for nonpayment to recover costs
and attorney fees if its claim is upheld.

Lantigua said he hopes this clause
will discourage general contractors from
delaying payment to subcontractors since
they would be liable for reimbursement of
legal fees if successfully sued.

The owner of a local environmental
services company, who spoke on condition
of anonymity, said that late payment or
non-payment by general contractors poses
a major threat to businesses like his.

“If I didn’t pay my employees, 1’d go
out of business,” said the owner, who also
cited the costs associated with materials,
health coverage, unemployment insurance,
taxes, and other expenses. “The law says
that general contractors have to pay within
five days, but in actuality it may be 90 or
120 days or longer, often at a reduced rate.”
He said that general contractors sometimes
use the withholding of payment as leverage
to negotiate a lower price than originally
agreed upon.

Lantiguasaid he plans to hold a series of
informational sessions with subcontractors
in the coming months to gather feedback on
this bill and other fair-labor issues.

CAPELLAN: ;Fue
ilegal el juicio contra
Jesucristo?

a menos que esté corroborada por otros
dos testigos. Caiféas viold otra ley: se
prohibe expresamente, hacer al acusado
una pregunta que lo pueda condenar si
responde a ella.

Las mismas preguntas y respuestas
de los complotados los incriminaban
y les tiraba el caso por el suelo; pero
empecinados con la idea de hacer
desaparecer fisicamente a quien ponia en
juego el inmenso poder que detentaban,
siguieron adelante. Cuando se le preguntd
al Sanedrin cual era el veredicto, después
de la respuesta de Jesus, todos gritaron:
“iEs reo de muerte!” Se requiere una
mayoria de un voto para absolver, de
dos para condenar, pero también la
mishna sagrada estipula que un veredicto
undnime de culpabilidad tiene el efecto
de una absolucion y que esta prohibida la
pena de muerte.

JesUs fue juzgado y condenado en
una sola sesion del Sanedrin; también
eso esilegal. Lamishna dice que un caso
criminal que termina con la absolucion
del acusado puede llegar a su fin el dia
que se inicié, pero que si se pronuncia
una sentencia de muerte, el juicio no
puede concluir antes del dia siguiente,
a fin de estudiar a fondo las evidencias.
Y ademas después de haber encontrado
culpable a Jesus, se olvidaron de dictar
una sentencia formal.

Desde principio a fin, todo el
procedimiento fueilegal. Lacapturaen la
noche, la falta de testigos que estuvieran
de acuerdo, el juicio llevado a cabo el
dia anterior al Sabat, los enemigos en la
banca, el uso de las propias palabras del
prisionero para condenarlo, todo ello, fue
ilegal. Todo el juicio se habia conducido
con precipitacion y con total desatencion
a las debidas formalidades de un cuerpo
judicial. Todo era dictado por el deseo
de descubrir alguna criminalidad y no de
hacer justicia.

Las mismas personas eran a la vez
acusadores y jueces. Ni se pensd en
presentar testigos a favor de la defensa.
Aungue los jueces actuaban, sin duda,
en conciencia al dar el fallo, su decision
era la de espiritus cerrados desde mucho
antes, contra la verdad y poseidos de
las pasiones mas amargas y vengativas,
Caifés y el Sanedrin llevaron a JesUs ante
Pilatos.

El desenlace en el juicio civil es
harto conocido, Pilatos a pesar de querer
dejarlo libre, sucumbid, ante las macabras
intenciones de los sumos sacerdotes, de
acusarlo ante el César, de no condenar
a un criminal que se negaba a pagar
tributos al César y que ademas, ijque
osadia! se proclamaba rey y condenando
la nacion al suicidio, afirmaron no tener
mas rey que al César. Es por esta razon
que después de dejar libre a Barrabas, se
mofa de los sumos sacerdotes judios, y le
entrega a su rey para que lo crucifiquen.

Concluyo este andlisis, con las
palabras de Jesus al pueblo y al sanedrin:
“Ciertamente os digo, que todo esto
ha pasado para que se cumplan las
escrituras”. Sea usted el jurado.
