We agree with Reyes that if there is an ongoing investigation, Superintendent
Laboy most be suspended immediately, but also suspended must be the three
committee members mentioned above. All parties involved in the investigations must
step down as well.

Based on these allegations, the Office
of Campaign and Political Finance is
investigating whether School Committee

members Peter Larocque, Gregory Morris
and Priscilla Baez and former committee
member Omaira Mejia had signs and
campaign literature printed at no cost on the
School Department's printing press. Reyes
said the agency also is looking at several
local and state politicians who benefited
from material generated on the School
Department printing press.

Questioned by media, after spending
about an hour upstairs in the School
Department’s offices, Lawrence Mayor
Michael J. Sullivan said that “l have
nothing to say about today’s actions. We are
looking into allegations made by a School
Committee member. It does concern me,
because issues like this give the city a black
eye,” said Sullivan.

But when a reporter asked him if he
though that the superintendent could be
trusted, Sullivan responded saying that he
has a "different take on that. I've worked
alongside him for eight years, builtanumber
of schools, and test scores are going up,"
Sullivan said and added, "I've seen a lot of
good, positive things that have happened."

About Laboy’s return, Mayor Sullivan
said that he expects “Laboy will be back
about mid-week.”

proclaim his or her reasons for wanting
to run this city’s future. Not a single
candidate for any elective office showed
his or her face.

Please don’t tell me that they found
out about it through the media the next
day because the news of what was
happening ran like wild fire. The teachers
from Lawrence and the technical school
were having an end of year party at The
Claddagh down the street and when they
heard about it in the afternoon, all the cell
phones almost burned the satellites.

So far, Nunzio DiMarca is the only
mayoral candidate and Frank Bonet, who
is running for school committee that have
made comments on the radio about this
issue. This new scandal brought on by
Laboy is the biggest news and all they
want is to coast along without committing
to anything until November.

Well, the pressure is on. They either
have a website, a radio program of their
OowWn or access to be a guest on one. They
should publish a statement, not just on
this issue but on everything affecting the
city. How else are we going to find out
where they stand? We know that some
candidates tell a different story depending
of who is in the audience.

Laboy must be

suspended

On Tuesday night, the School
Committee will be deciding whether to
suspend School Superintendent Wilfredo
Laboy. I would like to make that decision
a little easier by reminding them that the
administration should be equally fair to
all of its employees.

During the Sullivan administration
there have been dozens of city and
school department employees who have
been suspended with or without pay
pending an investigation. Just a few that
I can remember are: WIB’s Shaw Rosen,
Water Commissioner Robert Fazio, DPW
Director Frank McCann, DPW laborer
Alphonse Leo, inspectors Greg Arvanitis
and Larry Hester, City Clerk James
McGravey, vocational school director
David Howshan, the two dispatchers
at the Fire Department, police officer
Alberto Inostroza, Kyle Wilcox, and
other police officers as well as someone
in the Treasurer’s office.

Meanwhile, the school department
has no pity and suspends employees
with or without pay while pending an
investigation as in the case of teacher Noah
Shannon, custodians Nathan Littlefield,
John Vanderveer and another one accused

Charles Birchall, quien trabaja en
el departamento de medios, Sal Petralia,
director de recursos humanos de la escuela,
y Naomi Stromberg, la abogada del
Departamento Escolar, todos salieron del
Departamento Escolar en varias ocasiones
anoche.

Sullivan se neg6 a comentar sobre los
detalles de la investigacion pero dijo que le
preocupa que esto sea “otro bochorno” para
Lawrence.

“Ha sido muy feo este Gltimo par de
meses”, dijo Sullivan, quien dijo que no
habia hablado con Laboy ayer.

La investigacion criminal se deriva de
las denuncias presentadas por el miembro
del Comité Escolar Sammy Reyes. Ya
él ha presentado varias denuncias ante
los organismos estatales pidiéndoles
que investiguen violaciones de ética y
otras presuntas faltas de conducta que
implican a Laboy y otros, y ahora busca
que el superintendente sea procesado
criminalmente.

“Lo Unico que puedo decir es que
he pedido al Departamento de Policia de
Lawrence que estudie los asuntos financieros
inapropiados que afectan directamente
al superintendente,” dijo Reyes. “Es
lamentable que estamos en esta situacion,
pero quiero que el superintendente sea
hecho responsable de sus acciones. Y si
hay una investigacién en curso, voy a pedir
que el superintendente sea suspendido
inmediatamente”.

Laboy dijo esta semana que estaba
planeando regresar a su posicion de 200,000
dolares al afo la proxima semana después
de estar en licencia médica desde que fue
al hospital por el estrés laboral el 14 de
mayo.

Reyes dijo el jueves por la noche que
fue entrevistado durante 40 minutos por
dos detectives. Dijo que les proporcioné
la misma queja formal que presentd
inicialmente a la oficina de Blodgett.

Las ultimas acusaciones contra Laboy
no son las mismas denuncias que Reyes
presentara previamente ante la Oficina
Estatal de Campafia y Finanzas de Politica,
la Comision de Etica y la oficina del
inspector general.

La Oficina de Camparfia y Finanzas de
Politica esta investigando si tres miembros
del Comité Escolar y otros politicos

tuvieron letreros y material de campafia
impresos sin costo alguno en la copiadora
del Departamento Escolar. Reyes alegd
que los que se beneficiaron incluye a
los miembros del Comité Escolar Peter
Larocque, Gregory Morris y Priscilla
Béez asi como la ex miembro del
Comité Omaira Mejia. Reyes dijo que
la agencia también esta investigando a
varios politicos locales y estatales que se
beneficiaron de material generado en la
imprenta del Departamento Escolar.

Reyes presentd una queja similar
con la Comision de Etica estatal. En una
entrevista anterior, dijo que la sonda se
centra en las denuncias de que Laboy
y otros funcionarios del Departamento
Escolar utilizaron la impresora para
fines personales, no relacionadas con
proyectos escolares. Reyes dijo que
la comision recibi6 informaciéon que
muestra los menUs y circulares que Laboy
habia hecho para su hijo, quien dirige un
negocio de pizza en Methuen; para su
iglesia; varias revistas; una organizacion
a la cual él pertenece; y para el trabajo
de su esposa en las escuelas publicas de
Lowell.

Reyes también dijo a los funcionarios
queparticipanen lasinvestigacionesque le
preocupaba que Laboy y otros miembros
de su personal estuvieran tratando de
destruir los archivos, documentos y otras
pruebas que demuestran irregularidades.

Reyes se neg6 a elaborar sobre los
detalles de sus Gltimas acusaciones contra
Laboy, diciendo que él no quiere poner en
peligro lo que ahora es una investigacion
criminal.

Pero él insiste que las denuncias
son lo suficientemente graves como
para justificar la suspension  del
superintendente.

“En estos momentos, no creo que
el superintendente pueda avanzar este
distrito escolar porque - con una conducta
de este tipo - que ha demostrado mal
juicio y pobres habilidades de liderazgo”,
dijo Reyes. “Es hora de que el distrito
escolar avance sin el Superintendente
Laboy. Ya no lo veo como la faz de las
escuelas publicas de Lawrence. Lo veo
como una distraccién para las escuelas
publicas de Lawrence”.

Por su parte, Sullivan dijo que tiene
una “opinién diferente” en cuanto al
mandato de Laboy en el Departamento
Escolar, que no ha sido todo negativo.

”En estos momentos, realmente no
puedo responder a esa pregunta”, dijo
anoche. “Me gustaria hablar con él y ver lo
que hay en su mente antes de contestar esa
pregunta.

counsel to District Attorney Jonathan
Blodgett, arrived at the office at 8:30 p.m.,
as Lawrence and state police detectives
started executing the search warrant inside.

Policee had been inside the
superintendent's office since 3 p.m. Both
entrances to the School Department
were blocked all night and a crime scene
technician entered and exited the building

Both Capt. Denis Pierce, who leads
the Lawrence police detective division, and
Detective Lt. Norm Zuch, commander of
the troopers assigned to Blodgett's office,
spent hours in the offices.

Dawley leftaround 10 p.m., butdeclined
comment on the investigation, which was
prompted by a School Committee member's
complaint Thursday night.

The search warrant was obtained "to
seize computers and other materials at the
department,” Romero said.

But it was unclear last night if just
Laboy, who has been away from the district
on medical leave, or others are the intended
target of the investigation.

Mayor  Michael  Sullivan, who
spent some time last night in the School
Department, said the investigators

were pulling information from personal
computers in the media room where the
School Department's printing press is
located.

Charles Birchall, who works in the
media department, Sal Petralia, school
human resources director, and Naomi
Stromberg, a School Department attorney,
all left the School Department at various
times last night.

Sullivan declined to comment on the
specifics of the investigation but did say he
was concerned this was another "black eye"
for Lawrence.

"It's been an ugly last couple of
months," said Sullivan, who said he did not
talk to Laboy yesterday.

The criminal investigation stems from
complaints made by School Committee
member Sammy Reyes. He has already
filed complaints with several state agencies
asking them to probe ethics violations and
other alleged misconduct involving Laboy
and others, and is now seeking criminal
prosecution of the superintendent.

"All 1 can tell you is that I've asked
the Lawrence Police Department to look
into financial improprieties that directly
involve the superintendent,” Reyes said.
"It's unfortunate that we're in this situation,
but | want the superintendent to be held
accountable for his actions. And if there is
an ongoing investigation, I'm going to be
asking that the superintendent get suspended
immediately."

Laboy this week said he was planning
to return to his $200,000-a-year job next
week after being on medical leave since
checking into the hospital for work-related
stress on May 14.

Reyes said Thursday night that he was
interviewed for about 40 minutes by two

detectives. He said he provided them
with the same formal complaint that he
initially filed with Blodgett's office.

The latest allegations against Laboy
are not the same complaints that Reyes
filed previously with the state Office of
Campaign and Political Finance, the
state Ethics Commission and the state
inspector general's office.

The Office of Campaign and
Political Finance is investigating whether
three School Committee members and
other politicians had signs and campaign
literature printed at no cost on the School
Department's printing press. Reyes
alleged that those who benefited included
School Committee members Peter
Larocque, Gregory Morris and Priscilla
Baez and former committee member
Omaira Mejia. Reyes said the agency
also is looking at several local and state
politicians who benefited from material
generated on the School Department
printing press.

Reyes filed a similar complaint with
the state Ethics Commission. Inaprevious
interview, he said that probe is focused on
allegations that Laboy and other School
Department staff used the printing press
for personal, non-school-related projects.
Reyes said the commission was provided
information which shows Laboy had
menus and mailers done for his son,
who runs a pizza business in Methuen;
for his church; several magazines; an
organization that he belongs to; and
for his wife's job at the Lowell public
schools.

Reyes also told officials involved in
those investigations that he was concerned
that Laboy and other members of his staff
were attempting to destroy computer
files, documents and other incriminating
evidence that would prove wrongdoing.

Reyes declined to elaborate on
the specifics of his latest accusations
against Laboy, saying he doesn't want
to compromise what is now a criminal
investigation.

But he insists the allegations are serious
enough to justify the superintendent
stepping down.

"At this point, | don't believe that the
superintendent has what it takes to move
this school district forward because —
with conduct like this — he has shown
poor judgment and poor leadership
skills," Reyes said. "It's time that the
school district move forward without
Superintendent Laboy. | no longer see
him as the face of the Lawrence public
schools. | see him as a distraction for the
Lawrence public schools."

Meanwhile, Sullivan said he has a
"different take" on Laboy's tenure at the
School Department, which hasn't been all
negative. "I've worked alongside him for
eight years, built a number of schools,
and test scores are going the right way,"
Sullivan said. "I've seen a lot of good,
positive things that have happened."

LABOY TO RETURN: LABOY VOWS TO RETURN
TO WORKTHIS WEEK DESPITE CALLS FOR HIS
SUSPENSION, SUPERINTENDENT SAYS HE'LL BE

BACK THIS WEEK

Committee members Sammy Reyes and
James Vittorioso said yesterday that Laboy
should not be allowed back, pending the
outcome of the investigation that's now
being supervised by Essex County District
Attorney Jonathan Blodgett's office. Reyes
was interviewed Thursday by police
detectives about allegations of "financial
improprieties” he had made to the district
attorney's office.

"Personally, | think the best thing he
could do is to resign right now because
our school district cannot be run properly
with the superintendent in charge while he
is under investigation,"” Reyes said. "He's
brought a lot of distractions to our school
system, and we don't need any more at
this point. If these allegations hold true, he
should resign immediately — or be fired."

Reyes said he plannedto call for Laboy's
indefinite suspension with pay when the
School Committee meets Tuesday night.
His motion would bar the superintendent
from returning to his $200,000-a-year
job pending the outcome of the criminal
investigation.

"To keep him from interfering with this
investigation, he needs to be suspended,”
he said. "And I'm going to be asking my
colleagues to take that action. I'll probably
call for a special executive session on
Thursday."

Vittorioso said yesterday that he would
support Reyes' motion.

"Until the investigation is over, he
should not be allowed into any schools,"
he said. "He should step aside for the good
of the citizens while this is going on, and
that SUV should be taken away too. It's too
early to tell whether he is culpable for any
of these allegations ... | hope it's not true,
because it's tarnishing everything good
about the city of Lawrence."”

School Committee member Peter
Larocque said he will wait until Tuesday
night's meeting or a future executive session
before deciding whether any action needs
to be taken to remove the superintendent.

Mayor Michael Sullivan, who chairs
the seven-member School Committee, said
he hasn't made up his mind yet on whether
Laboy can effectively administer the city's
education system while under criminal
investigation.

"At this point, | really can't answer that
question," he said last night. "I'd like to talk
to him and see what's on his mind before

answering that question.

"This is the last week of school. There
are a lot of things that | would probably need
to confirm before answering that. What is
the extent of investigation? What's the time
line? What does he feel like? Those are a
few concerns.”

Sullivan said that although Laboy was
scheduled to have a medical examination
by an independent doctor hired by the city
tomorrow, he won't return until the doctor
files the formal report, which could take a
couple of days.

If the School Committee wants to
discuss suspending Laboy, the mayor said
members must give the superintendent and
his lawyer at least 48-hours' notice and make
arrangements for the School Committee's
lawyer to attend the closed-door session.
He said it would take a simple majority
vote to go into executive session to discuss
any action against Laboy. But it would
take a two-thirds vote — five of the seven
members — to suspend.

"There's a process to follow," Sullivan
said. "The committee just can't take action
to suspend without following proper
procedures."”

School Committee Vice Chairman
Greg Morris and members Martina Cruz
and Priscilla Baez did not return telephone
or e-mail messages yesterday.

Lawrence police Chief John Romero
declined to comment on the ongoing
investigation yesterday, saying that the
district attorney's office is now in charge of
the case.

Reached yesterday, Blodgett said he
could not go into specifics about the case or
what was seized.

But Blodgett said the fact that Jack
Dawley, first assistant district attorney;
Tom Donovan, Blodgett's special counsel;
Detective Lt. Norm Zuk, commander of the
state troopers assigned to Blodgett's office;
and Lawrence detectives were all involved
in Friday's raid "speaks to how my office is
viewing this matter.

"But | cannot ethically comment
on what those allegations are until those
become public in a court of law," he said.

Blodgett said his office and Lawrence
police "have been in constant contact. ...
leading up to the events of (Friday) night."

He said he couldn't speculate on how
long it will take investigators to go through
all of the evidence.
