Ciudad de Lawrence, a través del programa
de limpieza de zonas contaminadas
conocidascomo “brownfields” de laAgencia
de Proteccién Ambiental (Environmental
Protection Agency - EPA). Los programas
de brownfields proporcionan financiacion y
asistenciatécnicaalas comunidades locales,
tribales y entidades estatales para evaluar,
limpiar de manera segura y asi reutilizar
estos lugares contaminados. Los programas
ambientales de la EPA resuelven problemas
sanitarios y econdmicos relacionados con
brownfields.

A partir de 1996, la Ciudad de
Lawrence recibi6 $200,000 para evaluar
sitios contaminados. En el 2001, la ciudad
fue concedida $500,000 para un Fondo
Rotatorio de Préstamos (Revolving Loan
Fund - RLF), para proporcionar fondos y
asistencia técnica para evaluar, limpiar de
manera segura y reutilizar estos sitios.

A pesar de la dura competencia para
recibir estos fondos federales, Sharon
DuBaois, la Oficial al cargo de Proyectos de
Desarrollo Econémico del Departamento
de Desarrollo Comunitario de la ciudad, ha
presentado y ha recibido el importe maximo
para cada una de las dadivas con fondos para
nuevas evaluaciones y limpiezas en nombre
de la ciudad, con un total de $800,000. (En
2006, Workforce Investment Board, la
Junta de Inversion Laboral de Lawrence,
recibié $200,000 de fondos de la EPA para
capacitar a los trabajadores de remediacién
de materiales peligrosos).

Estos fondos no estan guardados en
algun banco sin ponerlos a trabajar. Una de
las solicitudes de subvencion presentadas
por la Sra. DuBois fue un plan para crear
y poner en marcha algo que fue realizado
por primera vez en la historia, un inventario
de los sitios baldios y la prioridad de cada
cual. Con el aporte de un equipo voluntario
de la comunidad, una empresa de ingenieria
fue contratada para crear el inventario.

Como resultado, los siguientes sitios
fueron afiadidos al inventario de la ciudad
y ya han sido limpiados.

espite the economic downtown,
DFederaI dollars continue to be

hard at work enhancing sites in the
City of Lawrence, via the Environmental
Protection Agency’s (EPA) Brownfields
grant program. Brownfields programs
provide funding and technical assistance
to local, tribal and state entities to assess,
safely clean and sustainably reuse
brownfields (contaminated sites). EPA
programs address environmental, health
and economic concerns associated with
brownfields.

Beginningin1996, the City of Lawrence
received $200,000 to assess polluted sites.
In 2001, the City was awarded $500,000
for a Revolving Loan Fund (RLF), to
provide funding and technical assistance to
assess, safely clean and sustainably reuse
brownfields.

Despite stiff competion to receive these
Federal funds, Economic Development
Project Officer, Sharon DuBois, of the City’s
Community Development Department,
submitted and was successfully awarded
the maximum amount for each Brownfields
grants for new assessment and clean
up funds on behalf of the city, totaling
$800,000. (In 2006, Lawrence’s Workforce
Investment Board received $200,000 in
EPA Brownfields funding to train workers
for hazardous materials remediation).

These funds are not sitting idle. One of
the grantapplications Ms. DuBois submitted
outlined a plan to create and implement a
first-time ever, prioritized inventory of the
City’s Brownfields sites. With input from a
community volunteer team, an engineering
firm was hired to create the inventory.

As a result, the following sites were
added to the city’s prioritized Brownfields
inventory and have been assessed or
cleaned up. Results include bringing these
sites back into use, and, in some cases, onto
the tax roles:

Assessment:

e 50 Island Street, former Southwick
Manufacturing mill, now called “Union
Crossing”, a mixed usage project within
easy walking distance of the city’s newer
train station and which will contain
housing, daycare and other community
usage;

e 290/300 Merrimack Street, a 4.45 acre
site constructed in 1906, the former boiler
house and coal/fuel oil storage shed of
the Wood Worsted Mill complex, under
development for mixed usage, including
retail stores;

< 0 North Canal Street (next to Pemberton
Park), a 6.40 acre site being assessed
as home to the new Lawrence Police
Department;

e 250 Canal Street, a former cotton,
then paper mill, assessed for potential
housing

Clean Up:

» Former Oxford Paper Site, located in the
heart of the Lawrence Gateway District,
this on-going clean-up project includes
plans for additional parking and green
space;

» Manchester Street Park, former Convanta
Thermal Facility, in the densely populated
Avrlington district, is a 5 acre site nearing
completion into a public park.

Future Brownfields projects
include:

» 391 Water Street, the city’s former water
treatment facility to explore potential
usage;

e 143-145 Haverhill Street, a dilapidated
property which will be converted to
parking

Let the
investigation fall where it may and if found
“innocent,” “not guilty of wrong doings,”
or “not enough to prosecute,” he deserves
to have the rest of his contract paid for, but
I have the feeling that this is going a long
way — and not in his favor.

1952-2009

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few weeks ago Mel Peabody gave
me stack of pictures from his
ears of training boxers and in that

stack were pictures of Alexis Arguello of
Nicaragua. | pulled those pictures out this
past Wednesday when | read of Arguello’s
passing.

Considered one of boxing’s best,
Alexis Arguello held three world titles:
featherweight, junior lightweight and
lightweight champ. Arguello, at 5’10”
was considered tall for a 140-pound boxer
and had a long reach. His nickname, The
Explosive Thin Man, described a fighter
with strong punching-power or, as was often
said, “dynamite in both hands.” He never
shied away from a fight and even though he
lost his bid for the junior welterweight title
against Aaron Pryor, he fought hard in what
was considered the Ring Magazine Fight
of the Decade (November, 1982). Like
many retired athletes, he struggled without
the discipline and structure his boxing
career demanded and fast living became a
problem. Arguello managed to turn things
around and prosper, so much so that he was
elected mayor of Managua in November of
2008.

He wasagracious gentleman, humble
and wonderfully supportive toward those
who would follow him into the ring.

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etween the gorgeous waves,

B incredible views and delicious food,

the small town of San Bartolo, Peru

has welcomed the 2009 Peru Crew, as the six

students from Phillips Academy and Youth

Development Organization Inc. (YDO) like
to refer to themselves, with open arms.

Nearly a week into their program,
students have been successfully getting to
know the San Bartolo community through
meetings with government officials such
as the mayor, police chief and leader of the
city health clinic, cultural exchanges with
local high school students and interviews
with town residents.

After settling into their lodgings and
recovering from a day of travel, the Peru
Crew members began their first day by
meeting their twenty or so counterparts
from the San Bartolo high school. Between
dance lessons, conversations and games,
the group quickly bonded as language and
cultural boundaries began to fade into the
past.

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Hello Rumbo readers. | am sitting in my
office writing this and breathing great huge
sighs of relief. Last night the city passed
the budget and we have made the state
deadline. | know I was not alone in fearing
the consequences of another series of one
twelfth budgets. Too often we have found
ourselves facing the one twelfth budget
scenario in the past but this year more than
ever we needed to have things pass in a
timely manner. Otherwise we would have
faced a snowballing deficit that could only
have resulted in massive layoffs and severe
cuts to public safety and services.

A lot of credit needs to be given to
city administration and to City Council for
coming through with a plan that, while by
no means ideal, still succeeds in minimizing
the pain as well or better than any of our
sister communities. We owe a debt to
the city’s unions twelve out of thirteen of
whom voted for concessions to help the
city and prevent layoffs. Sometimes union
members are stereotyped as tunnel vision
types only looking after their own interests.
Our folks in Lawrence voted approximately
84% in favor of their colleagues and the
common good which certainly puts the lie
to that stereotype.

Also 1 think credit should go to all my
colleagues at the department head level.
Some of them had to go through a torturous
process to get their numbers to add up to
meet the bottom line. They found ways
to hold on to staff in spite of sometimes
towering challenges. Credit goes to the
Council Budget and Finance sub-committee
as well. These folks put in yeoman’s work
over the past few months going for several

weeks at a time meeting every night of the
week. Anyone who attends these Budget
and Finance sub-committee meetings
knows that the meetings can be very long
and tiring. | give credit to the intrepid
crew who did their duty hearing out each
of the city departments one-by-one.

Above and beyond anyone else,
however, | think we all owe a debt of
gratitude to what is becoming the budget
Dynamic Duo—Mark Andrews, city
B&F director and Councilor Grisel Silva,
chair of the Council B&F subcommittee.
For the second year in a row they have
worked together to bring our budget in
on time. Considering the city’s history in
this area that success alone is remarkable.
That they did so in such bleak times is
unbelievable. Add that Lawrence came
through with a budget that, compared
others coming down across the state,
is livable for its employees and keeps
services to our community steady and
their accomplishment is astounding.

I’m afraid | did not use my space this
week to talk about what is going on here
in the library, but our fate here and in all
of our city departments and committees
depends on cooperation amongst unions,
management, administration, legislature
and our own citizens.

He apologizes to everyone in his
district; however, what he should have
done was apologize to the students of this
school district for his disgrace.
