EI BPA estd
presente en productos para bebés, como
en biberones y en la formula. Una serie
de estudios de laboratorio con animales ha
levantado preocupaciones por los posibles
peligros de la exposicion al BPA de fetos
en desarrollo, nifios que toman del pecho y
nifios que toman férmula. Dichos peligros
incluyen, pero no se limitan a: Alteraciones
en el desarrollo del sistema nervioso del
bebé, como por ejemplo la funcidn tiroidea
y el desarrollo del cerebro; cambios en el
comportamiento, como la hiperactividad
y cambios en el desarrollo normal de la
préstata.

El DPH les aconseja a las madres de
nifios de hasta dos afios de edad a evitar
el uso de productos que contengan BPA
al preparar o almacenar férmula y leche
materna para sus nifios.

| Servicio de Impuestos Internos
E(IRS) recuerda evitar estafas que

usan el nombre, logotipo o sitio
de Internet del IRS para convencer a los
contribuyentes de que es una verdadera
comunicacion del IRS.

En un robo de identidad, un estafador,
a menudo aparentando ser una institucion
confiable, trata de engafiarle a revelar
informacion, como codigos y numeros de
tarjetas de crédito o de cuentas bancarias,
nimeros de Seguro Social y mas.
Generalmente, los ladrones usan los datos
para robar cuentas, cargar gastos, solicitar
préstamos, tarjetas de crédito, servicios o
beneficios a nombre de la victima e incluso
presentar declaraciones de impuestos
fraudulentas.

Alternamente, podrian enviarle un cheque
falso para depositarlo pagando 10 por ciento
en impuestos o cargos. Algunos cumplen,
pensando que el cheque debe haber sido
confirmado por el banco y es genuino.

En este fraude los estafadores
modifican un Formulario W-8BEN,

Podria incluir nacionalidad, nimero de
pasaporte, cuenta bancaria, nimeros de PIN,
nombre de cényuge y apellido materno, u
otra informacion. Los estafadores podrian
usar el nimero genuino del formulario o
inventar uno, por ejemplo W-4100B2.

Envian el formulario o carta por e-mail
o fax. La carta, que alega venir del IRS, dice
que enfrentard impuestos adicionales si no
provee la informacion inmediatamente al
fax provisto.

NOTES FROM YOUR LIBRARIAN

ello Rumbo readers.  August
already! Summer sure seems to
speed by. We are enjoying it here

with all our summer programming going
on. The children are turning up in great
numbers and all seem to be having a great
time. | was thinking recently how different
things are in a library now from when | was
a child. Back in those days my friends and
I would visit the library frequently but our
sole point was to return books we’d read and
check out new ones. (Well, I must admit we
did have a secondary purpose which was
to slide down the slanted stones under the
banisters at the South Branch library.) The
idea of going to see a magician perform or
to learn a craft would have seemed surreal
to us. My mother is a lifetime library user
too and her memories of the experience
mirror my own. That is to say that nothing
changed from her generation to mine but
everything has changed from my generation
to the present one.

It is not just at the level of children’s
services that things have changed
enormously. | think of the things that
our personnel is expected to handle in
comparison with the past. When | was a
child the librarians checked out our books
and collected our fines if the material
was late. Presumably they also reshelved
books. Though these women (and they
were all women) were pleasant enough to
us it would never have occurred to me or to
my friends to ask anything of them beyond
advice on what book we might enjoy.
Today we expect library staff to be experts
at information retrieval, event planning,
technological instruction, public speaking,
literacy, community advocacy and a good
deal more while still maintaining the role of
literary advisor.

In order for an individual to progress at

the administrative level we now expect—
in fact demand—an advanced degree in
library science. Given all this | sometimes
feel a bit frustrated that, despite all these
changes, the staff of the library is pretty
much paid proportionally the same as
back when | was a child. | bring this all
up because of all the issues statewide
concerning the relevance of libraries
and where our institutions should find
themselves on the economic food chain.
I say nothing new when | say libraries
are more valuable during hard times than
when people are relatively prosperous,
but I think it goes beyond that. | cannot
think of any other profession that has so
thoroughly “rethought” itself in order
to correspond to the needs of a greatly
altered society.

As | have said before, | have no
complaint with the way our library was
treated in the city’s budget process. Our
cuts corresponded to those endured by the
other departments in the city. This has
not been the case in a lot of communities
however. What | am hearing about
is libraries being forced to take a
disproportionate amount of the load for
budget cuts. There is an assumption that
library staff will just accept a constant
expectation of doing more with less.
Ultimately there will come a point that
people can no longer accomplish this.
I just hope that the powers that be in
the state would not turn a blind eye to
the situation and that they will respect
libraries for the resource they are.

Well my husband has suggested that
I stop ending my articles with references
to a certain Boston sports franchise since
I always seem to bring them horrible
bad luck so I’ll jut say “See you at the
library.”

Public Health Advisory Regarding
Bisphenol A (BPA)

The Massachusetts Department of
Public Health (DPH) is issuing
a public health advisory for
consumers concerning bisphenol A (BPA).
BPA is present in baby products, including
baby bottles and some infant formula. A
number of studies in laboratory animals
have raised concerns about potential health
effects during fetal development and
among nursing or formula-fed children
who may be exposed to BPA. These effects
include but are not limited to: changes in
the infant’s developing nervous system,
such as thyroid function and brain growth;
changes in behavioral development, such
as hyperactivity; and changes in the normal
development of the prostate gland.

DPH is specifically advising mothers
of children up to two years old to avoid
the use of products that contain BPA for
making or storing infant formula and breast
milk. Current research suggests that BPA
levels in newborns may be much higher
than in adults. While researchers caution
that more research needs to be conducted,
it seems prudent to reduce exposures for
pregnant and breastfeeding women to the
extent possible in order to reduce levels in
their newborn children.

BPA is used as a liner in some food
and beverage cans to prevent spoilage.
It is used in a variety of other consumer
products to enhance the structural integrity
of plastic containers. Alternatives to plastic
containers that have BPA as a component
are available, and some are made by the
same companies that produce products
containing BPA.

Transparent (clear or colored) plastic
containers or baby bottles with the recycling
number 7 and the letters PC, which stand for
“polycarbonate” plastic, should be avoided
to the extent possible. Heat can increase the
release of BPA from polycarbonate plastic.
Therefore, consumers should consider the
following:

* Avoid heating plastic containers with the
recycling number 7 and the letters PC in
microwave ovens, in water on the stovetop,
or by adding boiling water into them,
particularly when preparing infant formula.
e Wash the containers by hand with warm
water and soap, instead of in dishwashers.
« Stainless steel and glass

do not contain BPA.

* Replace worn or scratched
polycarbonate plastic containers,
preferably with glass or

stainless steel containers.

¢ Pregnant or breastfeeding women

can eat or cook with fresh or frozen
products instead of canned foods—

which may contain BPA—to reduce

fetal or infant exposure to BPA.

Some studies have found BPA in
containers of canned liquid infant formula.
Powdered formuladoes notappearto contain
detectable levels of BPA. If special formula
is required because of a medical condition,
parents should not make any changes to their
baby’s diet without consulting with their
health care provider first. It is likely that
known medical risks from discontinuing
the use of special formula may be far
greater than those that may result from

BPA exposure from this source. The most
effective means of reducing BPA exposure
to infants is to breast feed. For both baby
and mother, breastfeeding has many well-
documented health benefits:

« Breastfed babies have lower

rates of some of the most serious

chronic diseases: asthma, diabetes,

and some childhood cancers.

« Breastfeeding reduces the risk

and severity of infectious diseases:
pneumonia, diarrhea, and ear infections.

» Women who breastfeed have lower
levels of ovarian and breast cancer, and
breastfed daughters also have lower rates
of breast cancer when they grow up.

The federal Food and Drug
Administration  (FDA) is  currently
considering the scientific evidence related
to health risks associated with BPA in foods
and consumer products and is expected to
determine the need for regulatory action in
2009. Current research on health effects
associated with BPA exposure includes
effects during fetal developmental and
among infants, and children.  Recent
preliminary studies also suggest that BPA
may interfere with the effectiveness of
breast cancer chemotherapeutic drugs in
cell culture, and may also be associated
with diabetes and cardiovascular conditions
in adults.

“If you recently lost your job, you
should know that under the American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act, the first
$2,400 you get from unemployment benefits
is free of taxes,” said IRS spokeswoman
Sara Eguren. “But if you are now searching
for a new job, you may also be able to
deduct some of your expenses,” she added.

Here are the top six things the IRS
wants you to know about deducting costs
related to your job search.

1. In order to deduct job search costs,
the expenses must be spent on a job search

in your current occupation. You may not
deduct expenses incurred while looking for
a job in a new occupation.

2. You can deduct employment and
outplacement agency fees you pay while
looking for a job in your present occupation.
If your employer pays you back in a later
year for employment agency fees, you must
include the amount you receive in your
gross income up to the amount of your tax
benefit in the earlier year.

3. You can deduct amounts you spend for
preparing and mailing copies of a résumé
to prospective employers as long as you
are looking for a new job in your present
occupation.

4. If you travel to an area to look for a

disappearance and the facts surrounding
his case. “Have you seen Andy?” explores
the events of that afternoon; re-examines
the six day national search for Andy; and
follows the police investigation, which was
reopened after two decades. Some of the
facts of this case are shocking — there were
at least five “known pedophiles” at the pool
that day. To this day the main suspect has
never been questioned or charged with the
crime despite being publicly identified as
the person believed to be responsible for
Andy'’s disappearance.

“Have You Seen Andy?” is the
personal story of a childhood friendship
abruptly ended by the tragic abduction of
a young boy. With special access and a
unique perspective, Ms. Perkins conducted
interviews with Andy’s childhood friends,
lifeguards who worked at the pool, local
and state police officers who worked on the
case and Andy'’s family. The film includes
news coverage and newspaper clippings
of Andy’s disappearance along with an
in-depth profile of the suspects in Andy’s
abduction.

Nationally 58,000 children disappear
every year in the United States. This is the
story of one of those children, Andy Puglisi,
a boy who represents all of the children
who have fallen through the cracks over
the years — children who are gone but not
forgotten.
