On a sunny September morning, 
Lawrence Mayor Michael J. 
Sullivan made the announcement 

of a creation of a disaster relief fund for 
Lawrence. “Not every day will be like 
today,” said the mayor.  “I hope we will 
never have to use this fund”.  Father Jorge 
Reyes agreed with that statement.
 The creation of the fund responds 
to the many disasters that had plagued 
Lawrence, starting with the collapse and 
fi re of the Pemberton Mill in 1860 and the 
fl oods of 1996 and 2006 and as recently 
as January 2008 fi re which destroyed part 
of a South Lawrence neighborhood and 
displaced more than twenty families.
 “Planning ahead in a day like this 
is vision,” said David M. Welbourn, 
President/CEO, Essex County 
Community Foundation, partners with 
the City of Lawrence in administering 

the funds. “This is the fi rst and only city or 
town in the state that has looked over the 

horizon, to be able to care for their people 
in case of need,” said Welbourn.

Caffrey for $5,000, from the Catherine McCarthy Memorial; Patricia 

Karl and Atty. Robert O’Sullivan for $5000 from the Charles G. Pringle

 On the front page of this edition we 
brought you a photo taken by a resident 
of Lawrence of a DPW truck that was 
leaving the Rockingham Mall in Salem, 
New Hampshire on Saturday, September 
19, 2009, at 11:57 a.m.  The person taking 
the picture said it was Norman Nimmo, 
Recycling Coordinator for the City of 
Lawrence driving and an unidentifi ed 
woman with him. 
 Those are the facts but we are left 
with some questions that we hope to 
fi nd answers in the coming days.  For 
example, last week we were informed 
that all the city trucks were in the city 
yard in Auburn St. for not having passed 
inspection. The problem is they cannot 
pass inspection because they are in need 
of repairs. 
 Last Thursday they were brought 
to the NAPA garage on Blanchard St. 
after Councilor Grisel Silva (District B) 
threatened to call the state police if the 
trucks were allowed to go out in those 
conditions, jeopardizing public safety. 
 I have two questions: If the city laid 
off the mechanics for lack of money, 
where are going to get the money now to 
pay for repairs in a garage privado? Had 
the DPW truck shown in the photo on the 
front page passed inspection? 
 Besides, can DPW get those vehicles 
out of state?  Are they insured to go out of 
town?

Mayor Isabel?
 That’s what Isabel Melendez said on 
a radio interview last Wednesday.  “Don’t 
look for my name on the ballot but, if you 
elect Israel Reyes mayor of Lawrence, I 
will quit my job and work on a volunteer 
basis from City Hall.”
 During the interview on the show 
“Mirada de Mujer” (a sort of program 
like “The View”) with Altagracia Mayí 
on WCEC-AM 1490 at one o’clock, 
Melendez also said that she will be able 
to implement all the things she believes 
City Hall should be doing and that Reyes 
“is someone who can work with me.”

will continue to monitor the situation and 
take further steps if necessary.  The steps 
the citizens can take to protect themselves 
are as follows:

Avoid Mosquito Bites
* Be Aware of Peak Mosquito Hours 
- The hours from dusk to dawn are 
peak biting times for many mosquitoes. 
Consider rescheduling outdoor activities 
that occur during evening or early morning. 
Otherwise, take extra care to use repellent 
and protective clothing. 
* Clothing Can Help reduce mosquito 

bites. Although it may be diffi cult to do 
when it‘s hot, wearing long-sleeves, long 
pants and socks when outdoors will help 
keep mosquitoes away from your skin.
* Apply Insect Repellent when you 
go outdoors. Use a repellent with DEET 
(N, N-diethyl-m-toluamide), permethrin, 
picaridin (KBR 3023), IR3535 or oil of 
lemon eucalyptus [p-methane 3, 8-diol 
(PMD)] according to the instructions on 
the product label.  DEET products should 
not be used on infants under two months of 
age and should be used in concentrations of 
30% or less on older children.  Oil of lemon 
eucalyptus should not be used on children 
under three years of age.  Permethrin 
products are intended for use on items such 
as clothing, shoes, bed nets and camping 
gear and should not be applied to skin. 

Mosquito-Proof Your Home
* Drain Standing Water - Mosquitoes 
lay their eggs in standing water. Limit the 
number of places around your home for 
mosquitoes to breed by either draining or 
getting rid of items that hold water. Check 
rain gutters and drains. Empty any unused 
fl owerpots and wading pools, and change 
water in birdbaths frequently.  
* Install or Repair Screens - Some 
mosquitoes like to come indoors. Keep them 
outside by having tightly-fi tting screens on 
all of your windows and doors.
 
 The Massachusetts Department of 
Public Health has changed the risk level in 
Methuen from “remote” to “low” for EEE 
on the risk map that the DPH produces.

• Reduce fees. Banking and credit card 
fees for things like overdrafts and late 
payments can quickly erode interest 
earnings, so carefully monitor your 
balances and account activity. Bouncing 
one less check a month could save 
hundreds of dollars a year. 

• Pay down debt. Earning 2 percent on 
savings is quickly offset by interest paid 
on credit card balances carried forward, so 
always try to pay more than the minimum 
amount due. 

• Review insurance policies. Shop 
around for better car and homeowner’s 
insurance rates; you can always ask 
your current carrier to match better rates 
found elsewhere. And consider raising 
deductibles, which can save hundreds of 
dollars.  

• Avoid “retail therapy.” Before hitting 
the mall, shop your own closet for “had-
to-have” outfi ts still on their original 
hangers.  Check your pantry for duplicate 
products as well.

• Drive your car an extra couple of years 
– you’ll save thousands of dollars on 
depreciation and reduce your insurance 
premium.
