E(DPH) publicd hoy un suplemento

que acompafia la version 2008
del informe proveniente de la Encuesta
de Evaluacion de Factores de Riesgo
Conductuales (Behavioral Risk Factor
Surveillance  Survey, BRFSS). Este
suplemento se enfoca en las siguientes
ciudades: Boston, Lowell, Lawrence,
Fall River, New Bedford, Worcester y
Springfield.

La encuesta BRFSS es un sondeo
que evalla, por ejemplo, riesgos de salud,
conductas preventivas y enfermedades. El
DPH viene produciendo estos informes
desde 1986. La edicion actual se basa en
los resultados de una encuesta telefénica
(teléfonos fijos) llevada a cabo con 8.461
residentes de Massachusetts mayores de 18
anos.

Los resultados muestran informacion
de salud a nivel local. Estas comunidades
han sido seleccionada en base a los
siguiente criterios: tamafio de la poblacion,
ubicacién geogréfica y diversidad étnico-
racial. Comprenden un 20 por ciento de
la poblacién total del Estado, 53% de la
poblacién negra no-hispanica, 51% de la
poblacion hispana y 30% de la poblacién
asiatica.

El informe tiene como objetivo ser de
utilidad en estas comunidades para motivos
de planificacidn, intervencion de programas
y la creacion o modificacion de politicas
locales —de acuerdo con el compromiso
continuo del DPH de proveer informacién
demografica mas detallada, ademas de
monitorizar tendencias en todo el Estado.

A seguir  algunos  resultados
fundamentales:

e La prevalencia del sobrepeso o la
obesidad aument6 significativamente en
todo el Estado entre 2000 y 2008. Un
aumento semejante se observé en Fall
River, Lowell, Worcester y Boston. En
Springfield y Fall River la prevalencia

ts

del sobrepeso u obesidad en 2008 se
mantuvo mas alta que en todo el Estado.

e En 2008 el indice de tabaquismo en
Massachusetts era 16%. Sin embargo,
3 de las 5 ciudades (excepto Boston y
Lowell) reportaron una prevalencia méas
alta de tabaquismo actual que el promedio
del Estado. La prevalencia actual de
tabaquismo en New Bedford es casi
el doble del resto del Estado (29%). El
indice de tabaquismo entre las personas
de 18 a 24 afios fue superior al 30% en
Springfield, Lowell, Fall River y New
Bedford.

e A excepcion de Worcester, el nimero
de personas que reportaron tener un
estado de salud “deficiente o apenas
aceptable” es mas alto en todas las
ciudades seleccionadas para este sondeo.
Este indice se mantuvo mas alto que el
promedio del Estado durante el periodo
analizado en el informe.

 Entre 2000y 2008 la prevalencia del asma
y la diabetes aumenté en todo el Estado y
también en algunas ciudades. En 2008 la
prevalencia del asma no fue diferente del
promedio en el resto del Estado.

e La prevalencia de la diabetes en
Springfield (12%), Fall River (11%) y
Lawrence (11%) fue mas alta que en el
resto del Estado (7%).

e La deteccion de céancer colorrectal
mejoré en todo el Estado, inclusive
en las ciudades seleccionadas para el
sondeo. No obstante, todas las ciudades
menos Boston y Worcester aln tienen un
indice més bajo de deteccion de cancer
colorrectal que el resto del estado. El
indice méas bajo fue en Lowell (51%),

Eha creado una nueva herramienta

El Navegador de Planes de Jubilacion
del IRS http://www.retirementplans.
irs.gov/ (en inglés) esta disefiado para
proporcionar a los empleadores una
guia fécil de usar que se centra en tres
areas: elegir un plan, mantener un plany
corregir un plan.

“Ciertos estudios recientes indican
que una porcion significativa de latinos
en los Estados Unidos no tiene un plan
de jubilacion y que ademas muchos
empleadores de la comunidad hispana ni
siquiera los ofrece”, comenta portavoz
del IRS Sara Eguren. “Al utilizar el
navegador, los empleadores podrian
hallar que la eleccion y el mantenimiento
de un plan de pensiones no resultan tan
complicados como pensaban”, afiadio.
Algunos tipos de plan son menos costosos
y maés faciles establecer que otros.

El navegador no sugiere qué plan
pudiera ser mejor para un empleador
especifico, pero si presenta las opciones
para permitirles elegir uno que mejor se
adapte a sus situaciones. El navegador
incluye una comparacion de lado a lado de
los planes de pensiones y sus requisitos.

El navegador proporciona una lista
de comprobacion y sugiere recursos para
mantener el cumplimiento de normas.
Las leyes de pensiones cambian con
frecuencia. Los empleadores pueden
reducir al minimo los problemas al hacer
un repaso anual para cerciorarse de que
se mantengan en el cumplimiento.

El IRS también reconoce que pueden
cometerse errores sin querer, y muchos
errores pueden corregirse sin notificar
a la agencia. El navegador sugiere
opciones a los empleadores que buscan
corregir errores y regresar sus planes de
al cumplimiento.

Socializacion de su

Cachorro

;Sabia usted que casi la mitad de las
personas que viven en Estados Unidos
han decidido compartir su hogar

con un compariero canino? Pero, por
desgracia, hay millones més perros sin
hogar que hay familias que buscan un
nuevo amigo. Los expertos creen que
la mayoria de los perros son entregados
a los refugios debido a problemas

de conducta que podrian haberse
evitado si los perros hubiesen sido bien
socializados como los cachorros.

Cachorros puede ser una fantastica
adicién a la familia, pero no sin
costo: tiempo, dinero y un gran
compromiso! Los perros son los mas
impresionables desde el nacimiento hasta
los 3 meses de edad, asi que es muy
importante que su perro tenga un montén
de experiencias positivas durante este
tiempo, para ayudarle a ser un perro feliz
y sano. Los perros de esta edad son como
la plastilina: cada experiencia deja una
impresion, ya sea buena o mala.

Una de las lecciones méas importantes
que los perros jovenes aprenden es como
utilizar una boca suave. Es muy normal que
los cachorros jueguen a mordeduras y como
si estuvieran peleando entre si: es la forma
en que exploran el mundo que les rodea y
aprenden a relacionarse con los demas. Los
cachorros no sélo aprenden la presién de la
mordida adecuada, pero también aprenden
a corregirse a si mismos cuando estan
mordiendo muy duro. Esta caracteristica,
llamada “la inhibicién de mordida”, se
establece desde el momento de un perro
nace hasta que tiene aproximadamente 4
meses de edad. Por esta razén y otras, es
sumamente importante que su cachorro
permanezca con su madre y su cria por lo
menos 8 semanas.

Los cachorros que son separados
de sus madres y compafieros de camada
antes de las 8 semanas de edad son mucho
mas propensos a desarrollar problemas de
conducta que son dificiles, si no imposible,
de revertir. Los perros que no aprenden
de inhibicion de la mordida es mucho
maés probable que rompan la piel si es que
alguna vez muerden, porque no tienen una
comprension de su propia fuerza y lo que
“duele”.

Muchas personas piensan que la
alimentacion con biber6n a un cachorro
fortalecerda el vinculo entre la persona y el
perro, pero hay efectos secundarios muy
negativos. Muchos cachorros alimentados
con biberén se unen a una sola persona y
temerosos de los demas. Estos perros son
mas propensos a morder sin previo aviso
y los extrafios, incluso amistosos u otros
perros pueden asustarlos o desencadenar
una reaccion agresiva.

Lo mejor es tener amigos, gente amable
que pase tiempo con su cachorro tantos
como sea posible desde el momento en que
nazca. Si ella esta constantemente expuesta
a las interacciones positivas con los
diferentes tipos de personas, especialmente
hombres y nifios, entonces es mucho menos
probable que sentird temor en una nueva
situacion a medida que crece a la edad
adulta. Por la misma razon, es importante
comenzar a introducir a su cachorro a otros
animales que sean amistosos con perros
desde el momento de llevarla a su casa a las
8 semanas.

En la MSPCA, animamos a
todos nuestros visitantes a reflexionar
detenidamente sobre todos los aspectos
de la tutela de los animales antes de
hacer el compromiso de una nueva
mascota. Adoptar un perro adulto de un
refugio es una mejor opcién para muchas
familias, porque los perros adultos ya han
establecido sus personalidades, y hay un
beneficio en la frase, “lo que ves es lo que
obtienes”. Y para la mayoria de las familias,
Ilevandose a casa un cachorro que necesita
atencion las 24 horas del dia es demasiada
responsabilidad. Pero, independientemente
de si se elige un cachorro o un perro adulto,
por favor, esterilice o castre a su mascota.
Hay 8 millones de gatos y perros sin hogar
en los Estados Unidos, asi que no deje a su
mascota sumarse al problema!

oca preocupacion entre hispanos
por la gripe

Una nueva encuesta nacional de
opinion llevada a cabo por la firma Garcia
Research, conel patrociniode lacompafiia
Clorox, revelé que mas de la mitad de los
adultos hispanos entrevistados, es decir,
un 56%, “no estaban preocupados” por la
gripe. La encuesta también dio a conocer
que solo tres de cada diez personas “muy
posiblemente” iban a vacunarse contra la
gripe estacional.

“Aunque la medicina preventiva
no es siempre algo caracteristico entre

DOR rejects city’s solution for $10.9 deficit

This letter is self explanatory. It
proves what we have been saying
for so long about the city covering
up misdeeds with lies and the City Council
has not taken an active part in finding

remediation to our problems.
On August 19th, the Department of

Revenue (DOR) sent a letter with a deadline
of September 30th to find ways to offset the
$10.9 million deficit. They waited until
that evening to hold a meeting at which
time, our Budget and Finance Director
Mark Andrews came up with transfers,
fee increases and cuts equivalent to $16
million. This letter shows how it was all a
lie and they could only justify a $1 million
reduction.

Massachusetts Department of Revenue Division of Local Services

As off today, many department heads
have not seen this letter and are not aware
of the additional measures to be taken and
the City Council has not done a thing about
it.

Our tax rate will not be approved by
DOR unless we come up with a viable
budget by December 31st. Perhaps that’s
how council members expect to spend New
Year’s Eve.

On August 19, 2009, T wrote to you regarding the FY 10 financial position of the City of Lawrence. As you
know, the Department of Revenue required a pro-forma recap to review for budgetary purposes only. A
DOR review of the first pro-forma recap submitted by the City indicated a deficit of approximately $10.9M
for the upcoming fiscal year. DOR then asked that you develop a corrective action plan to be submitted by
September 30, 2009. The City has complied with this request.

Based upon your new pro-forma submission, it is DOR’s opinion that the City now has a deficit of
approximately $9.5M for FY10. Though the Council has taken votes that would appear to reduce the deficit
below $9.5M, further review and analysis suggest that those votes have not benefited Lawrence’s financial
position to any great extent. In particular, it is important to note the implications of the Council vote to
transfer $3.7M from the Fiscal Stability Reserve under Section 4 of Chapter 41 of the Acts of 1990, as
amended by Chapter 377 of the Acts of 1992. Although the City can use these funds as voted, doing so
requires the City to repay the Fiscal Stability Reserve the following year at a higher rate; spending $3.7M
requires a repayment of $3.8M to $4M. This will cause additional structural deficit challenges in FY'11; not
only will these funds not be available due to their one time usage in FY 10, they will be coupled with the
$3.8M to $4M liability, which must also be raised for repayment.

The problem remains that the City of Lawrence has a significant deficit for this fiscal year. This calculation
does not include additional possible exposures due to any potential spending requirements associated with
net school spending, appropriations that may not match necessary expenditures, possible closing deficits
from FY09, or estimated receipts that cannot be supported by current documentation.

Please be aware that DOR by law cannot approve a FY 10 tax rate unless this deficit is cured. The City must
take the appropriate expedient actions to close this budget deficit in order to successfully set your FY10 tax
rate by the statutory deadline of December 31%, so tax bills can be sent out January 1% with payment due

February 1*". Failure to do so could affect City cash flow, proving disruptive to the City and those it serves.
Please contact Deputy Commissioner Robert Nunes at 617-626-2381 as soon as possible to discuss next
steps in the budget process. The DOR Division of Local Services team stands ready to assist you in

resolving this critical matter.

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the City of Lawrence has a number

of firefighters at their home while
receiving pay. These firefighters where,
unfortunately, laid off during the latest
rounds of city budgets cuts.  Someone
thought that laying off these firefighters was
as easy as terminating an at-will-employee.
An at-will-employee could be let go at
anytime for no reason what-so-ever. These
firefighters, as well as Police Officers and
a number of other city positions, are not
at-will-employees but are Civil Service
employees. These Civil Service positions
are governed by Massachusetts General
Laws 31. Knowing that our city attorneys
know their laws well, 1 would venture to
say that this fiasco was not an error of our
attorneys but possibly someone else in the
administration trying to rush a situation in
order to gain leverage or push budget cuts
to a rapid pace. As | would say — lack of
planning because after eight years in office
one would already have the Civil Service
rules to memory.

Title 1V, Chapter 31, Section 39 states
that any separation from employment
due to lack of money must be handled in
accordance with Section 41 of this same
Chapter. Section 41 states that any tenured
employee cannot be laid off from his
position without written consent and that
he/she will be provided by the appointing
authority (the Mayor of Lawrence) prior
notice with the specific reasons for being
release before taking such action. In the
notice the appointing authority must
provide a series of steps to the employee
including a hearing process. Of course, this
would not be the last step in the process.
There is always an appeals process at the
Civil Service Commission level.

To make a long story short, this is
a process that takes time. And although
the laws timetables put it at anywhere
between 7 to 14 days, it could take as
much as 45 days or more. If this process
is prepared incorrectly it can do damage
to the reputation of the city attorneys, the

So it is
important for me to print my commentaries
in a way that folks see when it is only my
point of view and nothing else | express,
unless my opinion rests on facts that is.

If I jump out of a window and fall flat
to the ground | know who is behind the fall
besides my stupidity: the law of gravity. That
is no opinion; that is fact folks. Someone
whose name | don’t recall said that opinions
are like noses: everyone has one.

Walk or drive through any street and
look both ways and you will see homes and
businesseswherethere are people inside with
different ideas about anything we humans
can make up. Meet those people personally
and you-and they- will be shocked to see
how divergent those thoughts can be and
how often they are as distant from reality
as those who would not listen and jump out
of a window because they don’t believe in
gravity or think it works some of the time
and not all of the time.

Recently the state of Louisiana

It seems that a Justice
of the Peace in one of the parishes of that
state (in Louisiana municipalities are called
parishes) refused to marry a couple of mixed
racial characteristics.

uch like the Ailanthus tree that
servedasametaphor inthe famous

M 1943 book “A Tree Grows in

Brooklyn,” this Pin Oak tree on Bennington
Street is a living symbol of Lawrence’s
ability to endure enormous change. City
tree warden John Isensee believes this tree
is one of the oldest trees in Lawrence and he
is constantly amazed at this tree’s ability to
survive repeated hot topping, root shaving,
and branch trimming.

The Bennington Street tree was here
well before the City of Lawrence and Mr.
Isensee estimates the tree to be “at least
200 years old”. This hardy Pin Oak has
adapted to the necessities of modern living
and thrived while having a driveway carved
around its base and assorted -electrical
wires threaded through its branches. The
circumference of its base is 15 feet 7 inches,
large for a Pin Oak growing in a constricted
environment.

Lawrence and this tree have grown up
together and lived through great changes:
an overnight doubling of the population
100 years ago, the evolution from horse and
buggy to the automobile and the wonders of
electricity. Rumbo salutes the Pin Oak at 70
Bennington Street.

Another favorite of our tree warden is
the Lawrence Pin Oak that sits overlooking
the city from a hill in the Bellevue
Cemetery. Shaped like an ancient Egyptian
pyramid, this Pin Oak is the lead tree in
what may be the oldest stand of trees in the
city of Lawrence. The tree has not had its
growth restricted by the other trees or by
any human intervention (read: hot-topping,
root shaving and branch trimming) and
its canopy is truly magnificent, stretching
approximately 100 feet from one end to the
other.

The Common and the twin hills of
Lawrence are covered with many beautiful
trees and they are especially visible this
time of year.

DPH Releases a Profile
of Health Among MA
Adults in Selected Cities

The Department of Public Health
(DPH) today released a supplement
to the annual statewide Behavioral
Risk Factor Surveillance System (BRFSS)
report for the year 2008, focusing on seven
selected cities: Boston, Lowell, Lawrence,
Fall River, New Bedford, Worcester and
Springfield.

The BRFSS survey tracks health
risks, preventative behaviors and health
conditions. DPH has produced annual
BRFSS reports continually since 1986.
The current report is based on a land line
telephone survey of 8,461 Massachusetts
residents ages 18 and older and provides
health data at the city level.

These seven communities have
been selected based on population size,
geography, and racial and ethnic diversity.
They comprise 20% of the Massachusetts
population; 53% of the Black non-Hispanic
population; 51% of the Hispanic population;
and 30% of the Asian population.

The data in this report are intended to
be used by these communities for planning,
program interventions and informing local
health policies, in keeping with DPH’s
ongoing effort to provide more detailed
geographic information in addition to
monitoring statewide trends.

Key findings include:

e The prevalence of overweight or
obesity increased significantly across the
state from 2000 to 2008. A similar increase
was found in Fall River, Lowell, Worcester,
and Boston. The prevalence of overweight
or obesity in 2008 remained higher than the

state in Springfield and Fall River.

e The smoking rate for adults in
Massachusetts was 16% in 2008. However,
five oversampled cities (except Boston and
Lawrence) reported a higher prevalence
of current smoking than the state average.
The prevalence of current smoking in
New Bedford was nearly twice as high as
the state (29%). The smoking rate among
persons age 18-24 was more than 30% in
Springfield, Lowell, Fall River, and New
Bedford.

e The rate of self-reported “fair or poor
health” was higher than the state average
in all selected cities except Worcester. The
rate remained higher than the state average
over the reported time period.

»  The prevalence of asthma and diabetes
rose state wide and for some of the cities
between 2000 and 2008. In 2008 prevalence
of asthma was not different from the state
average. Diabetes

e prevalence in Springfield (12%), Fall
River (11%), and Lawrence (11%) was
higher than the state overall (7%).

»  Colorectal cancer screening improved
state-wideandinall selected cities. However,
all cities except Boston and Worcester still
have a rate of colorectal cancer screening
that was lower than the state .The lowest
screening rate was in Lowell (51%), while
the state average is 64% in 2008.

and creating more birthdays. Researchers
say that quitting smoking can increase
life expectancy — smokers who quit at
age 35 gain an average of eight years of
life expectancy; those who quit at age 55
gain about five years; and even long term
smokers who quit at 65 gain three years
(Taylor DH et al., Benefits of smoking
cessation for longevity. American Journal of
Public Health 92:990-996 - 2002). Smokers
who want to quit can call the American
Cancer Society Quit For Life® Program
operated and managed by Free & Clear® at
1-800-227-2345 for tobacco cessation and
coaching services that can help increase

their chances of quitting for good.

Research shows that people who stop
smoking before age 50 can cut their risk of
dying in the next 15 years in half compared
with those who continue to smoke. Smokers
who quitalso reduce their risk of lung cancer
— ten years after quitting, the lung cancer
death rate is about half that of a continuing
smoker’s. Some of the health effects of
quitting are almost instant, too — heart rate
and blood pressure drop 20 minutes after
quitting.

“We know that quitting smoking is
tough and that most smokers have to try
several times before quitting for good,”
said Janet McGrail, State Vice President for
Health Initiatives with the American Cancer
Society. “The American Cancer Society
offers a variety of effective resources
ranging from online tips and tools to
personalized telephone coaching by trained
specialists. We hope that smokers will use
the Great American Smokeout to map out a
course of action that will help them to quit,

and in turn to stay well and celebrate more
birthdays.”

The Great American Smokeout Web
site (www.cancer.org/GreatAmericans)
contains user-friendly tips and tools
towards a smoke-free life. In addition to tip
sheets and calculators, the site also offers
downloadable desktop helpers to assist with
planning to quit and succeeding in staying
tobacco-free. The Quit Clock allows users
to pick a quit day within 30 days, then
counts down the selected day with tips for
each day; and the Craving Stopper helps
smokers beat cravings by offering a fun
distraction.

The American Cancer Society created
the trademarked concept for and held its
first Great American Smokeout in 1976 as
a way to inspire and encourage smokers
to quit for a day. One million people quit
smoking for a day at the 1976 event in
California. The Great American Smokeout
encourages smokers to commit to making a
long-term plan to quit smoking for good.

Important facts about tobacco use:

» Tobacco use remains the single largest
preventable cause of disease and
premature death in the U.S.

 Cigarette smoking accounts for about
443,000 premature deaths — including
49,400 in nonsmokers.

* Thirty percent of cancer deaths, including
87 percent of lung cancer deaths, can be
attributed to tobacco.

» Smoking also accounts for $193 billion in
health care expenditures and productivity
losses.

 Great progress is being made in reducing
tobacco use in the U.S., with adult
smoking rates in 2007 declining among
all adults to 19.8 percent.

Evening High Schools. During the early
1920s, in addition to spending many hours
training for the ring, Mike Assaf found time
to be the caddy champion at the Merrimack
Valley Golf Club under Dave Hackney and
later served as an assistant golf pro.

He foughtasalightweight more frequently
than the record included here reflects. The
fights listed here are his pro fights that were
reported in the Boston Globe, courtesy of
IBRO Boxing Historian Luckett C. Davis.
His amateur career was very busy, his name
appeared almost weekly in the Lawrence
papers during the mid 1920s. He fought
alongside soon-to-be greats Andy Callahan,
Mike Sarkis (Saccuzo), Hal Stevenson and
Babe Adams and appeared on the same fight
card as Lowell legend Al Mello.

The Lowell Sun often used the phrase
“curtain raiser” to describe Mr. Assaf’s fights.
In perhaps his greatest ring battle, Mike Assaf
defeated Matty Cortex of Lynn, the then
1923 New England amateur bantamweight
champion at the old Winter Garden in
Lawrence. The bout was a draw at the end
of three scheduled rounds and the two young
men fought and extra round and Assaf won.

Mike left the ring in 1929 after achieving
success with three patents for devices used
in the growing miniature golf craze that was
then sweeping the country. In 1942, the 38
year old enlisted in the US Nave Seabees
where he served as a gunnery instructor in the
Aleutians. He was quoted as saying that one
of his greatest thrills while in the Aleutians
was the time he heard a shortwave broadcast
from WLAW with Arthur Flynn doing the
announcing.

Mike Assaf never quit learning and trying
his best at new endeavors. In 1952 at age 50,
Mr. Assaf passed his bar exam and became a
lawyer. Mr. Assaf passed away at age 80 in
Lawrence in October of 1984.

personnel department, the morale of the
firefighters, the integrity of the Mayor’s
Office and the budget of the city including
any damages that we as taxpayers may have
to pay to the union or their members.

I cannot believe that this action (to lay
off Civil Service employees) was made
without thoughts of reputational damage
to our already damage occupation of the
city’s human resources or that of the city
attorney’s office. A former Mayor of
Lawrence told me several times that the
Personnel Department has no “juice”. As
much as | respect this individual I must say
that he is wrong. And anyone else who
has this same perception of any human
resources department is wrong and ignorant
of properly running administrations and/or
businesses. It’s the human resources office
that can assist a president or an executive
officer of a company, a mayor of a town
or city, a superintendent of any school
district avoid creating mistakes that can
cost the budget and taxpayers millions of
dollars in damages. So it’s past time that
any new executive officer of this city, or
any department director, begin letting your
personnel/human resources departments
guide you in any efforts related to human
capital. Anything less is just for failure.

Title IV, Chapter 31, Section 39
states that any separation from
employment due to lack of money
must be handled in accordance
with Section 41 of this same
Chapter. Section 41 states that
any tenured employee cannot

be laid off from his position
without written consent and that
he/she will be provided by the
appointing authority (the Mayor
of Lawrence) prior notice with the
specific reasons for being release
before taking such action.

When we make these decisions let’s
not rush into judgment or action solely
based on politics. Let’s slow down and
make smart, intelligent, and mission
oriented decisions.

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Puppy Socialization

id you know that nearly half of
D the people living in America have

chosen to share their home with
a canine companion? But unfortunately,
there are millions more homeless dogs
than there are families looking for a
new friend. Experts believe that most
dogs are surrendered to shelters because
of behavior problems that could have
been avoided if the dogs had been well
socialized as puppies.

Puppies can be a fantastic addition
to the family, but not without cost: time,
money, and a big commitment! Dogs are
their most impressionable from birth to
3 months of age, so it is very important
that your dog be given plenty of positive
experiences during this time, to help her
be a happy, healthy dog. Dogs at this age
are like modeling clay: every experience
leaves an impression, whether good or
bad.

One of the most important lessons
that young dogs learn is how to use a soft
mouth. It’s very normal for puppies to
play-bite and play-fight with one another:
it’s how they explore the world around
them and learn how to interact with each
other. Puppies not only learn appropriate
bite pressure, but they also learn how
to correct themselves when they are too
rough. This trait, called “bite inhibition,”
is established from the time a dog is born
until she is about 4 months old. For
this reason and others, it is extremely
important that your puppy stay with her

mother and littermates for at least 8 weeks.

Puppies who are taken away from their
mothers and littermates before 8 weeks of
age are much more likely to develop behavior
problems that are difficult, if not impossible,
to reverse. Dogs who don’t learn bite
inhibition are much more likely to break skin
if they ever bite, because they don’t have an
understanding of their own strength and what
“hurts.”

Many people feel that bottle-feeding a
puppy will strengthen the bond between the
person and the dog, but there are very negative
side effects. Many bottle fed puppies become
attached to just one person and fearful of
others. These dogs are more likely to bite
without warning, and even friendly strangers
or dogs may frighten them or trigger an
aggressive reaction.

It is best to have as many friendly, gentle
people spend time with your puppy as possible
from the time she is born. If she is constantly
exposed to positive interactions with many
different kinds of people, especially men
and children, then she is much less likely to
be fearful in a new situation as she grows
into adulthood. For the same reason, it is
important to begin introducing your puppy to
other dog-friendly, appropriate animals from
the time you take her home at 8 weeks.

At the MSPCA, we encourage all of our
visitors to think very carefully about every
aspect of animal guardianship before making
the commitment to a new pet. Adopting an
adult dog from a homeless shelter is a better
option for many families, as adult dogs have

are their most impressionable
from birth to 3 months of age,
s0 it is very important that
your dog be given plenty of
positive experiences during
this time, to help herbe a
happy, healthy dog.

Automated Trash

Proposal

On Tuesday, October 20, 2009, Council
President Patrick Blanchette placed on
the agenda for that evening’s meeting the
issue of the new trash collection system to
be implemented in the city and he called it
“Let the residents be heard.”

The City Council voted to forward a
letter of inquiry to the City Attorney with a
copy to the Budget Director and Comptroller
requesting a legal opinion as to the validity
of the contract and the appropriation of
funding for the “trash agreement”. The
Council indicated that they wanted to obtain

information to see if the contract was entered
into with sufficient funds appropriated in
the FY 2009-2010 city budget which will
impact as to the validity of the agreement
itself. The Council Members then voted to
table the document where it remains on the
Council Agenda as of this date.

That is so typical of our City Council
when they don’t want to deal with
something: table it and forget about it!
Trash barrels are being delivered and it may
be months before they get an answer.

Farm joins forces with
Lawrence Animal Control
to offer Spay & Neuter
Assistance Program for
Lawrence Residents

he MSPCA at Nevins Farm is
I announcing the development of a
Spay-Neuter Assistance Program for
animals in Lawrence, MA, in conjunction
with Lawrence Animal Control. Thanks
to a new grant through the Massachusetts
Animal Coalition, residents of Lawrence
who need financial assistance for the spay or
neuter of their dog will be able to apply for
adiscounted rate for the surgery, by the staff
veterinarians at the MSPCA. Additionally,
the MSPCA is working with the Merrimack
River Feline Rescue Society to promote
their low cost spay-neuter for cats.

“The MSPCA has been working
closely with the Lawrence Animal
Control Department to tackle the major
dog overpopulation issue in the city. This
program is a grass roots approach to identify
dogs in need and to provide an affordable
way for people to have this surgery done,
especially in these difficult economic
times,” said Mike Keiley, Manager of the
Noble Family Animal Care & Adoption
Center. “Our hope is that this combined
effort will not only solve the overpopulation
issue, but also make the city safer.  Not
having your animal sterilized is one of the
key factors contributing to dog bites, along
with dogs not having proper socializing
at a young age, removal of puppies prior
to eight weeks from their mother, lack of
training, extended confinement behind
an outdoor fence, and dogs running loose
without being leashed.” The MSPCA in
conjunction with Rumbo News, also plans
to launch a strategic education program
along with this spay/neuter initiative to help
solve the city’s other issues with dogs.

Normally, the cost of a canine spay-
neuter package through the MSPCA is
$150, which includes the surgery, rabies
vaccination, a distemper vaccination,
and a microchip (a form of permanent
identification). The MAC grant subsidizes
half of the cost, making the package
available to Lawrence residents for
only $75. Residents must complete an

application which qualifies them for
financial assistance, and the payment must
be made in advance, which limits no-
shows for appointments. Applications and
appointments can be arranged through the
MSPCA at (978) 687-7453 x6101.

The Merrimack River Feline Rescue
Society (MRFRS) offers a subsidized
spay-neuter program for cats in the form
of a mobile clinic. The Catmobile package
includes the spay-neuter surgery, rabies
vaccination, distemper vaccination, flea
treatment, deworming, and a physical
exam. The Catmobile covers the North
Shore, Merrimack River Valley, and the
Boston area. The cost for the package is
$75 for male cats and $100 for female cats,
by appointment, which can be booked by
calling them at (888) 495-7729, or by email
at spaymass@mrfrs.org.

Keiley said that the tough economy is
causing some people to delay a spay-neuter
surgeryfortheirpet,whichcanbemorecostly
at area vets. Another reason for not spaying
or neutering a family pet is the common
misconception that an animal should have
at least one litter before spaying. Keiley
said that the routine surgery is considered
one of the safest for companion animals,
and can help curb some behavior problems,
including spraying, marking, aggression,
and the desire to roam. Altering a pet before
reaching adolescence is recommended, and
can help prevent certain illnesses, including
mastitis and reproductive cancers.

Keiley said that the reduced cost canine
spay neuter program is currently limited to
the Lawrence community, but is hopeful
that other grants may become available in
the future to expand the outreach, or that
donors may come forward to help subsidize
the costs of surgeries for those in need.
