Probablemente el publico estaba pensando en los muchos episodios de abusos de
poder de la policia que se inform6 ampliamente en el pasado estaban llegando a su
fin con la nueva administracién. No sabemos si la reunion mencionada tuvo lugar y
la situacion del Curso de Sensibilidad.

De acuerdo a nuestro articulo publicado en la pagina 6: "Lantigua acusado de
abuso de poder", el 20 de marzo, el Alcalde Lantigua tuvo un intercambio de palabras
con un hombre desconocido que desaparecio en el interior de la NY Unisex Beber
Shop, propiedad de Alvaro Sanchez, ubicada en el 38 de la Calle Hampshire después
de Ilamarle nombres obscenos.

"Me senti irrespetado pero yo estaba mas preocupado por la falta de respeto
hacia el cargo que ocupa", dijo Lantigua a los primeros oficiales que respondieron a
su llamada. En consecuencia, la barberia fue registrada, pero el desconocido nunca
fue encontrado.

Ahora Sanchez tiene miedo de represalias por algo que no tiene nada que ver con
él. El dia que la policia allan6 su barberia, todos sus clientes se marcharon y con ellos
Su negocio.

Para complicar aln mas las cosas, la hermana del Sr. Sanchez, empleada de un
restaurante de comida rapida ubicado en Methuen, fue visitada en su lugar de trabajo
por un oficial de Policia de Lawrence que la acuso de robar dinero de una mujer en
un taxi Liberty.

Tenemos en nuestro poder un informe emitido por la Policia de Methuen,
indicando lo que la hermana del Sr. Sanchez les dijo, pero hasta el momento, la
Policia de Lawrence no tiene conocimiento de que uno de sus hombres realizara
investigaciones fuera de su distrito. También el informe de la Policia de Lawrence
difiere de lo que el Sr. Sanchez y Lantigua nos dijeron que pas6 aquel dia.

En este momento no tenemos otra opcién que reconocer el derecho del alcalde
de defenderse y defender su oficina, pero en este caso, creemos que fue demasiado
lejos.

Tal vez sea una buena idea que el Alcalde se enrole en el curso de Entrenamiento
de Sensibilidad propuesto por él.

nJanuary 4, 2010, at the High School’s Performing Arts Center, the night the
O new Mayor of Lawrence William Lantigua took oath to his elected position,

he made several pledges, but the one pledge that was received with a roar
of approval from the audience was: “Tomorrow morning, | will be meeting with our
Police Chief John J. Romero to make sure his department has the tools to keep our
city safe... I will also be asking for Sensitivity Training for our Public Safety Officers
to attend on a voluntary basis to better serve our community.

The audience was probably thinking that the many episodes of police abuse
of power being widely reported in the past were coming to an end with the new
administration. We don’t know if the mentioned meeting ever took place and the
status of the Sensitivity Training.

According to our article published on page 7: “Lantigua accused of abuse of
power,” on March 20, Mayor Lantigua had an exchange of words with an unknown
man that disappeared inside the NY Unisex Barber Shop, owned by Alvaro Sanchez,
located at 38 Hampshire Street after calling him names.

“| felt disrespected but I was more concerned about the lack of respect toward
the office | hold,” Lantigua said to the first officers who responded to his call.
Consequently, the barber shop was searched but the unknown man was never found.

Sanchez is fearful of retaliation for something he has nothing to do. The day the
police raided his barber shop, all his customer left and with them his business.

To complicate matters, Mr. Sanchez’s sister, an employee of a fast food restaurant
located in Methuen, was visited at her workplace by a Police Officer from Lawrence
accusing her of stealing money from a woman in a Liberty taxi.

We received a report issued by the Methuen Police, stating what Mr. Sanchez’s
sister told them, but up to now, the Lawrence Police has no knowledge of one of their
men doing investigations out of his district. Also, the Lawrence Police report differs
of what Mr. Sanchez and Mayor Lantigua told us happened that day.

At this point we have no other option than to recognize the mayor’s right to
defend himself and his office, but in this case, we believe he went a little too far.

Perhaps it will be a good idea to enroll himself in the Sensitivity Training.

n Génesis, el primer libro de la
EBiina, Dios dijo a Abraham: *“Y

serén benditas en ti todas las familias
de la tierra” (Gén.

Su temor tiene ldgica, porque el
martes, 23 de marzo a su hermana, Elenora
Balbuena fue visitada por un oficial de la
Policia de Lawrence en su lugar de trabajo
y acusada de robo. La Srta. Balbuena
trabaja en el Burger King ubicado en
Haverhill St., Methuen, cuando el oficial
Barry Desjardins la acusé de robar 2,000
dolares de una mujer en un taxi Liberty.
El la registré fisicamente y buscé en los
basureros en busca del dinero.

El Oficial Desjardins se fue y no ha
vuelto a saber de nadie desde entonces y no
se han presentado cargos en su contra hasta
la fecha.

Pero cuando la sefiorita Balbuena fue
a su casa, ella le contd la historia a su tia
Wendy Luzon y le recomendo ir a la Policia
de Lawrence para averiguar si sabian algo
sobre el robo o por qué la fueron a registrar
corporalmente. Para su sorpresa, la Policia
de Lawrence no sabia nada de estos
incidentes.

Entonces, fueron a la Policia de
Methuen.

El Departamento de Policia de

Methuen emitié un informe declarando la
apariencia de la Srta. Balbuena, ante ellos
y sus propias conclusiones una vez que
Ilamaron a la Policia de Lawrence para
confirmar la identidad del oficial como
Barry Desjardins.

Todo el incidente y la busqueda fueron
capturados por la camara de seguridad en
Burger King. Armados con una copia de
esa cinta y el informe del Departamento de
Policia de Methuen, se puso en contacto
con un abogado porque sus derechos civiles
han sido violados, ademés de la verglienza
ante su jefa.

The Internal Revenue Service
issued its 2010 “dirty dozen” list
of tax scams, including schemes
involving return preparer fraud, hiding
income offshore and phishing.

“Tax schemes are illegal and
can lead to imprisonment and fines
for both scam artists and taxpayers.
Taxpayers pulled into these schemes
must repay unpaid taxes plus interest
and penalties” said IRS spokeswoman
Sara Eguren. The IRS pursues and
shuts down promoters of these and
numerous other scams,” she warned.

Return Preparer Fraud

Dishonest return preparers can
cause trouble for taxpayers who fall
victim to their ploys. Such preparers

For example, after having
canceled a meeting for lack of quorum,
I noticed that when they met again they
used the same agenda with the date of
the meeting that never happened. How
can they keep accurate records if the
documentation is not going to reflect the
correct dates of meetings?

send me a list of scheduled meetings, which
were held and which had been canceled. To
date, | have not received it.

We must wonder what, if anything has
been accomplished by this Commission
because Rev. Jarvis insisted for a long time
that their meetings were “internal meetings”
not for the benefit of the community. There
is no such thing as “internal meetings”
and they all should be made public by
announcing and publicizing the date and
time of the meetings so that people can
come and express their views or problems.

Rev. Jarvis believes that he has no
control over the attendance and we disagree
on that. If the business of the Commission
cannot get done because its members are
too irresponsible not taking it seriously
enough, he has a moral obligation to request
the mayor to replace them.

Those members with a poor attendance
record should act with dignity and resign.

DIAZ: Lantigua accused of abuse of power

Lopez and Ariel Montas responded to the
call; they spoke to the men outside including
Mr. Sanchez and proceeded to search inside
the establishment, looking for the man who
ran inside. They concluded that he may
have exited the building through a back
door and could not be found.

Meanwhile, Mr. Sanchez called his
aunt Wendy Luzon, because she knows the
mayor and perhaps could talk to him. Ms.
Luzon said that when she arrived, Lantigua
was irate and yelled at her not to get out of
her car.

Then, one of the officers asked the
mayor what else he wanted them to do and
according to Ms. Luzon, Lantigua ordered,
“Shut the f... place down!”

The business was not closed because
Mayor Lantigua decided against it after he
said it, but everyone who was there waiting
for service left and there was no business
for the rest of the day.

“People went by and saw police
officers here. That’s all | needed to ruin my
business; they probably thought | was doing
something illegal,” said Alvaro Sanchez.

Mayor Lantigua recalled the story
in the exact way Mr. Sanchez related it
and his only reasoning for turning around
to ask who had offended him was that, “I

felt disrespected but | was more concerned
about the lack of respect towards the office |
hold,” he said. “I considered for a moment
if 1 should go back or keep on walking but I
was afraid that it could escalate,” he added.

Now, Mr. Sanchez is fearful of
retaliation for something in which he was
not involved in the first place.

A case of intimidation

His fear has logic because on Tuesday,
March 23, his sister, Elenora Balbuena was
visited by a Lawrence Police officer at her
place of work and accused of robbery. Ms.
Balbuena works at the Burger King located
on Haverhill St., Methuen, when Officer
Barry Desjardins accused her of stealing
$2,000 from a woman in a Liberty Taxi. He
patted her down and searched in the trash
cans around looking for the stash.

Officer Desjardins left and she has not
heard from anyone since and no charges
have been filed against her to date.

But when Ms. Balbuena went home,
she told the story to her aunt Wendy
Luzon and she recommended going to the
Lawrence Police to find out if they knew
anything regarding the robbery or why she
was searched. To their surprise, they knew
nothing of those incidents in Lawrence.

Then, they went to Methuen Police.
“We immediately found out that no police
officer has jurisdiction entering another city
or town without first calling or notifying
the police department of the city they are
planning to enter,” said Ms. Luzon.

The Methuen Police Department issued
a report stating Ms. Balbuena’s appearance
before them and their own findings upon
calling Lawrence Police to confirm the
identity of Officer Barry Desjardins.

The entire incident and search was
caught by the surveillance camera at Burger
King. Armed with a copy of that tape and
the Methuen Police Department’s report,
she has contacted an attorney because her
civil rights have been violated, besides the
embarrassment before her employer.

This is not the end

As Mr. Sanchez suspected, he believes
that the harassment has begun. Last week,
City Hall inspectors went to check on the
certificate for the plasma television he has
on the wall for the benefit of his customers.
Upon confirming that the certificate was
posted under the television set, they left the
barber shop.

The report issued by the Lawrence
Police Department stated that Mayor

Mayor Lantigua heard the comment
and turned back to find out who
said it and one of them took
responsibility for it. An argument
ensued and Lantigua called police
but before they could arrive, the
offender ran inside the building and
disappeared.

Lantigua “was in fear for his safety. He
stated that this individual’s actions appeared
hostile and unpredictable,” the report
reads.

Detective Carmen Purpora further
wrote: “Upon exiting the business, |
observed several barber chairs inside Mr.
Sanchez’s barber shop. Mr. Sanchez stated
that he had several barbers working at this
business. As pursuant to Mass General
Laws Ch. 112 s87, | inquired whether or
not he had proper licensing for the several
barbers that were working in his business.
Mr. Sanchez displayed only a permit for
the business to operate and was unable to
provide any Master or apprentice licenses.
I informed Mr. Sanchez that the police
would follow-up in assuring that he had the
proper licenses to operate the business.”

The matter was closed since they were
unable to find the suspect pending further
information.

SCAMS: Beware of IRS’2010 “Dirty Dozen”

Tax Scams

be true. Taxpayers should choose carefully
when hiring a tax preparer http://www.irs.
gov/newsroom/article/0,,id=217788,00.
html . Federal courts have issued injunctions
ordering hundreds of individuals to cease
preparing returns and promoting fraud,
and the Department of Justice has filed
complaints against dozens of others, which
are pending in court.

To increase confidence in the tax
system and improve compliance with the
tax law, the IRS is implementing a number
of steps http://www.irs.gov/newsroom/
article/0,,id=217781,00.html  for future
filing seasons. These include a requirement
that all paid tax return preparers register
with the IRS and obtain a preparer tax
identification number (PTIN), as well
as both competency tests and ongoing
continuing professional education for all
paid tax return preparers except attorneys,
certified public accountants (CPAs) and
enrolled agents.

Setting higher standards for the tax
preparer community will significantly
enhance protections and services for
taxpayers, increase confidence in the tax
system and result in greater compliance
with tax laws over the long term.

Hiding Income Offshore

The IRS aggressively  pursues
taxpayers involved in abusive offshore
transactions http://www.irs.gov/businesses/
small/article/0,,id=106556,00.html as well

as the promoters, professionals and others
who facilitate or enable these schemes.
Taxpayers have tried to avoid or evade U.S.
income tax by hiding income in offshore
banks, brokerage accounts or through the
use of nominee entities. Taxpayers also
evade taxes by using offshore debit cards,
credit cards, wire transfers, foreign trusts,
private annuities or insurance plans.

IRS agents continue to develop
their investigations of these offshore tax
avoidance transactions using information
gained from over 14,700 voluntary
disclosures http://www.irs.gov/newsroom/
article/0,,id=216678,00.html received last
year. While special civil-penalty provisions
for those with undisclosed offshore accounts
expired in 2009, the IRS continues to urge
taxpayers with offshore accounts or entities
to voluntarily come forward to mitigate
their risk of criminal prosecution.

Phishing

Phishing is a tactic used by scam artists
to trick unsuspecting victims into revealing
personal or financial information online.
IRS impersonation schemes http://www.
irs.gov/newsroom/article/0,,id=155682,00.
html flourish during the filing season and
can take the form of e-mails, tweets or
phony Web sites. Scammers may also use
phones and faxes to reach their victims.

Scam artists will try to mislead
consumers by telling them they are entitled
to a tax refund from the IRS and that they

Frivolous Arguments

Promoters of frivolous schemes
encourage people to make unreasonable
and outlandish claims to avoid paying
the taxes they owe. If a scheme seems
too good to be true, it probably is. The
IRS has a list http://www.irs.gov/taxpros/
article/0,,id=159853,00.html  of frivolous
legal positions that taxpayers should avoid.
These arguments are false and have been
thrown out of court. While taxpayers have
the right to contest their tax liabilities in
court, no one has the right to disobey the
law or IRS guidance http://www.irs.gov/
irb/2008-04_IRB/ar12.html .

How to Report Suspected Tax
Fraud Activity

Suspected tax fraud can be reported to
the IRS using Form 3949-A http://www.irs.
gov/pub/irs-pdf/f3949a.pdf , Information
Referral. Form 3949-A is available for
download from the IRS Web site at IRS.gov.
The completed form or a letter detailing
the alleged fraudulent activity should be
addressed to the Internal Revenue Service,
Fresno, CA 93888. The mailing should
include specific information about who is
being reported, the activity being reported,
how the activity became known, when the
alleged violation took place, the amount of
money involved and any other information
that might be helpful in an investigation.
The person filing the report is not required
to self-identify, although it is helpful to
do so. The identity of the person filing the
report can be kept confidential.

Whistleblowers also may provide
allegations of fraud to the IRS and may be
eligible for a reward.

more affordable health insurance for all
Americans?

Hispanic support for the bill indicates
that too many of us continue to believe
that the government is well-suited to
administer services. It’s not. Moreover,
support from the major national Hispanic
advocacy groups for this sweeping
legislation underscores their commitment
to push us further into dependence on the
federal government.

Instead of looking at ways to truly
empower our community, too many of
the organizations that claim to represent
us continue to place their faith in
government, rather than in individuals.
This is disheartening. Part of the genius
in this country is our entrepreneurial and
creative spirit, which has opened the door
for prosperity and a better quality of life
for all Americans. This is precisely what
brought many of us (or our parents and
grandparents) here.

Unfortunately, this health care bill
is nothing more than a victory for those
who are convinced that the government
is best suited to decide what type of
health care works for our families. Rather
than providing us with real choices and
competition, this health care bill gives
more power to the federal government.
It’s also one of the most expensive pieces
of legislation in our country’s history. At
a time when our country is weathering
a deep recession and facing mounting
deficits for existing unfunded entitlement
programs, the passage of this bill is an act
of pure recklessness.

Perhaps the worst indictment of this
bill is how it was ultimately passed. Rather

than keeping to his campaign promise to
clean up ugly backroom deals and eliminate
political favors, the president sat by idly as
congressional leaders used every political
maneuver in the book to keep the American
people in the dark. Despite having promised
us a more transparent government, Obama
looked the other way as Congress negotiated
important details behind closed doors.

Some may argue that the current
minority employed the same practices
when they were in the majority. Fine, but
two wrongs don’t make a right.

Whether we know it or not, the passage
of this health care bill effectively means
that we have ceded more of our liberties to
the federal government.
