Common sense tells us
that you cannot spend more than your income and experts say that lay-offs are the
only solution to cut expenses.

Perhaps there are other solutions to be explored and only will be found if the
parties involved sit around a table and talk to each other, honestly.

We only hope that the goodwill of the people will prevail in order to save our
workers. But we better hurry; the lay-offs will be effective July 1st.

Let’s speculate

This week | am going to break a rule.
We pride ourselves of covering only local
issues, never straying away to Boston or
national news. Instead, we want to be
the voice of the local communities in the
Merrimack Valley in a way no one else is
covering.

Another unusual aspect of this
column is that you all know that | deal
only with facts but this is one time that |
want you to tell me if I’m off the mark.
My only basis for assuming something
this crazy is the recent media reports and
what I believe to be a possibility.

For the past 30 years or so, the
United States has been targeted by
terrorist attacks. The suicide car bomb
at the U.S. Embassy in Beirut killing 63
people and the Marine barracks killing
241 servicemen in 1983; then came
similar attacks in Colombia Madrid, El
Salvador and Germany involving military
bases or servicemen. There were also
several bombings aboard airplanes and
the hijacking of the cruise liner Achille
Lauro, all in the decade of the 80s.

In subsequent years, there were more
attacks in Saudi Arabia and the U. S.
Embassies in Beirut, Naibori, Kenya and

Tanzania were destroyed by bombs as well
as the attack on the destroyer USS Cole in
Yemen.

Then, the terrorists came home and
the attacks were happening within the
continental United States beginning with
the bombing in the underground parking at
the World Trade Center in 1993, the Murrah
Federal Building in Oklahoma City, the
Olympic games in Atlanta and the World
Trade Center on 9/11.

But, something more macabre was
developing: the enemy was one of us as
we discovered with Timothy McVey and
other American citizens who have joined
the terrorists’ side. The CIA and the FBI
are becoming suspicious of many agents

in foreign countries but the attacks in the
United States have the potential of being
more lethal and permanent.

The oil tragedy in the Gulf of Mexico
made me think that the idea of a suicide
bomber might be plausible. Their only goal
is to destroy this country and, as we saw on
9/11, their lives are expendable. Who could
say that none of the eleven who died that
night was responsible for what happened?

Destroying the fishing industry in the
Gulf will be a huge blow although | fear
it could have more consequences than
planned. At the rate the oil keeps spewing
out, no one knows if all of the oceans of the
world will be affected by this tragedy.

ello Rumbo readers. Well it is
a very sad day for the City of

I I Lawrence. | am sure you have all

read about the huge number of layoffs we
are facing. Itis really an alarming situation
and we are all going to see a lot of changes,
unfortunately none of them for the better.
As a citizen of this city | am painfully
aware of what the cuts to Public Safety will
mean but, obviously, my main concern is
the library.

At the moment, we have to cut seven
people from our staff of twenty-three leaving
only sixteen. That is an approximate one
third of our staff gone. Thisisbad enoughon
the face of it but we have been consistently
reduced by attrition over the past few years.
That is to say, as people left for whatever
reason they were not replaced. Last year we
accepted the state’s willingness to allow us
to use our state aid funds for our mandated
book budget in order to avoid layoffs but
that option is not open this year.

We will be facing reduced summer
hours and an end to our Sunday hours (which
would be replaced by adding an hour to the
end of the day three days a week). The
South Lawrence Branch might have to close
leading to a raft of other problems. How
do we service the community on the South
side, especially the elderly who would have
difficulty getting to the Main Library and
the children at the South Lawrence East, St.
Patrick’s and the Head Start program? What
would become of our magnificent Irish
collection? As the city would still own the

structure, how would it be maintained?
Would it still be a voting site?

We are going to have to ask for
concessions from the unions and an
increased tax burden on the citizens of
our community to avert, at least to some
extent, the results of the budget as it
stands now. It concerns me quite a bit
that our own union at the library will
now have a membership of only thirteen
people and these are not individuals who
make a great deal of money or receive a
great deal of overtime. | can only wonder
how great an impact any concessions they
make might have as they are so few.

We will still carry on with our summer
reading program as the funds to cover the
artists are from a grant dedicated to that
end and cannot be used otherwise. This
year’s theme is Go Green @ Your Library.
We will be presenting magic, poetry, song
and my perennial favorite—live animals.
Come to the children’s room and sign up
for these great free programs. We need a
pre-sign-up just so we can calculate how
much seating to arrange.

I will be keeping you all up-to-date
on how things transpire with the library
and the cuts. | promise to try whatever
I can to minimize service cuts and ask
your help in supporting us and the city in
trying to restore what monies we can. It
is hard times and we all are going to have
to work together. See you at the library.

and basic responsibility as a pet caregiver.
This project is a chance for Lawrence
teens—the most at-risk demographic—
to develop an appreciation for these
animals and understand that a pet is a real
commitment.”

Dussault visited Travlos’ classroom
at Lawrence High’s Performing and Fine
Arts School twice in March to discuss the
mission and work of the MSPCA, and how
photography is used to foster compassion
and promote adoption of the animals. On
April 26th, Travlos and his class visited the
farm to photograph some of the animals
awaiting adoption, including dogs, cats,
horses, chickens, and even a donkey.

“Some of my students had never seen
a real, living horse or cow before. This
was a special opportunity for them to feel a
connection with an animal, and understand
that they have a wide range of emaotions
and personalities.  Their challenge was
to capture an animal’s character through
photography.”

The work with the MSPCA was
preceded by a classroom visit by Julie
Bernson, Curator of Education at the
Addison Gallery of American Art at
Phillips Academy, and Lois Karfunkel, a
lawyer and law professor from Andover
who specializes in animal rights and is a
co-founder of the Andover-based CoPAL,

the Coalition to Protect Animals Locally.
Their slide presentation used 19th and 20th
century paintings and photographs from the
Addison’s collection to prompt discussion
about the historical changes in attitudes
towards and treatment of animals in this
country —and to inspire ideas about creating
photographic compositions that would tell
the compelling stories of the MSPCA’s
homeless animals.

Each student has selected a small
number of their best photographs to print,
and on June 14th from 6-8pm, they will be
exhibiting their work at a gallery reception
at Nevins Farm Animal Care and Adoption
Center, 400 Broadway in Methuen. Each

photograph will be available for purchase
through a silent auction with 10% of the
proceeds to be donated to Nevins Farm to
contribute to the cost of care for animals
awaiting adoption.

Lawrence. The majority of the students
attending GLTS are Latino/Hispanic.
Almost 1 in 3 students within the school
population are overweight or obese.

Inner city youth are met with unique
environmental challenges. Among some
of the challenges are the built-in physical
obstacles of the urban setting. Inaccessibility
to safe open spaces, affordable healthcare
and congested stressful living condition is
only a few of the challenges the students
face.

It is the intent of the GLTS team to
maintain an after school program that
focuses on health and physical activities
taking into consideration the specific needs
of the student audience. The school has
created a multidimensional after school

nutrition program designed to empower
participants to make positive health
choices, adopt a regular exercise regime,
and interact in a safe environment and to
achieve attainable goals.

The specific objectives and goals of the
Reggies on the Move are;
e Provide a variety of rigorous physical
activities
e Nutrition education
e Cooking sessions
e Emotional support
e Family involvement
e Health tracking

GLTS have an on-site health clinic.
The clinic works in partnership with the
Greater Lawrence Family Health Center in

order to provide the students with attentive
health care. The clinic offers a wide range
of services that include reproductive care,
nutrition counseling, health tracking and
immunization. The clinic is operated by two
certified nurse practitioners, a registered
dietitian and additional support staff.

GLTS also works in partnership with
the Lawrence Boys and Girls Club and
YMCA on reduced membership fees for
students.

Reggies on the Move is currently
founded by a portion of a stimulus grant.
