he Feast of the Three Saints is a
I tradition that dates back hundreds of
years in Sicily honoring the faith of
three brothers, Saints Alfio, Filadelfo and
Cirino, martyred on May 10th in the year
253 for refusing to denounce Christ and
worship the pagan Roman gods. Grand
Feasts in honor of the three Martyrs are
celebrated each May 10th in the Sicilian
towns of S. Alfio, Lentini, San Fratello, and
Trecastagni.
When the first immigrants from
Trecastagni and the surrounding towns in

Sicily settled in Lawrence, they brought
their faith and tradition of the Feast with
them. Many of these first immigrants and
their descendants are parishioners of Holy
Rosary Church.

This three-day celebration, which takes
place on Labor Day Weekend, honors the
Saints and raises funds for charities and for
scholarships for high school students.

The first Feast was held in 1923 and
has been an annual event. Since then, the
Saints Alfio, Filadelfo and Cirino Society
has maintained the tradition of honoring

the Three Saints in the same manner as the
original Festa in Trecastagni, Sicily.

The Feast of the Three Saints is also
a celebration of their Italian-American
heritage. For three days, Common Street
from Union to Jackson Street is alive with
music, food, people and laughter.

This year, due to Hurricane Earl, the
opening ceremonies had to be postponed
to Saturday, September 4, at noon and the
main featured entertainment with Ayla
Brown was moved from Friday night to
Sunday, September 5th.

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very year, as another anniversary of
Ethe September 11 attacks approaches,

like most Americans, I feel a
compelling need to say something about
that tragedy. I know it does not make any
difference or has any impact, but it makes
me feel better, as though somewhere in my
feelings I could find an explanation that
lacks logic. Whatever I say is not sufficient
and nothing I say will bring us back to
September 10, 2001, the day before all the
horror we were subjected to as a nation
took place and our lives were, well, normal.
This year is no different. This week we
have crossed the line of the calendar that
will bring us to its ten year anniversary on
September 11, 2011.

What troubles me today goes beyond
the feelings of national violation that we all
felt when those planes hit the World Trade
Center, the Pentagon and heaven knows
what else was in the minds of the terrorists
that was aborted by the brave resistance of
the passengers of United Airlines Flight 93
in Pennsylvania. Nine years after that fateful
day there are still hundreds of families who
have no idea of where the remains of their
loved ones are today or even if they could be
called remains. We live in a culture where

we bury and respect our dead and those
families have been deprived, if not of the
respect part, at least of the burial civilized
need to complete their grief.

A lot of different things have happened
since September 11 of 2001 as a reaction
to that tragedy. We embarked on a war
of choice in Iraq that became a metaphor
for justice but was in reality an allegory
of misguided revenge and in order to
do so we created and believed our own
deception about presumed weapons of mass
destruction that were not there, a mistake
that cost us more than 4,000 American lives
and thousands of Iraqi lives. That today we
have finished the so-called "combat phase"
of that war is little consolation for the fact
that we still have in that country thousands
of our brave men and women in uniform
trying to bring to a close the longest war
in American History at a staggering
opportunity cost in financial and political
terms as well. And a war in Afghanistan we
started at the end of the year in 2001 trying
to capture the masterminds of the terrorist
attacks is still going on and building up day
by day without any substantial result or end
in sight.

wars as background noise while the rest
of the nation continues to operate in the
foreground as though we were living in
peacetime rather than awakening to the
reality that when a country is at war it is not
only the salaried who must be required to
fight it, but the rest of the population should
as well.

We have threatened with the burning
of a Koran, the book considered sacred by
one and three quarter billion Muslims in
the world, in a narrow street of Gainesville,
FL, promised by a narrow minded pastor
without followers of his church who has
gathered the attention of our President,
Secretaries of Defense and State and the
General in charge of our Afghanistan
mission amongst others trying to stop him.

(MAPP) training. After completing the
MAPP course, you’ll have meetings
with a social worker who will conduct
your “home study” to explore adoption
possibilities with you and begin to
match you with a waiting child. It’s
important to balance patience with
persistence to make a match that will
build a lifelong family.

After three hours of deliberation,
eight councilors endorsed the nomination
of Melix Bonilla with Councilor Laplante
casting the only opposing vote.

Patrick Blanchette was ratified as
Economic Development Director. He
received 7 favorable votes with 1 against
from Laplante. Councilor Grisel Silva
abstained.

Personnel Director Frank Bonet was
ratified by a 7-2 vote. Councilors Laplante
and Eileen Bernal were opposed.
