This month, he is coming back
among eight firefighters being rehired
after productive negotiations between
the firefighters union and the city
administration.

During the Open House held
Saturday, October 9th at Central
Station, Acting Fire Chief Brian
Murphy, surrounded by a group of
firefighters called Flores “a hero” for
trying to save the life of a woman while
off duty, who later died of her injuries
in an accident.

According to Chief Murphy,
Flores was one of many bikers who
participated in a charity ride in memory
of Mark Knight, a Windham police
officer who died of cancer back in
2007.

“They were on Route 111
through Hampstead, N.H. in the way
back home, when Flores noticed a
black sport utility vehicle heading
right at the motorcycles in front of
him. A paramedic and a certified fire
investigator, he jumped into action
when he noticed a badly injured woman
who had lost a leg, bleeding profusely.

The victim’s name was Marceline
"Marcie" Weaver, 49, who died from
the injuries she suffered that day. She
was riding with her husband William
Weaver, 42, who also was seriously
injured.

“Allegedly, the driver of the sport
utility was driving under the influence,
according the police,” ended Acting
Fire Chief Murphy.

ince the Moon Landing on July 20, 1969, we have not seen another spectacle
S developing before our eyes, step by step thanks to television, that has captured
the world’s attention the way the rescue of the Chilean miners did.

For many, the moon landing never happened, some believe it was a Hollywood
production.

The Chilean miners, which started on August 5, 2010 as a tragedy when the mine
collapsed, ended in a successful rescue operation on Wednesday, October 13 at 11:32
P.M. with the return of Manuel Gonzalez, the first volunteer who went down to meet
the miners, back to the surface.

The fate of the miners was unknown for seventeen days. At the first contact,
knowing that they were alive, the question was how to bring them back.

Chileans had the will but not the means. They requested international help and
they got it. The United States came up with two gigantic drillers. NASA helped
designing a capsule in which to raise the miners. Fortunately, everything worked to
perfection, but the first trip down with Gonzalez on board was an experiment, same
as the Neil Armstrong stepping onto the surface of the Moon, nobody had done it
before.

Fortunately for the miners and their relatives, Chile is a free, democratic country
that did everything in their power to bring them back. Unfortunately, there are many
other nations that will rather sacrifice their own, before allowing or requesting help
from any other country.

Congratulations, Chile!

Las pequefias empresas dependen de
créditos para crecer, pagar sus empleados y
para mejoras capital. Pero a consecuencia
de la baja econémica, pequefias empresas
con larga historia de solidez del uso
responsable de crédito han tenido dificultad
para conseguir acceso a financiamientos. El
Acta de Trabajos de las Pequefias Empresas
ayuda a abrir crédito a las pequefas
empresas a través de préstamos garantizados
gue son apoyados por la Administracion de
Pequefias Empresas y exitosos programas
de préstamos garantizados ya existentes
del estado.

La Reforma
de Salud
aumentara

fall6 a muchos estadounidenses,
siendo los latinos algunos de los mas
afectados. Casi un tercio de los latinos
carece de seguro, el porcentaje mas alto
de todos los grupos raciales o étnicos.
Los latinos siempre han tenido problemas
para acceder a atencién médica basica,
y al mismo tiempo sufren las tasas
més altas de obesidad y enfermedades
cronicas como problemas cardiacos. Los
altos costos, la dificil economia y un
sistema que permitia que las aseguradoras
elevaran primas, rechazaran solicitudes
y cancelaran cobertura sin previo aviso,
solo significaba que las cosas iban a
empeorar si no haciamos nada.

Y las pequefias
empresas cumplen los requisitos para
recibir créditos tributarios a fin de
facilitarles que les den cobertura a sus
trabajadores.

Y en los proximos afios, a medida
que la reforma vaya entrando en vigor,
la Ley de Cuidado de Salud a Bajo
Precio ampliard Medicaid y creara
nuevos mercados de seguros que sean
competitivos, donde las personas puedan
escoger entre varios planes de salud
de calidad y bajo precio.

Eaprendi que un problema

Access to
Care for
Latinos

or too long our health care system
Fhas failed too many Americans,

with Latinos among those most
affected. Nearly one-third of all Latinos
are uninsured-the highest of any racial or
ethnic group. Latinos have persistently
had trouble accessing basic health care,
while suffering higher rates of obesity and
chronic illnesses like heart disease. High
costs, a tough economy and a system that
allowed insurance companies to raise rates,
reject claims, and deny coverage without
warning, only meant things were going to
get worse if we did nothing.

But the passage of the new health
care law - the Affordable Care Act - marks
a crucial turning point for health care in
the Latino community by targeting the
very issues that are preventing them from
achieving better health, and extending care
to millions of Americans. Already, the
new law is covering people who have been
locked out of the insurance market because
of a preexisting condition. The Early
Retiree Reinsurance Program is helping
employers offer health benefits to their
retirees. And small businesses are eligible
for tax credits this year to make it easier for
them to provide coverage to their workers.

And in the next few years, as reform
takes effect, the Affordable Care Act
will expand Medicaid and create new,
competitive health exchanges, where
individuals can choose from a range of
affordable, quality health plans. And new
tax credits will make it easier for families
to afford coverage. Taken together, these
measures will extend coverage to 32 million
people who would have been uninsured,
including millions of Latinos.

The law also takes steps to end the
worst insurance company abuses and
empowers consumers. Starting this month,
the new law prohibits insurance companies
from dropping your coverage if you get sick
or make a minor mistake on an application,
eliminates lifetime limits on the amount
of care you can receive on your plan, and
prohibits insurers from denying children
coverage because of a pre-existing condition
like diabetes. It also requires Medicare and
all new private insurance plans to cover
preventive care like regular check-ups,
cancer screenings, and immunizations like
flu shots - without charging you out of
pocket costs.

And to ensure these services are widely
available - especially in communities where
it can be difficult to find health services -,
the new law supports the doctors and nurses
caring for patients at community health
centers and local clinics. Through better
funding, these centers will not only be able

40B is to blame for the high cost of
homes in Massachusetts. This state is
the third highest in the country when it
comes to housing. Chapter 40B has been
on the books for 40 years, and over that
time, Massachusetts has fallen to 49th
in housing affordability along with the
worst in the country.

The law says that all cities and
towns must have 10% of all housing of
affordable nature; meanwhile, builders

and developers must make 25% of their
units affordable. That is not necessarily
for individuals whose income is at or near
the poverty line. It is designed to allow the
school teacher and the firefighter in wealthy
communities to still be able to find property
that they can afford in that community.
40B projects can have affordable units
with income levels as high as 80% of the
median income. This is affordable housing
for "regular people".

They are the professionals, young
families with adequate earnings although
lower than the average in that community.
Show me a family earning minimum wage
who can afford to buy any home. It is
known that many of these homes have been
purchased to preselected families who then
sell them at full market value thus making a
huge profit.

Once the Department of Housing and
Community Development determines that
a community has 10% subsidized housing,
towns are no longer required to issue 40B
permits in that community. Many well
managed Massachusetts towns have worked
hard to bring in quality, affordable housing
to their community. They met their 10%

threshold and this legislation is no longer
an issue for them.

How 40B works

The purpose of Chapter 40B is to
encourage wealthy communities into
building lower-priced housing for the
middle class — not the poor. It is specifically
designed to benefit developers by focusing
only on new construction and building high-
priced, market-rate units in the suburbs.
40B completely ignores the many benefits
of redevelopment, which costs up to 50%
less than new construction. Developers
overlook local zoning and planning
regulations in order to build.

As long as builders are complying
with that 25% affordability, they can build
in lots too small, too crowded, without
taking into consideration their impact on
the environment, traffic or roads system,
school system, water and sewer, police, fire
departments, historic preservation or type of
housing being built. It allows a developer

QUESTION 1:
Sales Tax on
Alcoholic Beverages

his proposed law would remove the

I Massachusetts sales tax on alcoholic

beverages and alcohol, where the

sale of such beverages and alcohol or their

importation into the state is already subject

to a separate excise tax under state law. The

proposed law would take effect on January
1, 2011.

AYES VOTE would remove the
state sales tax on alcoholic beverages
and alcohol where their sale or
importation into the state is subject
to an excise tax under state law.

QUESTION 2
Comprehensive
Permits for Low- or
Moderate- Income
Housing

This proposed law would repeal an
existing state law that allows a
qualified organization wishing to
build government-subsidized housing that
includes low- or moderate-income units to
apply for a single comprehensive permit
from a city or town’s zoning board of
appeals (ZBA), instead of separate permits
from each local agency or official having
jurisdiction over any aspect of the proposed
housing. The repeal would take effect on
January 1, 2011, but would not stop or
otherwise affect any proposed housing that
had already received both a comprehensive
permit and a building permit for at least one
unit.

Under the existing law, the ZBA holds
a public hearing on the application and
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considers the recommendations of local
agencies and officials. The ZBA may grant
a comprehensive permit that may include
conditions or requirements concerning the
height, site plan, size, shape, or building
materials of the housing. Persons aggrieved
by the ZBA’s decision to grant a permit
may appeal it to a court. If the ZBA denies
the permit or grants it with conditions
or requirements that make the housing
uneconomic to build or to operate, the
applicant may appeal to the state Housing
Appeals Committee (HAC).

After a hearing, if the HAC rules that
the ZBA’s denial of a comprehensive permit
was unreasonable and not consistent with
local needs, the HAC orders the ZBAtoissue
the permit. If the HAC rules that the ZBA’s
decision issuing a comprehensive permit
with conditions or requirements made the
housing uneconomic to build or operate
and was not consistent with local needs, the
HAC orders the ZBA to modify or remove
any such condition or requirement so as to
make the proposal no longer uneconomic.
The HAC cannot order the ZBA to issue
any permit that would allow the housing to
fall below minimum safety standards or site
plan requirements. If the HAC rules that
the ZBA’s action was consistent with local
needs, the HAC must uphold it even if it
made the housing uneconomic. The HAC’s
decision is subject to review in the courts.

A condition or requirement makes
housing “uneconomic” if it would prevent
a public agency or non-profit organization
from building or operating the housing
except at a financial loss, or it would prevent
a limited dividend organization from
building or operating the housing without a
reasonable return on its investment.

A ZBA’s decision is *“consistent with
local needs” if it applies requirements that
are reasonable in view of the regional need
for low- and moderate-income housing
and the number of low-income persons

s my readers know well, | try to
Anever judge or criticize individuals

Through many vyears of religious
indoctrination and propaganda that started
when they did not even have an idea what
those words meant they have developed a
religious fanaticism they can’t identify as
such but has the ring of absolute truth in
their lives.

The 30th anniversary celebration
of Bread & Roses soup kitchen to
honor their treasured volunteers
is set for October 29, 2010.

For 30 years Bread & Roses has
been providing meals, clothing, hygiene
products, childcare supplies and medical
attention to meet the needs of those
suffering in the Merrimack Valley.

Today, in a three-story, dedicated

“We wish to recognize all our
volunteers, sometimes people whom we
don’t get to see, for without them, we and
the clientele we serve could not survive,”
Robert A. Lanzoni, Director, Bread &

“On a daily basis we at Bread &
Roses go the full range, from serving egg
salad to 160 hungry people to helping
an 18-year-old girl find a place to live.

“It is one of the joys of life at Bread
& Roses to see a variety of people of
different beliefs and from different walks
of life all working together for a common
goal,” Lanzoni said.

In 2009, there were 81 incidents of
aggravated assault between July and
September. In 2010, there were 157
incidents of aggravated assaults for the
same period.

“The upticking trend of aggravated
assaults continues to shine a bright
light on the impact of our police cuts,”
said Laplante. “The City needs to re-
prioritize its spending and chase the
resources that will return the Lawrence
Police Department to adequate numbers.
Nothing short of restaffing our police
department will address the growing
aggravated assault problem.”

Auto thefts were level in September
as compared to September 2009.
However, there remains a 112% increase
in the July-September period from 2009.

“Auto thefts are the greatest concern
in impacting Lawrence residents’ auto
insurance rates,” added the third term
City Councilor. “l will be anxious to
see what the October figures will show.
Hopefully the alarming auto thefts trends
earlier in the summer were an aberration,
and the threat of auto insurance premium
increases will lessen.”

to create housing units by applying for a
single, comprehensive permit from a city or
town’s zoning board of appeals, instead of
separate permits from each local agency

So, if a developer builds four homes
selling at $300,000 and one will be sold at
80% of its fair market value or $240,000,
it will be complying with the law but
they are also creating three higher priced
houses. There are many 40B projects
with “affordable” units selling at well over
$300,000 that developers have kept empty
because if not sold in 180 days, the DHCP
allows them to be sold at regular prices.

We are paying attention to the ones
being made available at a lower price when
we should be watching the glut of higher
price homes being created. Right now,
there are about 12,000 units in the pipeline
of which 3,000 will be deemed affordable.
Should we concentrate on the 3,000 or the
other 9,000 at market value?

The Greater Boston Area (GBA) is
comprised of 161 communities. New
homes being built in the GBA have a
median price of $400,000; 91% of the
communities where they are being built had
median home prices above $300,000; only
14 out of 161 of them had homes priced
between $200,000-$299,999; and there are
no communities with homes priced below
$200,000.

There are also apartment building
being built under the same rules. Rents are
obviously less for the 40B-allocated units

but a recent sampling of 40B rental units
showed that some 30% of tenants needed
additional rent vouchers just to be able to
afford to live in the "affordable” units.

For many years, Rumbo has been
reporting about the construction of
McMansions on postage-stamp size lots in
Methuen, as well as massive projects like
the apartment building at 4 Gleason St. on a
contaminated area or the Mill Falls project.
I recommend that you read an article written
by Ellen Bahan on page __ on how 40B
has affected the quality of life in that city.
Methuen is now up to the 10% threshold and
will deny future projects. Lawrence, on the
other hand, according to some estimates, is
close to 30% affordability.

Once the 10% affordable housing is
achieved, it is still very difficult but some
cities have been able to deny construction
based on how they affect the community.
At times, environmental concerns or the
addition of large numbers of students in
the school system have been reasons for
refusing it.

Pay attention to

Contrary to what is being said on
Spanish-language radio, Lawrence
CommunityWorks (LCW), Habitat for
Humanity and Bread and Roses Housing

will not be affected by this change. There
are many other low- or moderate-income
housing programs (see list on page 22)
available for the poor.

LCW builds new houses but mostly
restores and renovates old buildings which
is not what developers want since new
construction is more profitable.

Habitat depends on donations and
volunteers to build homes and Bread and
Roses also depends on donations and, in
order to really keep them affordable, they
continue to own the land in which the house
is located for 99 years. 40B has nothing
to do with them. 100% of these units are
affordable.

So, when someone says that 40B is the
only way to build affordable housing, tell
them they don’t know what they are talking
about.

Questions

in the city or town, as well as the need to
protect health and safety, promote better
site and building design, and preserve open
space, if those requirements are applied as
equally as possible to both subsidized and
unsubsidized housing. Requirements are
considered “consistent with local needs” if
more than 10% of the city or town’s housing
units are low- or moderate-income units or
if such units are on sites making up at least
1.5% of the total private land zoned for
residential, commercial, or industrial use
in the city or town. Requirements are also
considered “consistent with local needs”
if the application would result, in any one
calendar year, in beginning construction
of low- or moderate-income housing on
sites making up more than 0.3% of the
total private land zoned for residential,
commercial, or industrial use in the city or
town, or on ten acres, whichever is larger.
The proposed law states that if any of its
parts were declared invalid, the other parts
would stay in effect.

AYES VOTE would repeal the
state law allowing the issuance
of a single comprehensive permit
to build housing that includes
low- or moderate-income units.

A NO VOTE would make no change
in the state law allowing issuance
of such a comprehensive permit.

QUESTION 3:
Sales and Use Tax
Rates

This proposed law would reduce the
state sales and use tax rates (which
were 6.25% as of September 2009)
to 3% as of January 1, 2011. It would
make the same reduction in the rate used to
determine the amount to be deposited with
the state Commissioner of Revenue by non-
resident building contractors as security for
the payment of sales and use tax on tangible
personal property used in carrying out their
contracts.

The proposed law provides that if
the 3% rates would not produce enough
revenues to satisfy any lawful pledge of
sales and use tax revenues in connection
with any bond, note, or other contractual
obligation, then the rates would instead be
reduced to the lowest level allowed by law.

The proposed law would not affect the
collectionofmoneysduethe Commonwealth
for sales, storage, use or other consumption
of tangible personal property or services
occurring before January 1, 2011.

The proposed law states that if any of
its parts were declared invalid, the other
parts would stay in effect.

AYES VOTE would reduce the state
sales and use tax rates to 3%.

A NO VOTE would make no change
in the state sales and use tax rates.
