Those who disapprove the way the State has been running will have an array of
candidates to choose from.

As important as choosing the right candidate for the job, are the three questions
voters are facing this time.

Question 1 would remove the Massachusetts Sales Tax on Alcoholic Beverages.

A yes vote would remove the state sales tax on alcoholic beverages and alcohol
where their sale or importation into the state is subject to an excise tax under state
law.

A no vote would make no change in the state sales tax on alcoholic beverages
and alcohol.

Question 2, the most argumentative of the three, deals with the elimination of a
state law that allows construction of housing that includes low-or moderate income
units.

A yes vote would repeal the state law allowing the issuance of a single
comprehensive permit to build housing that includes low- or moderate-income
units.

A no vote would make no change in the state law allowing issuance of such a
comprehensive permit

Question 3 This proposed law would reduce the state sales and use tax rates
(which were 6.25% as of September 2009) to 3% as of January 1, 2011.

A yes vote would reduce the state sales and use tax rates to 3%.

A no vote would make no change in the state sales and use tax rates.

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Tomasek: Finegold
debe responder a
violaciones de ética,

finanzas

Finegold cometid numerosas
violaciones desde julio 2010

amison Tomasek, candidato
Jrepublicano para el Senado Estatal

en el Segundo Distrito de Essex
y de Middlesex, pide a su oponente,
el Representante Barry Finegold, que
responda a los ultimos informes de
violaciones de ética y financiamiento de

camparia.

La violacion maés reciente del
Representante  Finegold  fue las
transmisiones por el sistema de

intercomunicacion de la Escuela Superior
de Andover desde el 30 de agosto hasta
el 6 de septiembre para reclutar internos
para trabajar en su campafia, segun
reportd el Eagle-Tribune. El sitio web de
la Oficina de Campafia y Financiamiento
Politico dice, "los empleados publicos,
asi como otras personas, tienen prohibido
el uso de los recursos publicos para
fines de campafa politica, incluyendo
la promocién de un candidato... Los
‘recursos publicos’ se definen como
cualquier cosa que se paga con dinero
publico, ya sea que se obtienen a través
de impuestos o tasas”, lo cual incluye
equipo de oficina.

El Representante Finegold también
admitié al Eagle-Tribune en agosto que
su campafia imprimi6d los nombres de
empleados publicos en los volantes de
tres eventos para recaudar fondos: 15

de julio en Tewksbury, 22 de julio en
Andover, y 5 de agosto en Dracut. La ley
de financiamiento de campafias prohibe
que los nombres de empleados publicos
aparezcan en anuncios de recaudacion
de fondos y en cartas. Aunque Finegold
reportd haber devuelto los $1,000
recaudados en el evento de Dracut,
pero no esté claro si devolvio el dinero
recaudado de los eventos en Andover
y Tewksbury, que es lo que el estado
generalmente pide a los candidatos que
han violado esta ley en particular.

"No entiendo por qué un legislador
con siete términos completados esta
operando una campafia profesional
cometiendo estos errores”, dijo el Sr.
Tomasek, quien esta llevando a cabo
una campafia con voluntarios de todo
el distrito. "Parece dificil de creer que
todos son solo fallos del personal. Esaes
una actitud negligente por su parte. Los
votantes tendrén que determinar si Barry
Finegold, con este tipo de violaciones,
merece una promocién en esta eleccién."”

Jamison Tomasek es un CPA que
ha vivido en el Valle de Merrimack
desde hace 25 afios. Tiene una esposa,
Bethe, tres hijos y vive en Andover. El
Segundo Distrito de Essex y el Distrito
de Middlesex incluye Andover, Dracut,
Lawrence, y Tewksbury.

$2,000 in parking fines, refusing to park
someplace else.

Richard and | do agree that anyone
parking in illegal spaces, parking overnight
where prohibited, during snow emergencies,
on a crosswalk or in a bus stop should be
increased to $500 because those are lazy
people or really dumb.

When it comes to increasing the
overtime parking fines from $15 to $30, he
lost it! His main reason is that the traffic

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Have you been bitten lately by bed
bugs? Don't worry about it, you will,
unless we win the worldwide battle
against the invasive, blood sucking little
fellow.

n Monday, October 18, the City of
OLawrence and Lawrence/Methuen

Community Coalition held an
informational forum at Sargent Auditorium
of the Lawrence Public Library about bed
bugs; how to recognized them, how to avoid
bringing them home and how to get rid of
them in case that your house is infected
with them.

The forum was conducted by Andrew
and Nancy Carace of Pest-End of Methuen
on a power point presentation.

Bed bugs are insects that feed on the
blood of people and animals. They are
small, flat, brown, and oval. They do not
have wings.

Bed bugs are becoming an increasing
problem in many cities and towns. This
may be because more people are traveling
out of the country to places where bed
bugs are a problem. It may also be because
certain pesticides for bed bug infestations
have been banned.
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Have you been bitten by bed bugs?

Bed bugs usually get into your home
through luggage, clothing, or other personal

items during travel. Sometimes hotels
have bed bugs. Bed bugs can crawl into
your luggage and get carried back to your
home. It only takes one bedbug to get an
infestation started in your home.

A more common way to bring bed bugs
into your home is if you buy and wear used
clothes or used furniture having bed bugs in
them.

Yes, you should look closely at used
furniture before you bring it home. Check
apartments and dorm rooms before you
move in. Bed bugs can survive for months
without feeding.

Signs of bed bug infestation may
be: Darker (reddish or brownish) spots
or smears on bed sheets, pillowcases,
mattresses or in nearby areas from bed bug
feces. A distinct musty odor. Small, itchy
red bumps on your skin from bed bug bites

The good news is that bed bugs are not

known to transmit any Infectious diseases.
Their bite looks like the bite of most blood-
sucking insects and may cause some skin
irritation. Some bites might not be noticed,
while others turn into larger sores.

To treat bed bug bites just wash the
area of the bite with an antiseptic soap
to reduce infection, and resist the urge to
scratch. Contact your health provider if the
bite becomes infected.

If you see the signs of bed bug
infestation, you should look closely in all
areas of your home to find out if you have
bed bugs.

Use a vacuum cleaner (preferably
HEPA filtered) to remove the bugs and their
cast skins from all areas where you see them
or think they might be. Do this during your
initial inspection, and at least every week

At 12-6, the
Warriors rattled off the next five points to
cut the lead one at 12-11 before the hosts
responded with two straight to set up
match point.

After tying it at 24 on a Bentley attack
error, Forcier followed with her 10th kill of
the match to regain the lead, setting up a
match point that was converted by Cindric
to even the match at one.

Merrimack dominated the third, taking
advantage of eight Bentley attack errors to
go on a 15-3 run, featuring nine consecutive

points to cruise to a 25-12 victory.

But the Falcons sent it to a fifth, closing
out the fourth on a 16-9 run behind 13 Kills
in 25-20 victory.

Cindric notched her third straight
double-double with 18 digs and 15 Kkills,
while Forcier tallied 16 kills and hit .263.
Jenna Reilly (Northport, NY) added 10
kills, four solo, and four block assists with
Lorenz picking up 41 assists and eight
digs.

Tomasek: Finegold to Respond to
Ethics, Finance Violations

Finegold Commits Numerous Violations
Since July 2010

amison Tomasek, Republican candidate

for State Senate in the Second Essex

and Middlesex District, calls on his
opponent, Representative Barry Finegold,
to respond to recent reports of ethics and
campaign finance violations.

The most recent violation is Rep.
Finegold’s broadcasts over the Andover
High School intercom system from August
30 to September 6 to recruit campaign
interns, as reported in the Eagle-Tribune.
According to the website of the Office of
Campaign and Political Finance, “public
employees, as well as other persons, are
prohibited from using any public resources
for political campaign purposes, including

the promotion of a candidate...Public
resources’ are defined as anything that is
paid for with public money, whether raised
through taxes or fees,” which includes
office equipment.

El Representante Finegold also
admitted to the Eagle-Tribune in August
that his campaign printed the names
of public employees on fliers for three
fundraisers: July 15 in Tewksbury, July
22 in Andover, and August 5 in Dracut.
Campaign finance law prohibits the names
of public employees from appearing on
fundraising advertisements and letters.
Although Finegold reportedly returned
the $1,000 raised at the Dracut event, it is
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unclear if he returned money raised from
the Andover and Tewksbury events, which
is what the state usually asks of candidates
who have violated this particular law.

“l don’t understand why a seven term
legislator running a professional campaign
makes these mistakes,” said Mr. Tomasek,
who is running a grass roots campaign based
on volunteers from all over the district. “It
seems hard to believe that these are all just
slipups by staff. It’s either a careless attitude
at the top or something else. The voters will
have to determine whether Barry Finegold,
with these types of violations, deserves a
promotion in this election.”

HAVERHILL: Haverhill Receives Over $33,000 from
(VS for Prescription Overcharge Investigation

The court filing stems from the
Attorney General’s industry wide review
of allegations that pharmacies overcharged
towns and cities for prescription drugs.
In this case, Attorney General Coakley’s
investigation revealed that pharmacy chain
CVS had been overcharging towns and
cities in the Commonwealth for various
prescription drugs under the workers
compensation insurance system. CVS was
required to make a payment of $1.3 Million
to approximately 200 cities and towns in
Massachusetts as well as a $1.35 Million
payment to the Commonwealth.

“These are tough economic times for
municipalities,” said Attorney General
Martha Coakley. “Recovery of monies
like these can make a big difference in
town budgets—and that translates into the
services available to town residents. I’ll

continue to work hard to recover monies
for towns and cities.”

“I’'m extremely pleased that the City
was able to recoup these funds through the
great work of Attorney General Coakley
and her staff,” stated Mayor Fiorentini.
“We are always vigilant about our health
care costs, and this settlement is in keeping
with that spirit.”

Other cities and towns are receiving
lesser amounts, based on the volume of
overcharges applicable to those towns.

This matter was handled by Assistant
Attorneys General Peter Leight and Glenn
Kaplan, and by mathematician Burt
Feinberg and economist Bryan Lincoln of
Attorney General Coakley’s Insurance and
Financial Services Division. City Treasurer
Mary Beth Roy processed the award for the
City.

the front porch where an “after hours” party
turned violent at 3 am. In an attempt to
restore order and avoid injuries, Lawrence
Police Officer William Colantuoni was
punched in the face, Captain David Kelly
was hit in the head by a beer bottle, and
Police Officer Carlos Vieira’s glasses were
knocked off while someone was trying to
unsuccessfully access his revolver.

Fortunately, the officers are all in
good condition. But beyond the obvious
strains the reduction of 41 officers have
had on policing (and let us not forget that
our police force has been decimated with
an elimination of the various specialty
units), what is troubling is that not a word
of protest was stated against this display of
disrespect to our police from our elected
officials.

Our police and fire officials are on
the frontlines to protect us. We should be
thankful for their service and supportive of
their missions. If this were Boston, you can
be sure that Mayor Thomas Menino would

have immediately called a press conference,
displayed his outrage at those involved in
the incident, supported the police officers
who responded, and reminded citizens that
everyone needs to work cooperatively with
law enforcement officials to keep the city
safe. Unfortunately in Lawrence, little is
done to show support for our public safety
officials. In fact, my fear is that our silence
is condoning this lack of respect to our
police and fire.

While the incident on October 9 did
not take place in my district, the good,
decent, law abiding citizens | represent are
impacted when there is an outlandish display
of disrespect shown to our police. It fosters
an attitude that the police are part of the
problem and that challenging their authority
is acceptable and even encouraged. | find
this behavior reprehensible and I call on the
Council, Mayor William Lantigua, and our
state delegation to join me in denouncing
what | fear is a growing disrespect to our
public safety officials.

SURIS: Have you been hitten by bed bugs?

afterwards. Do not use any insect Killer on
your own. It will only spread infestation.
Contact a licensed pest control operator.

Who is responsible for the
removal of bed bugs?

In most cases, a landlord or property
manager is required by law to “maintain
the dwelling they own without insect
infestation” (MA: 105 CMR
410.550). It is the landlord’s responsibility

to respond to any complaints of bed bugs.

If someone is renting a single family
home, the owner is not responsible for
extermination as long as they maintain
upkeep of home. Inthese cases the occupant
is required to pay.

If you are atenant, contact your landlord
so that they can hire a licensed exterminator
to identify the insect and develop an
extermination plan or IPM (Integrated Pest
Management) Plan to eliminate them.
