Prudence in how to use
this surplus!

ecently, in a press release, the City of Lawrence announced a surplus of
R$5.443 million in their 2010 Fiscal Year which ended June 30.

For a city that until yesterday was broke, and had to borrow $24 million
to cover deficits that occurred during 2007, 2008 and 2009 Fiscal Years, that
announcement sounds too good to be true, except that it was certified by DOR.

“The calculation of surplus revenue (technically termed free cash) is based on
the balance sheet as of June 30, and represents the remaining funds available after
an entire fiscal year's expenses and revenues are tallied. It may represent revenues
that came in higher than anticipated, expenses that came in lower than anticipated, or
some combination of both,” read the press release.

Jay Gonzalez, Secretary for the Executive Office for Administration and
Finance, the agency which oversees the state's involvement in assisting Lawrence,
said the surplus certification clearly reflects a fiscally healthier city and credits Mayor
Lantigua, the City Council and Bob Nunes, the state’s fiscal overseer, for making the
tough decisions that yielded this result.

Councilor at- Large Daniel Rivera, Chair of Budget and Finance Committee
stated that, "The word to remember with this surplus, however, is Prudence”.

And we could not agree more!

With all the lay-offs the city dispensed in order to balance the budget, the
administration must exercise caution on how to use that money. That is, if they plan
to use it.

As Councilor Rivera very well stated, the city has no reserves for unexpected
expenses and one of them could be the final cost to fix the Guilmette School.

Considering the pressure the administration is under, being blamed for the
increment of violent crime in the city as a direct result of the reduction within the
police force, it wouldn’t be a surprise if voices are raised to demand that the police
officers are reinstated.

That should not be considered until concessions of good will are offered like
those from the Fire Department.

Todo proceso de educacion supone
el paso del ser al deber ser. Es
partir de la situacion educativa en
que se encuentra un chico para llegar a un
estado de mayor perfeccién. Para dar este
paso el educando necesita ordinariamente
la ayuda de los padres y los profesores,
porque de por si tiende a la comodidad, a
lo fécil y al minimo esfuerzo. Para que esa
ayuda sea efectiva el educador ha de exigir
con fortaleza, pero con afecto, buscando
siempre el bien del chico.

En los tiempos actuales observamos
que tanto algunos padres como profesores
no ejercen esta exigencia necesaria para
lograr la educacion.

Con esta postura caen en el error: La
explicacion de las materias escolares es
labor prioritaria de los profesores y de forma
secundaria de los padres, pero la formacion
humana y la adquisicién de hébitos de
conducta es tarea prioritaria de los padres y
de forma subsidiaria de los profesores. Por
eso esta claro que los padre son los primeros
educadores de sus hijos y tienen gracia de
estado parra llevar a cabo la educacion de
las criaturas que han engendrado.

Algunos padres no se atreven a exigir
a los pequefios porque dicen que no tienen

Spero el 28 de octubre de 2010,

finalmente lleg6: A Sacred Space (Un
Espacio Sagrado) por Kathleen S. Flynn.
Un Espacio Sagrado es un libro que relata
la historia de ambos Cementerios de Santa
Maria Inmaculada Concepcion y la historia
del catolicismo en Lawrence.

Armada con meses de investigacion,
Flynn se dispuso a capturar la belleza y
la gracia del cementerio. Ella subid las
ondulantes colinas del cementerio durante
el invierno, la primavera, el verano y el
otofio, fotografié la nieve que cubria las
tumbas, flores en ciernes, brillantes cielos
azules y el vibrante follaje de otofio. Flynn
tomd cientos de fotos, pero sélo aquellas
imégenes cuidadosamente seleccionadas se
muestran en la publicacion.

En su libro, Flynn destaca los
puntos de interés en el cementerio, las
tumbas de prominentes lawrencianos, los
acontecimientos historicos reflejados en
las tumbas del cementerio, los militares
veteranos y la interpretacion de los muchos
simbolos que aparecen en las lapidas.

making, but on October 28, 2010

it finally arrived: A Sacred Space,
by Kathleen S. Flynn. A Sacred Space
is a book chronicling the history of
both St. Mary-Immaculate Conception
Cemeteries and the history of
Catholicity in Lawrence.

Back in the late 1990s, the
trustees of the cemetery decided that
there should be a book documenting
the cemetery's history as well as the
Lawrencians buried there.  They
worked with the Immigrant City
Archive's Chief of Research, the
late Ken Skulski. He gathered some
preliminary notes, but the project was
eventually set aside.

Flash forward to 2008, when
Attorney Thomas Caffrey, then a
member of the cemetery’s board, made
it his mission to ensure that this book
was written. He decided to revisit the
site where the research started — the
Immigrant City Archives, now known
as the Lawrence History Center, and
approached Barbara Brown, LHC
Executive Director, about the project.

“The chance to research and write
this book offered a terrific opportunity
to document the city, its history and
significant people and important
events,” notes Brown. Brown
immediately knew whom to ask to
author the book: Kathleen S. Flynn,
LHC volunteer and researcher. “Kathy
has been affiliated with LHC since its
inception. She is from the Merrimack
Valley and has a great understanding of
our collection,” said Brown.

Flynn was eager to take on this
project and began by pouring over
vital research that Atty. Caffrey had
provided: information  regarding
property transactions of the Parishes of
St. Mary and Immaculate Conception.
She also studied cemetery records that
dated as far back as 1855. Flynn also
delved into the archivesat the Lawrence
History Center, studying their atlases,
library and photograph collection.

Jim Jacobs, Superintendent of
the St. Mary-Immaculate Conception
Cemeteriesand Chapel Mausoleum, and
his wife Janice, provided enthusiastic
first hand knowledge of the cemetery
grounds and cemetery records. Flynn
says, “Talking with Jim and Janice was
the first step in my research.”

Armed with months of research,
Flynn set out to capture the cemetery's
beauty and grace. She hiked the
cemetery's rolling hills throughout
the winter, spring, summer and fall,
photographing the snow covered
graves, budding blossoms, bright blue
skies and vibrant fall foliage. Flynn
took hundreds of photos, but only
carefully selected images made it to

David Burke chaired and led the
campaign to build the An Gorta Mor
Monument in Lawrence in 2006. Mr.
Burke was the recipient of the Irish Echo’s
Golden Bridges Award in 2007, as well as
the recipient of the AOH National Board’s
Sean MacBride Humanitarian Award in
2007.

Mr. Burke served organizations well
beyond his Hibernian and Irish circles.
An employee of the Lawrence Housing
Authority and volunteer for the City of
Lawrence on many fronts, he was a board
member of Lawrence's International
Institute, the Advisory Board of Lawrence
Heritage State Park, the Immigrant City
Archives, the Lawrence Cultural Alliance,
the Board of Trustees of the Lawrence
Public Library, as well as a host of other
organizations.

A lifelong resident, advocate and
supporter of the City of Lawrence and
Irish history and culture, he was a tireless
worker whose work will forever live on in
the annual celebrations of Lawrence’s Irish
Heritage Month, the Hibernian Collection,
the AOH and the Irish Foundation.

After a long and courageous battle
with cancer, David R. Burke died on May
27, 2009. He was survived by his wife,
Patricia and a son, Kevin.

The Rev. James T. O’Reilly OSA
Division 8, Ancient Order of Hibernians,
the Irish Foundation and the Irish American
Community of Greater Lawrence built and
dedicated in May, 2006 a monument as a
tribute to the Irish of Greater Lawrence.

The An Gorta Mor Memorial consists
of two tablets, a shamrock tablet made out
of Barre Granite, along with a Celtic Cross.
The cornerstone from the original Hibernian
Home on White Street in Lawrence built in
1887 is also part of the Memorial.

Four bronze tablets honor the three Past
AOH and LAOH National Presidents from
Lawrence: A.O.H. Past National President
John E. Fenton; A.O.H. Past National
President Joseph P. Kerrigan; L.A.O.H.
Past National President Margaret M. Webb;
as well as Division 8 LAOH Founders,
Katherine A. O’Keefe O’Mahoney are
included.

The Celtic Cross has the inscription of
the four Irish Provinces: Ulster, Munster,
Leinster and Connaught and the names of
the 32 Counties of Ireland in English and
Irish, as well as two inscriptions. A time
capsule is included as part of the memorial
where loved ones names have been placed
as a means of honor and respect.

On November 7, 2010 a bronze plaque
was added to the An Gorta Mor Memorial
to honor the memory and celebrate the life
and accomplishments of David R. Burke,
lifelong Lawrencian, one of the most
outstanding Hibernians in the history of
Division 8 AOH and one of the greatest
Irish Americans of our lifetime.

There will also be a public hearing,
discussion (and a vote) regarding $3.3
million in further borrowing from the
special bond authorization bill that was
passed earlier this year.

“l expect to hear more at the meeting
since the agenda item shows a mere fraction
of the $3.3 million spending,” Councilor
Laplante said.

The Lantigua Administration has not
been doing a good job communicating
details of the $24.5 million borrowed to the
residents. People are growing suspicious,
mistrust the city government and there are
no explanations coming from City Hall.

n 1959 every city playground had

baseball teams and a league that had

a junior and senior division. Teams
from the Riley Park (The Wetherbee),the
0'Connell (So Common), the Mullaney, the
Lorenz, the Burgoin (West St.), the Kennedy
which is where the Central Catholic parking
lot stands today.

Most of these parks had swimming
pools, the So. Common and the West St.
had wading pools. The Wetherbee had the
Allicon. The sites that had pools would
have a citywide swimming race at the end
of the summer. Charlie Rappaport was the
coordinator of this extravaganza that grew
large crowds from throughout the city.
Many of these parks have been replaced by
new schools or expansions and the same
applies to the pools.

In 1959 the O'Connell took the
league’s baseball title. This team featured
some of the city’s future top athletes as
well as citizens. John Kelleher, a LHS Hall
of Famer and later a teacher coach at that
school. Kell died at a young age.

Bill Bateman a future teacher and Hall
of Famer at CCHS s a retired educator at
the Bruce School and lives in Haverhill
these days.

Nat Bateman from South Lawrence
was a real good baseball player who retired
from the Lawrence Housing and just left
us recently; he and Bill Bateman were
cousins.

Bobby Marchand was a speedster

and excelled at CCHS in track and hoop.
"Dingo" was a great bowler and later a
star in fast pitch softball. He too, has left
us after retiring from the Lawrence Parks
Department.

Carmen lannuccilli, now of Salisbury,
was a great track star at CCHS and broke
many records at that school. He is a
retired Athletic Director after serving the
Lawrence school system as a teacher and
later a principal in our City. He still is an
official starter at track meets throughout the
State.

Larry Klimas could play and excel in
any sport. He attended U/Conn and later
became a track coach and football coach at
Methuen High. A LHS Hall of Famer, the
field house at Methuen is named after him.
He also died as a young man.

Bob Dziadosz became a CCHS grad
and played hoops and later fast pitch
softball still lives in the area. "Boo Long"
attended CCHS and came from Eutaw St.
and his brother Charlie and | were lineman
partners for the electric company. His
younger brother Tom is a past principal and
now a teacher at CCHS. His Mom and Dad
would be so proud of "TP" as well as his
three brothers.

Tom Orlando was also a fine athlete
and | think it was at LHS.

Norm Poulin who became a big time
football player at LHS, is now a retired
firefighter in the City of Lawrence.

Busty Campo, now a Raytheon retiree

was a fine player for Coach Ed Buckley at
LHS. Busty was a real good catcher for
many championship teams in fast pitch
softball. He was a real crowd favorite, and
is still a favorite in his job as a bartender at
the Dewey Club in Methuen.

This championship team had a mascot,
a dog called Rex. As | say the dog’s name,
I don't recall hearing any Pit Bulls or
Rotweilers by that name that at one time
was really popular.

To get back to Kelleher, he became the
girls’ basketball coach at LHS, and later
the boys coach, he also helped to start and
later run the Lawrence Christmas Hoop
Tournament now being held at LHS. He
also was a teacher for his high school after
attending Villanova. His long time running
mate Klimas, won league titles at Austin
Prep and Methuen. They were teammates
for the late Ed Buckley's State champ teams
and those in the know would tell you don't
play partners pool against those two. They
were known as "Pool Sharks" that learned
that craft at the old Recreation Center on
Hampshire St.

One other note about this championship
team is that, after all these years, most of
them remain close friends.

There you have the 1959 playground
champs. Sadly, this type of league doesn't
exist anymore, something that the kids of
these years will never get to enjoy.

If running late,
knowing that you won’t make it on time,
stay home and, trust me, no one will miss
you.
