The only Elementary Catholic School in the North of Lawrence
is scheduled to close its doors June 2011, unless a miracle happens.

Here we are not just a school; we are a family, please don’t separate us!, chanted

the students.
If things continue this path, 270 students will find themselves looking for another
place to attend the next school year if they want to continue their catholic formation.
That would lead them to the Lawrence Catholic Academy in the South as their only
destination, in which the majority of the students from the north cannot financially
afford nor do they have the physical space to accommodate them.

The reason for the school closing is the lack of funds. According to Father Jorge
Reyes, the school is running a $300,000 debt and to complicate things even more it did
not receive support from the Catholic Schools Foundation this year and he does not
anticipate the school would receive CSF funding for the 2011-12 school year, besides
the fact that the parish was not able to continue supporting the school, either.

The community of St. Mary of the Assumption Parish has launched a campaign
and is demanding answers from the Boston Archdiocese in particular Cardinal Sean
O’Malley. “We want to know why if the ‘Catholic School 2010 Plan’ took into account
the ethnic, economic and social differences called for the initiative of two Catholic
schools in Lawrence, one in the South and the other in the North, we are now blindsided
with the news of the closing of the school in the North”.

We think, the children, their parents, the teachers and the community at large,
deserve an explanation.

Severe investigation results on GLCAC

the Massachusetts Department of Housing

and Community Development (DHCD)
and Northeast Institute for Community
Quality Action (NIQCA) to say that GLCAC
is a troubled agency. They found that the
current crisis has understandably created a
climate of confusion, anxiety and frustration
for agency staff members.

I t only took a two-day visit to members of

Among the items to look at were:

1. Review the circumstances associated
with the allegations of fraud related to
GLCAC, Inc’s former Executive Director’s
misrepresentation of his work schedule.

2. Assess the possible awareness and
tolerance of this alleged fraudulent
behavior by the agency leaders.

3. Examine the existence and possible
violation of other DHCD contract
requirements and agency policies
related to agency governance, fiscal,
program and personnel management.

4. Prepare recommendations to correct
identified deficiencies, strengthen
agency management leadership and
adopt policies to mitigate the risk of
future organizational violations of legal
and ethical standard of behavior.

Longstanding relationships and loyalties
to the agency’s former Executive Director by
a number of Board members appear to have

muted and frustrated efforts to exercise
effective oversight and management of the
one staff person the Board is responsible to

supervise.
Conflict of interests issues were
discovered with respect to immediate

as well as extended family relationships
between Board members and agency staff
and contractors. Immediate action is to
be taken in the next 15 days to examine
and enforce existing Conflict of Interest
policies.

The agency’s current President and
Chairman of the Board has personal
litigation pending against the City, which
compromises the ability of the agency to
establish and maintain effective working
relationships with the largest municipality
in its designated service area. Also, he
failed to make an effort to meet regularly
with the former Executive Director to
clarify accountability expectations, work
schedules or to address personnel matters.
Schiavone has been given 15 days to resign
as Board President and they encourage the
immediate voluntary resignation of Board
members who were loyal to Phil Laverriere,
also within 15 days.

The report questions why one third
of the Board’s 21 members has served
over 15 years and some having served
over 30 years and are not representative of
the communities they serve so new ones

should be appointed (Hispanic/Latino and
younger.)

The report reads the following: “The
team was informed of a management style
which embraced informal loyalties, double
standards for behavior and privileges and
intolerance for constructive criticism,
particularly affecting female managers.
These practices have seriously undermined
agency managers’ trust and confidence in
the agency’s former Executive Director and
Assistant ED’s leadership.”

The  agencies  conducting  the
investigation even mentioned seeking legal
assessment of possible fraud violations
y the former Executive Director to assess
possible liability for re-payment of state or
federal funds and status of CPC Program
Director’s appropriate employment
designation and conflict status in the next
30 days.

There will be stricter rules in the future
in the accounting of vending machines
located at 305 Essex St., no more alcohol
purchases will be allowed (that’s a violation
of OMB Circular A-122), and meetings
where food is served will need to specify
the reason for the meeting and the names of
attendees.

the closing of the school. Parents were
informed by Father Reyes via a letter April
12.

According to Father Reyes, despite
a strong enrollment, the school did not
receive support from the Catholic Schools
Foundation this year and he does not
anticipate the school would receive CSF
funding for the 2011-12 school vyear,
besides the fact that the parish was not able
to continue supporting the school either.

The Catholic Schools Foundation
provides scholarships for students with
financial needs.

Last year, Father Reyes said, when local
Catholic school officials were planning The
Lawrence Catholic Academy (LCA), St
Mary’s officials were invited to join, but
we opted to remain open as an independent
parish school. “We could not afford to join
the academy; it would have cost our parish
$80,000 per year plus half of the proceeds
from the rental or sale of the existing school
building,” Father Reyes said.

In September 2010, Lawrence Catholic
Academy (LCA) opened from the merger
of St. Patrick School in Lawrence and Our
Lady of Good Counsel School in bordering
Methuen. LCAis located at the 101 Parker
Street between Salem and Bailey Streets.
On April 26 at 6 pm, the school will be
hosting an open house so its students will be
able to explore other options to further their
Catholic education. Representatives from
area Catholic schools, including Lawrence
Catholic Academy will be available at the
meeting.

Father Paul O’Brien, pastor of St.
Patrick Parish in Lawrence, said to the
Boston Pilot that the academy would like
to enroll St. Mary’s students. “We have
really wide open arms and are ready to get
down to work, processing applications for
students from St. Mary’s,” Father O’Brien
told The Pilot.

Lawrence Massachusetts residents are
outraged about the fact that the only
Elementary Catholic School, St Mary of
the Assumption, in the north of the city
has announced that it will be closing its
doors June, 2011.

The news has come just 2 months before
the end of the school year. This will
impact 270 families who are registered
at St. Mary of the Assumption School
and plan to continue for the 2011-2012
school year.

The community of St. Mary of the
Assumption Parish is demanding
answers from the Boston Archdioceses
in particular Cardinal Sean O'Malley. "We
want to know why if the "Catholic School
2010 Plan" took in to account the ethnic,
economic and social differences called
for the initiative of two catholic schools
in Lawrence, one in the South and the
other in the North, and we are now
blind sided with the news of the closing
of the school in the North." That would
leave the Lawrence Catholic Academy

in the South to which the majority of
the students from the north cannot
financially afford nor do they have the
physical space to accommodate them.

No decision would have been made
without the approval or influence

of Cardinal O'Malley. The Lawrence
community, while a very poor
community, will not continue to be
ignored and allow decisions to be made
on our behalf without the opportunity to
have a seat at the table so that we can
provide input and help plan our future.
We deserve to hear the truth regarding
why we are not entitled to have a
Catholic school in our area where our
children will get a faith based education.
We will not add this incident to the list
of times that we have been marginalized
and disregarded as citizens and human
beings with rights.

There will be a community vigil on
Saturday April 16, 2011 starting at 5:30
p.m. on the corner of Hampshire and
Haverhill Street in Lawrence. We expect
the support of 500+ community member
as well as Lawrence community leaders.
Cardinal O'Malley and the Archdiocese
of Boston need to stand up and tell the
truth.

Police Report on
Lantigua’s complaint

The Lawrence Police Department
concluded the investigation on Mayor
William  Lantigua’s complaint about
someone trying to hit him and Patrick
Blanchette with a car. It is rather lengthy
and we placed it on our website for anyone
interested in reading it.

Among the findings, there were
discrepancies between Lantigua’s account
of the incident and Blanchette’s. Also,
a witness appeared who claims to have
watched how it happened and believes that
there was no intent on the part of the car in
question to hit them.

The report by Captain Denis Pierce is
long but it makes for good reading.

GLCAC investigation
is over

Also great reading is the investigation
findings and recommendations report by
the Massachusetts Department of Housing
and Community Development (DHCD) and
Northeast Institute for Community Quality
Action (NIQCA).

The report said that GLCAC is a
troubled agency and the current crisis
has understandably created a climate of
confusion, anxiety and frustration for
agency staff members.

Besides criticisms of conflict of
interests with members of the Board of
Directors having relatives hires at very
high salaries, it demands the resignation
of Charles “Chick” Lopiano, assistant
executive director now acting executive
director; also, the President of the Board
of Directors Thomas Schiavoni because
he is currently suing the City of Lawrence
and that affects the relationship to deal
effectively with the largest municipality in
their area of coverage.

City Councilors Say
“No More” Police, Fire
Layoffs

Lawrence City Councilors Marc
Laplante (District F) and Grisel Silva
(District B) have sent a letter to Mayor
William Lantigua declaring that they would
not support the upcoming FY2012 budget if
it includes any police or firefighter layoffs
(see attached letter).

“Lawrence residents are living in an
increasingly unsafe city where crime has
risen nearly 50% since the police department
was devastated with 40 less police officers
from last year,” said Laplante. “We need to
draw a line in the sand and say ‘enough is
enough.””

“The City of Lawrence has great police
and fire personnel who do a fabulous job.
We cannot continue to lose our safety
personnel staff. They put their lives on the
line for us every day in all areas of the city,”
said Silva.

“Our constituents pay significant
property taxes here, and they ALL deserve
commensurate services in return. | hope that
the citizens will stand up and support the
police and firefighters as we say “No More”
police and fire layoffs,” added Silva.

The Governor and House Ways and
Means Committee recommended budgets
with at least a $1 million dollar reduction
in state aid for Lawrence. In the Spring
2011 edition of Commonwealth Magazine,
Overseer Robert Nunes stated that the FY
2012 Lawrence budget would need to rely
on “a combination of fee in-creases, new
revenue initiatives, and budget reductions.”
The concern is that the budget reductions
would include police layoffs.

Silva is a third term Lawrence City
Councilor, and Vice President of the
Council. Her district includes the North
Common areain north Lawrence.

I want to make sure all you readers
are aware of a very important program
that will be starting here at the library on
May 3. | have been working with Lauren
Grey from Elder Services, Jean Lussier
from the Greater Lawrence Family Health
Center (GLFHC) and Milagro Grullon,
founder of the new nonprofit agency
Community Connections, on bringing
Mi Vida, Mi Salud/My Life, My Health
to both of our library branches.

Mi Vida is a six week program
designed to help people who are living
with chronic illness and/or chronic
pain. Participants will meet weekly to
consult with trainers on all aspects of life
with chronic conditions and how it can
be improved. The sessions will cover
nutrition, exercise, relationships with
medical professionals, psychological
wellbeing and all other aspects of coping
with these conditions.

When we think of chronic illness we
tend to think primarily of seniors but a
great many younger people also suffer
from chronic problems such as diabetes,
high blood pressure, depression etc. We
will be presenting this program in Spanish
at the main library and in English at the
South Lawrence branch. (In an attempt
to correspond with the demographics of
the areas)

I am very excited to have the library
be a part of this. Lauren had come to
see me back in the fall both to introduce
herself and the Mi Vida program. As she
explained it to me | felt a strong sense
that the library, as the city’s center of
information dispersal, had to partner in
on this.

We have been trying to reach out to
all the stakeholders in the health services
sector of greater Lawrence in order to be
sure everyone is aware and leading folks
who suffer from chronic illness in our
direction.
