Sorpresas de la ultima eleccion

abia una sensacion de tension entre
H candidatos y publico en general

que acudié al Ayuntamiento de
Lawrence la noche de la eleccion preliminar
celebrada el 20 de septiembre, 2011 a
escuchar los resultados.

Después del fracaso del movimiento
organizado por el Rev. Edwin Rodriguez,
con el propdsito de revocar al Alcalde de
Lawrence William Lantigua, la cuestion
era de como habia sido afectado el apoyo
tanto del Alcalde Lantigua como del Rev.
Rodriguez entre los votantes.

Basado en los resultados, el apoyo a
Lantigua esta intacto debido a que todos
los candidatos que él apoyaba obtuvieron
lugares prominentes en la eleccion, con
excepcién de dos.

Surprises of last election

There was a sense of tension between
candidates and the general public
who came to the Lawrence City Hall
the night of the preliminary election held on
September 20, 2011 to hear the results.

After the failure of the movement
organized by the Rev. Edwin Rodriguez in
order to overturn the Mayor of Lawrence
William Lantigua, the question was how
this effort had affected the support of Mayor
Lantigua and Rev. Rodriguez among the
registered voters.

Based on the results, Lantigua’s support
is intact because all of the candidates he
supported won prominent places in the
election. On the other hand, Rev. Rodriguez
has to work very hard if he wants to improve
not only his numbers but all of those he is
supporting.

As it is known, Rev. Rodriguez was
running for councilor at-large and also
supported several candidates who had been
involved in the recall movement, including
Martina Cruz, Marc L. Laplante, Javier
Negron, Chally Ramos, Samuel Reyes,
Grisel Silva and Kathleen A. Runge.

In the case of Martina Cruz, Marc Laplante
and Samuel Reyes, they do not need the
support of either Lantigua or Rodriguez.
Their name and path is well known to
voters. If anything, it could hurt them.

On the radio program produced by
Rev. Edwin Rodriguez each Saturday from
1:30 PM to 3:00 PM for WCCM-1110AM,
Rodriguez, among other comments, has
stated that one of the reasons why he
wanted to remove certain councilors was
their attitude as ‘seals of approval ' for
Mayor Lantigua. In his view, among them
were Frank A. Moran, Daniel Rivera, Roger
Twomey, Sandy Almonte, Oneida Aquino
and Eileen O'Connor Bernal.

In the case of Rivera and O'Connor,
their ‘crime’ was that they had voted for the
appointment of Mélix Bonilla as Deputy
Chief of Police, in addition, O'Connor
had a brother working for the city. What
Rev. Rodriguez seems to ignore is that
the husband of the candidate he favors to
replace O’Connor, Ms. Runge, works in the
treasury department at City Hall.

In the case of Councilman at-Large

0S semanas atrds conversamos
Dsobre los aportes del teatro, desde

los padres de la tragedia griega,
haciendo hincapié en Tespis, es decir el
origen del teatro y su evolucién. Hoy
queremos enfocarnos en el origen del teatro
en Latinoaméricay llegar a la diversidad de
sus producciones teatrales que ha corrido su
propia estela de luz en este arte tan dificil
como hermoso.

No sabemos con exactitud cuando
brota la primera semilla de produccion
teatral en Latinoamérica, se tienen muy
escasas informacion de coémo pudieron
ser las manifestaciones empiricas teatrales
de los pueblos precolombinos, si sabemos
que la mayoria de estas manifestaciones
consistian en rituales magico-religiosa.

Tenemos eso si, un texto dramatico que
se supone es de origen Maya descubierto
en el 1850, titulado el Rabinal Achi el
cual narra el combate entre dos guerreros
legendarios que se enfrentan a muerte en
una batalla ceremonial. En este drama
existieron elementos muy importantes y
representativos de unaverdaderaproduccion
teatral, tales como el vestuario, lamusica, la
danza y sobre todo la expresién corporal.

En el Caribe precolombino, la
manifestaciones teatrales, término
desconocido porellos, encontramosriquezas
de un valor teatral Unico, tales como los
areitos, o las danzas de purificacion, o los

trances tainos para invocar a sus dioses,
verdaderas actuaciones teatrales. Con la
Ilegada de los espafioles al nuevo mundo,

En Republica Dominicana, comenzo
el teatro con Cristébal De Llerena, como
era légico la influencia del teatro espafiol
era palpable en sus presentaciones.

The committee | chaired screened
superintendent job applicants. It did
not conduct a national search. The
School Committee placed Lawrence
Superintendent job advertisements in a
variety of national publications but your
efforts unfortunately coincided with the
start of a new school year - when most
high level educational leaders are already
committed.

Our committee was asked to
recommend the Superintendent Job
applicants who we considered able to lead
transformative improvements throughout
the Lawrence Public School System. Our
first priority was to screen and select
candidates who have, and will, make
a clear difference in helping children
learn and improve their life chances.
Along with this criterion, we also sought
candidates able to work well with various
constituencies.

Mayor Lantigua appointed the
members of the screening committee. No
person or entity attempted to influence

our deliberations. We considered the
need to immediately recommend qualified
applicants, and thus help the School
Committee resolve the important issue
of school leadership facing the City of
Lawrence. But our Committee found that
need less important than recommending
suitable professionals who can clearly lead
transformative improvements.

It is my responsibility to report that
no two of the current applicants were
found suitable for recommendation by the
Screening Committee. In keeping with
public and executive meeting statutes, and
in order to facilitate future searches, we hope
to keep all candidate names confidential.
We recognize that excellent and worthy
candidates submitted applications but it
was decided that none was the right fit for
this City.

The Committee was tasked with
screening to a very high standard. As a

result, after interviewing four of seventeen
candidates, conducting extensive reference
checks, and reflecting on the charge given
to the Screening Committee, our committee
voted not to recommend candidates for
School Committee review.

The Lawrence Superintendent
Screening Committee recommends that
the posting remain open and that you
initiate a nationwide search that includes
the recruitment of candidates having
the leadership skills, qualifications and
successful experience needed to work with
this committee to lead the Lawrence Public
Schools in its efforts to become a high-
performing school district.

telling him that he was a great swimmer.

His coach introduced him to the
Melrose YMCA where he received a teen
membership and a free access to the team.
He has been involved with the YMCA ever
since. Julian became a lifeguard, then a
swim instructor and swim coach.

onsidering the number of
‘ candidates who received the

support of Mayor William
Lantigua in the preliminary election,
held on Tuesday, September 20,
2011 where only 8% of registered
voters voted and obtained prominent
positions, it looked that the real winner
was Lantigua.

The big loser was the movement
to recall the mayor, organized by Rev.
Edwin Rodriguez, who was also a
candidate for councilor at-large.

In the race across the city,
councilors Frank Moran got 1,738
votes. Roger Twomey followed with
1,265, Daniel Rivera, 1,075; George
Salas, 882; Rev. Edwin Rodriguez
713; and Chally Ramos 451 votes. In
addition to promoting himself Rev.
Rodriguez, supported Ramos, and
vehemently opposed to the rest listed
above.

In District A, the incumbent,
Sandy Almonte received 166 votes
beating Merrill M. Perkins Jr., who
got 143. In the race was eliminated
with only 45 votes Rev. Rodriguez’s
candidate and active member of the
recall, Javier Negron. Rodriguez was
against Almonte’s reelection.

The District B took an unexpected
turn.  The popular incumbent Grisel
Silva, who proudly proclaimed to
have signed the recall, received 247
votes, losing to a new candidate who
announced her candidacy as she
handed the keys to the city to Mr.
Hipolito Mejia, the candidate for
President of the Dominican Republic
who recently visited our city. Estela
A. Reyes received 290 votes. She
was Lantigua’s candidate while Rev.
Rodriguez was promoting Silva.

District C had three contestants,
the former councilors Barbara Beals
Gonzalez, Jorge A. Gonzalez and
rookie 24-year-old KendrysR. Vasquez.
Admittedly, none of the three had the
holy devotion of either Lantigua or
Rev. Rodriguez.

Youth triumphed and elected by
317 votes was Vasquez with Jorge A.
Gonzalez as runner-up with 135 votes.
Barbara Beals Gonzales was eliminated
with 66 votes.

District D Council member, the
incumbent Oneida Aquino, who was
being supported by Mayor Lantigua
got 191votes compared with Samuel
Reyes who being supported by the Rev.
Rodriguez obtained 205. A new name
in Lawrence politics, Alina Acosta
de Varona was eliminated in the first
round with 112 votes.

The Councilor for District E, the
incumbent Eileen O'Connor Bernal
got 309 votes giving her victory over
her opponent, Kathleen A. Runge
who received only 135 votes. Runge
received the support of Rev. Rodriguez
while Bernal O'Connor had the
approval of Lantigua. The

We hear stories about how people get
in trouble when their email accounts or
Facebook page is compromised. Lots of
damage could be inflicted on the individual
with severe consequences to their finances
and reputation. Very often, the information
provided by the owner of that email address
or page is the root of the damage.

That was the case this past week with
Frank Surillo. While I was checking the
Facebook page of Lawrence candidates after
elections, | discovered something on Mr.
Surillo’s page that was highly objectionable.
I wrote, “Call me old fashioned or whatever
you want but | think that this is terribly
inappropriate for a member of the school
committee. | know it's the lyrics to a song
but nevertheless pornographic!” It had
been placed there 49 minutes earlier yet, it
was immediately removed responding that
his page had been hacked.

He did not contact me after seeing my
message and Rev. Victor Jarvis called him
and he did not return his call, as well. Asa

future member of the School Committee,
running unopposed and vice chair of
the Human Rights Commission, it was
shocking finding that on his page and he
should have made an effort to explain it
to us.

Council rejects John
Isensee

The members of the Lawrence City
Council had on the agenda the favorable
recommendation from the Personnel
Committee to appoint John Isensee as
director of the Department of Public
Works, only to embarrass him and later
reject him.

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LFDC School
students
excel on 2011

MCAS

Test results from the spring 2011
Massachusetts Comprehensive
Assessment  System  (MCAS),
recently released by the Massachusetts
Department of Elementary and Secondary
Education, show that Lawrence Family
Development Charter School students
continued to make significantimprovements
in academic achievement. The school
attained Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP)
ratings in both English Language Arts
(ELA) and Math in the aggregate and in all
subgroups.

The federal No Child Left Behind Act
requires all schools and districts to meet
or exceed specific student performance
standards in ELA and Math by the year
2014. AYP determinations are issued
annually based on the performance of all
students (the aggregate) and for individual
student groups (subgroups) to gauge the
interim progress toward the attainment of
those goals.

An example of high academic
achievement at LFDCS can be seen in
the Grade 7 test results. These students
outperformed the state in both ELA and
Math. Eighty-one percent (81%) of 7th
graders scored proficient or higher in ELA
as compared to 73% for the state and 77%
scored proficient or higher in Math as
compared to 51% for the state. According to
the AYP determinations, 354 Massachusetts
school districts (91%) did not make AYP
in 2011. Lawrence Family Development
Charter School has earned the distinction
of being in the 9% of districts that achieved
AYP.

Seventh graders also did well when
measured by the MCAS Composite
Performance Index (CPI). This is a
measure of the extent to which students
are progressing toward proficiency in
ELA and Math, with 100 being the highest
score. Students scored a combined CPI of
93.8 in ELA and 91.1 in Math. LFDCS
has one of the highest English Language
Learner (ELL) populations in the state at
approximately 40% and one of the state’s
highest poverty rates based on free and
reduced lunch at 92%.

Results such as these have helped
propel LFDCS graduates on to tuition
based high schools at a high rate. Class
of 2011 graduates enrolled in thirteen
(13) secondary schools. Thirty (30) of the
fifty (50) graduates or 60% are attending
rigorous private independent or parochial
schools where they earned more than
$750,000 in scholarships and financial aid
over the course of the next four years.

historical spots.

Heritage State Park is a restored
boarding house withtwo floors of interactive
exhibits that tells the tale of Lawrence, one
of the nation's first planned industrial cities.
Along with stories of Lawrence's mill
workers and industry, the workers' role in
the 1912 Bread and Roses Strike is relived
with images and sounds. The esplanade of
a nineteenth-century canal and a park were
created within the walls of an industrial-era
building.

There were several city officials on
hand, showing the same optimistic view of
the city. Art McCabe from the Community

Development Department said that,
“Lawrence is on the cusp of doing great
things,” adding that “Lawrence is a cultural
Mecca and will be a tourism destination.”

In addressing the group, Dan Koff
talked about the disconnect created when
one immigrant group cannot relate to
another group’s history. “Who will be
looking at Lawrence’s history? People like
us, future generations interested in learning
about us,” he told them trying to instill that
curiosity on the students present.

Susan Grabski, executive director of
the Lawrence History Center praised the
movie The Path by Dan Koff, presenting
a connection between 1860 and today. “I
encourage everyone to research their own
family.”

The Path is an award-winning
interactive tour about Lawrence MA that
uses sleek signs and online videos to tell
the tale of two sisters who were caught in
the Pemberton collapse and fire, the largest
industrial disaster in Massachusetts history.

Those honeycomb historical signs
are expanding through the city and Union
Crossing is next.

With these results
the opposition from the Reverend and
his friends will not end, but this indeed
puts an end to the future of the recall
movement.

City Council at-
Large

Gorge Salas, a total stranger (yes, |
know, he is a local business owner and
a good guy, but he is not well known
politically), finished forth thanks to the
mayor’s support. The three incumbents
looked strong and Salas was only 193
votes behind third place Dan Rivera.
Without the Mayor’s support, Rivera
could be at risk of losing his seat since
by the general elections there will be
more awareness about Salas and no one
is touching councilor Moran. Twomey is
working very hard for his reelection and
had a strong showing in this preliminary
round. If for the finals Moran and Salas
are a team (supported by the Mayor),
watch out Dan Rivera!

Comparing him to Roger Twomey,
Frank Moran | believe did very little
campaigning. Moran had 473 more votes
than Twomey, which could be accredited
partly to the Mayor.
