El futuro esta en nuestras
manos

En las pasadas elecciones primarias del 20 de septiembre 2011, los lawrencianos
fuimos a las urnas a escoger quien, en nuestra opinidn, eran los mas competentes para
pasar a las elecciones finales a celebrarse el préximo martes, 8 de los corrientes. Aquellos
que no recibieron la aprobacién de los votantes, solo por participar, merecen nuestra
aprobacion y respeto, y los exhortamos a continuar tratando en futuras elecciones.

Desafortunadamente, sélo 2,998 de los 35,554 votantes registrados que nos
dignamos en salir a votar ese dia, decidimos por la mayoria cuales serian los candidatos
cuyos nombres apareceran en las boletas de las elecciones generales.

Estos nimeros nos parecen alin mas insélitos cuando los comparamos con los
resultados del recall, llevado a cabo un mes antes de la eleccién primaria, donde
5,483 ciudadanos mostraron su apoyo al movimiento de remover al alcalde. Aunque
de éstas solo 4,366 firmas fueron certificadas, ninguno de los candidatos que tenia
el apoyo del grupo del recall obtuvo primeros lugares; al contrario, algunos fueron
eliminados, mientras que los candidatos que apoyaba el Alcalde William Lantigua,
algunos desconocidos politicamente, lograron poner sus nombres en la boleta del 8 de
noviembre.

Tal vez la apatia de la eleccion primaria fue causada por el resultado del recall. Tal
vez muchos solo estaban interesados en remover al alcalde sin pensar que las posiciones
en el concilio son también importantes.

El martes 8 de noviembre, 2011, es nuestro deber de decidir cual es la mejor opcion
para la ciudad y sus residentes por los préximos dos afios.

The future is in our hands

On the primary election held on September 20th, 2011, Lawrencians went to
the polls to choose who, in our opinion, were the most qualified to go into the final
election to be held next Tuesday. Those who did not receive the voters’ approval, just
for participating, deserve our admiration and respect, and we strongly encourage them
to continue trying in future elections.

Unfortunately, only 2,998 of 35,554 registered voters who bothered voting, decided
for the majority of us which candidates would appear in the November elections.

These numbers seem even more unusual when compared with the results of the
recall, conducted a month before the primary election, where 5,483 people showed their
support for the motion to remove the mayor. Although only 4,366 of these signatures
were certified, neither candidate who had the support of the recall group received first
places; on the contrary, some were eliminated while candidates who supported Mayor
William Lantigua, some of them politically unknown, managed to put their names on
the November 8th ballot.

Perhaps the apathy of the primary election was caused by the result of the recall.
Perhaps many were only interested in removing the mayor without thinking that the
council positions are also important.

On Tuesday, November 8, 2011, it is our duty to decide the best option for the city
and its residents for the next two years.

Apenas un cuarto de los jovenes fueron
a las urnas en las elecciones de mitad de
periodo pasado, y Mary Jane McKittrick
piensa que no es justo.

"En la escuela, les ensefiamos acerca
de la guerra revolucionaria y todas las
guerras de nuestro pais ha luchado para
proteger nuestras libertades, por lo que no
tiene ningun sentido para mi por qué los
jovenes no hacen mas para participar en la
democracia que les ensefiamos casi todos
los afios en la escuela”, dijo McKittrick,
autora del libro infantil Election Day (Dia
de Elecciones), parte de la serie de Boomer
y Halley (www.boomerandhalley.com).
"No estoy segura de lo que sucede cuando
los jévenes cumplen 18 afios y deciden que
no €es necesario votar, pero creo que es un
problema que vale la pena abordar."

Las estadisticas que preocupan a
McKittrick son aquellas que muestran
que las elecciones de medio término,
tradicionalmente atraen solo del 22 al 25 por
ciento de los votantes entre 18 y 30 afios de
edad. Tenga en cuenta, que sélo registra el

namero de votantes registrados en lamezcla,
y ni siquiera tabula los millones de jovenes
que ni siquiera se molestan en registrarse
para votar. Segun las cifras compiladas por
el Centro de Informacién e Investigacion
sobre Aprendizaje Civico y Compromiso,
un proyecto de la Universidad de Tufts, el
voto joven ha sido ligeramente superior en
las elecciones presidenciales en los Gltimos
afios. En el 2008, el 51 por ciento de los
votantes de 18-30 votaron, un 2 por ciento
de mé&s de las elecciones de 2004. Sin
embargo, la anémica participacién electoral
dej6 a McKittrick pensando en lo que tiene
que pasar a fin de cambiar las estadisticas.
"Creo que los nifios necesitan algo
mas que una leccion de historia acerca de
la democracia”, dijo McKittrick, una ex
periodista de television que ha estudiado la
comunicacion oral en la universidad. "Creo
que hay que demostrarles como el proceso
democratico funcionay cémo la gente puede
hacer cambios a nivel local y en todo el
pais elevando sus voces y hagan uso de sus
derechos como ciudadanos en una sociedad
libre y democratica. Mas que eso, creo
que los padres deben estar mas conscientes
sobre la ensefianza de la importancia del
voto desde una edad temprana, para que
lo consideren un derecho y una accién que
esperan ansiosos poder efectuar. Nuestro
poder en las urnas es el poder individual méas
importante que ejercen los ciudadanos y es
un derecho que muchos paises del mundo
no poseen. Debemos ensefiar a nuestros

Children’s Book Teaches Kids
Importance of Participation

Barely a quarter of young people made
it to the polls in the last midterm election,
and Mary Jane McKittrick thinks it’s just
not right.

“In school, we teach them about the
revolutionary war and all the wars our
country has fought in order to protect our
freedoms, so it doesn’t make any sense to me
why young people do so little to participate
in the democracy we teach them about
every year in school,” said McKittrick,
author of the children’s book Election Day,
part of the Boomer and Halley series (www.
boomerandhalley.com). “I’m not sure what
happens when kids turn 18 and decide they
don’t need to vote, but I think it’s a problem
worth addressing.”

The statistics that worry McKittrick
show that most midterm elections have
traditionally drawn only 22 to 25 percent of
voters aged 18-30. Keep in mind, that only
tracks the number of registered voters in the
mix, and doesn’t even tabulate the millions
of young people who don’t even bother to
register to vote.

On October 18th, I testified at my first
State House hearing. | was in Boston to
speak in support of State Representative
Marcos Devers’ House Bill #H03541
and co-sponsored by Representative Tom
Sannicandro from Framingham, before the
Joint Committee on Financial Services for
legislation to prohibit the use of geographic
locations in determining risk classifications
relative to motor vehicle surcharges. This
bill would change the way people are
surcharged on their auto insurance when
they have points because of an accident or
ticket.

Instead of points being charged on a
percentage base, anyone with points would
pay a flat fee per point no matter which city
or town they lived in. Under our current
system, auto rates are based on a variety
of factors, including "territory” which
is where you live and park your car. Car
owners in different cities are also charged
based on driving records and the coverage
they purchase. Good drivers get discounts
while drivers with points are surcharged.

To show why this current system is
unfair and why everyone should support
this legislation, check the chart that
compares local communities.

En general, es mas positivo alabar
lo que hacen bien que criticar lo que
hacen mal. Por eso hay que estar atento y
cuando el estudiante hace algo positivo,
hacérselo ver y alegrarnos con él.

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Why the School Committee bugs me

Cramming to hire
a Superintendent

You would be lying if you said you
could not remember a time you had a week
to study for an exam, but stayed up the night
before drinking coffee while cramming for
the test. The Lawrence School Committee
has procrastinated for two years in hiring
a superintendent and now with nine hours
left in their terms, members have yet to
permanently fill this position. Considering
the urgency of this situation, the ONLY topic
the school committee should be discussing
is district leadership.

Two years ago our community was
enraged over the alleged crimes Wilfredo
Laboy was committing in central office.
The court system takes forever, but it
appears our judicial system performs
more efficiently than the Lawrence School
Committee! Lawrence voters elected school
committee members to remove Laboy
from office while instituting dependable
leadership. It is unacceptable that Laboy’s
trial may begin long before Lawrence hires
a superintendent.

School committee members, Martina
Cruz and Sammy Reyes, are consistent
in their passion for hiring a high caliber
superintendent and actively push the time
sensitive issue at meetings. Most recently
the two attended a meeting of the State
Board of Education to show their concern
over the instability of Lawrence Public
Schools. Ms. Cruz attempted to start a
discussion on the superintendent issue at
the school committee meeting last week,
but she was cut off by Mayor Lantigua who
told her that if she wanted to talk about it she
should have put it on the agenda. Lantigua
noted that the issue could be discussed if
any other members wanted to entertain
the topic, but quickly called to adjourn the
meeting.

With looming pressure being put
on the district by the state and the threat
of Lawrence becoming the only Level 5
school district in Massachusetts, why is the
subject of hiring a superintendent so taboo?
At the previous school committee meeting,
Mayor Lantigua charged the current school
committee with the task of hiring the next
superintendent before their term ends. How
can the mayor expect the committee to hire
a superintendent when they are not allowed
to discuss the position?

With a failed search committee and an
acting superintendent who does not want
another short term contract extension, will
school committee members feel pressured
to approve whoever is presented to them just
to grasp leadership? The school committee
is attempting to cram two years worth of
work into the last 9 hours of their term.

With new members being elected next
week by the people, the school committee
should not rush to hire a superintendent just
to fill a gap. A plan needs to be put in place
by the current school committee to secure
leadership through the end of the 2012
school year while allowing the next school
committee the time to conduct a meaningful
and effective superintendent search.

Lawrence School
Committee: Unpaid
Middle Management
or Elected Policy
Makers?

Whether it’s an hour long discussion
over the spirit wall being painted over at
the high school or an administrator being
questioned about science curriculum
accuracy, the school committee can’t seem
to adhere to its responsibilities. The school
committee is elected by the people as
members of a policy making board. These
seatsare not meantto be middle management
positions. The district review handed down
by the state recently reminded the school
committee that their sole responsibilities
are hiring a superintendent, the budget and
policy making.

The State Board of Education at its
October meeting suggested that a school
committee in a Level 4 school district
on the south shore was performing as
management, not policy makers. An
example they gave to drive home the point
was school committee members were

acting on their own accord when a problem
arose rather than maneuvering appropriate
channels, such as referring issues to the
superintendent. Does this behavior sound
familiar? Sometimes when there is chaos
it only takes a simple statement like this to
shed light on a problem that is occurring
here in Lawrence as well.

Social hot button issues such asthe spirit
wall and pointing fingers over low MCAS
scores are sexy topics and draw media
attention.  For example, Committeeman
Pavel Payano’s outrage over the painting
over of the spirit wall, while understandable
from a LHS grad, was misdirected. Instead
of demanding entrance to the school, or
calling Mayor Lantigua or City Councilor
Oneida Aquino, he should have called upon
Dr. Bergeron. The spirit wall was not policy
or a budget issue.

Greg Morris should be applauded by
the community for reminding Mark Gray
that his attack on an administrator over
the science curriculum was out of line as
it was not a duty of the school committee.
Of course, according to criticism of the
state, the mayor should have pre-empted
that discussion before it even happened.

Had Mayor Lantigua done his job, the
administrator and all the meeting attendees
would have been spared the embarrassment
of sitting through Mr. Gray’s misdirected
line of questioning.

School committee members are leaders
within the community and should not ignore
issues outside of their realm of governance.
Citizens will look to them for guidance
on a variety of issues. School committee
members must understand all of their work
can’t be accomplished from their chairs.
Solutions to increase parental involvement
would be best served by working with the
PTO President’s Council, Susan Santos
and Alfonso Garcia. Curriculum input
could be accomplished by asking central
office to have a couple of school committee
members sit on the curriculum committee.
Creating sub-committees could streamline
policy making ability and streamlining the
budget just as the city council relies on sub-
committees.

Lawrence Public Schools do not need
unpaid mid-level management; the district
needs focused elected leadership that
knows how to work and succeed within the
guidelines.

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such anemic voter turnout got McKittrick
thinking about what needs to happen in
order to turn those statistics around.

“| believe that children need more than
just a history lesson about democracy,” said
McKittrick, a former broadcast journalist
who studied speech communication in
college. “I think they need to be shown
how the democratic process works and
how people can make changes locally and
around the country by raising their voices
and availing themselves of their rights as
citizens in a free and democratic society.
More than that, | think parents should be
more conscientious about teaching the
importance of voting from a young age,
so that it is a right and an action that kids
look forward to taking. Our power in the
voting booth is the single most significant
individual power we wield as citizens and
it’s a right that many around the world don’t
possess. We should teach our kids to value
it and to use it wisely.”

McKittrick suggested parents can help
teach their kids about democracy by doing
the following:

e \ote — It’s difficult to teach your child
about the election process if you don’t vote.
You should make a point to vote, and when
age-appropriate, bring your children with
you when you do. If you vote via absentee
ballot, show your child the form and explain
how important it is to make sure your vote
counts.

e Connect Laws to Their Lives -
Children may not have a frame of reference

for how a law is passed, but they encounter
government in action practically every day.
When there is road construction on the way
to school, it represents tax dollars being
spent to improve the community. When a
new playground opens, or old equipment
is replaced with new equipment, it can be
traced back to the local government. When
they see campaign signs all around during
an election cycle, it’s another opportunity
to explain what it’s all about.
e Don’t Talk Politics, Talk Issues —
Politics can be boring for kids, and they may
not have a frame of reference for it. But
issues, like whether the school year should
be longer or why they take standardized
tests at school, can be discussed easily
because it’s relevant to their lives. Ask
questions like “Do you think it’s fair that the
rules are this way?” or “If you could make
the rules, what would you do?” It will get
them thinking and caring about democracy
and their role in it.

One of my duties is watching the city
council and school committee meetings —
S0 you won’t have to. Sometimes it is fun
being there in person for the unusual and
ridiculous things people do although my
time doesn’t permit me that luxury ending
up in performing other chores with one ear
pointing in that direction.

Last week was one of those instances.
The Ordinance Committee was to take up
a vote on the skateboards issue and there
were rumors of advocacy groups coming
to city hall supporting the unruly teenagers
that have become a menace on the streets,
so | made sure to be there that night.

She
explained that Massachusetts Laws require
them and that could get them in trouble with
police officers.

Wouldn’t you know it!  The last
speaker was a 27-year-old school teacher
who claims not to own a car for several
years and depends on his skateboard for
transportation. When asked if he uses a
helmet, his answer was a negative for which
Ms. Bernal chastised him saying that he
should be the example.

This was one of those nights when
the ridiculous happened. The Licensing
Commission was to meet at 7:30 and the
Ordinance Committee was wrapping up
theirs when at that time, Chairman Richard
Fielding poked his head through the door
asking if they were finished. Committee
Chair Bernal gently asked for five more
minutes while Council President removed a
few items from the agenda.

Ten minutes later, Mr. Fielding burst
into the City Council Chambers screaming
that they were causing his meeting to be
illegal if it went beyond 10 o’clock.

They got a taste of adults
behaving badly.

By the way, the Licensing Commission
meeting lasted less than one hour.

up in support of Martina’s request but he
was too quick asking to adjourn and it was
over. | am certain that they didn’t even
know what had happened.

Una soga en un poste
con un muelle: NO es la
manera de entrenar

Muchos duefios de perros se esfuerzan
por encontrar tiempo para ejercitar a su
perro todos los dias. Lamayoria de nosotros
trabajamos a tiempo completo, y dedicar un
horario para caminatas diarias puede ser un
desafio. Una tendencia creciente que hemos
visto, especialmente con las razas feroces,
es el uso de un muelle atado a un palo
para entrenar y ejercitar a un perro. Esto
consiste en una soga que esta suspendida de
un resorte unido a una rama grande de un
arbol o un poste. El perro aprende a saltar y
aferrarse a él, y luego se suspende en el aire
sin soltar. El objetivo de un poste con ese
eje es el fortalecimiento de los musculos de
la mandibula de un perro.

Un ndmero de profesionales de los
animales recomiendan el uso de un poste
con un muelle como una herramienta de
entrenamiento, particularmente para las
razas amenazantes como Pit Bulls. Existe
una concepcion erronea de que estos
perros requeriran un ejercicio diferente a
otros perros. De hecho, muchos sitios en
la Internet, libros y articulos en revistas,
cuentan los beneficios de entrenamiento
con este sistema. Lo que estos medios
s6lo en raras ocasiones revelan son las
precauciones a tener en cuenta, y hay un
monton de problemas:

1) Palos con soga y muelles se utilizan
para entrenar a perros para pelear entre si.
Las peleas de perros son ilegales en todos
los 50 estados y en algunos estados sélo
la presencia de parafernalia sobre la lucha
entre perros es suficiente para presentar
cargos contra una persona. De hecho,
algunos refugios de animales, incluido el
MSPCA, no aceptan para adopcion a los
perros que son entrenados de esa forma, ya
que sugiere que el perro fue entrenado para
luchar, y el riesgo de colocar al perro en la
comunidad es demasiado grande.

2) Estos palos fortalecen los musculos de

la mandibula, y por lo tanto la presion en
la mordida.

3) Este sistema ensefia al perro a saltar y
aferrarse a un objeto. No es raro ver a los
perros que son entrenados asi reorientar
este juego intenso hacia otros objetos,
incluyendo el brazo de un nifio 0 un juguete,
mientras lo sostenia.

4) El entrenamiento con palos y sogas
refuerza a los perros mas activos. Para
los perros con altos niveles de energia, es
importante proporcionar bastante ejercicio,
pero también es importante ensefiar a
estos perros a mantener la calma. En otras
palabras, dandole a un perro de alta energia
una actividad de alta energia, lo Gnico que
podra conseguir es excitarlo mas.

A continuacion se muestra una lista
de actividades que son buenas formas de
ejercicio de su perro, mientras que pasar
tiempo de calidad con él o ella:

1) Vaya a pasear con correa. Los perros
disfrutan de un entorno nuevo, que no
estaran expuestos a un corredor en el patio
trasero o detras de una valla.

Encourage study habits

By Arturo Ramo Garcia

One of the goals of parents and teachers
is that children succeed in their studies, but
how?

In general, it is best giving positive
praise for what they do well than criticize
what they do wrong. So watch out as the
student does something positive, let them
see that you noticed it and rejoice with him.
This will strengthen the positive aspects
and encourages the student to repeat those
behaviors. On the contrary, if that criticism
is always wrong, the student may fall into
despair first, and the conviction that he is
not worth anything, then. But that does
not mean that you should not talk naturally
about the mistakes and guide them in order
to correct them, but with the intention to
help, not to judge or condemn.

Another aspect is to be realistic and
understanding in the demand from small
children. You have to ask from each one
what they can reasonably give. If you
demand too much frustration will set in
and if less is required, you will likely create

a bum. We should talk with teachers to
exchange opinions on the ability of students
and what you can expect from them.

One negative aspect of education is
to make comparisons with siblings or with
other friends. As each child is different
we should not ask the same from all of
them and the comparisons often produces
jealousy and envy;, it does nothing to help in
the formation of personality or motivation
for the study.

Unnecessary aid should be avoided.
If a student can do something on his own,
he should be left alone to do so without
our help. Thus, the success will be his and
increase his self-esteem and motivation.
We adults can advise with our views but
without forcibly imposing our criteria.

Sometimes it is advisable to reward
good work with any material gift or
emotional support, bearing in mind that
praising the effort is always a profitable
stimulus.

Spring Poles: NOT the Way to Train

Many dog owners struggle to find time
to exercise their dog every day. Most of us
work full-time, and fitting in daily walks
can be a challenge. A growing trend we’ve
seen, especially with the bully breeds, is the
use of a spring pole to train and exercise a
dog. Aspring pole consists of a rope which
is suspended from a large spring attached
to a tree limb or pole. The dog is taught
to jump up and grab at it, and then hang
suspended in mid-air without letting go.
Ultimately the purpose of a spring pole is to
strengthen a dog’s jaw muscles.

A number of animal professionals
recommend the use of a spring pole as a
training tool, particularly for “bully” breeds
including Pit Bulls. There is a popular
misconception that these dogs require
different exercise than other dogs. In
fact, many websites, books, and magazine
articles boast the benefits of spring pole
training. What these resources rarely spell
out are the cautions to be aware of; and
there are plenty of concerns:

1) Spring poles are used to train dogs to
fight each other. Dog fighting is illegal in
all 50 states, and in some states just the
presence of fighting paraphernalia is enough
to press charges. In fact, some animal

shelters, including the MSPCA, won’t
place for adoption dogs who are spring pole
trained because it suggests that the dog was
trained to fight, and the risk of placing the
dog into the community is too great.

2) Spring poles strengthen jaw muscles,
and therefore bite pressure.

3) Spring poles teach a dog to jump and
hold onto an object. It isn’t uncommon to
see dogs that are spring pole trained redirect
this intense play toward other objects,
including a waving arm or a child’s toy
while she is holding it.

4) Spring pole training reinforces high
drive dogs. For dogs with high energy
levels, it is important to provide plenty of
exercise, but it is also important to teach
these dogs to be calm. In other words,
giving a high energy dog a high energy
activity can just get them more excited.

Below is a list of activities that are great
ways to exercise your dog while spending
quality time with her:

able to take care of themselves and of their
child.

“Access to child care would allow these
young women to take the road of recovery.
They would be able to have an opportunity
to develop vocational skills. Learn how
to become productive citizens and build a
better community,” said Ms. Rodriguez.
“The lack of access to affordable child
care presents an obstacle for these young
women as well as to other young mothers
in the Commonwealth.”

A representative  from Casa
Dominicana, a nonprofit organization in the
heart of Lawrence serving the Merrimack
Valley area providing ESL, USA citizenship
courses, computer literacy and self-
development workshops spoke about their
services and needs.

Susan Staples, Co-Director of Women’s
Services at the YWCA of Greater Lawrence
spoke about two of the programs the
YWCA offers to victims of violence: The
Sexual Assault Program and the Domestic
Violence Program.

“We have a 24-hour hotline; in
Lawrence last year we received over
600 calls from survivors and community
members needing help, support and
resources around sexual assault. We also
have a 24 hour response to local hospitals,
which means when a woman, man or child
is sexually assaulted we go to the hospital
to offer support to the victim and family.
Last year we responded to150 calls, and the
victim’s ages ranged from 2-79 years old,”
explained Ms. Staples.

Regarding the Domestic Violence
Program, she explained that last year they
provided domestic violence counseling to
306 survivors and sheltered 39 families,
which totals almost one a week. Sheltering
means women and their children have to
leave their homes, their communities, all
their supports and go to another community

or even another state to be safe.

“Our court advocates work in Lawrence
District court (which ranks third highest
in the state for the number of restraining
orders issued) and last year they assisted
750 residents. Between July and September
of this year, our court advocates assisted
with 211 cases of domestic violence, 25
incidences of stalking and worked with 3
victims of sexual assault.”

Becky Hallowell, a board member of
The Women’s Fund of Essex County, a
charitable organization under the umbrella
of the Essex County Community Foundation
spoke about poverty.

While the findings may not come as a
surprise, the hard numbers are compelling.
“Our findings confirm that women and
girls, who represent 52% of Essex County’s
population, continue to bear a significantly
disproportionate  burden of  poverty,
workplace inequity, and other barriers to
self-sufficiency and self-determination...”
said Ms. Hallowell. “Poverty is particularly
acute for female householders and their
families and underlies many of the issues
to be discussed tonight. With 27% of
Essex County’s children living in female
householder homes, critical issues not only
challenge the well-being of these women,
but impact the well-being and future of
their children and the long-term strength of
the community.

Thetestimonies provided were recorded
and discussed by the Commissioners to
consider impact of policy on women and
families in Essex County. The findings will
be cited in the MCSW Annual Report to the
Commissions appointing authorities and to
state and local officials. In following up
on the recommendations, the Commissions
will proactively collaborate with regional
organizations and elected officials to assess
and impact legislation.

SPRING POLES

1) Go for leash walks. Dogs enjoy new
surroundings, which she won’t be exposed
to on a runner in the backyard or behind a
fence. Leash walksalso offer an opportunity
to bond with your dog and a chance for her
to learn how to walk nicely with you. If
you have a dog that pulls on a leash, you
can fit her with a harness and bring treats to
reward her good behavior.

2) Play fetch in the backyard. Not all
dogs like to play fetch, but lots of dog will
show interest in toys (tennis balls, Frisbees)
that you show an interest in. If you don’t
have a fenced-in yard, consider using a long
line (a leash that is over 30 feet) so that she
can stretch her legs, but stay tethered and
safe.

3) Play tug. Many animal professionals
have gone back and forth on how they feel
about Tug-of-War, but most agree that it
can be a great rainy day way to exercise
your dog indoors. A better way to play is

to integrate the command “drop it.” You
can play tug with your dog, and rather than
trying to force a toy from her grip, offer her
a “better” toy to get her to trade for the one
you are tugging.

4) Many dogs will enjoy jogging,
swimming, and even running alongside
while their guardians bike or skate. Just
remember to keep your dog’s physical
ability in mind, as well as her safety.

The most important thing to remember
is that a dog with company is a happy dog.
Your dog should be socialized with people
and other animals from a young age to
ensure that she is comfortable (rather than
fearful) in new situations. Dogs that are tied
to a chain in the backyard, or left outside
in a fenced yard by themselves, are likely
to develop barrier aggression and become
bored and lonely. Dogs should be treated
like a member of the family, so invite yours
to play with you.
