Is there hope for Lawrence?

A few months ago, on Friday, August 12th 2011 to be exact, 5,483 signatures
collected by It’s Your Right Movement were presented before the Board of Registrars
with the intention of recalling Lawrence Mayor William Lantigua. Four days later, on
August 16th, the same group withdrew the forth mentioned signatures alleging they were
collected in “a worthless piece of paper,” given to them by City Clerk William Maloney.

As elections approached, came the endorsements. The powerful It’s your Right
Movement endorsed Chally Ramos and Edwin Rodriguez, leader of the movement for
City Councilors at-Large to oppose Lantigua’s choices of Incumbents Frank Moran
and Roger Twomey. Lantigua also supported newcomer Jorge Salas. Incumbent Dan
Rivera was dumped by both power houses, even when he admitted not to have signed the
recall.

For District A, It’s your Right chose Merrill Perkins vs incumbent Sandy Almonte,
endorsed by Lantigua. For School Committee, Lantigua endorsed James Vittorioso vs.
Kemal Bozkurt. It’s Your right showed no interest in this race.

District B choice was Incumbent Grisel Silva above newcomer Estela Reyes, who
received the endorsement of Mayor Lantigua. For School Committee, Incumbent Martina
Cruz received the endorsement of It’s your right while newcomer Milquicided Santos
received Lantigua’s backing.

District C candidates Jorge Gonzalez and Kendrys Vasquez were both ignored by the
It’s Your Right group. Lantigua endorsed Vazquez. Pavel Payano was running unopposed

for school committee and received no endorsements.

District D race was won by Incumbent Oneida Aquino, endorsed by Lantigua vs
Sammy Reyes, supported by It’s your Right. Francisco Surillo, endorsed by Lantigua,
was elected unopposed as school committee member.

District E was won by incumbent Eileen O’Connor Bernal who was endorsed by
Lantigua vs. Kathleen Runge, backed by It’s your Right. Jennifer Ann Cooper elected
over Homayoun Maali for school committee got the most votes (1167) in that race. They
received no endorsement.

District F candidate, incumbent Marc Laplante, endorsed by It’s Your Right received
the most votes (1030) for a city council winning over Randy Jaime, endorsed by
Lantigua. James Blatchford was elected unopposed for school committee. He received
no endorsement.

the race. Veteran Leo J. Lamontagne, came
in second, followed by Abel Vargas

In our editorial after the primary
election, we said that after the failure of
the movement organized by the Rev. Edwin
Rodriguez in order to overturn the Mayor of
Lawrence William Lantigua, the question
was how this effort had affected the support
of Mayor Lantigua and Rev. Rodriguez
among the registered voters.

Based on the results of this final
election, Lantigua’s support has increased
to a point nobody would predict, except
him. Out of nine (9) city councilors that
he was actively supporting, seven (7) were
elected. Nobody would predict that veteran
city councilor Grisel Silva and school
committee member Martina Cruz, both
endorsed by the It’s your Right were to be
replaced by two newcomers endorsed by
Lantigua.

Rev. Edwin Rodriguez, who weeks
prior the election softened his speech on
the radio, gained some points in the final
election, coming 5th, (2079 vs. 713 in the
preliminary election) but after newcomer
Jorge Salas (2708). Everybody thought
that after collecting over 5,000 signatures
against Lantigua, Rodriguez would have
done much better in the finals.

Looking at the big picture, when
you compare the totals of votes received
by incumbent District F Councilor Marc
Laplante who received the It’s your

Right movement endorsement against his
opponent, Lantigua’s choice, Randy Jaime
(1030 vs. 489) you would agree that the
new kid on the block was blasted by a more
qualified candidate.

But not so fast, if you look at the small
printyouwill see adifferentpicture. Precinct
F-1, Laplante’s backyard was undoubtedly
won by him (538 vs. 73). Precinct F-2, just
around the corner, was won by Laplante by
4 votes (127-123). Precinct F-3 was won by
Jaime by 49 votes (106 vs 155) and lastly,
Precinct F-4 was won by Laplante by 121
votes (259 vs 138).

Laplante, being a savvy politician, we
are sure that he has been looking at these
numbers too. Just think, if Lantigua, one
week before the Primary Election had
managed to get Jaime’s name on the ballot
by sticker and get the attention of 32% of
the voters in the finals two months later,
what will he be able to do in two years?

After this analysis, we come to one
conclusion: If Lantigua survives the new
recall, he undoubtedly will have a better
council to work with, even with Laplante
being the only opposing point of view most
of the time.

Definitively, election 2012 just started.
Let’s see who survives!

Su Derecho recibié la mayor cantidad de
votos (1030) recibida por un concejal sobre
Randy Jaime, que estaba siendo apoyado
por Lantigua. James Blatchford fue elegido
sin oposicion para el comité escolar. El no
recibid apoyo alguno.

En la carrera de la escuela técnica, la
sorpresa fue Denise Perrault que gano el
primer lugar en la contienda. EIl veterano
Leo J. Lamontagne, quedd en segundo
lugar, seguido por Abel Vargas.

En nuestro editorial después de la
eleccion primaria, deciamos que después
del fracaso del movimiento organizado
por el Rev. Edwin Rodriguez con el fin de
revocar al Alcalde de Lawrence William
Lantigua, la cuestion era como este esfuerzo
iba a afectar el apoyo del Alcalde Lantigua
y del Rev. Rodriguez entre los votantes
registrados.

Cuando los directores escolares - como
el de Somerville, Massachusetts estan
tratando de prohibir fiestas como el Dia
de Colon, Halloween y Accion de Gracias
que se celebren, algo esta mal con nuestro
punto de vista de la historia americana.

El Peregrino Edward
Winslow expreso su gratitud en el otofio de
1621: "Alabado sea Dios, hemos tenido un
buen incremento de maiz ... por la bondad
de Dios, estamos muy lejos de la miseria."”
Winslow también registra: "Nuestra cosecha
fue recogida, nuestro gobernador envi6 a
cuatro hombres en la caza de aves (la caza
del pavo), para que podamos regocijarnos
juntos de una manera especial después de
haber recogido el fruto de nuestro trabajo"
(Dwight Heath, ed,. Relacién Mourt: El
Diario de los peregrinos en Plymouth,
[Bedford, MA: Applewood Books,
1963], 82). Los peregrinos invitaron al

Chief Massasoit y su tribu durante tre
dias de fiesta, juegos y celebracion. Las
buenas relaciones que los peregrinos (y
los puritanos) disfrutaron con los nativos
duraron unos 50 afios.

Esa tradicion de Accioén de Gracias
crecio en la Nueva Inglaterra colonial, y
se extendio con el tiempo.

\Voter ID

Now that this episode is over, let’s
concentrate our efforts in the state-wide
\Voter ID Movement. This will only help
improve Lawrence’s image since at every
election there are accusations about dead
people and others voting.

Changing the City Charter

During the most recent City Council
meeting, there was a discussion about a
requirement in the City Charter regarding
mayoral appointments and submitting the
names of finalist for a position to the City
Council.

Frank Bonet, the personnel director for
the city explained that he has a departmental
policy of reserving the names of candidates
for a job, which is contrary to the mandates
of the City Charter. District F Councilor
Marc Laplante and District C Councilor
Modesto Maldonado agreed that there
should not be such discrepancy between
what the law says and common practice.

While | agree with Mr. Bonet’s
position because a candidate’s present
employment could be jeopardized if his or
her name is revealed, the Charter should
take precedence when making a decision in
any city department.

If an unlisted operator
has an accident (even if it’s not their
fault) your company can refuse to pay
collision damage to your car, they can
lower Property Damage to $5,000 and
lower the Optional Coverages if they
pay a claim. Fraud is reporting your
car stolen when itisn’t. 85% of fraud
is done by owners. Don’t resort to
fraud to help anyone.

HOME: Fraud is not telling that you
own a dog when buying home/renters/
condo insurance. Certain dogs are
not wanted by many companies due
to dog bites. Fraud is purchasing
“homeowners”  insurance  when
you are not living in the building.
Homeowners insurance is for owner
occupied buildings.

The eternal
political
fascination
with hitting a
punching bag

Ten years ago, almost to the day, |
published the first of what would later be
several articles about the psychological and
military preparations to invade Iraq based
on accusations of harboring radioactive and
biological weapons of mass destruction.
The proof is in the pudding of my article
files. | was not convinced back then that
such weapons existed and warned of
acting on such unproven accusations. |
based my uneducated analysis on several
basic reasons. First, it would have taken
enormous industrial facilities difficult to
hide under the clear Iraqi skies to build
them; it would have taken a wide variety
of sources (remember the Niger quote?) to
obtain materials for their construction from
foreign sources difficult to stay confidential
and last, but not least, the fact that the
possible presence of those weapons was a
convenient propaganda arsenal for Saddam
Hussein in his megalomaniac attempt to
scare his neighbors and his people made
me doubt its veracity. That man could brag
about weapons he did not have but not have
them and know how to use them.

There were many friends and readers
who disagreed with my position. Many
of those stopped being either. At the time
we were still under the real effect of the
terrorist tragedy of September 11 and
we were looking for someone to pay for
those events that caused so much grief
and damage to life and country. It got to a
point in the discussion that Iraq had to be
invaded, that the September 11 attack we
had suffered ceased to be the reason for our
plans; new September elevens still to occur
became the excuse.

We now know the rest of the story
and the price we paid for pursuing such
folly. Some of those friends and readers
have even come back. It has been not
only a price in terms of billions of dollars
we paid that could have been saved for
national initiatives that might still stand in
front of us like roads and buildings instead
of destroyed roads and buildings in the
Mesopotamian desert. And there is the price
of human lives lost in the pursuit of poorly
constructed intelligence evidence that had
been defined as “a slam dunk” by those
who should have known better and those
who should have doubted it better as well.
Those lives are gone, symbols of patriotism
no doubt, but gone forever for a carelessly
fabricated reason not of their own making.

It was clear then that Iraq had become
a punching bag of sorts, a convenient
target at the time. It was a punching bag
that eventually hit back, but so what? It
is becoming clear now, that we still seem
to have a fascination with “punching
Iraq” as a foreign policy necessity and
are still unconvinced that we must let go.
Listen to the presidential debates and the
commentaries of those who are outside
that circle of eight or so individuals and
you would think that Iraq is as important

fruit of our labors” (Dwight Heath, ed.,
Mourt’s Relation: A Journal of the Pilgrims
at Plymouth, [Bedford, MA: Applewood
Books, 1963], 82). The Pilgrims invited
Chief Massasoit and his tribe for three days
of feasting, games and celebration. The
good relations the Pilgrims (and Puritans)
enjoyed with the Natives lasted some 50

years.
That tradition of Thanksgiving
grew in colonial New England, and

eventually spread. In fact, the Continental
Congress issued a number of thanksgiving
proclamations, like the one issued after the
discovery of Benedict Arnold’s treason that
also offered gratitude to God for “prospering
the labours of the husbandmen, and causing
the earth to yield its increase in plentiful
harvests; and, above all, in continuing to
us the enjoyment of the gospel of peace”
(Journals of the Continental Congress
1774-1789 [Washington, DC: Government
Printing Office, 1907-37], 18:950-51).

eligible households with help in paying
a portion of their winter heating bills.
Eligibility for the program is based on
household size and the gross annual income
of every household member, 18 years of age
or older. The maximum income eligibility
for LIHEAP is 60 percent of estimated state
median income. Current benefit levels vary
depending on household income.

“I'm glad some LIHEAP funding
is finally getting out the door to assist
Massachusetts  families with heating
their homes," said U.S. Senator Scott
Brown. "Now, Congress and the Obama
Administration must work together to make
sure this critical program receives sufficient
funding this winter."

Last year, DHCD served more than
210,000 Massachusetts households through
the program, and expects the need to be
even greater this winter.

The release of these federal funds will help
some households defray heating costs, but
many more remain in need of assistance
this winter which is why we will continue
to fight to restore fuel assistance funding to
appropriate levels."

“The Low-Income Home Energy
Assistance Program funding helps to ensure
that no family will be left out in the cold
this winter,” said House Speaker Robert
A. DeLeo. “l applaud the Patrick-Murray
Administration for their hard work inmaking
these critical funds available to families in
need across our Commonwealth.”

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to American Interests today as maintaining
The Hamptons, Miami Beach or Cape Cod
on our soil.

After December of this year the last
contingent of American troops is supposed
to come home. Negotiations with the Iragis
to keep a support force there to help them
sort out their endless differences have
broken down because the government
of Iraq is not willing to give our troops
immunity from prosecution under Iraqi
laws if we break them. Today the news
from South Korea brought this message: A
South Korean court sentenced a U.S. soldier
to 10 years in prison for raping an 18-year-
old South Korean girl in September, court
officials said Tuesday. Do you imagine an
American soldier in lraq arrested, tried
and convicted to hang for alleged crimes

while we stand with our arms crossed? It
would be punching bag time again. It is
for that reason that we cannot extend our
non-invited presence there. And by now
you know that we really were not invited to
invade. We are not in the business of sorting
out the laundry of differences of others. It is
too expensive.

We have to stop using Iraq as a
convenient foreign policy issue in
presidential debates. We had no place in
that country before, we have no place there
now and we will not have any place there
in the future either. The sooner we junk the
punching bag the better; or it will continue
to hit us back. So let the troops come home
Now.
