través de los afios, nuestros politicos de turno nos han enviado partes

de prensa donde nos informan acerca de su gestion en los distintos

uerpos legislativos con lo que nos dejan saber cudn duro estan
trabajando por nuestra ciudad.

En una ciudad que depende tanto de la legislatura para llevar a cabo
los tantos proyectos que una ciudad como Lawrence necesita, no tenemos
problema con eso. Después de todo, necesitamos saber cuanto dinero nos
entra para luego poder comprobar coémo se gasta.

Un legislador nos confié en una ocasion, no para publicacion: “Tanto
dinero que traemos a Lawrence y no se usa para lo que lo mandamos”.

Ejemplo de esto es el Capitulo 90. Cada afio, de acuerdo al estado
econémico del Estado, la Legislatura asigna cierta cantidad de fondos para
reparacion de calles y aceras. Estas cifras varian. Se nos ha dicho que durante
los afios del Big Dig, sufrimos, al igual que otras ciudades, ya que los fondos
nos fueron reducidos.

En esta pagina publicamos una lista de calles que han sido reparadas desde
el aflo 1986 hasta el presente con el dinero recibido. Desafortunadamente solo
hemos conseguido las cifras desde el afio fiscal 2001 hasta el afio fiscal 2013.

El listado no explica porqué en el afio 2005, con $762,861 recibidos por
el Capitulo 90 so6lo se hicieron algunas secciones de acera en la Calle Mt.
Vernon. El que conoce esa calle sabe que Mt. Vernon tiene acera en un solo
lado de la calle y no en toda su extension, y South Broadway, siendo una calle
estatal, fue reparada con dinero de Capital Improvement.

En el 2007, con $754,548 del Capitulo 90, solo aparecen listadas las luces
de trafico de la Calle Chickering como el trabajo hecho ese afio.

Dejamos a los lectores en libertad de comprobar lo que mas arriba decimos,
y si estamos equivocados, que nos lo dejen saber. Después de todo, no somos
infalibles.

Chapter 90, its use or lack of it

hrough the years, our politicians in office have sent us press releases
informing us about their management in the various legislative bodies
to let us know how hard they are working for our city.

In a city that depends on the Legislature to carry out the many projects that
a city like Lawrence needs, we have no problem with that. After all, we need
to know how much money comes from their efforts in order to verify later how
it was spent.

A legislator once confided, not for publication, "So much money we bring
into Lawrence and it is not used for what it was meant to be."

One example is Chapter 90. Each year, according to the state's economic
state, the legislature allocates a certain amount of funds to repair streets and
sidewalks. These figures vary. We are told that during the Big Dig years, we
suffered like other cities as the funds were significantly reduced.

On this page we published a list of streets that have been repaired since
1986 to the present with the money received. Unfortunately we could only get
figures from FY 2001 through FY 2013.

The list does not explain why in 2005, with $762.861 received from
Chapter 90, only some sections of the sidewalk on Mt. Vernon Street was
done. Those who know that street also know that Mt. Vernon has sidewalk on
one side of the street and not in its entirety, and South Broadway, being a state
road, was repaired with money from Capital Improvement.

In 2007, with $754,548 of Chapter 90, only traffic lights for Chickering
Rd. are listed as the work done that year.

We leave it up to the reader to confirm what we say above, and if we are
wrong, please let us know. After all, we are not infallible.

Este mes de agosto, Phoenix
Academy Lawrence abrird sus puertas
a 125 adolescentes de 14 a 22 afos de
edad listos para comprometerse con su
educacion.

Recruiting
teenagers ready
for an academic
challenge and
fresh start

Phoenix Academy
Lawrence to open
August 27

By Dalia Diaz

This August, Phoenix Academy
Lawrence will open its doors to 125
teenagers ages 14 through 22 ready to
commit to their education. The school’s
model is based on Phoenix Charter
Academy (PCA) in Chelsea, a public,
charter high school that has revolutionized
the way its students, who face years of
personal obstacles or educational setbacks,
envision their academic potential and their
path to college acceptance.

While Phoenix Academy reflects the
model in Chelsea, in Lawrence it will be
a district high school under Jeff Riley's
ambitious turnaround plan for Lawrence
Public Schools. It is not a high school but a
college preparatory school.

Olivia Lahann, principal of Phoenix
Academy said during an interview at her
Northern Essex Community College office
that she had the opportunity to work in
Chelsea and she will be able to replicate
what made the program successful there.

“Phoenix Academy Lawrence is a
tuition-free, public high school,” explained
Ms. Lahann. “The school’s mission is
to close the achievement gap that exists
between academically underperforming
adolescents in Lawrence and their
academically successful peers.”

PCA has proven that teenage parents,
English Language Learners, former
dropouts, and students facing other
challenges not only can graduate from high
school but can also succeed in college.

“When I came to PCA, they were so
eager to have me start, get me into classes,
and help me graduate,” Dimitry Lodimus,
PCA Class 0of 2012, reflects. “I realized this
was a real plan. I thought, ‘If I do this, I
can go to college.”  was sold. IfPCAwasa
second chance for college, then I would do
it.”

“For students to succeed, Phoenix
Academy staff expects students to commit
to a rigorous academic program,” explained
Rebecca Westlake, Dean of Curriculum and
Instruction for Phoenix Academy during
an interview on the radio show CrossOver
on WCCM. “Students will attend school
from 9 am. to 5 p.m., adhere to a strict
absence policy, engage in one-on-one
intensive tutoring, challenge their thinking
in advanced college preparatory classes,
earn at least a C- to pass classes, and
receive a college acceptance letter before
graduation.”

Students should expect commitment
from Phoenix Academy as well. The
school promises students that all staff will
relentlessly encourage, coach, and mentor
students to reach their full potential.
Teachers and tutors will visit students’

School y Yanna Haginicolas, cogida de la
mano con Green-Bird, lo que representa un
simbolo del futuro de Haverhill.

Todos los sentados en el cine estan
mirando la imagen del famoso disefiador
de zapatos Stuart Weitzman en la pantalla
grande con un zapato en la mano. EI padre
de Weitzman, Seymour Weitzman, comenzo
una fabrica de zapatos en Haverhill,
Massachusetts, a finales de 1950, “Seymour
Shoes” (también se vendian bajo la etiqueta
“Mr. Seymour”).

A mural, depicting who's who in
Haverhill was illuminated on August 2,
2012 following a reception at Maria’s
Restaurant sponsored by Team Haverhill.

Team Haverhill used the side of a
building located at 25 Essex St., to create the
3,000 square-foot mural to depicts several
Haverhill residents, past and present, who
have helped make the city what it is today.

The mural, designed by renowned
Meg Saligman Studios of Philadelphia took
about two years in the making. It all started
as a tribute to legendary movie maker Louis
B. Mayer and close to where in 1907, he
opened The Orpheum Movie Theater. From
Haverhill Mayer moved to Hollywood,
where he founded Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer
Corp., creators of well-known movies as
"The Wizard of Oz" and "Gone With the
Wind.

The center of the mural represents the
Orpheum Theatre with Mayer in a prominent
place. Sitting around Mayer are famous
past and present Haverhill residents, such
as Tom Bergeron, the host of Dancing with
the Stars; Tampa Bay Rays left-handed first
baseman Carlos Pena, born May 17, 1978
in Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic
who graduated from Haverhill High School
in 1995; Andre Dubus III, the author of
Townie; and Mike Ryan who was a member
of the 1967 Red Sox Impossible Dream
team.

To the list of famous, many others
were added and among them, the familiar
names of Bob Montana, the creator of
Archie Comic Strips; the internationally
known opera singer Cora Chase; Sidney
Mason, Haverhill's first African-American
firefighter;  Kalister = Green-Byrd, a
retired educator who now works with
underprivileged kids at Haverhill High
School and Yanna Haginicolas, holding
hands with Green-Byrd, representing a
symbol of Haverhill's future.

Everyone sitting in the theater is
looking at an image of famed shoe designer
Stuart Weitzman on the big screen with
a shoe in his hand. Weitzman's father,
Seymour Weitzman, started a shoe factory
in Haverhill, Massachusetts, in the late
1950s, "Seymour Shoes" (also sold under
the label: "Mr. Seymour"). Stuart began
designing shoes for his father's business in
the early 1960s, when he was in his 20s.

When Seymour Weitzman died in
1965, Stuart took over the business with
his older brother, Warren Weitzman. They
sold the business to a company in Spain in
1972, but Stuart continued to design shoes
for the company. In 1994, he bought back
the business, but continues to manufacture
his shoe designs in Spain.

The Shortnose Sturgeon, an endangered
species and member of one of the oldest
families of fish still in existence today was
not left out. The sturgeon uses a small
stretch of the Merrimack River in Haverhill
to lay eggs yearly. The sturgeon is used
here to depict one of Haverhill’s many
interesting idiosyncrasies.

A. Ulysses. Built in Haverhill in the late
1700s was a merchantman, later a private

Haverhill radio

Design Key for Mural
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armed vessel commanded by Captain
William Mugford. Sailing to France
Ulysses was severely damaged in a gale
and left floating helplessly for three weeks.
Captain Mugford was able to jury-rig a
false rudder and sail to Marseilles in safety.
Ulysses is used here as a symbol of both
durability and ingenuity. It is represented as
surreal chandelier as a nod to Haverhill’s re-
appropriation of some of its old industrial
buildings.

B. Posters. Many of Haverhill’s notables are
represented in ersatz posters for a fictitious
Haverhill movie. There is an intentional
level of irony in the placement of these
posters throughout the composition.

C. Architecture. The imagined theater is
composed entirely of architectural elements
from Haverhill, including tromp ‘I’oeil
elements from the actual building site at 25
Essex street.

D. The Projectionist. The projectionist is
one of several archetypal figures, in this
case representing Haverhill’s everyday
work force.

E. Pulling Houses. An image which makes
literal several stories told about moving
properties from along Haverhill’s riverfront
further uphill. This is another image meant
to represent Haverhill’s determination as
well as its strong connection to its past and

the interest in preserving it.

F. The Movie Screen. The image on the
movie screen is that of a worker on an
assembly line in a shoe factory. This not only
depicts one of Haverhill’s main industries
but also serves as a metaphor for Haverhill’s
adoration of its history. The shoes that are
produced on the two dimensional movie
screen take on shape and color as they
spill out into the area where the audience
is seated representing how the industry has
actively shaped Haverhill present.

G. The Sturgeon. The Shortnose Sturgeon,
an endangered species and member of
one of the oldest families of fish still in
existence today, uses a small stretch of the
Merrimack River in Haverhill to lay its
eggs yearly. The sturgeon is used here to
depict one of Haverhill’s many interesting
idiosyncrasies.

H. Hannah Duston. Rather than depicting
her actual likeness, Hannah Duston is
represented by her shawl (laid out like a
throw-rug) and her hatchet-head (resting
casually on the floor in a left-hand vignette).
The story of Hannah Duston is one that
most Haverhill residents know well and the
placement of these objects and how casually
the figures in the composition interact with
them reflect that.

I. Interiors. Each interior depicted in

the vignettes to the left and right of the
composition is meant to depict some aspect
of Haverhill’s history, industry or society.

J. Shoes. The shoes and shoe forms depicted
represent the footprints of the community
and the possible direction of Haverhill’s
future.

K. The Crown Opening. The shoes and shoe
forms from the movie screen drop into an
opening shaped like a crown, a reference to
Haverhill’s “Queen Slipper City” moniker.

L. The Announcer. Another archetypal
figure (in actuality Paul Daniels, announcer
for Haverhill’s local radio station, WHAV)
represents the “announcer” or “storyteller”.

M. 45s. A popular card game in Haverhill,
45s is represented by a deck of cards spilled
on the floor of the lower right-hand vignette
revealing the 5s of each suit (the highest
trump cards) near the top of the deck.

exciting for them is trying to learn how to
break boards in order to progress to the next
rank.

However, this is just the physical aspect
of Tae Kwon Do that has made it only one
of two martial arts that is an Olympic Medal
Sport since 2000. Master Chang does not
focus on only the part of a person that is
merely flesh and blood, but his students
must also become more ethical and fair.
He teaches that force is not the only way
to resolve a conflict, and most often is the
least appropriate way.

Master Chang teaches that lack of
self-control leads to poor decision-making,
which leads to mistakes, which in turn leads
to low self-esteem. Through meditation
and breathing exercises he teaches the
mental control a student needs to become
disciplined. =~ While this discipline and
control helps a student to progress through
the ranks, it also emphasizes the tranquility
within you that allows for clearer focus in
all aspects of life.

Master Chang also teaches ethical
treatment of others and a respect for
yourself and those around you. If you
treat someone else with dignity and respect
they will treat you the same way. Once a
student has learned to control his or her
negative emotions such as anger and has
come to respect him or herself as much as
others, the student has learned self-control
and self-confidence. They realize that they
can accomplish anything. This is the true
lesson of Tae Kwon Do.

That supervision comes in many ways.
It could be a state trooper watching speeders
on the road, government watchdogs like the
IRS or even your local inspectional services
department.

Food trucks — When the Licensing
Commission grants someone a permit, the
rules are made very clear: They cannot stop
at any location for more than 20 minutes.

Common, they are a pest interfering with
the food vendors who paid for the right to
be there.

Hair salons, barbershops and nail salons
— From tattoos, body piercing, massages,
selling alcohol, etc. all goes on, particularly
nights and weekends when there are no
inspectors making the rounds.

Trash — Unless the violators are given hefty
fines, brought to court and ridiculed in the
local press, they won’t stop. For some,
it is cheaper paying a fine for having the
city dispose of illegally dumped trash than
paying what it would cost to do it legally.
The fine is just the cost of doing business.
For others, it is a way to protest against the
administration and then complain about the
filth in the city — which they contributed to
create. If they really have cameras and are
capturing images of culprits, make them
public; we have to stop this cycle.

Hello Rumbo readers. More lovely
weather to enjoy!

I hope you all saw the article in last
week’s Rumbo about the ed2go program
we have just made available to everyone in
the city with a library card. Ed2go offers
FREE online classes on literally hundreds
of different subjects. Classes are available
in such areas as business, arts, cooking,
college prep, law, health and fitness,
language, accounting, creative writing, grant
writing, computer skills, photography—
and I could go on (and on). These classes
are interactive, with skilled teachers, tests
and certificates available--just the thing
to refresh old skills and learn new ones.
Certificates of completion can be attached
to resumes and job applications, making the
resumes stronger and more impressive.

How does one take advantage of this
service? Just go to the library website
(www.lawrencefreelibrar.org) and click on
the ed2go button on the front page. This
will take you to a page where you will be
able to look at the entire catalog of classes
available. Even if, for whatever reason,
you do not have a library card you should
check it out anyway. I am sure that once
you see the list of possibilities you will
not delay in getting a card. Once you have
selected a class (or classes) you can enter
your library card number and you will be
taken to a “checkout line” similar to those
on any online shopping site. Because you
are a Lawrence Public Library patron, all
of the classes will be listed as $0. Choose
your class and the best available date, enter
it and ed2go will send a passcode number to
your email address and you will be good to
go.

All of us here are excited and are
registering for classes. I am starting with an
ESL teaching one to renew my skills in that
area. (When I was living abroad I taught
ESL but that was some time ago. I want a
refresher because | may use my ESL skills
for a program here in the library but more
about that when things are more concrete.)
Denise is doing a cooking class, John is
taking guitar... The great thing is that you
can take as many classes as you wish. Take
advantage of this opportunity to expand
your horizons and be sure to call here if you
have any difficulties. We’ll happily walk
anyone through the process.

If there is lead paint
in the home, the property owner must have
it removed or covered by an authorized
person.
