“The hundreds of entrepreneurs
coming through our program -consistently
report that mentors are the most valuable
service that the Merrimack Valley Sandbox
provides. The MVS programs with its focus
on “Entrepreneurship for All” have helped
launch over 30 startups ranging from home
based, local to high growth enterprises.”

Don't Fall for
Valentine's
Day Scams

On Valentine's Day, people's emotions
run all over the map — some are head-over-
heels and want to shower their loved one
with gifts, while others are despondent
because currently they have no one special
in their life.

Whatever your love status, one thing
everyone needs to guard against at this time
of year is scams.

Valentine's Day brings out the best —
and worst — in human behavior. Our impulse
is to be generous and search for the ideal
gift. Internet thieves know this and coolly
set traps for unsuspecting shoppers. And,
not surprisingly, dating websites experience
greater activity, along with a corresponding
increase in relationship scammers.

Here are some of the more common
Valentine's Day scams to avoid:

Electronic greeting cards are popular
year-round, especially near holidays.
Scammers count on you not paying
attention when you receive an email with
an innocuous subject line like, "Someone
you know just sent you an e-card."”

Unless you're certain someone sent
you an e-card, never click on links or
follow instructions to download software to
open the message. Chances are you'll load
a virus or malware onto your computer,
dooming you to receive endless spam
or even endangering your personal and
financial information.

Valentine's Day is the busiest day of
the year for florists. Since many people now
order flowers online, these purchases are a
common target for fraud. A few tips when
choosing a florist:

* Make sure the physical location,
contact information and fees for the florist
who's actually fulfilling your order are fully
disclosed.

*  Paybycredit card so if there's a problem
you can dispute it with your card issuer.

* If you receive an email saying there's a
problem with your order, call the florist to
make sure it's legitimate; don't click on any
links — they could be malware.

Beware of emails and social media
ads touting great deals on other Valentine's
themed gifts like chocolates, jewelry or
lingerie. Unless you've previously done
business with a company that legitimately
has your email address, be skeptical. Watch
out for minor typos in the web address —
www.macys.comm instead of www.macys.
com, for example.

It's no coincidence that dating websites
are busier during the winter holidays and
leading up to Valentine's Day. Lonely
people's defenses are lowered, making
them vulnerable to online romance scams.
Before they know it, victims are conned into
sharing personal or financial information,
or lending money — money they'll never see
again.

I'm not saying don't pursue love online
at legitimate dating sites. Just watch out for
these warning signs:

*  They want to move your conversations

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GLCAC pide mas asistencia de
combustible a los legisladores

estatales

El clima extremadamente frio de
este invierno y el aumento de los precios
del combustible estdn causando una
situacion de crisis para los residentes de
bajos ingresos de Lawrence, que estan
encontrando dificil mantener la calefaccion
en sus hogares. Por este motivo, el Greater
Lawrence Community Action Council, Inc.,
esta solicitando a la legislatura estatal 20
millones de délares de ayuda de emergencia
para programas estatales de asistencia de
combustible.

“La combinaciéon de temperaturas
extremas, alza de los precios del petroleo,
y alto numero de viviendas con calefaccion
a gasoil en el area metropolitana de
Lawrence, esta dejando a muchas personas
expuestas al frio porque no pueden
solventar el costo del combustible. Estamos
haciendo todo lo posible para ayudar a la
gente, pero necesitamos que la legislatura
estatal ofrezca asistencia de combustible de
emergencia para poder pasar el invierno”,
dijo Evelyn Friedman, Directora Ejecutiva
de GLCAC, Inc., una agencia de servicios
sociales de Lawrence que brinda una amplia
gama de servicios a unas 29.000 personas al
afo.

LCAC, Inc. y otras agencias de accion
comunitaria de todo el estado le estan
pidiendo a la legislatura que responda con
rapidez a la propuesta de aumentar los
fondos de asistencia de combustible en
20 millones de ddlares este invierno para
evitar que los ancianos, los discapacitados,
los niflos y otras personas se queden sin
calefaccion. Los fondos de asistencia de
combustible federales han disminuido $10

millones con respecto al afio pasado y un
tercio desde 2010.

La subvenciéon maxima por hogar es
de 950 délares, suma que a menudo no
basta para llenar el tanque de combustible
debido a los altos precios. Muchos de los
beneficiarios, entre ellos los ancianos y
las personas enfermas, ya han agotado la
asignacion anual y ain quedan muchas
semanas de invierno por delante.

En una zona como Lawrence,
donde las viviendas son mas antiguas,
la calefaccion a gasoil es comun, y si un
cliente no puede pagar de inmediato, las
compailias no le llenan el tanque. Durante
los meses de invierno, a las personas que
tienen calefaccion a gas no se les puede
cortar el servicio, pero a los clientes que
usan combustible de calefaccion, si.

Hasta principios de esta semana,
GLCAC habia recibido 8.567 solicitudes
de asistencia de combustible, 876 de
éstas de clientes nuevos que solicitaban
esta ayuda por primera vez desde el 1 de
noviembre de 2013. Para las personas que
retinen los requisitos y que todavia no han
recibido asistencia de combustible, hay
fondos disponibles. Para iniciar el proceso
de solicitud, deben llamar al (978) 681-
4950.

El pasado mes de noviembre, la
legislatura dio un anticipo de 20 millones
de dolares a la espera de fondos federales.
Fue simplemente un préstamo que
permitié que los programas de asistencia
de combustible comenzaran a funcionar
en todo el estado antes de la llegada de los
fondos del gobierno federal.

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GLCAC Appeals to State
Lawmakers for Additional
Fuel Assistance

This winter’s extremely cold weather
and rising heating oil prices are causing a
crisis for low-income residents in Greater
Lawrence who are finding themselves
unable to keep warm. As a result, the Greater
Lawrence Community Action Council Inc.
is asking the state Legislature to provide an
emergency $20 million to fuel assistance
programs statewide.

“The extreme temperatures, the rising
cost of oil, and the prevalence of oil heating
in Greater Lawrence homes is combining to
leave residents in the cold as they are unable
to afford to fill the oil tank. We are doing all
that we can to help people, but we need the
state Legislature to step in with emergency
fuel assistance to get us through until
spring,” said Evelyn Friedman, Executive
Director of GLCAC, Inc., a Lawrence-based
social services agency that provides a range
of services to 29,000 individuals annually.

GLCAC, Inc. and community action
agencies statewide are asking the state
Legislature to act quickly on a proposal to
increase state funding for fuel assistance by
an additional $20 million this winter season
in order to avoid leaving the elderly, the
disabled, children and others in the cold.
Federal funds for fuel assistance are down
$10 million from last year and one-third

since 2010. T

The maximum fuel grant per household
is $950, which is often not enough to fill a
heating-oil tank due to high prices. Many
recipients, including the elderly and the
sick, have already exhausted the annual
allotment with many weeks of winter still
ahead.

In an area such as Greater Lawrence,
with an older housing stock, oil heat is
common, and oil companies will not fill a
tank unless the customer can immediately
pay. Gas customers have protection from
shut off in winter months, but oil customers
do not.

As of earlier this week, GLCAC
had received 8,567 applications for fuel
assistance, including 876 first-time clients
since November 1, 2013. Funds are
available to help qualifying individuals
who have not yet received fuel assistance,
and they can start the application process
by calling (978) 681-4950.

Last November, the Legislature
extended a $20 million advance on expected
federal funding. This was simply a loan that
allowed fuel assistance programs statewide
to begin operating before the arrival of
federal fuel aid.

State of the City
Address

Mayor Dan Rivera was greatly
influenced by President Obama during his
recent trip to Washington for the State of
the Union Address and it was obvious in his
presentation of the State of the City Address
which was all about hope.

It sounded more like a campaign
speech full of promises and future plans
instead of a “state of the city,” which should
have mentioned that he found the city with
a balanced budget and a big surplus. After
all, it was something Lawrencians wanted
to hear. It wasn’t negative and about a
hopeful city.

What is an Enterprise
Fund?

The City of Lawrence has four
departments that produce revenue. They
are: the airport, cemetery, parking lots
and garages, and the water department.
Whatever income they receive, is to be kept
within that department and no monies can
be transferred to the general funds or any
other account.

During the budget hearings in the
spring, the directors of each department
must present to the City Council a narrative
of their budget and annual expenses but
they operate with their own monies, not
part of the city budget.

Until recently, the parking lots and
garages had two accounts, one of them was
a “revolving account” that could be used
for expenses outside of the department but
it was eliminated. Any income earned by
parking lots and garages must be used for
its operation.

In years past, the administrations
solved their budget problems by raiding
accounts with a positive balance and a way
to balance budgets. Using those funds for
anything not relevant to the department’s
administration or transfer is absolutely
illegal.

Which brings me to Mayor Dan
Rivera’s city car. The press release he sent
out announcing the Conflict of Interest
Seminar that was offered to all employees
said that “...this effort looks to make it
clear to everyone that works for the city
and runs the departments, that we are to

follow the rules to the letter of the law.”
Yet he doesn’t find it wrong that the Water
Department paid over $30,000 for the car
he is driving.

We have heard three different reasons
for taking it: That the car was there because
former Mayor William Lantigua had
ordered it for himself; that it was purchased
for the Water Commissioner, Robert Fazio
but he decided to go into retirement within
a few days of the inauguration; and the
third one, that he needed a car because his
own had a flat tire and a broken window.

Everyone in the city knows that Mayor
Lantigua believed that no mayor is entitled
to a city car and always used his old one.
The Water Commissioner had no intention
of retiring until the improvements on the
system is completed and was forced to
leave. The last excuse given was rather
childish.

He said to be entitled to a car because he
is the CEO of the city and all departments.
Earning $100,000, he can afford to buy his
own. Should he be allowed to keep it, the
Water Department should be reimbursed
for the value paid for the car.

My issue is not with the car but with the
illegal maneuvering using forbidden funds.
If that practice continues, it is expected that
money could run out, we get an increase
in the water rates or the Water Department
may even end up with a deficit.

By the way, I sent an email message
to Robert Nunes, the overseer on this issue
and he never responded. I left a telephone

message for Marc lannello, budget and
finance director. He also left me a message
saying that John Isensee should be able to
answer my questions regarding the car.

I thought these two people are in charge
of watching where the money goes. [
assumed that they wouldn’t allow the funds
of an enterprise fund to awry

Dear Marcos,

When poet Cesar Sanchez addressed you
in an unconventional greeting "Cocolo," 1
admit that at that moment I felt joy to know
you; the joy increased when I learned that
you are a native of Villa Duarte (Pajarito) and
not the Eastern part of the country where the
settlement of the people of the West Indies
(the Cocolos) became so popular as this ethnic
identification.

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through the years, it should be oiled, furnish
it, remove the "debris" on the engine, which
produce noise and would not allow the
engine to sound quiet and strong, because
otherwise there will be "love," but there
will be "power."

The battle in this area is of Titans; that is
not to say that you should forget politicians’
itching, but being very direct is not healthy
in politics. An Indian politician from the
third century said: "Do not be too direct.
