The Eagle-Tribune informé el 20
de junio 2014 que John Pica, Contralor/

de dos meses en el cargo. El reportero
Keith Eddings investigd e informd que no
pudo ser asegurado (bonded) en el puesto de
Tesorero a causa de su informe de crédito,
entonces lo cambiaron de ese trabajo al de
contralor. El fue recomendado y empujado
por Lisa Torrisi, jefe de Despacho de la
Alcaldia, pero lo peor de todo, que mintid
en su curriculum indicando que tenia un
titulo universitario cuando ¢l abandono la
escuela en su segundo afio.

Creo que Lisa se estd haciendo
responsable para proteger al alcalde porque
Dan Rivera es amigo del sefior Pica y por
un tiempo, fueron juntos a la escuela. Al
igual que otras personas que colocd en
puestos para los que no estan calificados y
sus credenciales ni siquiera fueron revisadas
por ser nombramientos politicos.

S6lo
trate de llamar a su oficina de Boston y vea
que no tendra respuesta, porque ni siquiera
su asistente legislativo Franklin Ferndndez
estd alli. Lo veo a menudo durante el dia
corriendo por Lawrence, por lo general
dando paseos a personalidades de la radio.
Para sus fanaticos: Si eso es ser “anti
Devers” demuéstrenme lo contrario.

Falso arresto

El comunicado de prensa del jefe de
policia interino James Fitzpatrick, que se
encuentra a la derecha explica el incidente
que se produjo la noche del viernes, aunque
no menciona quién fue el oficial.

Al Oficial de Policia William
Green, quien recientemente se quejo de
discriminacion dentro del departamento, le
rodearon su casa 14 agentes (incluyendo el
jefe) y lo llamaron afuera.

Eartha Dengler - Fundadora del LHC

Hace treinta y cinco afios habia poco
interés en la historia de Lawrence. Las
familias de los muchos grupos étnicos
anteriores habian estado mudandose fuera
de la ciudad durante dos décadas. La partida
de la mayor parte de las enormes fabricas
textiles que fueron el motor econdmico de
Lawrence y el posterior desplazamiento de
barrios étnicos durante la reconstruccion
urbana dio lugar a una pérdida significativa
de la poblacion, incluso mientras los recién
llegados estaban llegando rapidamente de
AméricaLatinay el sudesteasiatico. Algunos
de los impresionantes edificios publicos
y comerciales fueron arrasados, y otros
negocios se mudaban a las comunidades de
los alrededores o al nuevo centro comercial
suburbano en Methuen.

La discusion publica enfatizaba el
futuro; la historia no era el foco.

En medio de este ambiente, en 1951,
lleg6 Eartha Dengler, que habia emigrado
con su esposo Claus y su hija Ann desde
Alemania, devastada por la guerra. Luego
de pasar algiin tiempo en Chicago, ella
quedd impresionada por el trato amistoso
de los diversos grupos de inmigrantes, cuan

distinto de su experiencia en Alemania
de aquel tiempo. Alli ella conocié a la
diversidad e inculcé la curiosidad por
aprender acerca de los antecedentes de
los diferentes grupos. Eartha y Claus se
convirtieron en ciudadanos naturalizados en
noviembre de 1956.

El Centro de Historia de Lawrence,
fundado como el Archivo de Inmigrantes
de la ciudad en 1978 por Eartha Dengler, ha
buscado desde sus primeros dias de hacer
accesible la rica historia de Lawrence y su
gente. Desde 1998, el Centro Histérico ha
celebrado la ceremonia del Premio Eartha
Dengler de Historia para poner de relieve los
esfuerzos y logros de los lideres destacados
que trabajan para llevar el desarrollo, la
oportunidad y la prosperidad a Lawrence.

Eartha Dengler -
Founder of the LHC

Thirty-five years ago there was scant
interest in Lawrence's history. Families of
the many earlier ethnic groups had been
moving out of the City for two decades. The
departure of most of the enormous textile
mills which were Lawrence's economic
engine and the subsequent displacement
of ethnic neighborhoods during Urban
Redevelopment resulted in significant loss
of population even while newcomers were
rapidly arriving from Latin America and
Southeast Asia. Some of the impressive
public and commercial buildings were
razed, and other businesses were moving
to surrounding communities or to the new
suburban mall in Methuen.

Public discussion emphasized the
future; history was not the focus.

Into this environment came Eartha
Dengler who had immigrated with her
husband Claus and daughter Ann from
war-ravaged Germany in 1951. Spending
time in Chicago, she was struck by the
cordial intermingling of the various
immigrant groups, so unlike her experience
in Germany of that time. It acquainted
her with diversity and instilled a curiosity
for learning about the backgrounds of
different groups. Eartha and Claus became
naturalized citizens in November, 1956.

The Lawrence History Center, founded
as the Immigrant City Archives in 1978 by
Eartha Dengler, has sought from its very
first days to make accessible the rich history
of Lawrence and its people. Since 1998, the
History Center has held the Eartha Dengler
History Award Ceremony to spotlight the
efforts and accomplishments of outstanding
leaders who work to bring development,
opportunity and prosperity to Lawrence.

Advertencia a los padres acerca de las preocupaciones de concusion durante la temporada
de deportes del verano y otono.

A raiz de una cumbre en la Casa
Blanca en relacion con los nifios y de
seguridad en los deportes a finales de mayo,
Greater Lawrence Family Health Center
estd trabajando para ayudar a los padres a
entender mejor la necesidad de saber sobre
la conmocion cerebral en los nifios.

El Dr. Warren Bodine, Director de
Medicina Deportiva en el Departamento
Residencial de Medicina Familiar en
Lawrence y médico de familia del Centro
de Salud de Lawrence, dice que mientras las
conmociones cerebrales normalmente son
consideradas como lesiones relacionadas
con la cabeza, no siempre es el caso. "Es
posible sostener una conmocion cerebral sin
ser directamente golpeado en la cabeza. Una
conmocion cerebral es mas frecuentemente
causada por un golpe directo en la cabeza,
pero también puede ser el resultado de las
acciones violentas del cuerpo que empujan
la cabeza hacia adelante o hacia atras,
agitando el cerebro en el craneo con fuerza
suficiente para causar una lesion cerebral,
como un latigazo cervical. Cualquier accion
que resulte en que el cerebro sea rebotado
puede causar una conmocién cerebral”,
segun el Dr. Bodine.

El Dr. Bodine sefala que la mayoria
de los atletas no pierden el conocimiento
cuando sufren una conmocion cerebral.
Si bien hay algunos sintomas infalibles
que sefialan una conmocién cerebral,
cada caso es diferente. "Un nifio puede
tener una conmocioén cerebral sin perder

el conocimiento. De hecho, eso no
sucede asi con frecuencia cuando sufren
una conmocion cerebral. Algunos nifios
experimentan una variedad de sintomas,
donde otros solo tienen unos pocos. Cada
conmocion cerebral es diferente." Algunos
de las sefales que un padre puede observar
después de una conmocioén cerebral,
incluyen, mareos, dolores de cabeza,
problemas de coordinacion, dificultad para
recordar las cosas, confusion general o los
cambios de comportamiento o personalidad.
"En resumidas cuentas, los padres conocen
a sus hijos. Si los padres notan algo
diferente acerca de su hijo después de un
evento deportivo, lo mejor es hacer una
cita con el médico de su hijo lo mas pronto
posible."

Los médicos de familia como Bodine
suelen ser uno de los primeros proveedores
de servicios médicos para atender a los
atletas con una presunta conmocion
cerebral. Una evaluacion médica completa
debe tener lugar, que incluiria una historia
médica completa, junto con un examen
neurologico detallado.  "Este examen
incluira una evaluacion completa del estado
mental, el funcionamiento cognitivo, la
forma de caminar y el equilibrio", dice
Bodine. "Sin embargo, no se detiene alli.
El médico también puede discutir la lesion
con los entrenadores, compaiieros de equipo
e incluso los testigos oculares de la lesion
para ver si ha habido mejoria o deterioro en
la condicion o desempefio del nifio desde
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que la lesion se produjo.”

Por lo general, los sintomas de
una conmocion cerebral aparecen en el
momento de la lesiébn. Sin embargo,
siempre es posible que los sintomas no
aparezcan hasta mas tarde, o van a ser lo
suficientemente sutil como para ser pasado
por alto, especialmente si el nifio también
ha sufrido una lesién mas visible, como una
fractura o laceracion. "Por esta razon, ain
si el niflo recibid un tratamiento inmediato
de un entrenador de atletismo, enfermera de
la escuela, EMT, o en la sala de emergencia
o urgencia, deben ver también a su médico
de cabecera tan pronto como sea posible y
deben ser vigilados estrechamente durante
los préximos dias", sugiere Bodine.

Individuos y deportes de equipo son
buenas maneras para que los nifios se
socialicen, ganen confianza y mantengan

un estilo de vida saludable. El riesgo de
lesiones existe en cualquier deporte. Dr.
Bodine piensa que la creciente atencion
prestada sobre las conmociones cerebrales
ha cambiado los deportes, sobre todo aqui
en Massachusetts. "Ha habido mucha
atencion sobre la conmocion cerebral en
el deporte y creo que esto ha cambiado la
forma en que los nifios y practican y juegan.
Este aumento en la atencion también ha
transformado la forma en que los deportes
son entrenados y cémo se juegan. Hay
normas que limitan la cantidad de contacto
en practicas y hay una ley en Massachusetts
que ordena que cualquier estudiante atleta
con una sospecha de concusion debe ser

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Parents cautioned about
concussion concerns during
summer, fall sports season

In the wake of a White House summit
regarding Kids and Safe Sports in late May,
Greater Lawrence Family Health Center is
working to help parents better understand
the need for concussion awareness in
children.

Dr. Warren Bodine, Director of Sports
Medicine at the Lawrence Family Medicine
Residency and family medicine physician
at Greater Lawrence Family Health Center,
says while concussions typically are
thought of as head-related injuries, it isn't
always the case. "It is possible to sustain a
concussion without being directly hit in the
head. A concussion is most often caused
by a direct blow to the head, but it can also
result from body actions that snap the head
forward or back, shaking the brain around in
the skull hard enough to cause brain injury,
such as a whiplash injury. Any action that
results in the brain being bounced around
can cause a concussion," according to Dr.
Bodine.

Dr. Bodine points out that most
athletes don't lose consciousness when
they experience a concussion. While there
are some sure-fire symptoms to signs of
a concussion, each case is different. "A
child can have a concussion without losing
consciousness. In fact, very few children
lose consciousness when they sustain a
concussion. Some children experience a
variety of symptoms, where others have
only a few. Every concussion is different." A
few of the signs that a parent might observe
following a concussion include, dizziness,
headaches, problems with balance, difficulty
remembering things, general confusion or
behavioral/personality changes. "Bottom
line, parents know their children. If a
parent notices something different about
their child following a sporting event, it's
best to make an appointment with your
child's physician sooner rather than later."

Family physicians like Bodine are
usually one of the first health care providers
to care for athletes with a suspected
concussion. A complete medical assessment

should take place, which would include a
comprehensive medical history, along with
a detailed neurological examination. "This
exam would include a thorough assessment
of mental status, cognitive functioning and
gait and balance," states Bodine. "However,
it doesn't stop there. The physician might
also discuss the injury with coaches,
teammates and even eyewitnesses to the
injury to see if there's been improvement
or deterioration in the child's condition or
performance since the injury took place."
Typically, signs or symptoms of
a concussion appear at the time of the
injury. However, it's always possible that
symptoms won't emerge until later, or
will be subtle enough to be overlooked,
especially if the child has also suffered a
more visible injury such as a fracture or
laceration. "For this reason, even if your
child received immediate treatment from an
athletic trainer, school nurse, EMT, or in the
emergency room or urgent care, they must
also see their family physician as soon as
possible and should be monitored closely
for the next few days," suggests Bodine.
Individual and team sports are great
ways for children to socialize, gain
confidence and maintain a healthy lifestyle.
There are risks of injury in any sport.
Dr. Bodine feels the increased attention
on concussions has called to light the
changing face of sports, especially here in
Massachusetts. "There has been a lot of
attention on concussion in sport and I think
this has changed the way children practice
and play the game. This increased attention
has also transformed how each sport is
coached and played. There are rules limiting
the amount of contact in practices and there
is alaw in Massachusetts mandating that any
student athlete with a suspected concussion
needs to be cleared by a certified medical

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Logic in Politics:
Does it Exist?

We rely on our representatives to do
their jobs when they receive the majority
vote within their jurisdiction. Do they do
their jobs? Many may say no. Many may
say yes. But despite the opinions, there
will always be a handful in any jurisdiction
that will never see the good in a specific
politician. What do we say to these people?
How do we approach their failure to see
what has been done by this criticized man
or woman, which was, for simplicity’s sake,
a boon to the society?

Without any fact checking, the critics of
the good politician has been a phenomenon
that, within the City of Lawrence, has been
an unfortunately well-known phenomenon
that seems to have no end. We live in these
United States, which encourages anybody
— from a construction worker to a wealthy
businessman — to run as a city councilor,
mayor, auditor, governor, or even as the
president. In other words, anybody and
everybody can represent their community
and they should do so in order to attain a
better tomorrow for his or her constituents.
From newspapers and radio stations
throughout the Merrimack Valley, political
commentators have taken their thoughts and
views onto the streets of Lawrence, hoping
that their listeners sympathize with the
voice that transcends itself from being in a
small room with an expensive microphone.

If you haven’t caught on yet, the critics
who blindly support one person and not the
other for nonsensical reasons have become
a force to be reckoned with within this city.
These folks have grown and have become
a pack of wolves who dare not see what
past administrations have done for a better
Lawrence. We listen to these people utilize
ad hominem attacks about these public
figures, who prioritize their private lives
and do their best to maintain it as such,
yet the critics always find a way around
the objective of politics and attack what is
within the politician’s home and not his or
her vote in the State House in Boston.

A look at last year’s mayoral election
was a wonderful way to expose myself to
the personal attacks toward these mayoral
candidates. The incumbent was forever
attacked for reasons that shocked those who
followed the doings of the now-ex mayor.

$6-6.5 million city surplus he left for the
City of Lawrence.

Nobody talked about his four balanced
budgets, which balanced the employee-to-
department ratio in City Hall. Nobody talked
about any of these doings by the now ex-
mayor. Indeed, there may have been some
shady deeds that spawned criticism, but the
criticisms of this situation were legitimate and
sound arguments. Yet when understanding
supporters did not criticize, the other side
managed to find a way to justify their
criticisms, citing unconditional friendship,
which spawned blind political subjectivity.

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The City of Nashua Division of
Public Health and Community
Services will be Offering Free
HIV Testing in Recognition of
National HIV Testing Day

The City of Nashua Division of Public
Health and Community Services (DPHCS)
is participating in National HIV Testing
Day on Friday, June 27th 2014. Free HIV
testing will be available at two Nashua
locations throughout the day. The Division’s
outreach van will be located at 28 Railroad
Square (Laton House) from 11:00 A.M. to
3:30 PM. offering free HIV testing to the
public. In addition, DPHCS staff will be
providing free HIV testing at 18 Mulberry
St. from 4:00 P.M. to 8:00 P.M. Staff at both
locations will provide HIV education and
counseling to all clients.

The Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention (CDC) recommend everyone
aged 13 to 64 be tested at least once in their
lifetime as a part of routine healthcare. The
Division of Public Health and Community
Services Director, Kerran Vigroux,
encourages individuals to take control of
their personal health, noting that, “Getting
tested is an important part of living a longer
and healthier life and we hope members
of our community will take advantage of
this free testing day”. This year, DPHCS
will be offering $10 gift cards to anyone
that takes the test. Participants will also
be entered into a raffle for prizes including
an adult bike with helmet and lock, a one-
year membership to the YMCA of Greater

Nashua, and a $100 CVS gift card.

Anyone unable to receive the free
HIV test on June 27th can attend one of
our weekly STD/HIV clinics. These clinics
are held every Thursday from 3:00 P.M.
to 6:00 P.M at 18 Mulberry St. The clinic
is staffed by two public health nurses, an
advanced practice registered nurse and a
phlebotomist/outreach worker. Testing for
various sexually transmitted diseases are
provided for a nominal fee.

According to the CDC, nearly 1.1
million people in the U.S. are living
with HIV and almost one in five are not
aware that they are infected. HIV is most
commonly spread through unprotected
sex with a person who is HIV-positive,
sharing of needles with an HIV-positive
person, or transmission from an infected
mother to her baby. People can live for
years with HIV infection, especially with
the proper medication and care. However,
it is important for people to know their HIV
status, be diagnosed early, and get linked
to physician care to help ensure the best
health outcomes.

In 2011, the Lawrence Lead Abatement
Program received a $3.1 million grant from
HUD’s Office of Healthy Homes and Lead
Hazard Control to create 200 lead safe units
by February 2014. In total, the grant enabled
the program to complete 261 units, resulting
in a final tally of 130% of the commitment.
“This is great news for our residents,” said
Mayor Rivera. “Children and their families
in Lawrence deserve safe, quality housing
and I thank HUD for this grant that has made
Lawrence a better place to live.”

Residents with children that showed
elevated blood levels were given the highest
priority for participation. The program has
affected 961 people in these units, 266 are
children under the age of six. The program
worked very closely with the Massachusetts
Childhood Lead Poisoning Prevention
Program and reported all lead safe units
created, thus adding them to the state lead-
safe housing registry.

This is the third time the city received
lead hazard control grant funding since

2004 and the third time the outcome has
surpassed all objectives and goals required
by the grant agreement with HUD.
“Lawrence is a national model for how to
run a lead program,” said HUD Region I
Director Taylor Caswell. “Lawrence has
the best program in the Commonwealth
and we want to recognize that.”

Some of the successful elements of the
program included:
* 266 Children in lead safe homes
* 961 residents in lead safe homes
* 261 Lead safe/child safe residential
housing units (130% of the commitment to
HUD)
*  Training provided to 120 Lawrence
residents who were certified to perform
housing rehabilitation safely; some went
on to receive deleading Worker License
*  The Lawrence Lead Program was able
to secure an additional $623,495.66 in
matching funds to expand services (non-

There were a couple of news items in
the local newspaper last week that I would
like to highlight here.

The Eagle-Tribune reported on June
20, 2014 that John Pica, Lawrence City
Comptroller/Tax Collector resigned
abruptly after two months in the position.
Reporter Keith Eddings investigated and
reported that he could not be bonded in the
position of Treasurer because of his credit
report, so he was moved from that job to
that of comptroller/tax collector. He was
recommended and pushed through by Lisa
Torrisi, the Mayor’s Chief of Staff but
worst of all, that he had lied on his resume
indicating that he had a college degree when
he deserted school on his sophomore year.

I think Lisa is taking the fall on this
covering for the mayor because Dan Rivera
is a friend of Mr. Pica and at one time, they
went to school together. Just like others that
he placed on positions for which they are
not qualified and their credentials were not
even checked being political appointments.

And this, coming from the mayor
who said that his administration will be
transparent and that he wants the best
qualified people working for the city.

The other story came from the
Tribune’s State House reporter Christian
M. Wade on June 21, 2014 about the State
Representatives’ travel expenses showing
that Marcos Devers went to the State House
only 46 days in all of last year.

I have been writing for a long time
that he doesn’t have anything to his credit
because he is never there to advocate for our
city. The few press releases that we have
ever received are just to say that he raised
his voice to vote along the rest for something

False arrest

The press release on the right from
the Interim Police Chief James Fitzpatrick,
explains the incident that occurred Friday
night, although he does not mention which
officer.

In our previous article, we covered

En muchas familias se habla de los
estudios con los hijos el dia que llegan las
notas del colegio. Aunque esa calificacion es
importante, no debe ser el tnico indice para
valorar el rendimiento escolar de los hijos,
porque cada chico es distinto de los demas y
las circunstancias también son diversas. El
rendimiento de un estudiante es satisfactorio
cuando se ajusta a su capacidad intelectual
y al esfuerzo realizado. El rendimiento es
suficiente cuando su nota es de aprobado o
de progresa adecuadamente.

La segunda situacion seria la del
estudiante que se esfuerza y dedica
bastantes horas al estudio pero no logra el
suficiente. Podria deberse a que no sabe
estudiar con un método eficaz o que le faltan

los conocimientos basicos de esa materia
para poder progresar o que el profesor es
demasiado exigente.

De cualquier forma los padres no
pueden valorar las notas del colegio en si
mismas porque pueden caer en tres errores:
exigir al hijo menos de lo que puede
dar, fomentando asi la comodidad y el
conformismo. Al no adquirir el habito de
estudio puede sufrir en el futuro un fracaso
grave aunque ahora vaya aprobando "por
los pelos".

Elsegundo error seriaexigiral estudiante
mas de lo que puede dar. Esperar altos
rendimientos de un chico medianamente
dotado pero que se esfuerza, puede provocar
un estado de agobio y ansiedad en el alumno
que puede llegar a la desesperacion y a
rechazar abiertamente el estudio.

El ultimo error seria exigir a todos
los hijos igual, cuando en realidad son
distintos. Las comparaciones entre los
hermanos o compafieros siempre son
negativas y pueden terminar en envidias o
celos. Mas que valorar la nota en si misma
habra que considerar si el rendimiento
de cada estudiante es satisfactorio a su
capacidad y sobre todo si ha puesto esfuerzo
y dedicacion a la labor diaria del estudio.

Por motivos éticos y practicos legitimar
la eutanasia es una diabdlica idea, ;qué mas
podemos hacer para aminorar la punzada
de los dolientes graves y de los enfermos
terminales?

Harvey Chochinov, psiquiatra de
Manitoba (Canada), experto en la atencion
de enfermos terminales, ha desarrollado un
tratamiento que califica de "terapia de la
dignidad". Se identifican los factores que
causan la congoja de los dolientes y perfilan
ayudas para contrarrestarla. La esperanza
es primordial para aminorar el dolor. Dejar
un legado también es un lazo con el futuro.

Para que un enfermo agonice con
serenidad es fundamental que su existencia
tenga un sentido, que haya valido la pena
vivir. Lo nuclear de la esencia humana
consiste en que somos mortales en busca de
sentido. El reto se reduce a descubrir un
sentido a la muerte, hacer que el transito a
la Vida Eterna sea el ltimo gran acto de la
existencia. Por el contrario, una inyeccion
letal es un recurso tecnologico, rapido y
barato. Encontrar sentido a la muerte no es
nada de eso. Hay que encontrar un sentido
trascendente a la vida y decirlo a las futuras
generaciones. Esta es una significativa
razon por la que la eutanasia esta proscrita
en casi todo el universo.
