En su discurso del Estado de la Unién
la noche del martes, el presidente Obama
anuncié la "Promesa Universitaria de
Estados Unidos," una propuesta audaz para
que la educacioén a través de universidades
comunitarias sea gratis.

El Presidente Obama sefiald que mas
del 40% de los estudiantes universitarios de
todo el pais estan optando por los colegios
comunitarios para su educacion, y explico:
"Algunos son jovenes y empezando.
Algunos son mas viejos y en busca de
un mejor trabajo. Algunos son veteranos
y padres solteros tratando de hacer la
transicion de nuevo en la fuerza laboral.
Quienquiera que usted sea, este plan es
su oportunidad de graduarse listo para la
nueva economia, sin la carga de la deuda".

El plan del presidente es el modelo de
un esfuerzo puesto en marcha recientemente
en Tennessee. El mismo garantiza dos
aflos de cursos gratis en universidades
comunitarias, proporcionando clases sin
pago de matricula para los estudiantes
que van a la escuela por lo menos a medio
tiempo y que mantienen un promedio de
calificaciones de 2.5 6 mas con un progreso
constante hacia un titulo o transferir sus
créditos a una institucion de cuatro afios.

Hay mucho que gusta de esta idea.
Reconoce la importancia del papel que
los colegios comunitarios desempefian
dando a los estudiantes carentes un lugar
donde empezar, y en la provision de
habilidades y credenciales necesarias para
la fuerza laboral. Puede abrir la puerta a
una educacion universitaria un poco mas

por lo que es mas asequible para
los que estan en los niveles de
ingresos mas bajos. Y a su vez
crea algunas responsabilidades,
exigiendo a los estudiantes que se
benefician de ella que mantengan
sus calificaciones y avancen hacia
la graduacion.

_ Y, por muy bien
| intencionado que sea, el plan del
presidente también ha recibido
algunas bien pensadas criticas.
La mas obvia, por supuesto, es:
(De donde saldra el dinero?

La propia Casa Blanca
estima que el plan podria
implicar unos nueve millones de
estudiantes, costando al gobierno
federal alrededor de $60 billones
en 10 afios, y otros $20 billones
de los estados que opten por el
programa. En un momento en que
Massachusetts esta tratando de
excavar su salida de un déficit de
$750 millones y la deuda nacional
supera los $18 trillones, es
realista pensar que el gobierno - a cualquier
nivel - puede invertir en un plan como este?

Mas alla del impacto del precio, sin
embargo, la propuesta del Presidente
Obama ha desatado una conversacion
constructiva entre los analistas en ambos
lados de la division politica y en los pasillos
de los campus universitarios de todas partes,
en cuanto a qué tipo de inversiones en el
éxito del estudiante universitario podria
realmente importar.

Por ejemplo, el plan del presidente
apunta a la matricula universitaria, que es
lo que mas se menciona en cuando a gastos
en la educacion superior, pero al final,
no es el mas significativo. En un estado
como Massachusetts, la “matricula” en
las universidades publicas comunitarias es
relativamente pequefia de solo alrededor de
$750 al afio - mientras que los gastos que las
universidades cobran varian ampliamente, y
suelen ser otros $4,000-5,000 al afio. (Para
un desglose completo de la matricula y
cuotas de los colegios y las universidades
publicas de Massachusetts, visite el sitio del
Departamento de Educacion Superior.)

Ademas de esto, para muchos
estudiantes, la matricula y cuotas estan
cubiertos por la ayuda financiera y becas,
mientras que los libros, transporte,
costos de cuidado infantil, y los gastos de
mantenimiento son los destructores de
presupuesto que los impulsan a trabajar
en dos empleos, dejan de hacer sus tareas
de clases y desertan la escuela antes de
graduarse.

estan completamente equivocadas, David
Brooks publicé un editorial de otro modo
reflexivo y practico sobre la inversion en el
¢éxito del estudiante universitario en el New
York Times el pasado lunes.

En  "Supporting our Students”
(Apoyando a Nuestros Estudiantes) en
lugar de sufragar el costo de la matricula,
Brooks argumenta a favor de dirigirse a
los otros gastos del estudiante como libros,
transporte y cuidado de nifios en primer
lugar, y después pasar a subsidiar el costo de
los orientadores y mentores; y para mejorar
la preparacion del estudiante para entrar en
la universidad, reduciendo o eliminando la

necesidad de cursos para remediar el atraso
educacional conque llegan a los colegios
comunitarios.

Esto no estéd tan claramente entregado
como una propuesta de matricula gratuita
para los colegios comunitarios. Pero a las
1,200 universidades comunitarias publicas
en todo el pais que han estado haciendo "mas
con menos" durante mas de una década,
y que pueden ser comprensiblemente
escépticas sobre la idea de la inversion del
gobierno en la educacion, nuevos recursos
para las cosas que importan a la mayoria
de los estudiantes seria un cambio de ritmo
bienvenido y refrescante y una promesa que
nos gustaria mantener.

Investing in What Matters Most

In his State of the Union address
Tuesday  night, President = Obama
announced “America’s College Promise,” a
bold proposal to make community college
education free.

President Obama noted that more
than 40% of college students across the
country are already choosing community
colleges for their education, and explained,
“Some are young and starting out. Some
are older and looking for a better job.
Some are veterans and single parents trying
to transition back into the job market.
Whoever you are, this plan is your chance
to graduate ready for the new economy,
without a load of debt.”

The president’s plan is modeled after
a recently launched effort in Tennessee. It
guarantees two years of free community
college courses by providing tuition-free
classes for students going to school at
least half time who maintain a grade point
average of 2.5 or higher and make steady
progress toward a degree or transferring to
a four-year institution.

There is a lot to like about this idea.
It recognizes the important role community
colleges already play in giving underserved
students a place to start, and in providing
necessary skills and credentials for the
workforce. It may open the door to a
college education a little wider by making
it more affordable for those at the lowest
income levels. And it does build in some
accountability, requiring students who
benefit from it to keep up their grades and
make progress toward graduation.

And, as well intentioned as it may be,
the president’s plan has also received some
thoughtful criticism. The most obvious,
of course, is: Where will the money come
from?

The White House itself estimates that
the plan could involve about nine million
students, costing the federal government
about $60 billion over 10 years and another
$20 billion from states that opt in. At a
time when Massachusetts is trying to dig
its way out of a $750 million deficit and
the national debt exceeds $18 trillion, is it
realistic to think the government—at any
level—can invest in a plan like this?

Beyond the sticker shock, though,

President Obama’s proposal has sparked a
constructive conversation among analysts
on both sides of the political divide, and
in the hallways of college campuses
everywhere, about what kind of investments
in college student success might really
matter.

For example, the president’s plan takes
aim at college tuition, which may be the most
talked about expense in higher education,
but in the end, not the most significant. In
a state like Massachusetts, the tuition at
public community colleges is relatively
meager—only about $750 a year—while
the fees colleges charge vary widely, and
are typically another $4,000-5,000 a year.
(For a complete breakdown of tuition and
fees for Massachusetts’ public colleges and
universities, visit the Department of Higher
Education’s web site.)

On top of this, for many students, tuition
and fees are covered by financial aid and
scholarships, while books, transportation,
child care costs, and living expenses are the
budget busters that drive them to work two
jobs, skip class assignments, and drop out
before completing a degree.

While his tone may be a little abrasive
and his statistics on the community college
dropout rate completely wrong, David
Brooks published an otherwise thoughtful
and practical editorial about investing in
college student success in the New York
Times last Monday.

In “Support our Students,” instead of
underwriting tuition, Brooks argues for
addressing those student living expenses—
like books, transportation, and child care—
first, then moving on to subsidize the cost
of guidance counselors and mentors; and to
improving student preparedness for college
in the first place, to reduce or eliminate the
need for remedial education.

That package isn’t as neatly delivered
as a proposal for tuition-free community
colleges. But to the 1,200 or so public
community college campuses across the
country that have been doing “more with
less” for over a decade now, and may be
understandably skeptical about the idea
of sustained government investment in
education, new resources for the things
that matter most to students would be a
welcome and refreshing change of pace—
and a promise we would like to keep.

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Dr. Jiminian’s work in the Dominican Republic

Dr. Felix Antonio Cruz Jiminian is a
well-known Dominican cardiologist born
in Jarabacoa, a small and elevated town in
La Vega Province, Dominican Republic,
known as "The City of Everlasting Spring"
for its warm days and mild nights during
most of the year.

After entering San Tomas de Aquino
Seminary to become a priest, and after
learning that his real passion was medicine,
Dr. Jiminidn graduated with high honors
from the Autonomous University of Santo
Domingo (UASD) in 1980.

Right after graduation, he opened a
small medical office in the Santo Domingo
section of Cristo Rey, where, with little
resources, he build an wooden stretcher and
a desk, items that he still owns.

Here he attended extremely poor
patients many of whom believed that Dr.
Jiminian had magical powers. His magic
was his listening and speaking skills which
helped to heal the sick. His services were at
very low fees and in many cases free.

Virtually he turned that small clinic
into a hospital for the poor and a place with
a variety of specialties and social programs
such as: Surgery for cleft lips and abnormal
palates, imperforated anus, hydrocephalus,
renal dialysis area, double sex fix, dental
modules, vaccinations, dining for seniors
and the homeless, and declarations of late
births. All of this, supported by a team of
highly trained medical professionals and
volunteers.

Most consultation and services are
completely free for individuals and families
with low income.

Besides of been a contributor to social
solutions and free health care services for
the poor, Dr. Jiminian sponsors the Fiscalia
Barrial de Cristo Rey y el Ensanche La Fe,
two community agencies offering human
and social services to low income families.

Recognized on numerous occasions,
locally and internationally, Dr. Jiminian
also has sponsored over 300 reforestation
operatives nationwide. We can mention:
Doctor of the People Declaration by the
Dominican Senate in 1995; Dr. Honoris
Causa, University CDEP, Honorary
Member of the Dominican Academy of
Sciences, Recognition from the Dominican
Bar Association, Recognition from the
Medical Licentiate Board, recognition
by the Dominican Human Rights Board,
among others.

The Senate of Puerto Rico has
recognized Dr. Jiminian twice, and has
been featured in popular TV shows such

s "Ocurrio Asi", "Al Rojo Vivo", and
“Buenos Dias América.”

Two books have been published on the
work of this physician, including top seller
"The Revolution of Poverty" by author
Pedro Encarnacion.

Besides his clinic in Cristo Rey,
Dr. Jiminian Cruz also founded his own
medical foundation with the help of others
volunteer doctors and the partnership of
hospitals in the Dominican Republic and
New York City for specialized treatment to
low income patients.

He has been recognized for his
social commitment by great personalities,
including Presidents Joaquin Balaguer,
Hipolito Mejia, Leonel Fernandez Reyna,
and Vice Presidents Jacinto Peynado, and
Dr. Jaime David Fernandez Mirabal. Also
internationally, such as the Governor of
New York, George Pataki; Ambassador
of the United States in the Dominican
Republic Hans Hertell; and the President of
the Senate of Puerto Rico, Roberto Vigoro.

Dr. Jiminidan was also decorated by
the Dominican Government with the order
of Duarte, Sanchez and Mella in the rank
of Officer. The National Human Rights
Commission created the "Dr. Cruz Jiminian
Golden Supreme Laurel, Altruism and

Peace Award" given every year.

During his free time, Dr. Jiminian takes
care of his exotic plants. He grows plants

such as apple, grape, peach, cinnamon,
pepper, nutmeg, olive, kiwi, cherry, pear,

and more.
