La semana pasada escribi sobre el
comportamiento de Laiza Lizardo St. Onge
en el estadio mientras asistia a un evento
en un domingo con sus dos hijos. Aparcd
ilegalmente justo en la esquina a pesar de
que un oficial de policia le advirtié que
no podia, pero insisti6 en que ella trabaja
para la ciudad y se negd a mover su auto.
Ella se negd ademas a pagar la entrada con
la misma excusa y llegd a sentarse en las
gradas para ver el espectaculo.

Eso fue so6lo para darles una idea de
su arrogancia, pero hay razones para ello.
Ella es una amiga personal del Alcalde
Dan Rivera y, como resultado, beneficiaria
de sus favores, tales como el aumento
de sueldo. Como Oficial de Activos del
Departamento de Planeamiento, ella esta a
cargo del inventario y disposicion de bienes
de propiedad de la ciudad y su salario era
$50,000. A partir del 23 de octubre, el
sueldo aument6 un 20%.

Todo comenzé cuando el alcalde pidio
que le dieran un estipendio de $10,000
aparte de su salario; luego decidi6 incluirlo
en su salario, en lugar de un estipendio.
Descubrieron que ese aumento la pondria
por encima de su nivel de grado y para
traerla desde el nivel 3 al nivel 4 tendria
que ser aprobado por el Concejo Municipal.
(Nivel 3: 45 - 55; Nivel 4: 50 - 65).

Al final, se decidié aumentar su salario
a $55,000 con un estipendio de $5,000.
Su supervisora, Theresa Park dijo que ella

encontrard responsabilidades adicionales
para justificar el estipendio, por lo que es
un aumento de 20% en el salario.

La noche del miércoles, el Concejo
Municipal se reunira para discutir el tema de
los estipendios que se distribuye a muchos
empleados de la ciudad y sin justificacion.
El Alcalde Rivera esta consciente de que
esta practica es ilegal y su excusa para
hacerlo es que otros alcaldes lo han hecho
en el pasado.

En términos generales, dar un
estipendio como una forma de aumento de
sueldo es ilegal aunque es de uso comin en
el caso de la administracion de una pequefia
subvencion del gobierno o de otras fuentes
que no requieren la contratacion de una
persona. Se asigna a un empleado y ¢l o
ella recibe una pequefla compensacion,
ademas de la paga regular mientras que la
subvencion esta activa.

Voy a ver la reunion del concejo de la
noche del miércoles para ver si informacion
adicional sera revelada, ademaés del sueldo
y estipendio de Laiza. Me pregunto
cuantos empleados contratados por esta
administracion han recibido un tratamiento
similar a puertas cerradas.

Manchester St. Park entrance will
be enhanced

Mayor Rivera, along with
Congresswoman Tsongas, Kurt Gaertner,
Director of Sustainable Development,
Executive  Office of Energy and
Environmental Affairs, Senator Barbara
L’Ttalien and State Representative Frank
Moran announced $250,000 of funding
towards the Manchester Street Hub and Park
Access project.

Funded largely by a grant awarded
through the Land and Water Conservation
Fund, which the Executive Office of Energy
and Environmental Affairs administers for
the National Park Service, this project aims
to create a neighborhood connection to the
recreational amenities adjacent to Stevens
Pond, linking the West Street neighborhood
to Manchester Street Park as well as the
Spicket River Greenway.

Additionally, it provides a linear park
linking the residents of Loft Five Fifty and
the Arlington neighborhood to La Fruteria
Grocery Store and its parking lot, which
will double as a lot serving the Manchester
Lawrence Branch Rail Trail.

“These funds will allow greater access
to open space amenities while allowing
continued growth of important small business

in our community,” said Mayor Rivera.
“This is how federal, state, local and
private dollars can be leveraged to make
substantial improvements to the quality
of life of residents.

We are happy to announce that as of
8AM this morning, Lawrence Engine 9 of
Bailey Street will be re-opened after five
years of being closed. The station will be
operated by a minimum of three firefighters,
one apparatus and one rescue boat twenty
four hours a day, seven days a week.

“This is the best case scenario of doing
more with less,” said Mayor Daniel Rivera.
“Since day one, Chief Moriarty has been
tasked with evaluating our fire department.
With his leadership and help of the union,
we were able to re-open this asset in one

of our more dense neighborhoods. We
thank the union and the firefighters for
their patience and cooperation through this
process.”

The opening of Engine 9 is a budget
neutral move. It is a re-deployment of
staffing using resources we currently have.
With the help of the Department of Public
Works and the leadership of DPW Director
John Isensee, Engine 9 underwent $50k
worth of improvements in two months.
“This increases the safety and response
times throughout the city,” said Fire Chief
Brian Moriarty. “I was thrilled to find a way
to get it opened.”

“Firefighters tell me that a critical facet
to successful fighting is rapid response
time. Reopening Bailey Street station is
important and as a district councilor, this
is something that I have been advocating
for a long time,” said City Councilor
Marc Laplante. “I am glad that the Rivera
administrations, working with the new
chief, were able to get this done.”

This opening comes on the heels of the
city investing $850,000 to fix roofs, floors,
heating systems and otherwise make the
Fire houses across the City more livable for
our firefighters.

Este referéndum revocatorio (Recall)
contra el Alcalde Danny Rivera no es algo
facil de lograr. Se divide en tres fases:
La primera que es la mas facil, requirié
una declaracion jurada (affidavit) de cien
personas. Ahora estan en la segunda fase y
tienen un plazo de 30 dias que se vence el 2
de diciembre, para obtener el respaldo del
15 por ciento del total de inscritos en este
momento, lo cual representa la cantidad de
5,645 votantes registrados, (activos o no
activos.)

Roll Morton box set "The Complete Library
of Congress Recordings By Alan Lomax."

In 2007, Ayan won two Latin
Grammy Awards in the categories of "Best
Engineered Album" and "Album Del Ano
(Album of the Year)" for his mastering work
on the Juan Luis Guerra album "La Llave

De Mi Corazon". His win in the category of
"Best Engineered Album" marked the very
first time a mastering engineer had been
awarded a Grammy in that category.

Ayan was nominated again in 2008
(the 50th Annual Grammy Awards) for a
Grammy Award in the prestigious "Album
of the Year" category for his mastering work
on Vince Gill's latest release "These Days."

"Mastering is all about bringing my
clients' music to its fullest sonic potential,
and always respecting their artistic vision,"
Ayan says. "I have been in the fortunate
position of mastering recordings across
many musical genres, maintaining the same
philosophy of crafting my clients' recordings
to best serve their musical message.

Will the Recall

Recalling Mayor Danny Rivera is a
difficult task that was divided in three parts:
The first and easiest part was obtaining
the affidavits from a hundred voters so
that organizers could obtain the recall
petition. In the second stage organizers
of the Recall have 30 days to win the
support of 15 percent of the constituents,
which translates into 5,645 registered
(active or inactive) voters. The deadline
for the collection of signatures runs out
on December 2nd. Even if this part of the
process is completed, they will still have
to face the Mayor’s attorneys, who will no
doubt use any means at their disposal to
challenge the validity of the signatures.

At first, the pro-Rivera sector doubted
whether the recall organizers would be able
to pull it off, considering the latter did not
have a solid foundation nor the leadership
and experience to carry out the process.
This assessment has been echoed by some
of the recall participants themselves, who
nevertheless contend that the impassioned
eagerness of Lawrence voters to sign the
recall petition more than makes up for the
organizers’ limitations.

Now many of the Mayor’s followers
believe that the recall organizers will be
able to collect the required signatures,
given the latter’s conviction and confidence
of success. As a result, they have been
forced to mount their own campaign, albeit
a little late, to counter the recall process.
In fact, Mayor Rivera already met with
his advisers to formulate a strategy should
the signatures be accepted and the recall
process advance to the third stage, where
the Council President would have to call a
recall election within 60 to 90 days.

The Rivera team has already identified
who could be their main adversary leading

the Yes vote and they are rejoicing since they
believe that adversary could be someone
they have already ran against. Some have
confessed to me that this possibility would
be a relief from the pressures they currently
have, since they could launch a campaign
to try to convince voters to not risk
“retrogression.”

According to some, one of the mistakes
of the recall organizers was not identifying
a candidate that everyone can get behind
that would permit them to fight to win the
third phase of this process. This could lead
to a spontaneous participation of candidates
without there being a directed campaign.

Some of the members of the recall have
said that independently of them completing
the recall process they have already been
victorious. Some of the Mayor’s followers
also agree. They believe that the recall
process has forced Rivera to “lower his
arrogant and intolerant attitude” and
they have been able to send a message to
other communities in the area that many
Lawrencians are not happy “with his
dictatorial style of governing” and that he
has also “ignored certain statutes of the
Charter of the City of Lawrence.”

In a few hours we will know if the Recall
organizers have been able to obtain the
necessary signatures so that the constituents
of Lawrence have the opportunity to decide
to remove Mayor Rivera for someone else or
leave him where he is at. According to many
people, if the recall organizers are able to
overcome the many hurdles and obstacles
lined against them and they obtain all of the
required signatures, the days of the Mayor
are numbered. Their challenge for the third
stage of the recall will be to find a candidate
that could create a strong coalition and build
bridges among the community.
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Nuevo Informe Revela el Efecto Transformador que
la Eliminacion del Limite sobre las Charter Tendria en
Estudiantes Latinos y de Bajos Ingresos

Lideres civicos exigen al Senado Estatal que las familias en listas de espera tengan acceso justo a las Escuelas Publicas Charter.

Un nuevo analisis publicado hoy
muestra que las familias de color y de bajos
ingresos son mas propensas a ser afectadas
negativamente por las limitaciones actuales
que existen sobre las escuelas publicas
charter. El informe, “Shut Out: How
Massachusetts” Cap on Public Charter
Schools Denies Thousands of Children a
Pathway Out of Poverty, demuestra que
muchos nifios que viven en distritos que
estan llenos de escuelas deficientes son
negados la oportunidad de asistir a una
excelente escuela publica debido a estas
limitaciones.

El informe fue escrito por Great
School Massachusetts, una coalicion de
padres, educadores y lideres comunitarios
que luchan por los 37,000 nifios estancados
en listas de espera para escuelas publicas
charter.

Un analisis detenido de los 37,000 nifios
que estan estancados en listas de espera 'y de
las comunidades en las que viven, presenta
al sistema escolar de Massachusetts
profundamente dividido: uno reservado
para las familias predominantemente
blancas que viven en las ciudades y
suburbios ricos de Massachusetts, y otro
reservado para las familias de minorias y

bajos ingresos en nuestras ciudades.

El andlisis, basado en datos del
Departamento de Educacion Primaria
y Secundaria, encuentra que sélo 17
comunidades de Massachusetts son
habitadas por el 77% de los nifios en listas
de espera para escuelas publicas charter,
y que casi 9 de cada 10 nifios de color de
bajos recursos viven en estos distritos.
Entre los distritos escolares mencionados
en el reporte se encuentran Lynn, Chelsea,
Lawrence, Springfield y  Holyoke.
Dichos distritos estan en el ultimo 3% de
rendimiento entre los distritos escolares de
Massachusetts, y son las comunidades mas
afectadas por las limitaciones que hay sobre
las escuelas publicas charter.

Ademas, el informe demuestra que
el permitirle a los nifios que actualmente
estdin en listas de espera asistir a una
escuela publica charter, tendria un impacto
transformador. Si se eliminan estas
limitaciones, entre los estudiantes que estan
actualmente en listas de espera, el nimero
de estudiantes que leen y hacen matematicas
a su nivel de grado, subiria a casi un 50%,
la alta tasa de abandono bajaria mas de un
tercio, y el doble de los estudiantes tendrian
planes para universidades de cuatro afios.

Los miembros de la coalicion Great
Schools Massachusetts le exigieron al
Senado Estatal eliminar las limitaciones y
permitir que todos los nifios tengan acceso
a escuelas publicas de su preferencia.

“Los nifios negros y latinos son mas
mucho mas propensos a ser perjudicados
por estas limitaciones que los estudiantes
blancos”, dijo Robert Lewis Jr., Director
Ejecutivo de The BASE. “Esto claramente
es un tema de injusticia racial y
socioeconomica”.

“Eliminar las limitaciones significa
darle a los estudiantes de color de bajos
ingresos el acceso a las escuelas que el resto
de los niflos de Massachusetts toman por
sentadas”, dijo Marisol Amaya, Directora
Ejecutiva de La Alianza Hispana. “Todo
padre debe tener el derecho de elegir la
escuela que ellos prefieren para sus propios
hijos. Es hora de darle a las 37,000 familias
en listas de espera para escuelas publicas
charter, acceso a las escuelas que ellos
quieren”.

“Muchas de las familias con las que
trabajo en Chelsea vienen a este pais
en busca de oportunidades. Luego, sus
nifios estan destinados a asistir a escuelas
deficientes y la otra opcion que tienen son

las escuelas publicas charter pero se les
niega el acceso debido a estas limitaciones.
Necesitamos eliminar estas limitaciones
inmediatamente para que las niflos
inmigrantes y de bajos recursos reciban la
educacion que merecen”, dijo Gladys Vega,
activista comunitaria de Chelsea.
Las conclusiones clave incluyen:

*  Losdistritos escolares con alta demanda
de escuelas publicas charter son habitados
por casi 9 de cada 10 nifios de color y de
bajos recursos en Massachusetts. Los 17
distritos escolares con mas de 400 nifios en
listas de espera matriculan un estimado de
87% de los nifios de Massachusetts que son
negros o latinos y califican como de bajos
recursos.

* Los nifios de los distritos escolares de
peor desempeilo académico constituyen la
mayoria de las listas de espera para escuelas
publicas charter. Menos de la mitad, el 45%,
de los niflos que viven en las comunidades
donde hay mayor demanda, son competentes
en lectura y matematicas, por lo cual
estas escuelas ocupan el ultimo 3% de los
distritos escolares de Massachusetts. Estos

Abuse of Power - Part 2

Last week I wrote about Laiza Lizardo
St. Onge’s behavior at the stadium while
attending an event on a Sunday with her two
children. She parked illegally right on the
corner even though a police officer warned
her that she could not but insisted that she
works for the city and refused to move her
car. She further refused to pay admission
with the same excuse and went on to sit on
the bleachers to watch the show.

That was just to give you an idea of
her arrogance but there are reasons for
that. She is a personal friend of Mayor Dan
Rivera and as a result, beneficiary of his
favors such as increases in pay. As Asset
Officer for the Planning Department, she is
in charge of the inventory and disposition
of city-owned properties and her salary was
$50,000. Effective October 23rd, it went up
by a 20% increase.

It began when the mayor asked to give
her a $10,000 stipend over her salary; then
he decided to include it in her salary, instead
of a stipend. They discovered that it would
put her over her grade level and to bring
her from level 3 to level 4 would have to
be approved by the City Council. (Level 3:
45 —55; Level 4: 50 — 65).

In the end, it was decided to increase
her salary to $55,000 with a stipend of
$5,000. Her supervisor, Theresa Park said

that she will find additional responsibilities
to justify the stipend, thus making it a 20%
raise in pay.

On Wednesday night, the City Council
will be meeting to discuss the issue of
stipends that are being distributed to
many city employees without justification.
Mayor Rivera is aware that this practice is
illegal and his excuse for doing it is that
other mayors have done that in the past.

Generally speaking, giving a stipend as
a form of salary increase is illegal although
itis commonly used in the case of managing
a small grant from the government of other
sources that do not require hiring a person.
It is assigned to an employee and he or she
receives a small compensation besides the
regular pay while the grant is active.

I will be watching the council meeting
on Wednesday night to see if additional
information will be made available besides
Laiza’s salary and stipend. [ wonder
how many other employees hired by this
administration have received a similar
treatment behind closed doors.

Representative Frank Moran
sponsors resolution for VA

In an effort to ensure proper designation
and recognition for deceased veterans,
Representative Frank Moran has sponsored
a resolution asking Congress to enact
legislation that will increase the availability
of headstones to veterans who have no next
of kin.

“There should not be so many
hurdles to designate the graves of those
who have served our country,” said
State Representative Frank Moran. “My
colleagues and I agree that steps need to
be taken to facilitate this process across
the board so that veterans are appropriately
honored whether they are survived by next
of kin or not.”

“All people who die in service to this
country deserve the decency and respect of
a properly marked and maintained burial
site. This is the least we can do to honor
those who make the ultimate sacrifice for
our country,” said State Senator Barbara
L’Italien, the Senate co-sponsor of the
resolution.

Don Silva, Lawrence resident and
finance officer and claims service officer
of Queen City Chapter #2 of the Disabled
American Veterans added, “This resolution
is a move forward in reestablishing
the Superintendents as the authority in
marking Veterans graves that have been
forgotten. When Cemeteries designate
sections, exclusive for Veterans burial, this
becomes sacred ground. A partnership for
this resolution, between the Massachusetts
State Legislature, the

Disabled American Veterans, Chapter
2 with DAV District #4, will bestow Honor
and Dignity to these Veterans.”

Currently, regulations do not allow
for a person to submit an application for
a headstone or grave marker for a veteran
who has no living next of kin or proxy
to meet the application standards. In the
resolution, Representative Moran and over
two dozen legislators are asking Congress
to amend the process by which headstones
and grave markers are acquired.

The program is designed to improve
collection efficiency, enhance performance,
and provides cleaner city streets and
neighborhoods. It will also reduce the
cost to Haverhill taxpayers of sending
unnecessary trash to the Covanta Waste-to-
Energy facility with estimated savings over
$450,000 in the first year alone!

Automated trash collection is used
by many communities in Massachusetts,
New England and the rest of the country
and works by having a sanitation worker
control a robotic arm from inside the trash
collection vehicle which has the ability to
lift the specialized cart and dump the trash
contents into the vehicle. The sanitation
worker is able to do this safely within the
vehicle, unexposed to the harsh elements
and without having to manually lift heavy
trash carts. The new methodology will also
help limit the debris and litter that often
flies out of traditional garbage cans onto
Haverhill’s streets and yards.

In order to obtain feedback and
firsthand experience from residents on
the use of wheeled trash carts, the City
implemented a pilot program during the
past year by distributing over 400 wheeled
carts to randomly selected residences.
Participants were randomly chosen from a
computer generated program. Respondents
from a recent survey indicated that over
97% preferred to use the wheeled trash cart
instead of their previous method and that
they would recommend the City implement

this program city-wide.

Each eligible household will receive
one (1), sixty-four (64) gallon wheeled cart
for their weekly trash. There is NO COST
to the residents for these wheeled trash
carts and they are covered under a 10-year
warranty. Carts are manufactured to be very
rugged with an attached, tight fitting lid that
will keep rodents, rain and snow out of the
container. Carts will be delivered directly to
each household in the spring along with an
informative guide that goes into detail about
how the program works and how to use the
wheeled trash cart. Only officially supplied
carts will be collected on trash day. Delivering
the carts citywide may take upwards of 2-3
weeks to complete. Recycling collection
and methodology will NOT change and will
continue to be picked up manually, every
other week. We recommend that residents
repurpose their “old” trash barrels into
recycling containers once they receive the
new wheeled trash cart.

Residents will still be allowed to place
one (1) bulky waste item curbside per
household per week at no charge. Bulky
waste items include furniture, mattresses,
tables, and other similar items that don’t
fit in the wheeled trash cart. The new trash
collection vehicles cannot accept bulky
waste items. Therefore, bulky waste items
must be scheduled for special collection
by calling Capitol Waste. An additional
benefit of this program is that residents are
not limited to just one (1) bulky item per
week, however a nominal fee applies if you
have two (2) or more items. For example,
under current regulations if you would like
to dispose of a living room set it could take
several weeks as you are only allowed one
(1) per week. With this new program, you
can schedule the collection of those items

to be picked up all at once with no limit, as
long as all items are accounted and paid for.

To help residents prepare for the new
program and understand the changes, the City
will conduct a public outreach campaign.
The educational campaign will include

mailings, presentations, and informational
programming on the City website. The
City will also hold public meetings in each
of the five trash routes with the goal of
ensuring residents are ready for the switch to
automated trash collection next spring.
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In 1969 the annual fast pitch All Star
game was set to be played at the Hayden
Schofield Park on Lawrence St. The
league has been part of the City's 4th of
July celebration for many years and this
year’s edition seems to have two evenly
talented teams ready to go at it.

Reming who later becomes an Alderman
for the City of Lawrence, Larry Klimas a
tremendous athlete in any sport and later
a teacher coach at Austin Prep and later at
Methuen High.

Ahigh school Hall of Famer and a State
coaches track Hall of Famer; the Fieldhouse
at Methuen bears his name today. Connie
Provencher, and former CCHS 3 sport
superstar Fred Nader who still lives in
the area, Bob Dziadosz a former CCHS
hoopster and Methuen and BU great Dick
Krauss who is in every player and fans mind
is one of the greatest pitchers to play at the
park. This year he will toss 3 no hitters and
Dick was no slouch at the bat.

The Howe Social Club: Art Guptill,
John Rizkallah, Don Holliday and former
Woodbury High great Paul Sayers.
Concordia Club: Joe Carter a former 3
sporter and hoop coach at LHS is retired
now from the LHA and now lives in Derry,
NH. Joe still referees basketball in the area.
Billy Timmons still lives in So Lawrence
and another all-time great softball player.
