Mayor Rivera’s spring cleaning
initiative includes three programs- the Clean
Lawrence initiative, Anti-Graffiti Effort
and new street signs. The Clean Lawrence
program will hire 25 temporary workers
to focus solely on cleaning up our streets.
The Anti-Graffiti effort will hire another
25 workers to focus primarily on graffiti
removal across the city. With the new street

sign initiative, missing or damaged street
signs across the city will be replaced in
an effort to increase visibility for public
safety and residents’ convenience.

2. Anti-Graffiti Effort - 25 temporary
workers to remove graffiti city-wide-
$200,000

3. New Street Signs - Street signs citywide

Es importante mantener nuestras tradiciones

obert Lee Frost naci6 el 26 de marzo de 1874, en San Francisco, CA. A pesar
Rfe la distancia, Lawrence, MA lo ha reclamado como uno de los nuestros. La

azon? Después de la muerte de su padre el 5 de mayo de 1885, la familia se
traslado a Lawrence, Massachusetts, bajo el patrocinio del abuelo de Robert, William
Frost, Sr., que era superintendente en una fabrica de Nueva Inglaterra.

El joven Frost fue a las escuelas de Lawrence y se gradué de Lawrence High
en 1892. Mientras estaba en la escuela, publico su primer poema en la revista de la
escuela secundaria. El 19 de diciembre de 1895, se casé con Elinor Miriam White en
Lawrence, Massachusetts. Aunque su trabajo fue publicado inicialmente en Inglaterra
antes de ser publicado in este pais, es muy apreciado por sus representaciones realistas
de la vida rural y su dominio del habla coloquial estadounidense.

Su abuelo comprd una granja para ¢l y Elinor en Derry, New Hampshire; Frost
trabajo la granja durante nueve afios mientras escribia temprano en las mafianas
y producia muchos de los poemas que mas tarde se harian famosos. Finalmente, su
agricultura no tuvo éxito y regreso al campo de la educacion como profesor de inglés en
la Academia Pinkerton de New Hampshire de 1906 a 1911, luego en la Escuela Normal
de New Hampshire, ahora Plymouth State University, en Plymouth, New Hampshire.

Frost recibi6 un titulo honorifico alli. Aunque nunca se gradu6 de la universidad,
Frost recibié mas de 40 titulos honorificos, incluyendo los de las universidades de
Princeton, Oxford y Cambridge, y fue la tinica persona que recibio6 dos titulos honorarios
de Dartmouth College. Durante su vida, la Escuela Intermedia Robert Frost en Fairfax,
Virginia, la Escuela Robert L. Frost y la Fuente Robert Frost frente al Ayuntamiento de
Lawrence en Massachusetts, y la biblioteca principal del Colegio Amherst recibieron
su nombre.

Frost tenia 86 afios cuando leyo su conocido poema “The Gift Outright” en la
inauguracion del presidente John F. Kennedy el 20 de enero de 1961, estableciendo
una tradicion.

Frost murio el 29 de enero de 1963, en Boston, MA. El 31 de enero de 1963, fue
enterrado en el cementerio Old Bennington, en Bennington, Vermont.

Sabiendo que New Hampshire acababa de pagar un gran tributo a Robert Frost,
José Ayala, productor de La Movida en WCEC 1490 AM, un programa mafianero, fue
a la Biblioteca Publica de Lawrence para averiguar si estaban organizando algo alli.
Para su sorpresa, una joven recepcionista le informé no sabia quién era Robert Frost.

Después de verificar con Louise Sandberg, alguien que conoce la Biblioteca por
dentro y la historia de Lawrence de memoria, admitié que no tenian nada organizado
por ahora para honrar a Frost en la biblioteca o en la ciudad.

Contrariamente a Lawrence, Frost ha sido recordado en muchos lugares,
especialmente en New Hampshire, segiin Ayala. También estamos de acuerdo con ¢l
en que Lawrence debe promover a Frost, especialmente en las escuelas, para que la
nueva generacion que se estd formando en las aulas crezca consciente de los valores de
los que vinieron antes que ellos.

It's important to keep our traditions

obert Lee Frost was born on March 26, 1874, in San Francisco, CA. Even the
Rdistance, Lawrence, MA had claimed him as one of ours. The reason? After

the death of his father on May 5, 1885, the family moved across the country to
Lawrence, Massachusetts, under the patronage of Robert's grandfather, William Frost,
Sr., who was an overseer at a New England mill.

Young Frost went to Lawrence schools graduating from Lawrence High in 1892.
While at the school, he published his first poem in his high school's magazine. In
December 19, 1895, he married Elinor Miriam White in Lawrence, Massachusetts.
Although his work was initially published in England before it was published in
America, he is highly regarded for his realistic depictions of rural life and his command
of American colloquial speech.

His grandfather purchased a farm for him and Elinor in Derry, New Hampshire;
Frost worked the farm for nine years while writing early in the mornings and producing
many of the poems that would later become famous. Ultimately his farming proved
unsuccessful and he returned to the field of education as an English teacher at New
Hampshire's Pinkerton Academy from 1906 to 1911, then at the New Hampshire
Normal School (now Plymouth State University) in Plymouth, New Hampshire.

Frost received an honorary degree there. Although he never graduated from
college, Frost received over 40 honorary degrees, including ones from Princeton,
Oxford and Cambridge universities, and was the only person to receive two honorary
degrees from Dartmouth College. During his lifetime, the Robert Frost Middle School
in Fairfax, Virginia, the Robert L. Frost School and the Robert Frost Fountain across
Lawrence City Hall in Massachusetts, and the main library of Amherst College were
named after him.

Frost was 86 when he read his well-known poem "The Gift Outright" at the
inauguration of President John F. Kennedy on January 20, 1961, establishing a tradition.

He died on January 29, 1963, in Boston, MA. On January 31, 1963, he was buried
at Old Bennington Cemetery, Bennington, Vermont.

Knowing that New Hampshire had just paid a big tribute to Robert Frost, José
Ayala, producer of La Movida on WCEC 1490 AM, a diverse morning show, went to
the Lawrence Public Library to find out if anything had been organized there. To his
surprise, the young clerk at the front desk didn’t know who Robert Frost was. After
checking with Louise Sandberg, somebody who knows the Library inside and out as
well as Lawrence history by memory, she admitted not having any events to honor
Frost at the library at this time.

Contrary to Lawrence, Frost has been remembered in many places, especially
in New Hampshire, according to Ayala. We also agree with him that Lawrence must
promote Frost, especially in the schools, so the new generation being formed in the
classrooms will grow up aware of the values of the ones who came before them.

Nuestro editorial estd dedicado a
Robert Frost, quien nacié el 26 de marzo de

La ciudad de Derry, New Hampshire ha
tenido acontecimientos que celebran la
ocasion porque ¢l poseyd una granja alli
y enseid en la Academia Pinkerton pero
sus primeros afios fueron en Lawrence y ¢l
debe ser recordado por el riqueza que trajo
a esta ciudad.

José Ayala de WCEC estaba curioso
por los honores que se le otorgaron a
Frost por su cumpleafios, asi que fue a la
Biblioteca Publica de Lawrence s6lo para
encontrar que la recepcionista no tenia ni
idea de quién era Robert Frost. jTriste!

Mientras Mark Schorr era director
ejecutivo de la Fundacion Frost, ¢l llevaba
a cabo lecturas de poesia y concursos
manteniendo vivo su legado. Pero Mark
murid en enero de este afio y no sé cual serd
el futuro de la Fundacion. Por lo tanto, me
puse en contacto con las dos personas que
saben mas acerca de la ciudad, el ex profesor
de arte de la escuela secundaria David
Meehan y Jonas Stundzia de la Sociedad
Historica. Aprendi detalles maravillosos

sobre Robert Frost de ellos. Tal vez por el
125 aniversario en tres afios, algo bueno
podria ser planeado en Lawrence.

trato de documentar mis fuentes. Mis cifras
no suelen coincidir con las ofrecidas por
los funcionarios de la ciudad ya veces se
enojan conmigo.

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El Alcalde Fiorentini niega que la tasa de criminalidad
en la ciudad es mayor que el promedio nacional

El Alcalde de Haverhill, James J.
Fiorentini, descartdé un analisis nacional
de los datos del FBI que indican que
la tasa de criminalidad de la ciudad es
"considerablemente mas alta que el
promedio nacional" y "superior al 87 por
ciento de las ciudades y ciudades estatales
de todos los tamafios".

El alcalde respondié que el crimen
ha disminuido en los tltimos 15 afios y se
ha reducido de manera "muy dramatica"
durante los ultimos tres afios. Dijo que no
es apropiado comparar a Haverhill con las
comunidades suburbanas.

"Siempre es engafioso compararnos
con comunidades ricas que no tienen los
problemas que tenemos".

Los ntimeros del crimen de Haverhill,
basados en los datos del FBI de 2015 -los
mas nuevos disponibles- fueron reportados
por NeighborhoodScout, una plataforma
en linea creada por Dr. Andrew Schiller,
anteriormente cientifico en Oak Ridge
National Laboratory y Atomic Energy
Complex.

NeighborhoodScout informé que los
residentes de Haverhill estdn sujetos a
25 delitos por 1,000 residentes. Cuando
se trata de crimenes violentos, sin
embargo, NeighborhoodScout informa
que la probabilidad de que un residente se
convierta en una victima es uno en 184.
La compaiiia describe el crimen violento
como violacion, asesinato y homicidio no
negligente, robo a mano armada y asalto
agravado, arma.

La compaiiia reconoce que la cercana
ciudad de Lawrence tiene una tasa de
criminalidad mas alta con 32 delitos por
1,000 residentes. "Lawrence tiene una
tasa de delincuencia que es superior al 94
por ciento de las ciudades y pueblos de
todos los tamafios". "De hecho, después
de investigar lugares peligrosos para
vivir, NeighborhoodScout encontré a
Lawrence como una de las 100 ciudades
mas peligrosas en Estados Unidos", dijo la
compafiia.

Fiorentini, quien dijo que discutira

la delincuencia como parte de su discurso
sobre el estado de la ciudad, siempre
que su propio analisis demuestre que la
delincuencia es baja, en todas las categorias
excepto en dos, respecto al afio pasado. Las
categorias donde el crimen se redujo fue
en la violacion forzada, el robo, el hurto,
el robo del vehiculo de motor y el incendio
provocado. Hubo un asesinato en Haverhill
en 2016 en comparacion con ninguno
durante el afio anterior y 47 mas informes
de asalto. El nimero de agresiones aumento
de 272 en 2015 a 319 el afo pasado, segin
cifras del alcalde.

El crimen en general, sin embargo,
bajé de 1,811 informes en 2015 a 1,616 el
afio pasado, dijo el alcalde.

"No podemos compararnos con los
suburbios donde hay muy poca gente y casi
ningun crimen. Tuvimos una reduccion
firme y sélida en el crimen".

Las cifras del FBI de 2016 no estaran
disponibles hasta finales de este afio.

El presidente del Concejo Municipal
de Haverhill, John A. Michitson, le dijo a
WHAV que no haria comentarios sobre
los datos del FBI hasta que no tuviera
oportunidad de revisarlo. El aproveché la
oportunidad, sin embargo, para empujar su
argumento que el ayuntamiento debe tener
un "taller" con la policia en el momento del
presupuesto. Enumer6 los objetivos de tal
reunion.

"Trate de determinar lo que los datos
significan, donde estan los problemas en la
ciudad, donde no tenemos recursos y luego
hablamos sobre las posibles soluciones".

Michitson dijo que el alcalde ha
acordado realizar tales talleres, comenzando
con una revision del departamento de obras
publicas. El presidente del concejo sefiald
que el publico tiene un gran interés en la
seguridad publica.

Mayor Counters Claim City Crime
Rate is Higher Than Average

Haverhill Mayor James J. Fiorentini
is dismissing a national analysis of FBI
data that says the city’s crime rate is
“considerably higher than the national
average” and “higher than 87 percent of the
state’s cities and towns of all sizes.”

The mayor responded crime is actually
down over the past 15 years—and down in
“very dramatic” ways during the last three
years. He said it is inappropriate to compare
Haverhill with suburban communities.

“It’s always misleading to compare us
with wealthy communities that don’t have
the problems we have.”

Haverhill’s crime numbers, based on
2015 FBI data—the newest available—
were reported by NeighborhoodScout, an
online platform created by Dr. Andrew
Schiller, previously a scientist at Oak Ridge
National Laboratory and Atomic Energy
Complex.

NeighborhoodScout reported Haverhill
residents are subject to 25 crimes per 1,000
residents. When it comes to violent crime,
however, NeighborhoodScout reports a
resident’s chance of becoming a victim
is one in 184. The company describes
violent crime as rape, murder and non-
negligent manslaughter, armed robbery, and
aggravated assault, including assault with a
deadly weapon.

The company acknowledges the
nearby City of Lawrence has a higher crime
rate with 32 crimes per 1,000 residents. It
reported, “Lawrence has a crime rate that
is higher than 94 percent of the state’s
cities and towns of all sizes.” “In fact,
after researching dangerous places to live,
NeighborhoodScout found Lawrence to be
one of the top 100 most dangerous cities in
the U.S.A.,” the company said.

Fiorentini, who said he will discuss
crime as part of his State of the City Address,

provided his own analysis, showing crime
is down—in all categories except two—
from last year. The categories where
crime dropped are forcible rape, robbery,
burglary, larceny, motor vehicle theft and
arson. There was one murder in Haverhill
in 2016 compared to none during the prior
year and 47 more reports of assault. The
number of assaults rose from 272 in 2015
to 319 last year, according to the mayor’s
numbers.

Total crime, however, dropped 1,811
reports in 2015 to 1,616 last year, the mayor
said.

“We can’t be compared to suburbs
where there is very few people and almost
no crime. We had a steady and solid drop in
crime.”

FBI’s 2016 won’t be available until
later this year.

Haverhill City Council President
John A. Michitson told WHAV he would
not comment on FBI data until he has
had a chance to review it. He did use the
opportunity, though, to push his contention
the city council must have a “workshop”
with police at budget time. He listed the
objectives of such a meeting.

“Try to determine what the data means,
where the problems are in the city, where
we fall short in providing resources and
then talk about the possible solutions.”

Michitson said the mayor has agreed
to hold such workshops—beginning with
a review of the public works department.
The council president noted the public has
a great interest in public safety.

“That was clearly the highest priority
at the citizens’ outreach meeting that we
had.”

Haverhill Police Chief Alan R. DeNaro
referred all questions to the mayor.

Cuestiones Prdcticas de Dinero

Errores en la Declaracion de Impuestos
podria llevar a una auditoria

No eres el tnico que
siente miedo al recibir
una carta del Servicio
de Ingresos Internos
(IRS por sus siglas en
inglés). Para algunos es
nada mas que un aviso
de que van a recibir un
reembolso, pero la mayoria piensa en lo
peor — una auditoria.

Para el hogar promedio los temores
son infundados. Solamente uno por ciento
de los contribuyentes es auditado, y el IRS
se enfoca desproporcionalmente en los
contribuyentes de altos ingresos.

Si eres auditado, no va a ser como lo
imaginas. Una auditoria podria centrarse
en una sola entrada, crédito o cifra en
particular, y es posible que s6lo tengas que
enviar por correo o por fax una copia de la
documentacion pertinente, como un reporte
de seguro o recibo.

Sin embargo, una auditoria no es
divertida. En el mejor de los casos,
necesitas tomarte el tiempo para buscar en
tus archivos y responder. En el peor caso,
tienes que hacer todo eso asi como pagar
las multas y el interés.

(Qué puedes hacer para reducir el
riesgo de una auditoria? Las auditorias,
también conocidos como examinaciones,
podrian ser el resultado de una seleccion
aleatoria, documentos incomparables,
desviacion de las "normas" esperadas para
retornos similares o conexiéon a alguien
que esta siendo auditado. Pero hay unas
cosas que puedes hacer para minimizar la
posibilidad de ser auditado.

* Anota toda tu informacion
correctamente. Tomate el tiempo de hacer
una doble verificacion de la informacion
que anotaste preparando tu retorno de
impuestos. Un nombre mal escrito o un
nimero equivocado podria llevar a una
examinacion.

* Incluye la informacion de cada
formulario con tu retorno. Cuando
cualquiera organizaciéon te mande un
formulario de impuestos, también manda
una copia al IRS. EI IRS tiene un sistema
automatizado que puede marcar un retorno
cuando no incluyes la informacion de uno
de los formularios que recibiste.

* No trates un hobby como un negocio.
Puedes disfrutar de tu hobby y de vez en
cuando ganar algo de dinero, pero no
significa que es un negocio. Los gastos de
los hobbys y de los negocios son tratados
en forma diferentes y no puedes reclamar
una pérdida de tu hobby. Si lo intentas,
podria ser una advertencia.

* Debes saber las reglas de oficinas en

casa. Muchos propietarios de pequefias
empresas y contratistas trabajan desde casa,
pero eso no significa automaticamente que
puedes reclamar la deduccion de oficina en
casa. No puedes reclamar una recamara
para huéspedes donde trabajas de vez en
cuando — el cuarto, (o una parte del cuarto)
debe ser exclusivamente y regularmente
usado para los negocios.

* Solamente reclama el EIC si tienes
ingreso de trabajo. Para calificar para el
Crédito del Ingreso de Trabajo (EIC por sus
siglas en inglés), necesitas tener ingreso de
trabajo, como sueldos y salarios, por todo
el afio. Otros tipos de ingresos, incluyendo
pension  alimenticia, manutenciéon de
menores, beneficios de desempleo y Seguro
Social no te calificaran para el EIC.

Trabajando con un preparador de
impuestos profesional, como un contador
publico certificado (CPA por sus siglas en
inglés) o un agente inscrito (EA por sus
siglas en inglés) podria ayudarte a evitar
errores, pero no te garantiza que no vas a
ser auditado. A veces te ofrecen, por una
cuota, otros tipos de apoyo similares con
software para preparacion de impuestos en
linea. En los dos casos, si tienes que pagar
mas impuestos, podrian pasarte la cuenta.

No dejes que el miedo te cueste. Algunos
contribuyentes evitan reclamar créditos
y deducciones legitimas porque temen
una auditoria. Eso podria ser una opcion
costosa. Solo hay una pequefia posibilidad
de que te auditen, y podria ser rapido y
relativamente indoloro - especialmente si
mantienes buenos registros.

El miedo también lleva a miles
de personas a caer victimas de estafas
relacionadas con los impuestos. Los
ladrones pueden imitar a un agente del
IRS, pero el IRS nunca llamara o enviara
un correo electronico solicitando un tipo
especifico de pago. El IRS soélo inicia el
contacto con los contribuyentes por correo,
y si debes dinero puedes elegir entre varios
métodos de pago.

En resumen: Aunque no hay forma de
garantizar que el IRS no te hara preguntas
sobre tu retorno de impuestos, no dejes que
el miedo de una auditoria te impida usar los
créditos o deducciones que puedes reclamar
legitimamente. La presentacion de una
declaracion completa y precisa podria
ayudar a minimizar las posibilidades de
una auditoria, y si recibes un aviso, puedes
resolver rapidamente el problema siguiendo
las instrucciones.

Mistakes on your tax return could
lead to an audit

You're not alone if
your heart pounds
when you see a letter
from the Internal
Revenue Service (IRS)
in your mailbox. While
some lucky filers get
sent a letter because
they're due a larger refund, most of us fear
the worst — an audit.

Those fears may be largely unfounded
for the average household. Only about one
percent of taxpayers get audited, and high-
income taxpayers are disproportionately
targeted.

If you are audited, it might not be
like you imagine. An audit could focus
on a particular line entry, credit or figure,
and you might only need to mail or fax a
copy of the relevant paperwork, such as an
insurance report or receipt.

Even so, getting audited isn't fun. In
the best case, you have to take the time to
dig through your records and respond. In
the worst case, you have to do all that as
well as pay penalties and interest.

What can you do to help reduce your
risk of audit? Audits, or examinations
as they're also referred to, could be the
result of a random selection, mismatched
documents, deviation from the expected
“norms” for similar returns or connection to
someone who's being audited. But there are
a few things you can do to help minimize
your chances of being audited.

* Enter all your information correctly.
Take an extra few minutes to double-
check the information you entered when
preparing your tax return. A misspelled
name or wrong number could lead to an
examination.

* Include information from every form
with your return. When an organization
sends you a tax form, it also sends a copy
to the IRS. The IRS has an automated
system that can flag a return when you don't
include information from one of the forms
you received.

* Don't treat a hobby as a business. You
might enjoy your hobby and occasionally
make some money from it, but that doesn't
make it a business. Business and hobby
expenses are treated differently and you
can't claim a loss from your hobby. If you
try, that could be a red flag.

* Know the home-office rules. Many
small business owners and contractors work
from home, but that doesn't automatically
mean you can claim the home-office
deduction. You can't claim a guest bedroom
where you occasionally work, the room (or
part of a room) must be used exclusively
and regularly for business.

e Only claim the EIC if you have earned
income. To qualify for the Earned Income
Credit (EIC), you need to have earned
income, such as wages or salary, for the
year. Other types of income, including
alimony, child support, unemployment
benefits and Social Security won't qualify
you for the EIC.

Working with a professional tax
preparer, such as a certified public accountant
(CPA) or enrolled agent (EA) could help you
avoid making errors, but it doesn't guarantee
you won't be audited. Similar types of
support are sometimes offered with online
tax preparation software for a fee. In either
case, if you're required to pay more tax, the
bill may get passed on to you.

Don't let fear cost you. Some taxpayers
shy away from claiming legitimate credits
and deductions because they fear an audit.
That could be a costly choice. There's only
a small chance you'll get audited, and it
could be quick and relatively painless —
especially if you keep good records.

Fear also leads thousands of people to
fall victim to tax-related scams. Thieves
may impersonate an IRS agent, but the
IRS will never call or email you requesting
a specific type of payment. The IRS only
initiates contact with taxpayers by mail,
and you can choose among several methods
of payment when you owe money.

Bottom line: While there's no way to
guarantee the IRS won't ask questions about
your tax return, don't et fear of an audit keep
you from using the credits or deductions you
can rightfully claim. Filing a complete and
accurate return could help minimize your
chances of an audit, and if you do receive a
notice, you may be able to quickly resolve
the issue by following the instructions.

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Guia de la temporada de impuestos: Obtenga una prorroga automatica
de seis meses para presentar; Free File ahora disponible para prérrogas

El Servicio de Impuestos Internos
(IRS) les recordod hoy a los contribuyentes
que si no podran presentar sus impuestos
para la fecha limite del 18 de abril, existe
una opcion féacil en linea para obtener mas
tiempo para completar su declaracion.

El consejo para aquellos que no podran
completar su declaracion de impuestos
para el 18 de abril es: No entre en panico.
Los contribuyentes quienes necesitan mas
tiempo para completar su declaracion
pueden pedir una prorroga automatica
de seis meses. Una prorroga le permitira
tiempo adicional para reunir, preparar y
presentar su documentacion al IRS, sin
embargo no extiende el tiempo para pagar
los impuestos adeudados.

La manera mas rapida y facil de
recibir la prorroga es a través de Free
File: Presente su declaracion federal de
impuestos gratuitamente - en IRS.gov. Los
contribuyentes pueden pedir una prorroga
electronicamente por medio del Formulario
4868. Este servicio es gratis para todos, sin
importar su ingreso. La presentacion del
formulario le dard al contribuyente hasta el
16 de octubre para presentar su declaracion.
Para obtener la prorroga, los contribuyentes
deberan estimar los impuestos que adeudan
en este formulario y pagar el monto de lo
adeudado.

Otras formas rapidas, gratis y faciles
de obtener una prorroga incluyen utilizar
Pago Directodel IRS (en inglés), el sistema
de pago electronico de impuestos federales,
0 pagar con tarjeta de débito o crédito. No
hay necesidad de presentar una peticion de
prorroga (Formulario 4868) por separado al
hacer un pago electronico e indicar que es
para una prorroga. El IRS automaticamente
lo contarad como una prorroga.

El pago directo estd disponible en
linea y en la aplicacion movil IRS2Go.
Es gratis, no requiere inscripcion previa
y provee una confirmacién instantdnea
cuando un contribuyente somete un pago.
Ademas, provee la opcién de programar
un pago hasta 30 dias por adelantado. Los
contribuyentes quienes usan una tarjeta de
débito o crédito pueden pagar en linea, por
teléfono o a través de la aplicacion movil
IRS2Go. El procesador cobra una tarifa
por dicho servicio, pero el IRS no cobra
ninguna tarifa por el servicio.

Ademas de pedir una prorroga a través
de Free File o pagos electronicos, los
contribuyentes pueden pedir la prorroga
a través de un profesional de impuestos,
si utilizan software de preparacion de
impuestos o si envian por correo un
Formulario 4868 en papel. Los formularios
estan disponibles en IRS.gov/forms.

ELIRS les recuerda a los contribuyentes
que una solicitud de prorroga provee tiempo
adicional para presentar la declaracion, pero
no para pagar los impuestos adeudados.
Los impuestos deben pagarse para la fecha
limite original. Los contribuyentes deben
presentar aun si no pueden pagar el monto
de los impuestos adeudados. Si presentan
una declaracion o piden una prorroga de
la fecha limite de presentacion del 18 de
abril, evitaran multas por presentar tarde,
las cuales podrian ser hasta 10 veces mas
costosas que la multa por no pagar.

Los contribuyentes quienes pagan lo
que pueden para la fecha limite reducen la
cantidad total a la que son sujetos en multas
e intereses. El interés es de un cuatro por
ciento anual, calculado diariamente. La
multa por presentar después de la fecha
limite es generalmente de cinco por ciento

mensual, y la multa por pagar después de la
fecha limite es normalmente de un 0.5 por
ciento mensual.

E1IRS trabajara con los contribuyentes
quienes no pueden pagar el monto de su
deuda. Otras opciones de pago, tal y como
conseguir un préstamo o pagar con tarjeta
de crédito podrian resolver una deuda
tributaria. La mayoria de las personas
pueden establecer un plan de pago con el
IRS a través de la herramienta Solicitud
Electronica para el Acuerdo de Pagos a
Plazos en IRS.gov.

Cuando el presidente de los Estados
Unidos firma una declaraciéon de desastre
para un area, el IRS puede posponer ciertas
fechas limites tributarias para residentes y
negocios localizados en el 4rea afectada(en
inglés). Los contribuyentes quienes son
victimas de un desastre natural pueden
solicitar presentacion automatica y alivio
tributario. Los contribuyentes fuera del area
de desastre cubierta por una declaracion,
cuyos archivos necesarios para presentar, o
pagos estan dentro de la zona de desastre
también podrian ser elegibles para alivio
tributario. Los contribuyentes quienes
fueron afectados recientemente por clima
severo deben visitar Alrededor de la Nacion
en IRS.gov para alivio tributario debido a

un desastre en su estado.

Otros contribuyentes quienes reciben
mas tiempo para presentar su declaracion
sin la necesidad de solicitar una prorroga
incluyen:

* Ciudadanos y extranjeros residentes de
los EE.UU. quienes viven y trabajan fuera de
los EE.UU. y Puerto Rico, automaticamente
reciben una prorroga de dos meses para
presentar su declaracion. Tienen hasta el
15 de junio para presentar. Sin embargo, el
pago de impuestos adeudados debe pagarse
para el 18 de abril.

* Miembros de las fuerzas armadas
quienes prestan servicio fuera de los EE.UU.
y Puerto Rico también reciben una prorroga
automatica de dos meses para presentar su
declaracion. Aquellos que prestan servicio
en zonas de combate(en inglés) tienen hasta
180 dias luego de salir de la zona de combate
para presentar su declaracion y pagar los
impuestos adeudados. Los detalles estan
disponibles en la Publicacion 3, La guia de
las fuerzas armadas(en inglés).

Este es el décimo y tltimo de una serie
de consejos del IRS, llamada la Guia de la
temporada de impuestos. Los consejos estan
disenados para ayudar al contribuyente a
medida que se aproxima la fecha limite para
la presentacion de impuestos.

To The Editor:

There are wholesale changes
happening in our country if you haven’t
noticed. Some people are concerned, angry,
frustrated, confused and scared. Other
people are happy, excited, focused and
empowered. The current Administration
has quickly polarized an already divided
country. That is not good for our physical
or mental health, it does nothing to
solve or address homelessness, access to
health care, job creation, poverty, opioid
addiction and other types of substance
abuse. This boiling cauldron known as
leadership transition does not address
mental health needs, hunger, inequality,
immigration issues or public education
investment. This unscripted mess incites
hate, intolerance, bigotry, sexism, racism
and total mistrust. These changes,
these wild allegations, alternative facts,
religious and ethnic attacks, scapegoating
and intimidation are neither acceptable
nor defensible.

As depressing and incredible as
some of these changes, appointments
and announcements are, I would suggest
that all of us, in this Greater Lawrence
community, remain focused on the business
of community based, comprehensive,
inclusive, accessible and affordable health
care. There is much to divide our country
but what we do at GLFHC, why we do
it and who we serve unites us. The next
weeks, months and years will inevitably
include attacks on the very fabric of the
safety net and those who depend so much
upon its strength. We must stand even
stronger in the face of intolerance and be
the consistent advocate and representative

of'the 60,000 patients and the communities
that we serve. I believe we will see more
folks in need as benefits are eroded and
institutions fail, not less. I know we will
not let them down.

This year the Community Health
Center (CHC) Program, the Teaching
Health Center (THC) Program and the
National Health Service Corps (NHSC)
are all up for reauthorization in November.
This reauthorization process must become
our primary focus moving forward. All
of us in the GLFHC family are CHC
advocates, all of us must be ready, willing
and able, when asked, to make the calls,
send the emails, and attend the meetings
to assure that these programs and services
continue. Voices count, the more voices,
the more attention. Remember we are
speaking for those with no voice, the ones
with no options, the ones with the most to
lose. I know we are all in this together and
I know we will all do the best we can. That
is what is so special about GLFHC.

We have spent the last year at
GLFHC educating and enrolling staff,
board members, and business leaders and
have been recognized by the National
Association of Community Health Centers
(NACHC) as the first Advocacy Center
of Excellence in the Commonwealth of
Massachusetts. Our efforts have led to
a team of advocates nearly 800 strong.
Now, as we face even more serious threats
and even greater opportunities, we have
to adapt and transform our advocacy
efforts to meet them. Our goal will remain
unchanged; continuing to encourage
even more growth and access to health

services while effectively supporting and
accommodating the needs of all of our
patients and community members.

The Greater Lawrence Family Health
Center advocacy team is launching a
new program in partnership with our
health center colleagues throughout
the country. This program will serve as
the foundation of an effort to maintain,
promote and expand access to health
care in the Hispanic communities in the
Merrimack Valley, especially in our home
city of Lawrence. It is called the Hispanic
Advocacy Center of Excellence (HACE).
The HACE is designed for health centers
like GLFHC, serving largely Hispanic or
Latino communities, who wish to include
their patient’s and community’s voices
in the statewide and national dialogue on
the future of health care. The HACE will
insure that those individuals who depend
upon and support their community health
centers have a voice and the opportunity
to advocate on behalf of community based
access to healthcare.

This is your call to action - We need
your voices, we need you to engage
in this process and reach out to your
representatives in Washington.

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The Merrimack Valley starts planning for the future of
housing in the region

Starting this month, the Merrimack
Valley Planning Commission (MVPC) will
embark on afirst-of-its kind projectto develop
a Regional Housing Plan for the Merrimack
Valley. This plan will provide strategies for
developing housing that meets the needs of
existing and future residents. While there are
other regional housing plans throughout the
state, this is the first time a regional planning
agency has engaged in a planning effort that
will provide certifiable housing production
plans for each community in the region.

According to the Massachusetts
Executive Office of Housing and Economic
Development, a housing production plan
(HPP) is defined as “a community's proactive
strategy for planning and developing
affordable housing.” The HPP outlines a
strategy to enable the community to meet
its affordable housing needs in a manner
consistent with the Chapter 40B statute and
regulations. The plan will outline a strategy to
help the individual communities achieve and
maintain 10% affordable housing, as well as
how to meet the needs of all residents. Only
2 of the 15 communities in the Merrimack
Valley region have HPPs, so this project will
help fulfill a need to have a solid plan in place.

“MVPC is excited to work with the
communities in the Merrimack Valley on
this unique project,” stated Karen Conard,
Executive Director for MVPC. “In addition
to assisting the communities with HPPs,
we will also have a region-wide strategy
to help address housing issues on a larger
scale.”

Another major component of this project
is stakeholder engagement. MVPC will
work with local officials, planning boards,
housing trusts, and municipal staff, non-
profit organizations, housing organizations,
institutions and other partners to develop a plan
that is realistic, relevant, and implementable.
One key partner for this project will be Salem
State University’s Center for Economic
Development and Sustainability. Faculty and
students at Salem State will be assisting in
data collection and analysis, to provide a solid
foundation for identifying housing needs and
themes in the Merrimack Valley. The Salem
State team will be led by Executive Director,
Professor Lorri Krebs (PhD).

MVPC will also draw from its own
staff to create this plan, many of which
have been with the Commission for 15+
years, so this is a high level of knowledge
of the region.

“This is an all-hands-on-deck project,”
said Mike Parquette, Comprehensive
Planning Manager at MVPC. “We have
staff from Community Development,
Economic Development, Transportation
and Geographic Information Systems
(GIS) working together to create this plan.
Planning for housing has many elements,
and we have the benefit of having a talented
staff to address all of those elements.”

Virtual and  in-person  public
engagement opportunities will begin in the
Spring. MVPC plans to use social media,
unique public engagement platforms, and
community workshops to assess housing

(MVPC) se embarcard en un proyecto
de primera clase para desarrollar un Plan
de Vivienda Regional para el Valle de
Merrimack. Este plan proveera estrategias
para desarrollar viviendas que satisfagan
las necesidades de los residentes actuales y
futuros. Si bien hay otros planes de vivienda
regional en todo el estado, esta es la primera
vez que una agencia de planificacion
regional se ha involucrado en un esfuerzo
de planificacion que proporcionara planes
de produccion de viviendas certificables
para cada comunidad en la region.

El plan esbozara una estrategia para
ayudar a las comunidades individuales a
lograr y mantener un 10% de viviendas
asequibles, asi como la forma de satisfacer
las necesidades de todos los residentes.
Sélo 2 de las 15 comunidades en la region
del Valle de Merrimack tienen HPPs, por
lo que este proyecto ayudara a cumplir la
necesidad de tener un plan sélido en su
lugar.

"MVPC se alegra de trabajar con las
comunidades en el Valle de Merrimack en
este proyecto unico", dijo Karen Conard,
Directora Ejecutiva de MVPC. "Ademas
de ayudar a las comunidades con HPPs,
también tendremos una estrategia regional
para ayudar a resolver los problemas de
vivienda en una escala mas grande".

Otro componente importante de
este proyecto es la participacion de las
partes interesadas. MVPC trabajara
con funcionarios locales, juntas de
planificacién, fondos de vivienda y
personal municipal, organizaciones sin
fines de lucro, organizaciones de vivienda,
instituciones y otros socios para desarrollar
un plan que sea realista, relevante y
aplicable.

Salem. La facultad y los estudiantes en el
estado de Salem ayudaran en la recoleccion
y el andlisis de datos, para proporcionar
una base solida para identificar necesidades
y temas de la cubierta en el valle de
Merrimack.

MVPC también recurrirda a su propio
personal para crear este plan, muchos de los
cuales han estado con la Comisién por mas
de 15 afos, por lo que este es un alto nivel
de conocimiento de la region.

RobertFrost’s birthday

Our editorial is dedicated to Robert
Frost who was born on March 26, 1874
and apparently is being forgotten. The
City of Derry, New Hampshire has had
events celebrating the occasion because he
owned a farm there and taught at Pinkerton
Academy but his early years were spent in
Lawrence and he should be remembered for
the splendor he brought to this city.

When the Lawrence Teachers Union
held its scholarship awards at the end of the
school year, President Frank McLaughlin
made sure to hold it in the Robert Frost
Room at the Lawrence Public Library. It
was very inspiring how he took a moment
to speak of Frost’s contribution to literature
and to Lawrence. They no longer have it
there since they have their own space at the
Relief’s In.

Whether you enjoy poetry or not this
is not about convincing you to start reading
or writing poetry. My concern is that even
though we dedicated the Frost School and
the Frost Fountain across from City Hall
in his name, our children are not learning
about him and his contributions. That is
sinful!

Jose Ayala from WCEC was curious
about the honors being bestowed on Frost
for his birthday so he went to the Lawrence
Public Library only to find that the
receptionist had no idea as to who Robert
Frost was. Sad!

While Mark Schorr was executive
director of the Frost Foundation, he would
hold poetry readings and competitions
keeping his legacy alive. But Mark died in
January of this year and I don’t know what
the future of the Foundation will be. So,
I contacted the two people who know the
most about the city former high school art
teacher David Meehan and Jonas Stundzia
of the Historical Society. I learned
wonderful details about Robert Frost from
them. Perhaps for the 125th birthday
in three years, something nice could be
planned in Lawrence.

One detail I learned was that the house
at 175 Haverhill St. should be considered a
“historical site” because Frost lived there,
his mother had a school and Frost and his
wife Elinor both taught at the school. His
first son was born at that house, too.

In case you didn’t get it, that is the
house next to the Oliver School.

My fear in all of this is that this
generation and future ones will not know
the history of this city and the legacy these
people have left.

Mayor’s clean up

It may sound like a good thing but I
think it’s a lousy way to spend 400,000
taxpayers’ dollars. I have suggested in the
past the need for launching an educational
campaign which is badly needed in this
community. That money could be put to
better use because we all know that after the
temporary workers leave, the streets will be
messy just the same.
