ENorteamérica utilizé en su discurso ante el Senado, para describir el

sorpresivo y devastador ataque aéreo contra la base naval de Pearl
Harbor, en Hawaii, hogar de la flota del Pacifico por fuerzas del imperio
japonés, el 7 de diciembre de 1941.

Cuando el ataque termind, las bajas del lado de los Estados Unidos eran
2,403 muertos y 1,178 heridos en accion, ademas de una larga lista de buques
perdidos totalmente y/o dafiados, asi como una gran cantidad de aviones. Esta
accion provoco a los Estados Unidos a declarar la guerra a Japon, luego de
un apasionado discurso ante el Senado por el entonces Presidente Franklin D.
Roosevelt.

El ataque por sorpresa provocod un profundo impacto en el pueblo
estadounidense y condujo directamente a la entrada de los Estados Unidos en
la Segunda Guerra Mundial tanto en el Pacifico como en los teatros europeos.
Al dia siguiente, 8 de diciembre, Estados Unidos declard la guerra a Japon
y varios dias después, el 11 de diciembre, Alemania e Italia le declararon la
guerra a los Estados Unidos.

hose were the words spoken by the President of the United States of

I America in his speech before the Senate, to describe the surprise and

devastating air attack against the naval base of Pearl Harbor, in Hawaii,

home of the Pacific fleet by forces of the Japanese Empire, on December 7,
1941.

When the attack ended, casualties on the US side were 2,403 dead and
1,178 wounded in action, in addition to a long list of totally lost and/or damaged
ships, as well as a large number of aircraft. This action provoked the United
States to declare war on Japan, after a passionate speech before the Senate by
then President Franklin D. Roosevelt.

The surprise attack caused a profound impact on the American people and
led directly to the entry of Americans in World War 11, both in the Pacific and in
European theaters. The next day, December 8, the United States declared war
on Japan and several days later, on December 11, Germany and Italy declared
war on the United States.

On September 11, 2001, another day that will live in ignominy, the mainland
ofthe United States was attacked in a series of suicide attacks against the Twin
Towers in New York and the Pentagon in Washington by members of al-Qaeda
with the result of the loss of almost 3,000 civilians.

Closer to home, in Boston, on April 15, 2013 during the celebration of the
Boston Marathon two explosions occurred, stopping the race while serving
more than 200 people who were injured plus 3 spectators who were killed.
Terrorists are everywhere, and they come from everywhere.

The attacks carried out in New York were perpetrated by 19 foreigners
from Saudi Arabia, United Arab Emirates, Egypt and Lebanon who departed
from Boston on separate flights and the Boston Marathon by two students from
Chechnya, a region of Russia that lived in the area.

This December 7th and especially this Christmas, when families tend to
gather and enjoy peace, let us raise a prayer for those who, seventy-six years
ago, gave their all defending our principles and ideology and also for those
who entered the burning towers, when everyone was trying to get out of them
as well as by our local heroes who went to help the victims of the Marathon
bombs.

Let's not forget them for their sacrifice and for what they have done for
humanity, especially not let their sacrifice have been in vain!

La medida tomada por Pat Costa y The
Eagle-Tribune es una contradiccion directa
de lo que garantiza la Primera Enmienda de
la Constitucion:

Lo resumi6 asi: "La Primera Enmienda
protege el discurso que no nos gusta porque
el discurso que nos gusta no necesita
proteccion”.

En algunas circunstancias, la Corte
Suprema ha sostenido que ciertos tipos de
declaraciones tienen un valor de Primera
Enmienda "bajo", tales como: difamacion,
amenazas reales, obscenidades, pornografia
infantil y publicidad comercial.

En el caso de la publicidad comercial,
por ejemplo, la publicidad de voz de un

producto o servicio esta constitucionalmente
protegida, pero no tanto como otros
discursos. Por ejemplo, el gobierno puede
prohibir la publicidad comercial engafiosa,
pero en general no puede prohibir el discurso
politico engafioso.

Fuera de estas categorias limitadas de
discurso de "bajo" valor, lamayoria de las otras
restricciones basadas en el contenido en el
habla son presuntamente inconstitucionales.
Incluso el entretenimiento, la vulgaridad, el
"discurso de odio" (discurso fanatico sobre
razas particulares, religiones, orientaciones
sexuales, etc.), la blasfemia (lenguaje que
ofende las sensibilidades religiosas de las
personas) y los videojuegos violentos estan
protegidos por la Primera Enmienda. En
general, la Corte Suprema ha sido muy reacia
a ampliar la lista de categorias de expresion
de "bajo valor".

Pero a partir de la década de 1920, la
Corte Suprema comenz6 a leer la Primera
Enmienda de manera mas amplia, y esta
tendencia se aceler6 en la década de 1960.
Hoy, la proteccion legal ofrecida por la
Primera Enmienda es mas fuerte que nunca
en nuestra historia.

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Mayor Rivera’s Crime Policy
Do almost nothing and blame it on others

Around September 2017, fourteen
needles were found by the South Lawrence
East School in Lawrence.

On October 30, 2017, it was reported
that four shootings, one fatal occurred in
Lawrence. After his reelection win, a local
newspaper reported that Lawrence Mayor
Dan Rivera addressed the opioid crisis
admitting he didn’t have any answers,
and saying it’s the responsibility of other
government officials to solve the problem.

On November 2, 2017, the curfew
imposed on all Lawrence Parks on October
25, 2017, due to drug-related incidents
resulting on one more death, continued.

On November 8,2017, 27 mayors from
across Massachusetts push for a federal law
change. Mayor Rivera is one of the mayors
in attendance.

On November 26, 2017, Mayor Dan
Rivera told reporters at the crime scene on
Hillside Ave. that it was a drug deal gone
bad (sic) and that the shooting, fatal, was
a "symptom of a larger problem" facing
many communities in Massachusetts and
elsewhere.

The above are a few of the shootings
and deaths that have occurred in the City.
While they have taken place, Mayor
Rivera’s only response is that is an issue
bigger than Lawrence signifying that he
can’t do anything about it. However, has he
tried or is he even trying? Or has he given
up? Because, if I understand the words
coming out of his mouth, he is basically
saying that this problem is way over his

head — and it’s a very bad message to send
to Lawrence residents.

Let me provide Mayor Rivera some
strategies for combating the drug problem.

Neighborhood watches

After 54 years in this country, I never
thought that I would have to suggest
neighborhood watches in this country
because they remind me of the Committees
for the Defense of the Revolution in Cuba
(CDRs) where neighbors spy on each other
and you could not trust any of them; but I
am not going to let my prejudice interfere
in a different culture and times.

First, he should help neighborhood
groups form anti-crime patrols, then
stimulate interest among residents in
joining existing patrols, and hire private
guards to augment the activities of local
police forces. Public housing projects as
well as more traditional neighborhoods
should be the focus of such efforts.

Second, combat the lowest end of drug
transactions (street transaction).

Third, if your city appears run down
and uncared for or abandoned, then you
will see an increase in crime. Let’s combat
graffiti and make a graffiti task force. Clean
up the areas that are most visible from each
Lawrence city entrance. Let’s stop making
Lawrence look like it’s in a disorder state.

It was once stated, and some people
still do believe, that a major reason for
not reporting crime is the victims’ belief
that authorities can do little to help in the
incident. The words from Mayor Rivera
continue sending the exact message that
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there is little the city can do. If police
don’t respond to crime scenes on a timely
basis, what is the sense of having neighbors
watching when crimes are being committed?

Community groups can improve any
neighborhood. All of the neighborhood
groups in Lawrence have monthly or
quarterly meetings. But, they are mostly
political and only get mayoral support
when they endorse him. These groups want
members of the city to attend and provide
reports and answers to their neighbor’s
questions and concerns. However, none
have an effective strategy to assist the city
in any of their issues; whether it is crime,
trash, empty lots, parks, etc.

The largest neighborhood association
was in the Mt. Vernon area and it has almost
disappeared because it has turned into
political rallies. Traditionally, attendance
and public participation to neighborhood
associations has been very poor, usually
under 20 residents and most people have
never heard from their directors.

The National Sheriffs Association
recommends translating crime and drug
prevention materials into Spanish or other
languages needed by non-English speakers
in the communities. If necessary, have a
translator at meetings. In a city where there’s
no money for educational materials to instruct
residents on recycling, trash, snow removal,
etc., their suggestions are aiming high.

They also suggest checking police
reports and learning about residents’
perceptions about crimes. Often, residents’
opinions are not supported by facts, and
accurate information can reduce the fear
of crime. The problem in Lawrence is that
information from the police department is
withheld and very difficult to obtain the
facts. I depend on the Daily Log to find
out about how crimes are reported and the
website is seldom updated. On November 26
I'sent an email to Officer Tom Cuddy asking
why it had not been done since September
18. The next day, it was updated through
October 13. They are still one and one half
month behind. I believe there’s a concerted
effort in keeping the community in the dark
regarding the truth about crimes in the city.

Do any of'the city’s neighborhood groups
have a neighborhood watch? No, not just a
sign in your neighborhood that says you have
one, but an actual walking neighborhood
watch — one that is alert, observant and caring
and reports activity or crimes immediately to
police contacts. The Department of Justice
states that neighborhood watch reduces crime
but they only work in places with little crime
cases to begin with; they don’t work in high
crime areas mainly out of people’s fears to
get involved.

The drug trade and abuse

Rivera was Military Police in Irak
and should have knowledge of how to
enforce law and order. Apparently he only
behaves in a militaristic way with City Hall
employees but has no idea with the general
population.

Let’s continue by discussing how to
combat the lowest end transaction of drugs in
Lawrence. Many residents say that they walk
by an area of their neighborhood every day
and see drug transactions. They call police
and it takes at least 30 minutes to respond.
The LPD has to be quicker — there should be
a standing police cruiser and crew at these
locations that are known to be a nuisance
in a quiet drug transaction kind of way.

Neighbors in Reservoir Street complain
of cars from morning until night of people
smoking marijuana and then advance to
drive under the influence, leaving discarded
“munchie” trash on the streets, finding
pollution of cigar wrappers all over, pets
finding syringes, and drug transactions
taking place.

With minimum or no lights on some
streets, parks, and reservoir areas, it makes
for an unsafe place for home owners and
tenants. Neighbors in Central Lawrence
complain of loud noises and speeding. But
above all, each complains on the lack of
police visibility in their areas unless some
crime occurs. Begin by tackling the lowest
crimes and place strategies on blocking
the flow of drugs. Seeking federal monies
for drug treatment center will only add a
treatment center to Lawrence — we have too
many treatment centers already.

Let’s discuss Graffiti

What starts a drug zone? Graffiti, cars
speeding, over-concentration of alcohol and
tobacco billboards, trash, etc. do. Get my
drift? The more social disorder and graffiti
in a neighborhood, the louder the message
is sent that "nobody cares." This sets off a
vicious cycle that encourages further crime
in affected neighborhoods.

Graffiti is often the first sign that gangs
are taking over a neighborhood. Gangs
use graffiti as their street "telegraph,"”
sending messages about turf and
advertising their exploits. Graffiti identifies
territorial boundaries, lists members, and
communicates threats to rival gangs.

City government needs to take more
action against business owners and home
owners of ensuring graffiti comes down as
fast as it went up. But, local government
should be responsible to combat graffiti with
more than just a pick-up truck and a power
washer. A comprehensive plan requires
that local government work with private
owners to assist in removing graffiti. This
could be done as an emergency measure by-
passing all those stupid rules of government
prohibiting doing private owners’ work.
If done on an emergency measure, local
government can remove the graffiti and
then charge to owner or business for the
removal. This city has had many temporary
laborers in the city and I can’t seem to see
any improvement. For goodness sake, the
quality of life is important!

With the above, I provide Mayor Rivera
some ideas and I hope he does something
because it seems that his message is that he
does not care or will not combat smarter
and harder to fight crime. Does he not
understand that even if crime has not
increased, the lack of action will lead to
increases in residents’ perceptions of crime?
The level of disorder will lead them to
assume that crime, especially violent crime,
is rising, and making them feel less secure
and more fearful.

The suggested result of this is that
people will avoid using the streets and
have less contact with others, thus reducing
community bonds, and installing individual’s
isolation. The resultant effect is that these
environments also make a neighborhood
more vulnerable to crime. But it will also
have the same impact on the criminals.
If criminals believe the same, then crime
goes up. This shows how everything can
contribute to the problems and perceptions
of crime in a given community.
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Politica del Alcalde Rivera sobre el crimen
Hacer casi nada y culpar a los demas

Alrededor de septiembre de 2017,
encontraron catorce jeringuillas en la South
Lawrence East School en Lawrence.

El 30 de octubre de 2017, se informé
que ocurrieron cuatro disparos, uno mortal
en Lawrence. Después de su triunfo en
la reeleccion, un periddico local informd
que el Alcalde de Lawrence, Dan Rivera,
abordo la crisis de los opioides y admitid
que no tenia ninguna respuesta, y dijo que
es responsabilidad de otros funcionarios del
gobierno resolver el problema.

El 2 de noviembre de 2017, continud
el toque de queda impuesto a todos los
parques de Lawrence el 25 de octubre de
2017 debido a incidentes relacionados con
las drogas que resultaron en una muerte mas.

El 8 de noviembre de 2017, 27 alcaldes
de todo Massachusetts presionan por un
cambio en la ley federal. El Alcalde Rivera
es uno de los alcaldes asistiendo.

E126 de noviembre de 2017, el Alcalde
Dan Rivera dijo a la prensa en la escena de
un crimen en Hillside Avene que se trataba
de un problema de drogas y que el tiroteo,
fatal, era un "sintoma de un problema
mayor" que enfrentan muchas comunidades
en Massachusetts y otros lugares.

Los anteriores son algunos de los
tiroteos y muertes que han ocurrido en la
Ciudad. Mientras se han llevado a cabo, la
unica respuesta del Alcalde Rivera es que
es un problema mayor que Lawrence, lo
que significa que no puede hacer nada al
respecto. Sin embargo, ;lo ha intentado o
incluso esta intentandolo? ;O se ha dado por
vencido? Porque, si entiendo las palabras
que salen de su boca, basicamente esta
diciendo que este problema esta muy por
encima de su inteligencia y es un mensaje
muy malo que envia a los residentes de
Lawrence.

Permitame proporcionarle al Alcalde
Rivera algunas estrategias para combatir el
problema de las drogas.

Vigilancia de barrios

Después de 54 afos en este pais,
nunca pensé que tendria que sugerir la
vigilancia de barrios en este pais porque
me recuerdan los Comités para la Defensa
de la Revolucion en Cuba (CDR) donde
los vecinos se espian entre si y no se puede
confiar en ninguno de ellos; pero no voy
a dejar que mi prejuicio interfiera en una
cultura y tiempos diferentes.

Primero, debe ayudar a los grupos
vecinales a formar patrullas contra la
delincuencia, luego estimular el interés de
los residentes para unirse a las patrullas
existentes y contratar guardias privados
para aumentar las actividades de las
fuerzas policiales locales. Los proyectos de
vivienda publica, asi como los barrios mas
tradicionales deberian ser el centro de tales
esfuerzos.

Segundo, combatir el extremo mas bajo
de las transacciones de drogas (transacciones
callejeras).

Tercero, si su ciudad parece descuidada
o abandonada, entonces vera un aumento
en el crimen. Luchemos contra el graffiti
y creemos una fuerza de tarea de graffiti.
Limpie las areas que son mas visibles desde
cada entrada de la ciudad de Lawrence.
Vamos a evitar que Lawrence parezca estar
en un estado de desorden.

Una vez se afirmd, y algunas personas
todavia creen, que una de las principales

razones para no denunciar el delito es
la creencia de las victimas de que las
autoridades pueden hacer poco para ayudar
en el incidente. Las palabras del Alcalde
Rivera continuan enviando el mensaje
exacto de que hay poco que la ciudad
puede hacer. Si la policia no responde
oportunamente a las escenas del crimen,
(qué sentido tiene tener a los vecinos
mirando cuando se cometen crimenes?

Los grupos comunitarios pueden
mejorar cualquier vecindario. Todos los
grupos vecinales en Lawrence tienen
reuniones mensuales o trimestrales. Pero,
son en su mayoria politicos y solo obtienen
apoyo de la alcaldia cuando lo respaldan.
Estos grupos quieren que los miembros de la
ciudad los visiten y proporcionen informes y
respuestas a las preguntas e inquietudes de
sus vecinos. Sin embargo, ninguno tiene una
estrategia efectiva para ayudar a la ciudad
en ninguno de sus problemas; ya sea el
crimen, basura, lotes vacios, parques, etc.

La asociacion de vecinos mas grande
estaba en el drea de Mt. Vernon y casi ha
desaparecido porque se ha convertido en
mitines politicos. Tradicionalmente, la
asistencia y la participacion publica a las
asociaciones vecinales ha sido muy pobre,
generalmente menos de 20 residentes y la
mayoria de la gente nunca ha tenido noticias
de sus directores.

La Asociacion Nacional de Alguaciles
recomienda traducir los materiales de
prevencion del crimen y drogas al espafiol
u otros idiomas que necesiten personas
que no hablan inglés en las comunidades.
Si es necesario, tener un traductor en las
reuniones. En una ciudad donde no hay
dinero para materiales educativos para
instruir a los residentes sobre el reciclaje,
la basura, la remocion de nieve, etc., sus
sugerencias son demasiado elevadas.

También sugieren verificar los informes
policiales y conocer las percepciones
de los residentes sobre los crimenes. A
menudo, las opiniones de los residentes
no estan respaldadas por los hechos y la
informacion precisa puede reducir el miedo
al delito. El problema en Lawrence es que
la informacion del departamento de policia
es retenida y es muy dificil obtener los
hechos. Depende del Registro Diario para
descubrir como se informan los crimenes y
rara vez se actualiza el sitio web. El 26 de
noviembre envié un correo electronico al
oficial Tom Cuddy preguntando por qué no
se habia hecho desde el 18 de septiembre.
Al dia siguiente, se actualiz6 hasta el 13 de
octubre. Todavia tienen un mes y medio
de retraso. Creo que hay un esfuerzo
concertado para mantener a la comunidad
en la oscuridad con respecto a la verdad
sobre los crimenes en la ciudad.

(Alguno de los grupos vecinales de
la ciudad tiene una vigilancia vecinal?
No, no es solo un letrero en su vecindario
que dice que tiene uno, sino un reloj real
para caminar en el vecindario: uno que
esta alerta, atento y afectuoso e informa
actividades o crimenes inmediatamente a
los contactos policiales. EI Departamento
de Justicia afirma que la vigilancia del
vecindario reduce la delincuencia, pero
solo funcionan en lugares con pocos casos
delictivos; no trabajan en areas de alta
criminalidad, principalmente debido a los
temores de las personas a involucrarse.

El trafico y abuso de drogas

Rivera fue miembro de la Policia
Militar en Iraq y debe tener conocimientos
en como aplicar el orden y laley. Parece que
se porta en forma militar con los empleados
del ayuntamiento solamente pero no tiene
idea de como lidiar con el publico en
general.

Continuemos discutiendo como
combatir la transaccion mas baja de drogas
en Lawrence. Muchos residentes dicen
que caminan por un area de su vecindario
todos los dias y ven transacciones de
drogas. Llaman a la policia y pasan por
lo menos 30 minutos para responder. La
LPD tiene que ser mas rapida: deberia
haber un carro patrulla y un equipo policial
en estos lugares que se sabe que son una
molestia para una transaccion tranquila de
drogas. Los vecinos en Reservoir Street se
quejan de automoéviles de la mafiana a la
noche de personas fumando marihuana y
luego conducen bajo la influencia, dejando
basura desechada en las calles, encontrando
contaminacion de envoltorios de cigarros,
mascotas encontrando jeringuillas y
transacciones de drogas teniendo lugar a
plena vista.

Con pocas luces o ninguna luz en
algunas calles, parques y el area de la
reserva, se convierte en un lugar inseguro
para los propietarios e inquilinos. Los
vecinos en el centro de Lawrence se quejan
de ruidos y exceso de velocidad. Pero,
sobre todo, cada uno se queja de la falta
de visibilidad de la policia en sus areas a
menos que ocurra algun crimen. Comience
abordando los crimenes mas bajos y coloque
estrategias para bloquear el flujo de drogas.
Buscar dinero federal para el centro de
tratamiento de drogas solo agregara un
centro de tratamiento a Lawrence y ya
tenemos demasiados centros de tratamiento.

Discutamos Graffiti

(Qué inicia una zona de drogas? Graffiti,
exceso de velocidad de los automoviles,
exceso de concentracion de carteles de
alcohol y tabaco, basura, etc. ;Entiende lo
que quiero decir? Mientras mas desorden
social y graffiti hay en un vecindario, mas
fuerte se envia el mensaje de que "a nadie
le importa". Esto desencadena un circulo
vicioso que alienta mas delitos en los
vecindarios afectados.

El graffiti es a menudo la primera sefial

de que las pandillas se estan apoderando
de un vecindario. Las pandillas usan el
graffiti como su "telégrafo" callejero,
envian mensajes sobre su terreno y anuncian
sus hazafas. Graffiti identifica limites
territoriales, enumera miembros y comunica
amenazas a pandillas rivales.

El gobierno de la ciudad necesita
tomar mas medidas contra los duefios de
negocios y propietarios de viviendas para
asegurarse de remover el graffiti tan rapido
como lo hicieron. Pero, el gobierno local
deberia ser responsable de combatir el
graffiti con algo mas que una camioneta y
una lavadora de potencia. Un plan integral
requiere que el gobierno local trabaje con
propietarios privados para ayudar a eliminar
el graffiti. Esto podria hacerse como una
medida de emergencia pasando por alto
todas esas esttipidas reglas del gobierno que
prohiben que trabajen con los propietarios.
Si se hace en una medida de emergencia, el
gobierno local puede eliminar el graffiti y
luego cobrarle al duefio o al negocio por la
eliminacion. Esta ciudad ha tenido muchos
trabajadores temporales en la ciudad y no
puedo ver ninguna mejora. jPor Dios, la
calidad de vida es importante!

Con lo anterior, le doy algunas ideas
al Alcalde Rivera y espero que haga algo
porque parece que su mensaje €s que no
le importa o no combatird de manera mas
inteligente y mas dificil la lucha contra el
crimen. ;No comprende que aun cuando la
delincuencia no haya aumentado, no actuar
debidamente dara lugar a un aumento en
las percepciones de los residentes sobre el
delito? El nivel de desorden los llevara a
suponer que la delincuencia, especialmente
la delincuencia violenta, estd aumentando
y les hace sentirse menos seguros y mas
temerosos.

El resultado sugerido de esto es que las
personas evitaran usar las calles y tendran
menos contacto con los demas, lo que
reducira los vinculos con la comunidad e
instalara el aislamiento individual. El efecto
resultante es que estos entornos también
hacen que un vecindario sea mas vulnerable
a la delincuencia. Pero también tendra el
mismo impacto en los delincuentes. Si los
criminales creen lo mismo, entonces la
delincuencia aumenta. Esto muestra como
todo puede contribuir a los problemas y las
percepciones del crimen en una comunidad
determinada.

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NECC’s Addresses Shortage of Early Childhood Educators

There’s a shortage of certified early
childhood educators in Massachusetts,
Northern Essex Community College has
a solution, and it’s attracting attention
statewide.

On Monday, November 20, the college
was invited to present their competency-
based education model for early childhood
educators at the “Governor’s Convening for
Digital Innovation and Lifelong Learning”,
which was held at the Massachusetts Institute
of Technology.

The summit brought together business
and higher education institutions to announce
new partnerships around online learning,
and Governor Baker delivered the keynote
address.

According to Kim Burns, Northern
Essex’s dean of academic innovation and
professional development, early childhood
educators represent the largest education
workforce in the state, but they have the
lowest educational attainment. “There
are 70,000 early childhood educators in
Massachusetts but only one-third have a
college degree,” said Burns. “The teachers
charged with educating our youngest minds
are not all equipped with an academic
background in childhood development or
the science of early learning.”

Burns presented at the summit, along
with Jody Carson, associate professor, Early
Childhood Education, Northern Essex; Carol
Landry, director, The Children’s Place,
Phillips Academy, a Northern Essex partner;
and Winnie Hagan, associate commissioner
for academic affairs and student success,
Department of Higher Education.

Landry, whose school is a practicum
site for Northern Essex Early Childhood
Education students, said “During the first
five years, children are building 90% of
their brain development. Giving young
children well-trained and educated teachers
is critical.”

“l am often forced to pass on a
candidate because I need certification in
the classroom and many candidates do not
have credentials,” said Landry. Having better
educated and trained professionals in the
classrooms increases the quality of care that
MA child care centers offer our communities.
Quality teachers lead to quality programs
which lead to accreditation through the
National Association of Education of Young
Children.

Earlier this year, Northern Essex
received a $180,000 Performance Incentive
Fund grant from the Department of Higher
Education to create a new way of delivering
college courses to current and future
early childhood teachers. This grant was
designed to address the shortage of certified

early childhood teachers by providing an
educational path for students who are in the
field and have a natural gift for teaching
young children but no degree or have a
degree in another field.

In partnership with Middlesex
Community College, Northern Essex is
creating four Early Childhood Education
courses that can be completed through
competency-based learning, which
recognizes student’s prior knowledge,
allows for acceleration of their learning,
and promotes mastery of the content.
Offered online, each of these classes will
have four to seven competencies that
align with professional standards and
must be demonstrated in order to receive
credit. Students will receive ongoing and
personalized support from faculty and a
learning coach.

The college plans to launch those
courses in the fall of 2018 and is currently
working with six other community colleges

and Cambridge College to create a pathway

to a bachelor’s degree in early childhood
education delivered in a competency-based
format.

“These partnerships represents another
opportunity to capitalize on innovation and
deliver an affordable education for people
across the Commonwealth,” Governor
Charlie Baker said. “We appreciate our local
employers and higher education institutions
creating more online programming to help
address the diverse and changing needs of
employers and students, including non-
traditional learners and young people.”

El Servicio de Impuestos Internos, IRS,
inform¢ hoy a los contribuyentes acerca de los
pasos que pueden tomar ahora para garantizar
que su declaracion de impuestos de 2017
se procese sin problemas y a la vez evitar
un retraso en su reembolso el proximo afio.

Retuina documentos

El IRS urge a todos los contribuyentes
a presentar una declaraciéon completa y
precisa al asegurarse que tienen todos
los documentos que necesitan antes de
presentar su declaracion y que incluye su
declaracion de 2016. Esto también incluye
los formularios W-2 de empleadores,
los formularios1099 de bancos y otros
pagadores y los formularios 1095-A del
Mercado para aquellos que reclaman el
crédito tributario de prima. Hacer esto
ayudara a prevenir retrasos en reembolsos
y la necesidad de presentar una declaracion
enmendada mds adelante en la temporada.
Asegurese de que cada empleador, banco
u otro pagador tenga una direccioén postal
actual.

Normalmente, estos formularios
comienzan a llegar en enero. Asegurese de
revisarlos cuidadosamente, y si alguna de la
informacién que se muestra es incorrecta,
comuniquese con el pagador para una
correccion.

Los contribuyentes deben guardar una
copia de la declaraciéon de impuestos del
afio pasado (aio tributario 2016) y todos los
documentos de apoyo por un minimo de tres
afios.

Renovacion de ITINs

Algunas personas con un Numero de
Identificacion Personal del Contribuyente
(ITIN) pueden necesitar renovarlo antes de
fin de afio. Hacerlo con prontitud evitard un
retraso en el reembolso y la posible pérdida
de beneficios tributarios clave.

Cualquier ITIN que no se haya usado en
una declaracion de impuestos en los ultimos

tres afios caducara el 31 de diciembre de
2017. De manera similar, cualquier ITIN
con digitos medios 70, 71, 72 u 80 también
caducara a fin de afio. Cualquier persona
con un ITIN que expire y que planifique
presentar una declaracion en 2018 debe
renovarlo mediante el Formulario W-7.

Una vez se presenta el formulario
completo, generalmente toma
aproximadamente siete semanas para
recibir una carta de asignacion de ITIN
del IRS. Pero puede tomar mas tiempo,
generalmente de nueve a 11 semanas, si
un solicitante espera hasta el pico de la
temporada de impuestos para presentar el
formulario o si lo envia desde el extranjero.

Retraso de reembolso para
aquellos que reclaman el EITC
0 ACTC

Por ley, el IRS no podrd emitir
reembolsos a las personas que reclamen
el Crédito Tributario por Ingreso del
Trabajo (EITC) o el Crédito Tributario
por Hijo Adicional (ACTC) hasta antes de
mediados de febrero. La ley requiere que
el IRS retenga todo el reembolso, incluso
la parte no asociada con EITC o ACTC.

Al mismo tiempo, los
delincuentes estan en la busqueda de datos
confidenciales. Esta informacion incluye
numeros de tarjetas de crédito, cuentas
financieras y numeros de seguro social. Los
delincuentes cibernéticos pueden usar esta
informacion para presentar una declaracion
de impuestos fraudulenta.

Este consejo es parte de la Semana
Nacional de Seguridad Tributaria. EI IRS
se ha asociado con agencias tributarias
estatales, la industria tributaria y grupos
alrededor de todo el pais para recordarle a
las personas la importancia de la proteccion
de datos.

Cualquier persona con presencia en
linea puede tomar pasos simples para
proteger su identidad e informacion
personal. Seguir estos ocho pasos también
puede ayudar a los contribuyentes a
proteger su declaraciéon de impuestos y
reembolso en el 2018:

Al comprar en linea, elija tiendas
familiares. En general, los sitios con una
"s" en "https" al comienzo del URL son
seguros.

Merrimack College officially inducted
the newest members of the Merrimack
Athletics Hall of Fame, as 11 representatives
from the Class of 2017 were enshrined as
part of a special ceremony on campus.

The 11 new inductees joined dozens of
current members for the official re-launch of
the Hall of Fame, which had last inducted a
class in 2004. The ceremony also doubled
as the official opening of a brand-new Hall
of Fame Gallery in a repurposed location in
the Merrimack Athletics Complex's Volpe
Center.

Merrimack College President
Christopher E. Hopey, Ph.D., and Director
of Athletics Jeremy Gibson delivered
remarks throughout the event, welcoming
all former Hall of Fame inductees in
attendance before unveiling the new Hall
of Fame Gallery and All-American wall
in the completely renovated Volpe Center
lobby. The event culminated with each
new inductee receiving a commemorative
framed photo.

Thursday's induction enshrined nine
former student-athletes who brought
distinction, honor and excellence to the
College, as well as two additional individuals
whose merit, special contributions, and
leadership helped advance the College and
its athletic program honored during the
ceremony.

Ten different sports are represented
among that group, with the sports of men's
and women's soccer, women's cross country,
football, men's lacrosse and women's
volleyball all seeing representation for the
first time in school history.

Merrimack College Athletics Hall
of Fame Class of 2017 Inductees

Molly Cindric | Women's Volleyball
| 2011

Molly Cindric was an All-American in
2008, the first in program history. Cindric
finished her career with the most kills
(1,563) and total attack attempts (4,216)
in school history. She led Merrimack to
their first and only two NCAA Tournament
appearances in school history in 2007 and
2008.

Darren Duncan | Men's Basketball
| 2010

Darren Duncan was a two-time All-
American and holds the program record in
assists, free-throws made, and free-throws
attempted. Duncan helped lead Merrimack
to three straight NCAA Tournament
appearances and was named a Bob Cousy
award finalist as the nation's top player as
a senior. Duncan led the NE10 in assists in
all four of his seasons and leads the NE10
in free throws for a career still to this day.

Jim Hrivnak | Men's Ice Hockey
11989

Jim Hrivnak was a four-year member
of the men's ice hockey team and posted
some of the best goaltending numbers in
school history. Hrivnak was named an
All-American in 1988 and is the school
record holder in shutouts in a single season
and a career. Hrivnak was drafted by the
Washington Capitals and went on to play
for the Capitals, Winnipeg, and St. Louis in
his NHL career. Hrivnak is unable to attend
this year's induction ceremony due to a prior
scheduling commitment and will be formally
inducted in 2018.

Andrew Jackson | Football | 2008
Andrew Jackson was the first two-time
All-American in program history. He led

appearance and win in 2006, which also
marked the program's first NE10 title.
Jackson is the only player in program
history to be named a NE10 first team
selection on both offense (return specialist)
and defense (DB). He holds both the NE10
and Merrimack record for most kickoff
return TDs in a season and in a career and
is tied for the program record for career
interceptions.

Andrea Leonard | Women's Cross
Country | 2000

Andrea Leonard was the first three-time
NE10 women's champion in league history.
Those efforts helped pace Merrimack to
its only three conference titles in school
history. Leonard earned all-region honors
twice and was the first Merrimack athlete
to earn Player of the Year honors for three
straight years.

Joelle Martin | Women's
Basketball | 2006

Joelle Martin, a 2016 NE10 Hall of
Fame inductee, led Merrimack to its only
two Final Four appearances and conference
championships and she finished her career
as the program's only 2,000-point scorer.
She also leads the program record books in
scoring average, field goals, and free-throw
percentage. A two-time All-American,
Martin was a four-time all-conference
honoree and was also named the MVP of
the 2004 NE-10 Championship.

Steve McAuliffe | Men's Soccer
1 1998

Steve McAuliffe, a 2012 NE10 Hall
of Fame inductee, was an NE10 First
Team selection each of his four years at
Merrimack and twice was named the NE-
10 Defensive Player of the Year. He was
the NE10 Player of the Year and an All-
American in 1997. His 45 career goals, 48
assists, and 138 points place him second
in school history. McAuliffe helped lead
Merrimack to three regular season and
tournament championships.

Raffaella Paparo | Softball | 1996

Raffaella Paparo was a key member of
Merrimack's 1994 National Championship
team and was inducted in the NE10 Hall
of Fame in 2011. She was a four-time All-
NEI10 first team selection and also won
NE10 Rookie of the Year and NE10 Player
ofthe Year honors. She was a four-time All-
American and helped lead the Warriors to
a 61-7 conference record.

Sue Plante | Women's Soccer | 1990
A 2007 NE10 Hall of Fame inductee,

Sue Plante was the first NE10 women's
soccer All-American in conference history.
She led her team to three NE-10 titles and
was named the NE10 Rookie of the Year and
NE10 Player of the Year over the course her
career. Plante was also a four-time NE10 first
team selection and ranks second in career
saves in Division II history.

Greg Rogowski | Men's Lacrosse
| 2009

Greg Rogowski, a 2014 NE10 Hall
of Fame inductee, was a four-time All-
American selection and a two-time
NEI10 Player of the Year. A four-time all-
conference first team selection, Rogowski
led the Warriors to their first-ever NCAA
Tournament appearance in 2009 and is the
program's all-time leader in goals and points
and is also the only player in school history
with at least 300 points. He also set the
Merrimack single-season record for goals
with 71 as a rookie.

Richard Gallant | Special
Contributor | H'15

Richard Gallant H'15 the President of
the Islanders Hockey Organization, one of
the premier development and competitive
hockey programs in New England. Richard
and his wife Susanna and the Islanders are
also the founding partners and investors
of Merrimack's Gallant Arena. Gallant is
a Vice Chair of Competing for Good, the
athletics initiative of the Together for Good
Campaign. The Gallants have generously
donated one of the largest gifts in school
history - a $2 million gift in 2012 to fund the
Agenda for Distinction and have provided
over $3.7 million to support Merrimack.
Richard received his honorary degree from
Merrimack in 2015 and provided a lead gift
to support the new athletic district facilities
as a part of the capital campaign.

Dave McGillivray | Special
Contributor | 1976, H'12

Dave McGillivray is the President
and Owner of Dave McGillivray Sports
Enterprises, specializing in creating,
marketing and producing mass participatory
athletic events throughout the U.S. and
abroad. McGillivray manages more than
25 road races per year including the BAA
Boston Marathon where he has served as
race director since the 1980s. He also raised
money for a Merrimack scholarship fund by
bicycling more than 1,000 miles throughout
New England in 1983. The founder of the
DMSE Sports Classic at Merrimack in
2016, McGillivray delivered Merrimack's
Commencement address at Merrimack in
2012 and received an honorary degree.

Old Boston Garden

The old and now torn down Boston
Garden had many memories. It opened
on November 17th 1928 with a boxing
show. Dorchester’s Honey Boy Finnegan
a local featherweight favorite wins the
world’s featherweight title by upsetting the
champion Andre Routis.

Three nights later the Montreal
Canadians shutout the home town Bruins
by a 1- 0 score. On January 4th 1929, it
was professional wrestling at the Garden
with the heavyweight Championship on the
line. Ed “Strangler” Lewis was defending
his title against Gus Sonnenburg and after
a grueling match, it was Lewis losing two
falls to one to pass his title to Sonnenburg.

On March 5th 1929, the Bruins hockey
team beats the NY Rangers to win their first
Stanley cup ever. April had The Ringling
Brothers Barnum and Bailey Circus playing
to a full house. It was a three-ring circus
and was playing at the Garden for the first
of many engagements in the Hub.

A monster political rally was the next
huge event and the crowd attended to back
James Michael Curley who aspired to the
position of Mayor of the City on November
3rd of the same year 1929. Many political
pundits felt the circus clowns, monkeys and
politicians should have played the Garden
together but feared the voters would have
trouble telling one from the other.

On January 13th 1930 it was high
school hockey taking to the Garden ice
as the Greater Boston Scholastic Hockey
League and it was the first time the high
schoolers displayed their talent in the
Causeway St. building.

A six-day national bike race was the
next attraction in April of 1933. A year later
in April of 1934, the largest indoor man-
made lake in the world covered the parquet
as part of a large hunting and fishing show.
Amazing you say!

How about this? In December of 1935
they erected inside this building a five-story
ski jump as part of the winter sports carnival.

The Notre Dame Fighting Irish Football
Team took on the 1935 College All Stars and
won a close game 10-9 in what must have
been the first ever football game played in a
domed stadium. It was also the only football
game played at the Garden.

Sonia Heinie a great Olympic Swedish
beauty and a future movie star appeared at
the Garden in her professional skating debut
and all who attended left with a bounce in

their step after seeing a lively performance.
The show was billed as the Skating Carnival
of 1936.

Tex Rickard a huckster started at the
new building in 1927 and was a boxing
promoter and the Don King or Bob Arum
of his time. Rickard died in 1928 and his
partners Dick Dunn and Harold Dibbles took
over his controlling interest.

Walter Brown later became the General
Manager of the business after one Harold
Lapham bought controlling interest he
also owned the Boston Arena and Madison
Square Garden which he merged with the
Boston Garden. Brown named his dad
George as his Boston manager.

In 1936 midget racing cars took over on
the Garden floor. 1938 had a swing concert
with the “King of Swing” Benny Goodman
and his band sold out the place and featured
a raucous jitterbug contest.

Rudy Vallee a crooning heartthrob of
the day was an added attraction. The Bruins
copped their 2nd cup beating Toronto 3-1.

They played pro softball inside this
building in June of 1939. Baseball was
played there in November of the same year.

Franklin Delano Roosevelt held a huge
political rally in the Causeway St. building
on October 30th 1940.

Gene Autry and his beautiful horse
named Champion starred in a rodeo also in
1940.

The Ice Capades and Joe Louis beating
Al McCoy on a 6th round TKO rounded out
1940.

In 1943 in May the “we will never die”
anti-Nazi rally drew sellout crowds and
the Tech Tourney featuring High school
hoopsters made its debut.

Roy Rogers and his beautiful steed a
palomino named Trigger delighted the crowd
for a 10-day rodeo engagement.

The United Fund Rally co-starring
legendary comedian Jimmy Durante and
Oscar winner for her role in “Mrs. Miniver”,
the vivacious Greer Garson, hosted the event.
They were accompanied by the Boston
Symphony Orchestra.

George Burns and his comedic wife
Gracie Allen whose “Say good night Gracie”
line still makes people smile today, hosted
the same rally the next year.

The Toronto Huskies won the first of
many NBA games to be played in the future.
The score was 53-49 on November 16th
1946. Oh, yeah, the losers the Boston Celtics.

Boycotting WCEC 1490

In our front page, and later on pages 12
and 13, we have a list of businesses that were
either advertisers or plan to advertise in the
future on WCEC 1490 AM but are joining a
group protesting the recent censorship.

The business cards that were not
published in this edition will appear next
week. Anyone who might want his or her
establishment listed in support of this action
should call City Councilor Brian De Peiia.

There is enough anger in our community
about having the daily programming blocked
on November 6 and 7 (Election Day) due
to complaints about the political talk on
several programs. Most of these programs
were supporting one mayoral candidate in
particular.

The measure taken by Pat Costa and The
Eagle-Tribune is a direct contradiction of
what the First Amendment of the Constitution
guarantees:

An attorney specializing on civil rights
gave me a clear explanation of what’s
protected under the First Amendment. He
narrowed it down to, “The First Amendment
protects the speech we don’t like because the
speech we like doesn’t need protection.”

In some circumstances, the Supreme
Court has held that certain types of speech are
of only “low” First Amendment value, such
as: defamation, true threats, obscenity, child
pornography and commercial advertising.

In the case of commercial advertising,
for example, speech advertising a product or
service is constitutionally protected, but not
as much as other speech. For instance, the
government may ban misleading commercial
advertising, but it generally can’t ban
misleading political speech.

Outside these narrow categories of “low”
value speech, most other content-based
restrictions on speech are presumptively
unconstitutional. Even entertainment,
vulgarity, “hate speech” (bigoted speech
about particular races, religions, sexual
orientations, and the like), blasphemy (speech

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that offends people’s religious sensibilities),
and violent video games are protected by the
First Amendment. The Supreme Court has
generally been very reluctant to expand the
list of “low” value categories of speech.

But starting in the 1920s, the Supreme
Court began to read the First Amendment
more broadly, and this trend accelerated in
the 1960s. Today, the legal protection offered
by the First Amendment is stronger than ever
before in our history.

What bothers me most is the attitude
of the Lawrence delegation on this issue
of censorship. I sent them an email asking
for a quote because we need to know where
they stand; after all, they are supposed to be
representing us and this is a big problem we
are facing. What’s going to happen next year
being another election year?

State Representatives Frank Moran,
Juana Matias and Diana DiZoglio as well
as State Senator Barbara L’Italien have kept
quiet, ignoring my request.

What a way to represent the interests of
the people!

State Rep.Juana Matias

I think Juana is detached from the city
she is supposed to represent. I recommend
that she reads Rumbo more often to find out
what really goes on here.

Wednesday morning she sent out a
press release thanking Mayor Dan Rivera
for his support in the Congressional race
and she should have ended with just the
“thanks.” It reads in part, “And I am so
grateful to have Mayor Rivera’s support,
who brought an unwavering work ethic
toward ensuring Lawrence continues to
move forward.”

Ethic? Making promises he didn’t
keep about hiring “the best qualified
individuals”, hiring unqualified people
for so many well-paid positions, firing
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qualified employees for no reason or
without the benefit of progressive discipline
to hire cronies, using DPW employees to
do major repairs in his house and getting
paid overtime on Saturdays by the city,
and converting City Hall into a heaven for
sexual deviants.

Sin embargo, luego de huracanes y otros
desastres, el IRS urge a los contribuyentes a
estar en alerta a esquemas que puedan resultar
de estos eventos recientes.

“Aunque las estafas evolucionan
con el transcurso del tiempo y se ajustan
para reflejar eventos en las noticias, estos
esquemas generalmente son variaciones
de alguna tematica previamente usada,”
dijo John Koskinen, Comisionado del IRS.
“Si reconoce la amenaza y toma los pasos
para protegerse podra defenderse de los
estafadores.”

Mientras que individuos y negocios
luchan con la devastacion tras el paso de los
huracanes Harvey, Irma y Maria, asi como
de los fuegos en el oeste, los criminales
podrian aprovecharse de esta situacion al
crear organizaciones benéficas falsas para
obtener dinero o informacién personal de
contribuyentes. También podrian intentar
engafar a las victimas al hacerse pasar por
una agencia de ayuda o entidad benéfica que
proveera ayuda. Tales estafas y solicitudes de
donaciones podrian involucrar el contacto por
teléfono, medios sociales, email o en persona.

A continuacion, algunas de las estafas
que el IRS ha visto recientemente:

Estafas de tipo phishing

Recientemente, el IRS ha visto dichas es-
tafas por correo electronico cuyo blanco son
los profesionales de impuestos, profesionales
de ndomina y personal de recursos humanos,
asi como contribuyentes individuales.

En intentos de phishing por medio
de correo electronico, los criminales se
hacen pasar por una persona u organizacion
en la cual el contribuyente confia y que
reconoce. Puede que logren hackear una
cuenta de correo electronico y envien correos
electronicos masivos en nombre de otra
persona. Puede que se hagan pasar por un
banco, una compaiia de tarjeta de crédito,
proveedor de software de impuestos o
agencia gubernamental. Si una persona hace
clic en uno de estos emails, éste los lleva a
sitios web falsos creado por los estafadores
que parecen auténticos, pero que contienen
paginas falsas de ingreso. Estos criminales
esperan que las victimas muerdan el anzuelo
y proporcionen dinero, contrasefias, numeros
de seguro social, y otra informacion que
pueda resultar en el robo de identidad.

Correos electrénicos que tienen como
motivo estafar a los demas, asi como sitios
web, también pueden infectar computadoras
con malware sin que el usuario se dé cuenta.
El malware puede darle al criminal acceso
al aparato, permitiéndole acceder archivos
con informacién personal o trazar el orden
de los teclados presionados para exponer
informacion de ingreso.

Si algin contribuyente recibe un correo
no solicitado que aparenta ser del IRS o de
un programa vinculado al IRS, tal como
el Sistema Electronico de Pago Tributario
Federal (EFTPS por sus siglas en inglés),
reportelo enviandolo a phishing@irs.gov.
Aprenda mas en la pagina Reporte practica
fraudulenta de pesca de informacion.

El IRS generalmente no inicia
comunicacioén con los contribuyentes para
solicitar informacion personal o financiera.

Esto incluye cualquier tipo de comunicacion
electronica, tal como mensajes de texto o
medios sociales. El IRS tiene informacion
en linea que puede ayudar a proteger a
los contribuyentes de estafas por correo
electronico.

Estafas telefonicas

El IRS nunca llama y deja mensajes
pregrabados con tono de urgencia y
solicitando la devolucion de la llamada.
Por medio de estas tacticas, a la victima
se le dice que si no devuelve la llamada se
emitird una orden de arresto a su nombre.

E1IRS recientemente comenz6 a enviar
cartas a los contribuyentes que tienen
deudas tributarias atrasadas para avisar
que sus cuentas se han asignado a una de
cuatro agencias privadas de recaudacion (en
inglés). Por esta razon, los contribuyentes
deben tener cuidado con estafadores que
se hacen pasar por representantes de estas
agencias. Aquellas agencias autorizadas por
el IRS tnicamente llamaran acerca de una
deuda tributaria que la persona ha tenido —y
de la cual ya habria estado enterada — por
varios afios. Estos contribuyentes también
habrian recibido comunicacion previa del
IRS acerca de su deuda tributaria.

Aprenda a distinguir cuando es
el IRS quien verdaderamente le
llama o busca

El IRS inicia la mayoria de las
comunicaciones por medio del Servicio
Postal de los EE. UU. Sin embargo, hay
circunstancias especiales en las cuales el IRS
le puede llamar o visitar a su residencia o
negocio, tal como cuando un contribuyente
tiene una deuda tributaria vencida, o para
asegurar una declaracion de impuestos que
no se ha presentado a tiempo, un pago de
impuestos atrasado de empleador, para hacer
un recorrido de su negocio como parte de una
auditoria o durante investigaciones criminales.

Atun entonces, los contribuyentes
usualmente primero recibiran varias cartas
(mejor conocidas como “avisos”) del IRS
por correo postal.

Fraude de reembolso tributario —
Robo de identidad

El robo de identidad relacionado con
los impuestos ocurre cuando alguien usa
un nimero de seguro social robado o un
numero de identificacion del contribuyente
(ITIN) para presentar una declaracion
de impuestos en la cual se reclama un
reembolso fraudulento.

En2015, el IRS se unid con representantes
de la industria de software de impuestos,
agencias de preparacion de impuestos,
procesadores de productos de némina y
finanzas y administradores de agencias
tributarias estatales para combatir el robo de
identidad relacionado al fraude de reembolso
y proteger a los contribuyentes del pais. Este
grupo — la Cumbre de Seguridad —ha llevado
a cabo una serie de campafias publicas de
concienciacion dirigidas a los contribuyentes
bajo el esfuerzo de Impuestos. Seguridad.
Unidos. Para los profesionales de impuestos,
las campafias Proteja a sus clientes; protéjase
a si mismo y No muerda el anzuelo animan
a la comunidad tributaria a tomar los pasos
para protegerse de los ladrones de identidad
y criminales cibernéticos.

Recordatorios de seguridad para
los contribuyentes
El IRS y sus socios les recuerdan a

los contribuyentes que pueden hacer su
parte para ayudar con este esfuerzo. Los
contribuyentes y profesionales de impuestos
deben:

*  Siempre usar software de seguridad con
protecciones antivirus y firewall. Asegurese
que el software de seguridad siempre esté
operacional y se actualice automaticamente.
Codifique archivos con informacion privada
tal como documentos tributarios que hayan
sido guardados en computadoras y aparatos.
Use contrasefias dificiles de adivinar.

* Aprenda a reconocer y evite correos
electronicos de phishing, llamadas
amenazantes y mensajes de textos haciéndose
pasar por organizaciones legitimas tales como
bancos, compailias de tarjetas de crédito y
agencias gubernamentales, incluso el IRS.
No haga clic en enlaces o descargue anexos
de correos desconocidos o sospechosos.

* Proteja la informacion personal. No
cargue su tarjeta de seguro social, y asegure
que sus archivos tributarios estén en un lugar
seguro. Trate su informacion personal como
si fuera dinero en efectivo. Es decir, no deje
su informacion en lugares donde pueda estar
al alcance de cualquier persona.

Senales directas de una estafa:

El IRS (y sus agencias privadas y
autorizadas de recaudacion) jamas:
*  Llamaran para solicitar pago inmediato
exigiendo un método especifico de pago
como una tarjeta de débito prepagada, una
tarjeta de regalo o un giro postal. El IRS
usa estos métodos para recaudar pagos
tributarios. Tipicamente, el IRS primero
enviara una factura por correo a cualquier
contribuyente que adeuda impuestos.

Todos los pagos tributarios deben hacerse
unicamente a nombre del Departamento del
Tesoro de EE. UU. y los cheques jamas se
deben hacer a nombre de terceros.

* Amenazaran con enviar a la policia
local de manera inmediata u otras agencias
del orden publico para supuestamente
arrestar al contribuyente por no pagar.

»  Exigiran que se paguen los impuestos sin
antes darle al contribuyente la oportunidad
de cuestionar o apelar la cantidad adeudada.
*  Pediran niimeros de tarjeta de crédito o
débito por teléfono.

Para personas que no adeudan
impuestos ni tienen razon de
pensar que adeudan:

*  No proporcione ninguna informacion.
Concluya la llamada inmediatamente.

*  Comuniquese con el Inspector General
del Tesoro para la Administracién de
Impuestos, TIGTA. Use la pagina web que
tiene disponible para Reportar estafas en que
se hacen pasar por el IRS. De otra manera,
llame al 800-366-4484.

*  Denuncielo con la Comision Federal del
Comercio. Use el Asistente de Quejas a través
de FTC.gov. Por favor indique que se trata de
la estafa telefonica de IRS en su reporte.

Para personas que si adeudan
impuestos y lo saben:

* Busque informaciéon de su cuenta
tributaria en linea en IRS.gov para ver el
total de su deuda actual. Los contribuyentes
también pueden ver sus opciones de pago.
e Llame al nimero indicado en la factura, o
* Llame al IRS al 800-829-1040. Los
operadores del IRS le podran ayudar.

PopularBachelor Completion Programs

Two local colleges, Northern Essex
Community College and Merrimack
College, are partnering to offer non-
traditional students an affordable route to a
bachelor’s degree.

Students who complete an associate
degree at Northern Essex can complete
their bachelor’s degrees in psychology or
child, family & community studies (CFC)
at Merrimack in 24 months. The Merrimack
courses are offered evenings and every
other Saturday so students can work while
attending college. The tuition includes
books and meals.

“Students love the special treatment by
the Merrimack staff,” says Grace Young, dean
of academic and career advising, articulation
and transfer. “Students with busy schedules
receive a great education.” Afterearning her
associate degree at Northern Essex, Elysha
Heymans of Andover, was eager to enroll in
a bachelor degree completion program that
was accessible and convenient. She found
what she was looking for in Merrimack’s
bachelor’s degree completion program.

Merrimack accepts all of the NECC
associate degree credits.

Like many of the nearly 400 non-
traditional students who have attended these
completion programs over the last 5 years,
Heymans works days and attends school a
night. The programs are designed as six,
15-week semesters to be completed in 24
months. Hybrid courses combine on-campus
classes with online learning. The cohort
schedule includes three courses during the
fall and spring terms, and two courses during
the summer terms.

There are other benefits to this evening
program as well.

“Another benefit is that your advisors
take all the stress away by signing you up
for your classes and getting your books
for you... it has allowed me to stay stress
free and stay focused on my schoolwork,”
Heymans said.

Merrimack uses a cohort model in
which students begin classes and graduate
with the same group of classmates. Classes
are held Tuesday and Thursday evenings
and every other Saturday. This has made
Heyman’s experience at Merrimack better
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NECC alumna Elysha Heymans of Andover
is one of the many NECC graduates to
take advantage of the partnership between
Northern Essex and Merrimack College to
offer evening bachelor degree completion
programs.

than she could have imagined. “You get the
opportunity to bond with your classmates,
motivate and support each other, and create
a network of professional contacts in your
field as well.”

While Heymans is enrolled in the
psychology completion program, it’s
the CFC program that is most popular.
Students interested in pursuing careers
in teaching at the early childhood and
elementary education level, education
administration, human services, and
community advocacy can enroll in this
program which has several tracks including
teacher preparation leading to licensure,
family and community engagement, and
leadership and administration.

Plays for NECC Knights

After playing basketball for
Northern Essex Community College
playing for a professional basketball
in Turkey should be a slam dunk for
Guney Kilitcioglu and Emir Alagoz.

The two Turkish natives, who
have studied English since the first
grade, are in their first semester at
Northern Essex. Both are members
of the 10-man, Knights basketball
team under the tutelage of longtime
NECC basketball coach Joe Tardif.

"It is a pleasure to have both
Guney and Emir on the basketball
team this year. They both bring a
work ethic to the classroom and the
basketball court that many of the
American players do not have,” said
Tardiff. “They are a great addition to
the team.”

The young men are among the
more than two dozen international
students enrolled at NECC.

“Guney and Emir have integrated
very well on campus, both in the
classroom and with their teammates,

" said Daniel Blair, NECC’s director
of NECC'’s athletics. "Regardless
of the sport, international students
bring a unique style of play and have
always brought an added sense of
maturity to their teams on the court.”

Kilitcioglu, 18, arrived in the states just
this past summer to play Amateur Athletic
Union (AAU) Basketball in California.
Alagoz, 19, has been here for two years
having attended The Phelps School in
Pennsylvania and Victory Rock Prep in
Florida. He also attended the California
AAU program this past summer.

The two aspiring professional basketball
players shared an academic advisor. They
became accidental roommates when it was
recommended they both attend NECC and
play basketball. American college basketball
is unlike college basketball in Turkey, they
explain. In Europe college teams are not
supported by the schools. The club teams
are instead where the competition lies. Time
spent on an American college or university’s
parquet, they said, is certain to give them
credibility in the EuroLeague where, they
noted, Turkey currently has the best team
in the league. It is their goal to be playing
in that league within the next few years.

Kilitcioglu, a business transfer major,
and Alagoz, a psychology major, intend to
transfer to a four-year college or university

to pursue their bachelor degrees and
continue shooting hoops.

They credit Tardif with being helpful
and patient with them. It has taken some
time for them to learn the American
approach to basketball.

“In Europe it is more of a team sport,”
said Kilitcioglu. “And it is much more
physical playing defense...you can’t touch
here or you get fouled.”

At six foot three inches, Kilitcioglu
plays shooting guard or point guard. Alagoz,
at six feet two inches, is also a point guard.
Haverhill’s suburban setting has taken some
getting used to, they said. With no car and
no license, they rely on public transportation
to travel from their downtown Haverhill
apartment. Both were raised in Istanbul, the
most populated city in Turkey, so Haverhill
and its environs seems a little sleepy. The
lack of local flavorful Turkish fare has been
challenging. They are eager to return to
Turkey during the semester break.

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Commonwealth Commitment College
Affordability Program Expanded

Massachusetts college students enrolled
in the Commonwealth Commitment
program will now be able to choose from
more than 40 majors, up from the initial six
offered last year, to qualify for the discounts
and rebates aimed at making a bachelor’s
degree more affordable.

With the program’s expansion, greater
numbers of students will be able to save
an average 40 percent off the cost of a
traditional bachelor’s degree by starting
their course of study at one of the state’s 15
community colleges — including Middlesex
Community College — and then transferring
to a state university or University of
Massachusetts campus.

Students will have significantly more
options to choose from in the “MassTransfer
A2B” — Associates to Bachelor’s — degree-
mapped programs which guarantee that course
credits transfer between community colleges
and the state’s public four-year universities.

Students who sign up for the
Commonwealth Commitment can choose
from a wide range of majors that collectively
represent 75 percent of the majors chosen
by current public college and university
students. The programs include computer
science, business, criminal justice,
architectural, industrial and graphic design,
communications and early education, as
well as liberal arts and sciences.

“This program is designed to make col-
lege more affordable for students and make it
easier to earn a college degree in the Common-
wealth,” said Gov. Charlie Baker. “By expand-

ing the number of majors available through
the Commonwealth Commitment program,
our administration believes more students will
be encouraged to pursue an affordable degree
and transition into strong career opportunities
right here in Massachusetts.”

“The Commonwealth Commitment
program is designed to reduce cost and
increase completion and graduation rates
for students moving from the community
colleges to state universities and UMass
campuses,” said Lt. Gov. Karyn Polito. “By
opening this program to more majors, we
expect more students to take advantage of this
college affordability program, so they can go
to school full-time and complete on-time.”

All majors offered by the Massachusetts
College of Art and Design, as well as
six specialty programs offered by the
Massachusetts Maritime Academy will
also now be eligible for Commonwealth
Commitment discounts.

“We know that students who do not
go to college full-time, largely because
they cannot afford to, are less likely than
their peers to complete their degrees,”
Education Secretary James Peyser said.
“The Commonwealth Commitment is a
new pathway we developed to make college
completion a reality for more students by
making it more affordable.”

“What began as a small pilot program
is now poised to expand dramatically to
serve more students in the 2017-18 academic
year,” said Carlos E. Santiago, Massachusetts
Commissioner of Higher Education. “While

v
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many states have begun experimenting
with ways to reduce college costs, the
Commonwealth Commitment is unique in
creating incentives for students to earn two
degrees in four years. We're hoping that
students who may not have thought they could
afford a bachelor's degree will be convinced
to continue on with their education.”

In the spring of 2016, the Baker-Polito
Administration launched the Commonwealth
Commitment to provide Massachusetts
students with discounts on tuition through
transfer. Students first earn an associate degree
at one of the state’s 15 community colleges
and then complete bachelor’s degree at any
public four-year institution. Once enrolled,
students’ tuition and mandatory fees are
frozen; they also receive rebates up to 10
percent at the end of each semester and a
tuition waiver or credit during their junior and
senior years. Students are required to go to
school full-time and maintain a 3.0 grade point
("B") average. Students can realize savings
of 40 percent or more off the typical sticker
price for a four-year degree, depending on
the colleges they chose to attend, before other
state and federal financial aid is factored in.

Students who enrolled in the
Commonwealth Commitment program
last year reported using their rebates to buy
textbooks, pay the interest on student loans
or receive credits toward next semester’s bill.

“I fully support the efforts to expand the
Commonwealth Commitment's programs of
study and majors. This move will strengthen
the program by increasing affordability and

accessibility to higher education, which
are keys to building a well-educated 21st-
century workforce,” said James C. Mabry,
President of Middlesex Community College.
