Santa Claus Adds Second E-ZPass
Transponder to Account

North Pole and Massachusetts residents reminded that accounts can have

multiple transponders

The Massachusetts Department of
Transportation (MassDOT) is pleased to
announce it has provided Santa Claus of
the North Pole with a second “universal”
transponder for use by Mrs. Claus.

E-ZPass transponders are available at
any customer service center, at Registry
of Motor Vehicle service locations and can
be obtained via www.ezdrivema.com, but
MassDOT was happy to hand-deliver this
second transponder to Mr. Claus while he
was at the Prudential Center in Boston.

Last year, MassDOT provided Santa
Claus with the first ever universal travel
E-ZPass to allow the North Pole resident to
travel state to state when necessary and also
allow international travel without having
to open an E-ZPass account in each state
or country. This second transponder will
enable Mrs. Claus to pay her toll charges
through her husband’s E-ZPass account as
Massachusetts E-ZPass accounts are set up
so that multiple transponders can be added
to each account.

As with every customer, MassDOT
officials encouraged Mr. Claus to add Mrs.
Claus’ license plate number to his E-ZPass
account if she is traveling by vehicle, but
noted that its legal department reports
that airborne reindeer-led sleighs are not
mandated to have a license plate.

In regular circumstances, transponders
are required to be mounted on the windshield.
Given the Claus’ unconventional choice of a
travel vehicle, MassDOT staff recommended
that North Pole elves affix the transponder
to a different location.

Mr. Claus was also informed that his wife
should feel free to contact E-ZPass customer
service personnel by phone, email, or mail
should she have any questions regarding
her transponder or if other famous reindeer
require transponders for their own travels.

MassDOT advises travelers that
residents of any state, (and continent),
are eligible to receive a free E-ZPass MA
transponder and receive a discounted toll
rate by visiting www.ezdrivema.com.

"Como alguien que ha
trabajado en el mundo de las
nuevas empresas, sé cuan vital
es una Internet abierta", dijo
el Representante Vargas en un
comunicado.

La legislacion fue modelada después

de un proyecto de ley en la Legislatura
del Estado de Washington, que tiene como
objetivo proteger a los consumidores y
preservar un espacio abierto en Internet.
El proyecto de ley de Vargas dirige el
Departamento de Telecomunicaciones
y Cable del Departamento de Servicios
Publicos para proteger a los consumidores
y abrir el acceso a Internet en todo el
estado. El proyecto de ley también le da a
la Procuradora General permiso para hacer
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cumplir la cooperacion de las empresas con
las practicas neutrales de la red tal como se
describen.

A pesar del fallo de la FCC, el estado
de Massachusetts ha comenzado a explorar
formas para mantener los principios de
neutralidad de la red a nivel estatal. La
Fiscal General Maura Healy recientemente

se unio al Fiscal General de Nueva York para
presentar una demanda multiestatal contra la
FCC por su retroceso de las protecciones de
neutralidad de la red.

Vargas fue elegido el 7 de noviembre
de 2017 y juramentado el 15 de noviembre
de 2017. Anteriormente fue miembro del
Concejo Municipal de Haverhill.

Representative Andy X.Vargasfiles
first bill to preserve net neutrality
in Massachusetts

Representative Andy X. Vargas
(D-Haverhill) today filed his first piece of
legislation, An Act Protecting Consumers
by Prohibiting Blocking, Throttling, or Paid
Prioritization in the Provision of Internet
Service which moves to uphold the FCC’s
2015 net neutrality rules. The FCC voted
on December 14 to strike the existing
protections of net neutrality.

“As someone who has worked in the
start-up world, I know how vital an open
internet is,” said Representative Vargas in a
statement. “The FCC’s recent vote to knock
down net neutrality principles hurts small
businesses, entrepreneurs, and individual
consumers, ultimately raising the price
of internet services and limiting service
options. I proposed this legislation to prevent
a widening of the digital divide and to
protect the innovators and change-makers in
Haverhill and across our Commonwealth.I
look forward to studying further ways in
which we can preserve net neutral practices.”
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The legislation was modeled after a bill
in the Washington State Legislature, which
aims to protect consumers and preserve an
open internet space. Vargas’ bill directs the
Department of Public Utilities” Department
of Telecommunications and Cable to
protect consumers and open internet access
throughout the commonwealth. The bill
also gives the Attorney General permission
to enforce businesses’ cooperation with net
neutral practices as they are outlined.

Despite the FCC ruling, the
Commonwealth of Massachusetts has
begun exploring ways in which to uphold
net neutrality principles at the state level.
Attorney General Maura Healy recently
joined New York Attorney General in filing
a multistate lawsuit against the FCC for their
rollback of net neutrality protections.

Vargas was elected on November 7,
2017, and sworn in on November 15, 2017.
He previously served on the Haverhill City
Council.

Legislature Passes Bill to Expand
Language Opportunities for Students

Representative Frank A. Moran
(D-Lawrence, Andover, Methuen) joined his
colleagues in the Massachusetts Legislature
to pass bipartisan legislation that updates
the existing statute relative to English
language education in the Commonwealth’s
public schools. An Act relative to language
opportunity for our kids, also known as the
LOOK bill, promotes research-based best
practices for programs serving English
learners (EL).

Since the year 2000, the number of EL
students in Massachusetts has doubled to
more than 90,204 students, or 9.5 percent
of the student population. While statewide
graduation rates for students have risen
over the past ten years, the achievement
gap between EL students and their peers
persists.

“I’m pleased that at the conclusion of
this conference committee we’ve arrived
at a bill that we believe will better serve
the English language learners across the
Commonwealth,” said Representative
Frank Moran. “This bill works to rectify a
situation that has seen our public schools
fall short in educating these particular
students. I want to thank my colleagues on
this committee for their hard work to find
a solution for these students.”

This bill expands on the current
mandate requiring schools to use Sheltered

English Immersion (SEI) as the default
English learner program model by giving
schools the flexibility to establish programs
based on the diverse needs of their students.
Under this legislation, school districts
can maintain current SEI programming
or choose to implement an alternative
instructional program that meets federal
and state standards.

This bill supports parental choice
and involvement by expanding the role of
Parental Advisory Councils and allowing
parents the flexibility to choose programs
that best meet their child’s needs.

To better identify and assist English
learners, this legislation requires greater
tracking of academic performance and
enhanced review of programs. Furthermore,
this legislation directs the Department of
Elementary and Secondary Education to
develop additional guidelines and supports
for school districts.

Recognizing bilingualism and biliteracy
as valuable strengths for students in a 21st
century world, this legislation establishes
a state Seal of Biliteracy. The seal will be
awarded by participating school districts
to students who have attained a high level
of proficiency in English, and one or more
foreign languages.

This bill will now move to the Governor
for his signature.

Middlesex CC Helps First-
Generation Students Thrive

Almost half of all Middlesex
Community College students are the first
members of their family to attend college.
Ann Buskey, Director of MCC’s TRIO
Student Success Program, understands this
can be both a source of great pride and an
overwhelming challenge.

According to a recent report from
the Institute of Education Sciences, only
about 20 percent of first-generation college
students obtained a four-year degree
10 years after their sophomore year of
high school, compared to 42 percent of
continuing-generation students. “Having
somebody at home — a parent, a sibling,
a relative — who understands the college
process is a huge advantage,” said Buskey.

Registration is now open for spring-
semester courses that begin Monday, Jan.
22,2018.

For more than 25 years, MCC’s
federally supported TRIO programs
have provided qualified students with
comprehensive and coordinated services
that significantly increase their rates of
retention, graduation and transfer.

Buskey and her Student Success
Program team work with 200 students
each year who are either first-generation
to college, low-income, or have a disability
— or a combination of the three. The
overwhelming majority of TRIO students
—more than 95 percent — have one thing in

common: They are first-generation students.

“The overall goal of TRIO is really
about breaking the cycle of poverty by
helping students earn a bachelor’s degree
or higher,” she explained. “Our goal is for
these students to graduate and transfer to a
bachelor’s-degree program.”

TRIO students receive a variety
of support services, including one-on-
one tutoring, financial-aid advising, and
personal, career and transfer counseling.
Buskey’s team even takes students on tours
of four-year colleges.

Basically, TRIO students receive help
navigating the entire college process. “We
like to think of our staff and students as
the TRIO family,” said Buskey. “It’s a
partnership. They have to do all the work,
but we are here to support them.”

NECC has Site for Downtown Haverhill
Culinary Arts & Hospitality Center

If all goes as planned, Northern Essex
Community College’s new Culinary Arts &
Hospitality Center will be located in “The
Heights at Haverhill”, a 10-story, 65,000
square-foot luxury mixed-use development
that Lupoli Companies is building at 192
Merrimack St in downtown Haverhill.

The state’s Division of Capital Asset
Management and Maintenance (DCAMM)
recently selected this site from three
proposals submitted, and the next step will
be to negotiate a lease. The college plans
to open the center in 2019.

“We are very excited about this news,”
said Lane Glenn, president of Northern
Essex. “This site has everything we need,
and we are looking forward to partnering
with Lupoli Companies and contributing
to the exciting revitalization of downtown
Haverhill.”

Northern Essex would lease space on
the second and third floors of the building
and that space will include culinary labs, a
computer lab, and classroom space. The

building will also have a first-floor restaurant
and a 10th floor function facility, which
would provide internship opportunities for
Northern Essex students.

“Lupoli Companies is proud to be
developing an innovative mixed-use project
in the city of Haverhill”, said Sal Lupoli,
CEO of Lupoli Companies. “It is through
a collaboration with city officials and
local businesses that Lupoli Companies
can support cutting-edge education and
entrepreneurship programs that fuel
economic growth and job creation in
Haverhill and throughout the Merrimack
Valley.”

NECC currently offers an Associate of
Science Degree in Business Management:
Hospitality Option and is planning to offer
a Culinary Arts Certificate program.

The college has been planning
the center in partnership with Whittier
Regional Vocational Technical High School
and Merrimack Valley employers, and
anticipates sharing classroom space with a

When student veterans walk into
the Northern Essex Community College
Veterans Services office they will find
someone who talks their talk and has shared
experiences.

Sean Goldman, 32, of Derry, NH, is
a former U.S. Marine who served in Iraq,
Belgium, Tanzania, and China. He splits
his time between serving as director of the
Veterans Services office and as a mental
health clinician to the general student
population in Student Life.

The son of a career U.S. Marine,
Goldman grew up attending schools in five
states along the Eastern Seaboard. After
graduating from high school in Florida, he
briefly attended college before deciding
to enlist in the Marines where he worked
as an electronic maintenance technician.
He served for eight years, working his
way up to sergeant. During that time he
earned his under graduate degree through
“distance learning” from St. Leo University
in Florida.

After leaving the Marines, Goldman
earned his master’s in clinical social
work from Boston University deciding to
specialize in veterans’ issues. His decision
was based on a ‘culmination of factors” he
said. As a mentor to junior marines, he said,

he saw enough undiagnosed mental health
issues that he became interested in working
with that population.

Internships at the Chelsea’s Soldiers
Home and the Bedford VA Hospital, he
said, “bolstered his resolve to work with
veterans”.

Goldman said there are approximately
124 veterans actively enrolled at Northern
Essex. He assists them with paperwork to
keep them on track to receive their veterans’
benefits and serves as a general liaison. He
also works with prospective student veterans
to connect to VA resources. He will begin
leading a spinoff veterans’ orientation during
the traditional orientation sessions.

“We have to develop additional outreach
ideas and develop ways to better integrate
and involve student vets,” he said.

Goldman says he enjoys balancing
his two roles to NECC. One allows him to
pursue his interest in mental health while
the other gives him direct interaction with
the veterans.

university partner who will offer bachelors
level degrees as well.

Voc-tech students can take courses at
Whittier or at NECC and receive concurrent
credit enabling students to enter the program
with 9 to 12 college credits, which puts them
ahead academically with a tuition savings,
too.

An advisory board of local restaurant
owners and managers is helping shape
decisions regarding the new center,
providing input on equipment, curriculum,
and careers. Andreas Fleckenstein, an
executive chef with years of experience
in culinary education, has been hired to

coordinate the culinary and hospitality
programs. Fleckenstein was most recently
executive chef/continuing lecturer at Purdue
University in Fort Wayne, Indiana.

The project has received $3 million in
state support for the facility and $150,000 in
Workforce Skills Capital Grants to purchase
equipment. The college is also seeking
private funding for the center which will
have an approximate cost of $5 million.

Whittier Tech to Offer Advanced
Manufacturing Courses for Adults
as Part of Baker-Polito Program

Superintendent Maureen Lynch is
pleased to announce that Whittier Tech will
offer adult advanced manufacturing classes
next year as part of a new program created
by Gov. Charlie Baker's administration.

On Thursday, Dec. 14, Gov. Charlie
Baker and Lt. Gov. Karyn Polito announced
the launch of the Advanced Manufacturing
Certificate Program, which will allow
Massachusetts residents who wish to take
courses in advanced manufacturing to do so on
a flexible timetable and with the possibility of
receiving financial aid from federal Pell grants,
state MASSGrants and other scholarships.

Gov. Baker's administration also
partnered with 10 vocational technical
schools -- including Whittier -- as well as
community colleges to develop a certificate
that will give those taking advanced
manufacturing courses the opportunity to
obtain college credits that can be applied
toward an associate's degree.

The program, which is set to launch in
2018, will work as follows: students will earn
a certificate in advanced manufacturing once
they complete three different modules, each
consisting of 300 hours of class time. The
program is designed to be flexible so adult
learners, who are most likely working full-time
jobs and raising families, can complete the
course at their own pace. Gov. Baker set the
goal of providing students with an affordable
path to continue their education, while also
helping to meet the growing workforce needs of
the manufacturing industry in Massachusetts.

Earlier this year, Whittier opened a new
$495,000 machine technology shop that
is equipped with 23 new machines and a
21st century layout to increase the capacity
and quality of training and education.
Future plans also include Whittier opening

a post-secondary program designed to
provide a pathway for graduating seniors
and members of its 11 district cities and
towns to attain the academic and technical
skills needed for a career focus in advanced
manufacturing.

"We're so excited to be one of the few
vocational schools in the state to have a
direct role in this program, where students
can earn college credits for the work
they complete on our Whittier campus,”
Superintendent Lynch said. "Not only that,
but with our new machine technology shop,
students will be learning the most up-to-date
practices they need to excel in the industry."

Prior to the launch of Gov. Baker's
advanced manufacturing program in 2018, a
planning team made up of vocational school,
public and private higher education officials
and workforce and industry partners,
will work on curriculum, align credential
agreements, and develop internships and
hiring opportunities.

“The program provides another
opportunity for students to pursue an affordable
education in advanced manufacturing to learn
a skill set and find a good paying job in this
growing industry,” Gov. Baker said. “This
unique program leverages state and federal
resources and offers much needed flexibility
to give people better career options and a path
toward a college degree.”

Internship at NBC Boston

When Northern Essex Community
College journalism/communications student
Cleo Brigham had the opportunity to meet
NBC Boston chief meteorologist Matt
Noyes at commencement last year, she
shared that she would be looking for an
internship.

Noyes, who was the 2017 commence-
ment speaker, suggested Brigham send him
her writing samples and her resume, which
she quickly followed up on.

That brief encounter led to a paid
internship this semester with NBC Boston’s
Special Investigation Unit, an experience
that has helped shaped Brigham’s career
plans.

“I used to think I wanted to be in print,
but this has opened me up to the video side
of the field,” says Brigham, a former editor
of the Observer, NECC’s student newspaper.
“It’s important to be versatile, the more
skills you have the more valuable you are.”

As one of two interns in her department,
Brigham has a variety of responsibilities. A
lot of her work has been with “NBC Boston
Responds”, which handles the concerns
of consumers. Viewers submit consumer
complaints and Brigham researches those
complaints and transcribes broadcast
interviews, pulling key quotes and important
facts for the reporters.

“In broadcast, you can’t tell everything.
I go through the interview footage, which
can be up to a half hour in length, and get
the reporters everything they need to write
the story.”

She says one of the most exciting
aspects of her internship is going on shoots
with the reporters and camerapersons. I
get to go in the field, watch the interviews,
and see how they set up.” So far, she has
assisted with two lifestyle shoots, one on a
new restaurant located in Salem, MA, and
the second on a new boutique fitness center
on Newbury St. in Boston.

It may seem like this opportunity fell
into her lap, but landing this internship took
persistence, she says. “When I met Matt,
I thought this was meant to be,” she says.
“But it took a month and a halfto hear back,
and I got discouraged.” Noyes emailed her
promising to seek out internships and, within
an hour, she heard back from him with a lead
on her internship.

After graduating from Marshwood
High School in Eliot, Maine in 2014,
Brigham took a gap year before enrolling at
Northern Essex, based on the reputation of
its journalism program.

She says she was “revitalized” here at
Northern Essex. “I took journalism with
Mary Jo Shaffer and mass communications
with Amy Callahan. I started as a staff writer
for the Observer and the following semester,
I'was editor in chief; writing editorials, doing
research, designing the paper, and copy
editing.”

Brigham is finishing up a couple of
classes at Northern Essex this semester
and in the spring she plans to transfer,
either to Emerson College or Suffolk
University, where she will continue her
journalism studies and build her skills in
video production.

Brigham always knew she wanted to be
a journalist and her experiences at Northern
Essex and NBC Boston have confirmed that.
“I know that I instinctively like to inform
people and share knowledge, which is why
journalism is such a good fit for me.”

Abraham Lincoln was not a quitter

Probably the greatest example of persistence is Abraham Lincoln. Born into poverty,
Lincoln was faced with defeat throughout his life. He lost eight elections, twice failed
in business and suffered a nervous breakdown.

He could have quit many times — but he didn’t and because he didn’t quit. Lincoln
was a TRUE champ. Here is a lifetime timeline of Lincoln’s road to the White House:

* 1816: His family was forced out of their home. He had to work to support them.

* 1818: His mother died.
* 1831: Failed in business.
+ 1832: Ran for state legislature — lost.

* 1832: Also lost his job — wanted to go to law school but didn’t get in.

* 1833: Borrowed some money from a friend to begin a business and by the end of the
year he was bankrupt. He spent the next 17 years of his life paying off this debt.

* 1835: Was engaged to be married, she died that year.

* 1836: Had a total nervous breakdown and was in bed for six months.

+ 1838: Sought to become speaker of the state legislature and was defeated.

* 1840: Sought to become elector it was defeated.

* 1843: Ran for Congress and lost.

* 1848: Ran for re-election to Congress and lost.

* 1849 sought the job of land officer in his home state- he was rejected.

* 1854: Ran for Senate of the United States — lost.

* 1856: Sought the Vice-Presidential nomination at his party’s national convention — got

less than 100 votes.

* 1858: Ran for U.S. Senate again — and again he lost.
+ 1860: Elected president of the United States. Becoming one of the greatest presidents

in the history of our country

Control de Escombros y Materiales
Peligrosos Domésticos

Los huracanes generan grandes
cantidades de escombros. Los Huracanes
Irma y Maria generaron suficientes
escombros para llenar siete veces el estadio
de los Yankees. Es importante para la
EPA ayudar a maximizar las labores de
reciclado y controlar los desechos peligrosos
debidamente segregando las pilas de
escombros. La EPA esta asistiendo en el
control de estos escombros, incluyendo
el manejo y la eliminacion de desechos
peligrosos domésticos, petroleo, sustancias
quimicas, desechos médicos y electronicos.

La EPA esta trabajando estrechamente
con FEMA, el Cuerpo de Ingenieros del
Ejército de los EE. UU. y gobiernos locales
para abrir y operar areas de recoleccion de
materiales peligrosos domésticos.

A la fecha se han recolectado casi
70,000 contenedores de desechos peligrosos
domésticos y contenedores abandonados,
electrodomésticos y desechos de articulos
electronicos. En las USVI, se estan
controlando grandes cantidades de desechos
médicos.

Siga las instrucciones del fabricante y garantice una ventilacion adecuada

Los generadores son importantes
durante circunstancias climaticas severas
cuando la energia se va, asi como también
pueden llevar energia a sitios de trabajo
remotos y en casos donde se necesite por
desastres y emergencias. A medida que
nos acercamos a la proxima "temporada de
nieve", una época en la que el suministro
eléctrico de los hogares y negocios puede
interrumpirse por culpa de la nieve y
el hielo, el Instituto de Equipamiento
Eléctrico para Exterior (OPEI, por sus
siglas en inglés), una asociaciéon comercial
internacional que representa pequefios
fabricantes y proveedores de motores,
vehiculos utilitarios y equipos eléctricos,
recuerda a los propietarios de hogares y
negocios que tengan presente la seguridad
al usar generadores.

"No tener energia cuando se necesita es
frustrante, por lo que un generador puede
proporcionar electrididad de emergencia
a un coste razonable. Pero es importante
seguir todas las instrucciones del fabricante
cuando se usa uno", dijo Kris Kiser,
presidente y director general del OPEL. "Por
ejemplo, nunca coloque un generador en su
garaje o en su casa. El generador debe estar
auna distancia segura de su hogar y alejado
de una toma de aire".

Algunos consejos adicionales:

Revise su generador. Asegurese de
que el equipo esté en buen estado de
funcionamiento antes de comenzar a usarlo.

Siga todas las instrucciones del
fabricante. Si es posible, revise el manual
de usuario de su equipo (si no dispone de
uno, puede consultar manuales en Internet)
para que pueda poner en funcionamiento su
equipo de manera segura.

Tenga el combustible correcto a mano.
Use el tipo de combustible recomendado
por el fabricante de su generador. Es ilegal
usar cualquier combustible con mas del
10 % de etanol en equipos eléctricos para
exteriores (puede obtener mas informacion
sobre el combustible adecuado para
equipos eléctricos de exteriores visitando
www.LookBeforeYouPump.com). Si usa
combustible que ha estado en un contenedor
durante mas de 30 dias y no puede obtener
combustible nuevo, agréguele estabilizador
de combustible. Almacene el combustible
unicamente en contenedores aptos y alejado
de fuentes de calor.

Asegurese de que los generadores
portatiles tengan mucha ventilacién. Los
generadores NUNCA deben usarse en un
area cerrada ni colocarse dentro de una casa
o garaje, incluso si las ventanas o las puertas
estan abiertas. Coloque el generador fuera
y lejos de ventanas, puertas y conductos
de ventilaciéon que puedan permitir que el
monoxido de carbono entre en el interior.

Mantenga el generador seco. No lo
use en condiciones himedas. Puede cubrir
y ventilar su generador. Puede comprar
modelos especificos de carpas por Internet
o fundas para generadores.

Agregue combustible cuando el
generador esté frio. Antes de repostar,
apague el generador y deje que se enftie.

Winter Generator Usage: OPEI Reminds Home
& Business Owners to Keep Safety in Mind

Follow manufacturer’s instructions and ensure proper ventilation

Generators are critical during severe
weather events, when the power can go out,
as well as bringing power to remote job sites
and in disaster recovery and emergencies. As
we move into the upcoming “snow season”,
a time when homeowners’ electricity can go
out due to snow and ice, the Outdoor Power
Equipment Institute (OPEI), an international
trade association representing small engine,
utility vehicle and outdoor power equipment
manufacturers and suppliers, reminds home
and business owners to keep safety in mind
when using generators.

“Not having power when you need it
is frustrating, so a generator can provide
emergency backup power at a reasonable
cost. But, it’s important to follow all
manufacturer’s instructions when using
one,” said Kris Kiser, President and CEO
of OPEI. “For instance, never place a
generator in your garage or in your home.
The generator should be a safe distance from
your home and not near an air intake.”

More tips include:

Take stock of your generator. Make sure
equipment is in good working order before
you start using it.

Follow all manufacturer’s instructions.
Review the owner's manuals for your
equipment if possible (you can look manuals
up online if you cannot find them) so you
can operate your equipment safely.

Have the right fuel on hand. Use the
type of fuel recommended by your generator
manufacturer. It is illegal to use any fuel with
more than 10% ethanol in outdoor power
equipment (for more information on proper
fueling for outdoor power equipment visit
www.LookBeforeYouPump.com). If you

are using fuel that has been sitting in a gas
can for more than 30 days and you cannot
get fresh fuel, add fuel stabilizer to it. Store
gas only in an approved container and away
from heat sources.

Ensure portable generators have plenty
of ventilation. Generators should NEVER
be used in an enclosed area or placed inside
a home or garage, even if the windows or
doors are open. Place the generator outside
and away from windows, doors, and vents
that could allow carbon monoxide to come
indoors.

Keep the generator dry. Do not use it in
wet conditions. You can cover and vent your
generator. You can buy model-specific tents
online or generator covers at home centers
and hardware stores.

Only add fuel to a cool generator.
Before refueling, turn the generator off and
let it cool down.

Plug in safely. If you don’t yet have a
transfer switch, you can use the outlets on
the generator. It’s best to plug in appliances
directly to the generator. If you must use an
extension cord, it should be heavy-duty and
designed for outdoor use. It should be rated
(in watts or amps) at least equal to the sum
of the connected appliance loads. Make sure
the cord is free of cuts. The plug should have
all three prongs.

Install a transfer switch. A transfer
switch connects the generator to your
circuit panel and lets you power hardwired
appliances. Most transfer switches also help
you avoid overload by displaying wattage
usage levels.

Do not use the generator to “backfeed”
power into your home electrical system.
Trying to power your home’s electrical

wiring by “backfeeding” — where you plug
the generator into a wall outlet — is reckless
and dangerous. You could hurt utility
workers and neighbors served by the same
transformer. Backfeeding bypasses built-in
circuit protection devices, so you could
damage your electronics or start an electrical
fire.

Install a battery operated carbon
monoxide detector in your home or business.
This alarm will sound if any carbon monoxide
comes into the building and alert you.

Metamorphic Desire
Work by YoAhn Han

The Elizabeth A. Beland Gallery at Essex Art Center is pleased to present Metamorphic
Desire, work by YoAhn Han (Boston).

YoAhn Han's work is a visual dialogue between protrusion and inculcation. His
interest in forms where concave and convex shapes meet, like a heel and a hole, comes
from the duality and symbiosis that it creates. This duality speaks of suppression
and desire. These two states are related to both his experience of periodic uncanny
bodily sensations and to the experience of his bifurcated cultural identity. YoAhn
states: "During my childhood I had to overcome the physical challenge of cerebral
arteriovenous malformation. This led to my interest in the body's internal and external
beauty in an abject state. Another challenge I have gone through is living between
identities. Coming from a strong society of Confucianism and Christianity (Korea),
it has always been a taboo for me to deal with sexuality."

In his work, YoAhn Han never completely inhabits a territory of certainty. In his
working process this translates into fascination with the metamorphosis of a wet
surface turning dry, and vice versa. He "makes work that is like a dish that neither
contains a meal nor is washed clean, but is between them both." Always drawn to the
re-purposing of materials, such as paper towels, leftover paint, and debris, process
plays a major role in his work by allowing his paintings to digest materials and culture.

YoAhn Han's work has been included in group exhibitions, most recently at Chase
Young Gallery, Boston; Midway Gallery, Boston; Art Mora, New York, NY; as well
as internationally in Korea and Amsterdam. He has a forthcoming solo exhibition in
2018 in Beirut, Lebanon. In 2014 he received an MFA from MassArt in Boston. He
has been a Visiting Artist at Harvard University's Graduate School of Design.
