“I’m very pleased to see that the city of
Lawrence was awarded $700,000 through
Municipal Police Staffing Grant which enhances
the capacity our public safety and emergency
response teams. As a strong supporter of our
City’s law enforcement, I believe the funds
awarded to the Lawrence Police Department
will be an effective method in maintaining
stability in the Department and will ensure that
Lawrence attracts and retains its best officers
and increases our overall safety and security,”
said State Representative Juana Matias.

Proactive measures allowed for from
this funding could include directed patrols
based upon crime analysis and using
community policing problem solving to
address community concerns. Additionally,
these funds can be used to hire police
recruits within and beyond this fiscal year.

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El Concejo Municipal
y personas sin hogar

La Ciudad de Lawrence ha creado
la posicion de Coordinador de Servicios
para Personas sin Hogar y después de
nueve meses en el trabajo, decidieron
llamarlo ante el concejo. Después de una
larga presentacion cargada de estadisticas
obtenidas de diferentes fuentes, los
concejales consideraron que no habia
informacién util y lo interrogaron.

Anil DaCosta ha estado asistiendo a
reuniones con varias organizaciones en el
area, aprendiendo lo que estan haciendo para
atender a la poblacion sin hogar y no tiene nada
que mostrar como resultado de sus propios
esfuerzos. Era obvio para ellos que las cifras
del Sr. DaCosta no tenian ningun sentido.

Dejo en claro que esta buscando la raiz del
problema y que €l no es un administrador de
casos; €l solo hace referidos a otras agencias.
Para eso, cred una guia de recursos que se
imprimira y distribuira para que sepan a donde
ir en busca de los servicios y se acredita a si
mismo por haber aumentado la comunicacion
entre organizaciones sin fines de lucro.

Después de mencionar a las mas
de 600 personas en la lista del Greater
Lawrence Family Health Center y mas de
270 estudiantes en las Escuelas Publicas de
Lawrence, se entendio que las personas se
contaban dos veces y muchas de ellas tenian
alojamiento temporal o permanecian en
refugios en Lowell y Haverhill , por lo que

no son considerados "sin hogar" (homeless.)

Las ciudades no tienen respuestas y
el gobierno cree que arrojar una migaja
ocasional de dinero ayudara. Esa fue la
situacion el martes pasado por la noche. El
Concejo iba a votar por aceptar o rechazar
una subvencion de $136,000 del estado y
el plan era rechazarla. Se supone que ese
dinero se utilizara para ayudar con los gastos
de alquiler, eso suponiendo que la persona
o la familia sin hogar tenga un trabajo y
encuentre un apartamento, lo cual es casi
imposible. Cuando estan disponibles, los
alquileres estan terriblemente inflados sobre
todo si el propietario sabe que hay una
organizacion ayudando con el primer mes y
el deposito de seguridad.

La forma en que algunos concejales lo
habian razonado, fue que seria a un promedio
de $4,500 a $5,000 por apartamento, lo que
significaba que esa suma de la subvencion
solo podria ayudar a unos 30 beneficiarios.
Eso esta lejos de hacer mella en la vivienda
de emergencia que enfrentamos.

Varios concejales lo interrogaron con
dureza, claramente molestos por la falta de
progreso. El Concejal del Distrito F Marc
Laplante le pregunt6 al Sr. DaCosta cual es
el recuento actual. En 2016 habia 45 personas
sin hogar en la ciudad. En 2017, habia llegado
a 101. Entonces, el Concejal Laplante quiso
saber si hubo algtin progreso durante el afio
pasado y contestd: "jNo, ha subido!"

Esta semana, se llevara a cabo un nuevo
recuento para ver cuantas personas sin hogar
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tenemos. Cuando eliminen a los que no
califican porque duermen en refugios o en
el sofd de un amigo, no obtendremos una
imagen real.

Ciertamente no tengo la respuesta, pero
esa es la razon por la cual tenemos personas
a cargo, politicos que tienen acceso a la
influencia y el dinero y guardan silencio.
(Donde esta nuestra delegacion legislativa en
todo esto? Siguen tirando dinero a Lawrence
mientras estdn haciendo campafa para
avanzar a posiciones mas grandes y mejores.

Si, la falta de vivienda es un problema
nacional como los opiaceos, pero no deberiamos
contentarnos con eso. Este es nuestro problema
y no podemos esperar resolverlo desde afuera.

Continuando con su labor de respuesta
tras el Huracan Maria, la Agencia Federal de
Proteccion Ambiental de los EE. UU. (EPA,
por sus siglas en inglés) esta recogiendo
materiales domésticos peligrosos,
contenedores abandonados y articulos
electronicos desechados en Vieques, Puerto
Rico. Vieques, una isla que se encuentra
a siete millas de la costa este de Puerto
Rico, fue una de las areas mas devastadas
y ha presentado dificultades excepcionales,
desde un punto de vista logistico y de
comunicaciones, para poder desarrollar
la labor de respuesta y recuperacion en
Vieques.

LaEPA,FEMAy el Cuerpo de Ingenieros
del Ejército de los EE. UU. estan asistiendo
al municipio de Vieques y al gobierno de
Puerto Rico en la recoleccion de desechos
domésticos peligrosos, articulos electronicos
y contenedores abandonados, los cuales
incluyen drones, tanques, recipientes y
cilindros que se encontraron flotando en
cuerpos de agua o en su cercania. En Puerto
Rico, a la fecha se han recogido casi 68,000
drones, tanques de propano, cilindros y otros
recipientes, previniendo asi que terminen en
los rellenos sanitarios.

Yankuel Ceballos Named 2018 Youth of the Year by
Boys & Girls Club of Lawrence

Lawrence, Mass. (January 8, 2018) —
Yankuel Ceballos was helping to clean the
cafeteria recently at the Boys & Girls Club
of Lawrence (BGCL) when a boy rushed
in looking for supper, which is served each
night to more than 500 youth members.

“He looked sad and said there wasn’t
enough food at home, so I gave him my
plate,” recalled Ceballos, who volunteers
with the supper program through his role
as secretary of the Keystone Club youth
leadership group. “When I was younger,
there were nine of us living in a two-
bedroom apartment, and we ate only small
portions to make sure everybody got fed.
Helping other people now feels good. I make
giving back a priority because the club has
given so much to me.”

In addition to experiencing food
insecurity, Ceballos has overcome
challenges including added pressure to
learn English so he could translate for his
Spanish-speaking parents, caring for his
two little sisters at a young age and resisting
peer pressure to experiment with drugs
and alcohol. His determination to succeed
earned a Montagne scholarship through the
club to attend Central Catholic High School,
where he is in his senior year. He recently
added a significant accomplishment to his
college applications: 2018 BGCL Youth of
the Year.

Established in 1947, Youth of the Year
is the Boys & Girls Club of America’s
premiere recognition program for club
members 14 to 18 years old, promoting
values of leadership and service, academic

excellence and healthy lifestyles. The
nominees, all of whom exemplify the critical
impact that Boys & Girls Clubs have on the
lives on young people, progress from their
local club to the state, regional and national
levels. The National Youth of the Year, who
is installed by the President of the United
States, serves as an exemplary ambassador
for Boys & Girls Club youth and a strong
voice for all of the nation’s young people.

BGCL Executive Director Markus
Fischer said the difficulty in selecting the
Youth of the Year reflects positively on the
club and the “quality ofkids in Lawrence as
awhole.” The Selection Committee consists
of five residents of Andover, North Andover
and Lawrence who review extensive
applications and lead interviews with the
candidates.

“By working hard and staying focused,”
Fischer noted, “our kids can achieve
anything.”

Ceballos said it “means the world to
me” to be selected as Youth of the Year.
“I say it all the time, BGCL is my second
home and I would not be as determined to
be successful without it," he added. "I'm
beyond grateful to represent the club.”

Ceballos, whose parents emigrated
from the Dominican Republic, began
volunteering in the community and within
BGCL as a member of the Torch Club
service group for middle school students.
He has also participated in the CORE 4
Youth Leadership Summit, competed in
basketball and volleyball, gotten out of his
comfort zone by learning to dance the salsa

and volunteered in the education center with
youth members who are learning English as
a second language.

Three years ago, Ceballos was awarded
a scholarship through the club to attend
the Phillips Academy Summer Session, a
five-week academic enrichment program
that prepares international students with
ambitious academic goals for the rigors of
top colleges. He got his first job at the club
two summers ago, helping to oversee various
games and activities. For the past year, he has
worked after school at a part-time job also
coordinated by the club at Key Polymer in
Lawrence.

Ceballos credits BGCL with instilling
his strong work ethic and increased patience
and self-confidence. “The staff members are
like family,” he said. “They personally know
you, and they’re always on your case in a
good way. If they see you fall, they pick you
back up. All the kids get the same respect and
love.”

Ceballos, who earned all A’s last
semester for the first time, aspires to study
criminal justice in college and investigate
crimes as a forensic scientist or FBI agent. In
the meantime, he will channel his penchant
for hard work into progressing as far as
possible in the Youth of the Year competition.

“So many people are down on Lawrence,
but many kids here have a story like mine,”
Ceballos said. “Being Youth of the Year is a
chance for me to show if you want to find a
solid place with good kids, just come to the
Boys & Girls Club of Lawrence.”

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The homeless problem; bigger than you think
One man’s effort to alleviate it

The homeless population issue is
something we want someone to end and not
to be seen anymore. Impossible!

We tend to paint people in need of a
home, sleeping anywhere they can with the
same brush but there are many reasons for
a person or a family to fall into hard times.
They are not all drug addicts and many
victims of home fires have ended up living
under bridges. Families have had their
children taken away by the Department of
Children and Families (DCF) and placed in
foster homes until the family can be settled
in a new residence.

We don’t hear those stories and we turn a
deaf ear to the plight of the homeless except
to have them disappear.

Housing is the biggest crisis in this city
yet, the rule to judge if a person is “homeless”
is very stringent. Just because they hang
around at McDonald’s or enter local stores
just to keep warm, doesn’t qualify them as
such. If a person doesn’t have a home or
a job, but sleeps in a shelter at night, or on
the sofa at a friend’s house, or someone’s
basement, they are not considered homeless.
Only those sleeping on park benches or made
up tents fall into that category.

On January 2, 2018, House of Mercy
opened its doors at 85 Bay State Road,
Lawrence to people living on the tents across
the street by the river.

As Dianita Estrella wrote on their
Facebook page, “House of Mercy is a drop-
in Christian center established in Lawrence,

MA to offer services to individuals who
need a helping hand. We act as a relief to
the daily struggles that many of us face in
our daily lives. We offer a variety of services
to help struggling individuals to reintegrate
into society with dignity and respect. We
look forward to serving our community and
making a difference in many people's lives.”

Roger Farah took it upon himself to do
something about it. He owns the building
where the center is located and invested his
own money renovating the space, building a
kitchen, bathrooms, laundry room, offices and
an entire crew of volunteers, mostly members
of his church. The place is ample, clean with
bright lighting. As word spread, members of
different churches have joined forces to help
out in any possible way. Some volunteers
come from a church in New Hampshire that
has been doing similar work there.

They have a room full of clothing
donated by members of the different churches
represented by the volunteers and the kitchen
serves breakfast and lunch daily, also
donated. Anyone interested in contributing
with breakfast or lunch during the week of
January 22-27 should contact Dianita Estrella
at 917-524-6056 or 978-655-8141.

Volunteers at House of Mercy take care
of them providing counseling, employment
and housing search and above all treating with
humanity. At the end of the day, they offer a
non-denominational religious service reading
from the Bible and giving them hope.

El problema de la poblacién sin hogar
es algo que queremos que alguien termine
y no se vuelva a ver. jImposible!

Tendemos a pintar a las personas que
necesitan un hogar, durmiendo donde
puedan con la misma brocha, pero hay
muchas razones para que una persona o
una familia caiga en tiempos dificiles. No
todos son drogadictos y muchas victimas
de incendios en el hogar han terminado
viviendo bajo puentes. El Departamento de
Nifios y Familias (DCF) se lleva a sus hijos
y los coloca en hogares de guarda hasta que
la familia pueda establecerse en una nueva
residencia.

No escuchamos esas historias y
hacemos oidos sordos a la dificil situacion
de las personas sin hogar, excepto para que
desaparezcan.

La vivienda es la mayor crisis en esta
ciudad hasta ahora, la regla para juzgar si
una persona esta "sin hogar" es muy estricta.

El 2 de enero de 2018, House of Mercy
abrid sus puertas en 85 Bay State Road,
Lawrence a las personas que viven en las
carpas al otro lado de la calle junto al rio.

Como Dianita Estrella escribi6é en su
pagina de Facebook, "House of Mercy es un
centro cristiano donde pueden acudir sin cita
establecida en Lawrence, MA para ofrecer
servicios a personas que necesitan ayuda.
Actuamos como un alivio para las luchas
diarias que muchos de nosotros enfrentamos
en nuestras vidas diarias. Ofrecemos una
variedad de servicios para ayudar a las

personas con dificultades a reintegrarse a la
sociedad con dignidad y respeto. Esperamos
servir a nuestra comunidad y hacer una
diferencia en la vida de muchas personas".

Roger Farah se encargd de hacer algo
al respecto. El es duefio del edificio donde
se encuentra el centro e invirtido su propio
dinero renovando el espacio, construyendo
una cocina, bafios, lavanderia, oficinas y
un equipo completo de voluntarios, en su
mayoria miembros de su iglesia.

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The Three Wise Men in Lawrence

Lawrence Public Library
January 14, 2018

Following tradition, the leadership of
the Puerto Rican Movement organized a
Three Kings Day in the Lawrence Public
Library, where the famous Three Kings
distributed toys to the children present there.
The Three Kings apologized because due to
the snow, they could not show up on January
6 as usual, instead they came on January 14,
2018.

Traditional nativity scenes depict three
"Wise Men" visiting the infant Jesus on the
night of his birth in a manger accompanied
by the shepherds and angels, but this should
be understood as an artistic convention
allowing the two separate scenes of the
Adoration of the Shepherds on the birth
night and the latter Adoration of the Magic
men to be combined for convenience. The
single biblical account in Matthew simply
presents an event at an unspecified point
after Christ's birth in which an unnumbered
party of unnamed "wise men" visits him
in a house, not a stable, with only "his
mother" mentioned as being present. The
New Revised Standard Version of Matthew
2:1-12 describes the visit of the Magic men
in this manner:

In the time of King Herod, after Jesus
was born in Bethlehem of Judea, wise men
from the East came to Jerusalem, asking,

"Where is the child who has been born king
of the Jews? For we observed his star at its
rising, and have come to pay him homage."

When King Herod heard this, he was
frightened and all Jerusalem with him; and
calling together all the chief priests and
scribes of the people, he inquired of them
where the Messiah was to be born. They
told him, "In Bethlehem of Judea; for so it
has been written by the prophet: 'And you,
Bethlehem, in the land of Judah, are by no
means least among the rulers of Judah;
for from you shall come a ruler who is to
shepherd my people Israel."

Herod secretly called for the wise
men and learned from them the exact time
when the star had appeared. Then he sent
them to Bethlehem, saying, "Go and search
diligently for the child; and when you have
found him, bring me word so that I may also
go and pay him homage."

When they heard the king, they set
out to find him and there, ahead of them,
the star that they had seen at its rising
guided them until it stopped over the place
where the child was. Seeing that the star
had stopped, they were overwhelmed with
joy. Upon entering the house, they saw the
child with Mary his mother; and they knelt
down and paid him homage. They opened

Idleness is said to be the mother of all
vices, while the activity, nobly exercised,
keeps the eyes clear so that the heart can
love, to keep it young, absorbed in the
contemplation of so many and varied beauty
created, what takes us in a spiritual way to
the beauty, the goodness, and the love of
God the Creator, who has placed everything
at the feet of man, his greatest work, for his
happiness and so that, in turn, he transmits
it to his fellow men.

Everything that surrounds us is the fruit
of the activity of God, work of God, opus
dei.

God works to create and maintain
the created, and he has transmitted that
capacity to us, that of working, in our case,
for the good of the society in which we
move, making us his collaborators, then it
is evident that work is a benefit in itself, not
a punishment. But, spiritual blind people,
today, there are more than desirable.

It is also said that the devil is wiser for
being an old man, more than for being a
devil. And its influence and power, evident
in all times, induces in blind spiritual men

not to see what is essential: the beauty of
Creation and through it, the kind face of the
Lord, of Christ, present in all creation, as in
the vicissitudes of the ordinary lives of men.

Many men are not blind at all, but
either they have a very weak faith, or a gaze
incapable of intuiting the consequences of
behaviors that through ignorance or evil
seem to work for the devil. Likewise, many
Christians hardly realize that not to live as
such, is to collaborate with evil, through
their works and bad examples.

And all of them, it seems, have never
known or forgotten, that they are immortal
and that at the end of their lives, there is a
judgment, final and unappealable.

Also over the years, I think, that it is
worth remembering these things, because,
finally, it is wise to rectify, and the Catholic
Church provides us with the necessary
means to return to the right path, if we have
lost ourselves, among them, the sacrament
of forgiveness. There, in the confession, God
patiently waits for us, who always wishes to
forgive us, if we truly repent.

En estos dias
tenemos suficientes imagenes inconsecuentes
en nuestros smartphones que nos aburren hasta
morir. Que hay otros con mas consecuencias
que preferiria tener y no tengo es doloroso.

Cuando escribi mis memorias, hice un
esfuerzo por dedicar una oracion o dos para
ambas mujeres, Julia mi abuela, y América,
la madre de Noemi. Pero esas frases fueron
hechas de palabras, y las palabras son
productos mentales. Merecian algo del
corazén, tal vez una lagrima que nunca
recibieron de mi. Hoy estoy derramando
esa lagrima en su memoria. Espero que la
reciban dondequiera que estén.

Y ese es mi Punto de vista hoy.

Shedding a tear for someone who deserves it

Andy Warhol, a famous American
artist, director, and producer who was a
leading figure pop art and died in 1987,
was credited with coining the widely used
expression that “we are all entitled to
15 minutes of fame.” That’s not a minor
proposition when you think of it, but follow
my thread if you may.

There are many of us who never enjoy
one minute of fame, never mind fifteen,
unless we decide to walk into a bank to
rob it. And then, there are many of us
who go through this world unnoticed and
unrecorded. But, in one way or another, |
believe that we at least deserve a tear if not in
life, at least when we depart from this world.

A few months ago, I finished my months
long work of writing my autobiography. When
you write your autobiography, you relive your
life of flesh, blood, and tears on a piece of
paper. It’s not a grammatical performance,
it’s an emotional undertaking. I tried to
mention people, relatives or not, who had
walked with me on my timeline. That included
schoolmates, work colleagues, famous people
I happened to meet, even strangers.

But there were others I never met and
had been alive and gone before I was not even
born who also made it on my list. One of those
people was Julia, my maternal grandmother.
She had lost her husband, my grandfather
Francisco, when my mother, the youngest of
five children, was only seven years old. My

grandmother didn’t have much time to catch
her breath after her tragedy and remarried,
having two more children with her new spouse.
A woman who also had to work for a living
at a cigar factory to make ends meet, one day
collapsed and died at work. My mother was
only eleven at the time. There’s no picture
of my grandmother anywhere, leaving us to
figure out how she might’ve looked like by
watching the common features of her children.
There was another person who had
been part of my life without either of us ever
knowing it or imagining it. My wife Noemi’s
mother, America was her name, died of some
infectious fever two days after Noemi was
born and left three other young girls behind.
There’s no picture of my mother-in-law either.
We had to resort to the same feature guessing
game we did with my grandmother. These
days we have enough inconsequential pictures
on our cellular phones to bore us to death.
That there are others with more consequence
we’d rather have and don’t, is a shame.
When I wrote my memoirs, [ made a
point to dedicate a sentence or two to both
women, Julia my grandma, and America,
Noemi’s mother. But those sentences were
made of words, and words are mental
products. They deserved something of the
heart, perhaps a tear they never received from
us. Today I am shedding that tear in their
memory. [ hope they get it wherever they are.
And that’s my point of View Today.

City Council and
homelessness

The City of Lawrence has created
the position of Coordinator of Homeless
Services and after nine months on the
job, they decided to call him before the
council. After a long presentation loaded
with statistics obtained from different
sources, councilors felt there was no useful
information and grilled him with questions.

Anil DaCosta has been attending
meetings with several organizations in the
area learning what they are doing to service
the homeless population and has nothing to
show for as a result of his own efforts. It was
obvious to them that Mr. DaCosta’s figures
did not make any sense.

He made it clear that he is just trying
to find the root of the problem and that
he is not a case manager; he only makes
referrals to other agencies. For that, he
created a resource guide that will be printed

and giving out so that they know where to
go for services and he credits himself for
having increased communication among
non-profits.

After mentioning the more than 600
individuals in the Greater Lawrence Family
Health Center’s list and more than 270
students in the Lawrence Public Schools,
it was understood that people were being
counted twice and many of them have
temporary housing or stay in shelters in
Lowell and Haverhill, so they are not
considered “homeless.”

Cities are at a loss for answers and
the government believes that throwing an
occasional crumb of cash will help. That was
the situation last Tuesday night. The Council
was to accept or reject a $136,000 grant
from the state and the plan was to refuse
it. That money is supposed to be used in
helping with rental expenses, that’s assuming
the homeless person or family has a job
and found an apartment, which is almost

impossible. When they are available, rents
are terribly inflated mostly if the landlord
knows there is an organization helping with
the first month and security deposit.

The way some councilors had reasoned
it out, they would have to come up with an
average of $4,500 to $5,000 per apartment
which meant that that sum from the grant
could only help some 30 recipients. That’s
far from putting a dent on the emergency
housing facing us.

Several city councilors questioned
him harshly, clearly bothered by the lack
of progress. District F Councilor Marc
Laplante asked Mr. DaCosta what is the
current count. In 2016 there were 45
homeless people accounted for in the city.
By 2017, it had gone up to 101. Then,
Councilor Laplante wanted to know if there
was any progress during this past year and
he said, “No, it has gone up!”

This week, a new count will take place
to see how many homeless people we have.
By the time they eliminate the ones who
don’t qualify because they sleep in shelters
or a friend’s sofa, we won’t get a true picture.

I certainly don’t have the answer but
that’s the reason why we have people
in charge, politicians who have access

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MCC Professor Prepares Students for Business
Success via Technology

For almost 20 years, Professor John Femia, of Billerica, has been teachlng Mlddlesex
Community College students how to succeed in business by embracing technology.

In today’s fast-paced global economy,
information technology has become an
essential part of the business world. John
Femia, Professor of IT & Computer
Applications at Middlesex Community
College, combines his IT skills and business
acumen to teach students how to succeed in
business by embracing technology.

Registration is now open for MCC'’s
new Mini-mesters -- accelerated, eight-week
sessions. Spring Mini-mester [ runs Jan. 22
through March 16, and Spring Mini-mester
II runs March 26 through May 18.

A popular professor and innovative
developer of cross-disciplinary instruction,
Femia, of Billerica, began teaching in
the midst of a successful business career,
which included finance positions at Putnam
Investments and Rockwell International.

In 1997, on a whim, he stopped by
campus on the way home from work and
asked if he could teach a computer course.
“I was in the right place at the right time,”
said Femia, who earned a B.S. at Villanova
University and an M.B.A. from Pepperdine
University.

“When I began teaching, business
computing was really starting to take off.”

Femia joined the IT faculty full time in
1999. A few years later, when an economics
instructor left mid-semester, he stepped in
to teach the course. Femia now divides
his teaching time between two academic
departments: Information Technology and
Business.

His IT courses include “Computer
Applications,” which covers the entire
Microsoft Office suite: Word, Excel and
PowerPoint, etc. His Business courses include
“Introduction to Business” and economics.

Over the 19+ years Femia has been
teaching “Computer Applications,” things
have dramatically changed. “Students today
are much more comfortable with computers,”
he said. After a quick 20-mintue review of
basic computer skills, the class gets right down
to making spreadsheets, writing resumes,
creating an online presence — LinkedIn
profiles, personal websites, ePortfolios, social
media — and learning online etiquette.

And when it comes to resumes, Femia
believes every word counts. “We look at

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verbiage, and analyze a student’s skills to see
how those skills might transfer to another
job in the future,” he said.

“Say you’re a deli clerk and you want
to go work at a bank. At first, you might
describe your skill set as ‘took money
and made change.” But you could write,
‘reconciled cash receipts accurately in order
to prepare next day’s bank deposit.” It’s the
same thing, right? But what a difference
that makes on your resume.”

Such fine-tuned accuracy applies to
spreadsheets, too. “You can plug numbers
into Excel, but you have to know whether
they’re correct. Believe it or not, we’re
teaching math and English, but people don’t
realize it,” he said.

Always open to innovation and
collaboration, several years ago Femia
joined forces with English Professor
Cathleen McCarron to team-teach a
Learning Community. Titled “How to
Succeed in Business,” it combines “Intro
to Business” and “English Composition I”

into one, six-credit course.

Teaching with Femia is fun, and
combining their two courses is very helpful
for her writing students, said McCarron. “
‘English Composition’ is a rigorous course. |
have a higher passing rate for students in our
Learning Community than in my traditional
‘Comp 1’ courses because students can see
that strong writing skills are necessary for
success in the business world.”

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IRS, estados e industria tributaria advierten a empleadores a
tener cuidado con estafa del Formulario W-2; temporada de
impuestos podria traer nuevo aumento en esquema de phishing

El Servicio de Impuestos Internos, las
agencias tributarias estatales y la industria
de impuestos exhortaron hoy a todos los
empleadores a educar a su personal de
ndémina sobre una estafa de phishing de
Formulario W-2 que el afio pasado convirtio
en victimas a cientos de organizaciones y
miles de empleados.

La estafa del Formulario W-2 se
ha convertido en uno de los correos
electronicos de phishing mas peligrosos
en la comunidad tributaria. Durante las
dos ultimas temporadas de impuestos, los
delincuentes cibernéticos engafaron al
personal de ndémina o a las personas que
tenian acceso a informacion sobre némina
para que revelaran informacion confidencial
para toda la fuerza laboral. La estafa afecto a
todo tipo de empleadores, desde pequefias y
grandes empresas hasta escuelas publicas y
universidades, hospitales, gobiernos tribales
y organizaciones benéficas.

Los reportes a phishing@irs.gov de
victimas y no victimas acerca de esta estafa
aumentaron a aproximadamente 900 en
2017, en comparacion con un poco mas de
100 en 2016. El afio pasado, mas de 200
empleadores fueron victimas, lo que se
tradujo en cientos de miles de identidades
comprometidas.

Al alertar a los empleadores ahora, el
IRS y sus socios en el esfuerzo de la Cumbre
de Seguridad esperan limitar el éxito de
esta estafa en 2018. El afio pasado, el IRS
también cred un nuevo proceso por el cual
los empleadores deberian reportar estas
estafas. Hay pasos que el IRS puede tomar
para proteger a los empleados, pero solo si
los empleadores notifican inmediatamente a
la agencia sobre el robo.

Asi es como funciona la estafa: los

delincuentes cibernéticos hacen su tarea,
identificando a los directores de operaciones,
alos ejecutivos de la escuela u otras personas
en puestos de autoridad. Usan una técnica
conocida como compromiso de correo
electronico comercial (BEC) o suplantacion
de correo electronico comercial (BES), los
estafadores que se hacen pasar por ejecutivos
envian correos electronicos al personal de
nomina solicitando copias de los formularios
W-2 para todos los empleados.
El Formulario W-2 contiene el nombre,
direccion, namero de seguro social, ingresos
y retenciones del empleado. Los delincuentes
usan esa informacidén para presentar
declaraciones de impuestos fraudulentas,
o la publican para su venta en la red oscura
(Dark Web).

El correo electronico inicial puede ser un
intercambio amistoso, "hola, estas trabajando
hoy" antes de que el estafador solicite toda
la informacion del Formulario W-2. En
varios casos reportados, después de que los
estafadores adquirieron la informacion de la
fuerza de trabajo, siguieron inmediatamente
la estafa con una solicitud de transferencia

bancaria.

Ademas de educar al personal de
némina o finanzas, el IRS y los socios de
la Cumbre de Seguridad también instan a
los empleadores a considerar la creacion
de una politica para limitar el numero de
empleados con autoridad para manejar
solicitudes de Formulario W-2 y que
requieren procedimientos de verificacion
adicionales para validar la solicitud real
antes de enviar por correo electronico datos
confidenciales, como el Formulario W-2
del empleado.

Si la empresa u organizacion afectada
por estos ataques notifica al IRS, el IRS
puede tomar medidas para ayudar a evitar
que los empleados sean victimas del robo
de identidad relacionado con impuestos.
Sin embargo, debido a la naturaleza de estas
estafas, algunas empresas y organizaciones
no se dieron cuenta durante dias, semanas
o meses de que habian sido estafados.

El IRS establecio una direccion
especial de notificacion por correo

electronico especificamente para que los
empleadores reporten robos de datos del
Formulario W-2. A continuacion se detalla
como las victimas de estafa de Formulario
W-2 pueden notificar al IRS:

Los empleadores deben estar
conscientes de que las estafas de los
delincuentes cibernéticos evolucionan
constantemente. El personal de finanzas
y ndémina debe estar atento a cualquier
solicitud inusual de datos de empleados.

IRS anima a viajeros que requieren pasaportes
a pagar sus impuestos atrasados o solicitar
acuerdos de pago

El Servicio de Impuestos Internos
alent6 hoy a los contribuyentes que estan
muy retrasados en sus impuestos a que
paguen lo que deben o se suscriban a un
acuerdo de pago con el IRS para evitar
poner sus pasaportes en peligro.

Este mes, el IRS comenzara la
implementacién de nuevos procedimientos
que afectan a las personas con "deudas
tributarias gravemente morosas.” Estos
nuevos procedimientos implementan
las disposiciones de la Ley de Arreglo
de la Transportacion de Superficie de
América (FAST, por sus siglas en ingles),
promulgada en diciembre de 2015.
La Ley FAST requiere que el IRS que
notifique al Departamento de Estado de los
contribuyentes que el IRS ha certificado
como que adeudan una deuda tributaria
gravemente morosa.

NECC Honors Student Named
Semi-Finalistin National Program

A Northern Essex Community College
liberal arts student was one of just eight
Massachusetts community college students
and one of 534 nationwide to be named
a semi-finalist for the Jack Kent Cooke
Under Graduate Transfer Scholarship, which
awards selected finalists as much as $40,000
per year for up to three years to complete
their bachelor degrees.

The finalists will be selected in April
based on their academic performance,
leadership, perseverance, and service to others.

The 22-year-old Amesbury resident
was selected as a semi-finalist from a pool
of nearly 2,500. Despite chronic health
issues she maintains a near perfect GPA.
She left high school at 16 after being felled
by an undiagnosed case of Lyme Disease.
Once she began treatment, she completed
a homeschooling program and earned her
GED in 2015.

After enrolling at Northern Essex
She became a Commonwealth Honors
student and immersed herself in NECC
life. An orientation leader, she has served as
president of the Students for a Democratic
Society Club, is a member of the Student
Leadership Institute and the Amnesty
International Club, a staffer and contributor

to “Parnassus” NECC'’s arts and literary
magazine, and former president of the
Student Government Association. She also
participates in the Pathways for Academic
and Career Excellence (PACE) Program,
which serves first generation college
students and students with financial need.

for Bellwether Award

A statewide initiative,
designed by two Northern
Essex Community College
professionals that has saved 9,000
Massachusetts college students
more than $1.2 million just this
academic year, has been selected
as a finalist for the prestigious
2018 Bellwether Award.

The Massachusetts Commu-
nity Colleges Go Open project was
launched in 2016 by NECC’s Jody
Carson, an early childhood educa-
tion professor, and Sue Tashjian
an instructional designer in the

Center for Instructional Technol-
ogy, to address the increasing
costs of college textbooks. They
built the statewide initiative based
on NECC’s successful Adopt
Open program which has saved
Northern Essex students over $1
million in textbook costs over the last three
years. Both programs encourage faculty and
staff to use free open educational resources
instead of costly textbooks.

“We are thrilled that the Massachusetts
Community Colleges Go Open Program is being
recognized,” said Carson. “We are all about
student success and free access to educational
resources translates into student success.”

“The average college student spends
$1,200 a year on textbooks,” said Tashjian.
“This program encourages faculty to use free,
open educational resources (OER) in place
of expensive textbooks.”

In a letter supporting the “Go Open” ini-
tiative for the Bellwether Award, NECC Presi-
dent Lane Glenn wrote, “While saving our
students significant money is central to “Go
Open,” it is far from being the only benefit.
Well over one hundred faculty and staff across
the Commonwealth have received professional
development opportunities that have helped to
reshape course and curriculum design and pro-
mote new teaching methods and approaches. ..
Go Open is a truly dynamic initiative that
supports our students, that fosters innovation
in teaching and learning, that strengthens our
efficiency and effectiveness, and that builds
community through its collaborative nature. ”

In its first year, 115 faculty have been

involved in the statewide initiative, helping
close to 9,000 students save over $1.2
million.

The Bellwether Award is sponsored
by the Institute of Higher Education at
the University of Florida, and focuses on
cutting-edge, trendsetting programs.

Carson and Tashjian will present the
program at the Community College Futures
Assembly in Orlando, Florida January 28-30,
2018.

Massachusetts Community Colleges Go
Open project is one of just 10 community
colleges programs in the nation selected as
a finalist for the 2018 Bellwether Award.

Textbook prices drive up the costs of
higher education. Since 2006, costs have risen
by 73%.That’s four times the rate of inflation.
Due to textbook costs, one-third of students
surveyed dropped courses, or chose not to
purchase the assigned textbooks, leaving
them at an immediate academic disadvantage,
according to Carson and Tashjian.

The textbook crisis hits community
college students hardest, they say, since
many are adult learners juggling full-time
jobs, child care, and costs of living.

Cooke Scholarships fund the costs
of attending college not covered by other
financial aid, plus intensive academic
advising, stipends for internships, study
abroad opportunities, and the ability to
network with other Cooke Scholars and
alumni. After earning a bachelor’s degree,
these Cooke Scholars will also be eligible to
apply for a scholarship for graduate school
worth up to a total of $75,000.

Jack Kent Cooke, who died in 1997,
built empires in newspapers, cable television,
and sports. He owned the Los Angeles
Lakers, the Washington Redskins, and the

Chrysler Building. His worth was estimated
at $825 million. He collected art, vintage
automobiles, race horses, and sherry. All but
$39 million went to establish the Jack Kent
Cook Foundation “to serve exceptional and
disadvantaged young people.”

The Jack Kent Cooke Foundation is a
private, independent foundation dedicated
to advancing the education of exceptionally
promising students who have financial
need. The Foundation supports exceptional
students from elementary school to graduate
school through scholarships, grants, direct
service, and knowledge creation and
dissemination.

Men's Soccer Lands Four on United Soccer
Coaches' Association All-East Region Teams

Four Merrimack College men's soccer
players were named to United Soccer
Coaches' Association All-East Region
Teams. It included First Team selections
senior Lucas Rezende (Weymouth, Mass.)
and graduate student Josue Ruiz Maya
(Madero, Mexico), while junior Lars Sund
(Stavanger, Norway) and freshman Filippo
Begliardi Ghidini (Ravenna, Italy) were
Second Team selections. It was announced
Tuesday night by the association.

Rezende had a career-season as a
senior. He started in every game as the
keeper, boasting a career-high 11 shutouts,
which was tied for third nationally among
Division II goalkeepers. That earned him
NE10 Goalkeeper of the Year honors from
the conference. He allowed just 13 goals
on the year, boasting a 0.61 goals-against-
average, good for ninth among all Division II
keepers. He was a D2CCA All-East Region
First Team selection, NE10 Goalkeeper of
the Year, and NE10 All-Conference First
Team selection.

Ruiz Maya comes off a great year. He
was named NE10 Defensive Player of the
Year and a NE10 All-Conference First Team
selection. He played in and started 20 games
this year, picking up a career-high nine points
on four goals and an assist. He earned NE10

All-Conference Second Team recognition
during the 2016 season as well. He wraps up
a career with seven goals and three assists,
while seeing action in 66 career games.

Sund makes his second appearance,
after he was named to the first team last
year. The junior was also named to the
D2CCA All-East Region First Team earlier
this month. He started in all 21 games and
finished with a team-high 22 points (6g,
10a), both a career-high. He had six multi-
point games, including a season-high four
points against Le Moyne (9/30). Sund was
also named to the NE10 All-Conference
First Team.

Begliardi Ghidini had a breakout season
during his rookie campaign, capped off by
being selected to the NE10 All-Conference
First Team and All-Conference Rookie
Team. He was also named NE10 Rookie of
the Week on Oct. 9th. He led the team with
seven goals to go along with four assists for
18 points. Begliardi Ghidini led the team
with four game-winning goals as well.

The Warriors won the NEIO
Championship this year for the first time in
20 years, while making a NCAA Division
I Men's Soccer Championship First Round
appearance. They also tied the single season
record for most wins in a season.
