El Sr. Riley fue elegido en una votacion
de 8 a 3 entre los tres finalistas a quienes
la Junta entrevistd la semana pasada y
considero para el puesto. Segun la ley estatal,
la recomendacion requiere una mayoria
de dos tercios de todos los miembros (el
secretario de Educacion James Peyser tiene
un voto como miembro de la Junta), y el
secretario decide si designa al candidato
recomendado o solicita a la Junta que
presente otro candidato Por consideracion.

"Me gustaria agradecer a todos los
que formaron parte de este proceso, desde
los miembros del Comité de Evaluacion
Preliminar que redujeron el campo a los tres
finalistas a los educadores, miembros de la

comunidad y partes interesadas que nos
dieron su opinién sobre los candidatos",
dijo el Secretario de Educacion Peyser.

"Me siento honrado de ser recomendado
para este puesto", dijo el Sr. Riley.
"Massachusetts es un lider nacional en
educacion, y espero reducir las brechas
de logros dentro del estado y asegurar que
todos nuestros estudiantes tengan el apoyo
y las oportunidades que necesitan para tener
éxito".

El Sr. Riley superviso la operacion
y la mejora de 35 escuelas que prestan
servicio a méas de 14,000 estudiantes como
el superintendente/receptor de las Escuelas
Publicas de Lawrence desde 2012. Antes de
eso, trabajo para las Escuelas Publicas de
Boston como superintendente académico
/director de innovacién. El Sr. Riley ha
trabajado en sistemas educativos urbanos
y suburbanos como maestro en Baltimore,
Maryland, administrador de High Tech
Academy en Madison Park Technical
Vocational High School en Boston y
director de Tyngsboro Middle School y
Boston's Edwards Middle School.

Una vez nombrado, el Sr. Riley sera
el 24° Comisionado de ESE. El ultimo
comisionado del Departamento, el Dr.
Mitchell Chester, fallecio inesperadamente
en junio de 2017 mientras recibia tratamiento
por cancer. Desde entonces, la agencia ha
sido dirigida por el Comisionado Interino
Jeff Wulfson, quien no solicité el puesto
permanente.

Board Recommends New
Elementary and Secondary
Commissioner

The state Board of Elementary and
Secondary Education voted unanimously
on Monday, January 29th to ask Chair Paul
Sagan to recommend Jeffrey C. Riley for the
position of commissioner of the Department
of Elementary and Secondary Education.

"I am very pleased to recommend
Mr. Riley to be the next commissioner,"
Chair Paul Sagan said. "Jeff's experience
as receiver of Lawrence Public Schools,
where he led great improvements in a
collaborative way, and his history as an
innovative educational leader who has found
ways to close achievement gaps, will be an
asset to Massachusetts and will help the
state continue its successes and focus on our
priority of providing greater equity in our
schools."

Mr. Riley was chosen in an 8-3 vote
from among the three finalists who the Board
interviewed last week and considered for the
position. Under state law, the recommendation
required a two-thirds majority vote of all
members (Education Secretary James Peyser
has a vote as a member of the Board), and
the secretary decides whether to appoint the
recommended candidate or ask the Board to
submit another candidate for consideration.

"I would like to thank everyone who was
part of this process, from the Preliminary
Screening Committee members who
narrowed the field to the three finalists to

the educators, community members and
stakeholders who gave us feedback on the
candidates," Education Secretary Peyser
said.

"I am honored to be recommended for
this position," Mr. Riley said. "Massachusetts
is a national leader in education, and I look
forward to narrowing achievement gaps
within the state and ensuring that all of our
students have the support and opportunities
they need to be successful.”

Mr. Riley has overseen the operation
and improvement of 35 schools serving more
than 14,000 students as the Lawrence Public
Schools superintendent/receiver since 2012.
Prior to that, he worked for Boston Public
Schools as academic superintendent/chief
innovation officer. Mr. Riley has worked in
urban and suburban educational systems as
a teacher in Baltimore, Md., administrator
at High Tech Academy @ Madison Park
Technical Vocational High School in Boston
and principal of Tyngsboro Middle School
and Boston's Edwards Middle School.

Once appointed, Mr. Riley will be
ESE's 24th commissioner. The Department's
last commissioner, Dr. Mitchell Chester,
passed away unexpectedly in June 2017
while being treated for cancer. Since
then, the agency has been led by Acting
Commissioner Jeff Wulfson, who did not
apply for the permanent position.

The corner of hope

n our previous edition, we did an extensive report on House of Mercy and the
Iwonderful service they are giving to homeless people, who used to spent the
day in establishments that allowed them to stay for some time, just to get warm.

We highlighted how Roger Farah had come to his rescue, putting his own
resources, providing not only a place to spend the day, in addition to offering breakfast
and lunch, the opportunity to take a shower, wash and dry their clothes, all at no cost.

Still amazed by the work of Farah and his volunteers, we got the news of what
Dr. Terika Smith and her Ministry are doing.

It all began with the total destruction caused by Hurricane Maria, the most
powerful hurricane that has hit Puerto Rico in more than 80 years, that destroyed
hundreds of homes and left the entire island without electricity and the massive
popular participation that engulfed Lawrence residents for weeks.

Donations came from all over; so many that they no longer fit in the spaces
donated by Eng. Rafael Guzman in his building at 530 Broadway, which had to
be moved to the National Guard warehouses in Worcester.

Already in Puerto Rico, donations began to arrive and to ensure that the distribution
was being carried out as quickly and organized as possible, there was Terika Smith
working with the leaders of the different local churches to achieve the goal.

Back in Lawrence, Dr. Smith came across another challenge. Puerto Ricans
who had lost everything there, being citizens of this country, many decided to come
to Lawrence creating with it other needs such as housing, schools and appropriate
clothing for the climate which they are not accustomed to.

She soon opened offices where they give emotional counseling to newcomers,
as well as guidance in getting a job, a food pantry and a clothing section for men,
women and children, and for the latter, she created The Corner of Hope, a Boutique
which has nothing to envy to that of any famous stores.

Lawrence is fortunate to have people like Roger Farah and Dr. Terika Smith.
Those in need of what they have to offer must thank the Creator for putting them
in their path.

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Mayor Rivera, you called attention to this city

We like getting attention for many good
things that occur in Lawrence. We don’t like
getting attention to the bad news that occurs.
Simple, right? Most good and bad things
happen on their own. When I say “on their
own”, I mean no rules, laws, or political push
was needed to do the right thing by people,
groups or agencies. But what happens when
we call attention to ourselves in order to pick
a fight? The answer: you get a fight.

There was no need for the City of
Lawrence to enact the “Trust Ordinance”.
No need at all! Several councilors and the
Mayor decided to publicize and escalate a
situation that needed neither publicity nor
escalation. So they created an ordinance
to send a message to Washington. Now
Washington is sending a message in return.

Think about this for one second. Take
away all the stereotypical and emotional
behavior and look at the action of wanting
to create and enact ordinance making
Lawrence a sanctuary city. Why would the
City create an ordinance? If the action was
to not utilize local law enforcement to assist
ICE in undocumented immigration arrest,
an ordinance was not needed. Internally, it
could have been a verbal policy. Butno! City
has to announce it and make it an ordinance
just to hit Washington and call attention to
this small city. And now, funding is at stake.

Do you think that this Trust Ordinance
was created to help local law enforcement
concentrate solely on doing their local jobs
and not on immigration? No. This ordinance
was created by a number of councilors who
used their positions to make a political
statement to the President of the United
States. They placed the funding and people
of Lawrence in danger, even more so now,
that they are under the microscope with the
Attorney General of the U.S. They used their
positions to grandstand, most for votes.

The Lawrence Trust Ordinance was
approved in August of 2015 and it says,
“It is not within the purview nor mandate
of the City to enforce federal immigration
law or seek the detention, transfer or
deportation of Lawrence residents for civil
immigration purposes, nor should City
resources be expended toward that end.
Under no circumstances shall a person be
contacted, detained, or arrested by City of

Lawrence law enforcement personnel based
on immigration status, whether known or
unknown.”

And further down it reads, “No officer
or employee of the City of Lawrence law
enforcement agency shall respond to any
ICE notification request seeking information
about an individual’s incarceration status,
length of detention, home address, work
address, personal information, hearing
information, or pending release.”

Mayor Rivera opposed the Trust
Ordinance from the beginning. The City
Council wanted to go forward. Because
it was an election year, the Mayor caved
in solely for votes. The City has fooled
the people into a false sense of security by
creating this Trust Ordinance. I believe that
the heightened attention will now have ICE
looking harder at Lawrence and that agency
will be more involved in the city immigration
task force. I sometimes wonder if Mayor
Rivera intended it to be that way — to remove
undocumented individuals from the city. No,
but the decision is now hurting those people.
It was about votes - getting as many Latino
people to give their votes by creating a false
sense of security.

Then, after receiving Jeff Sessions’
letter last week, the mayor has been making
the rounds on television interviews with
newscasters totally ignorant of what goes
on in Lawrence, allowed him to look like
an innocent school boy who doesn’t know
why Trump is picking on us. WCVB-TV
Channel 5’s Jorge Quiroga said, “Rivera
says he has no idea why Lawrence made the
list.” I cannot believe he doesn’t know that
on February of 2016, Rivera sued the Trump
Administration on behalf of sanctuary cities
and that made the city a target.

Perhaps it was that State Senator Barbara
L’Italien and State Representative Juana
Matias have been eagerly speaking of their
support for the Safe Communities Act in
the statehouse, hoping for Governor Charlie
Baker to declare Massachusetts a Sanctuary
State. They have been shining a light over
Lawrence saying, hey, look at the mighty city
in the Merrimack Valley!

I am not writing to argue what is right
or wrong, or agree or disagree, about the
undocumented immigration status or whether

the definition of sanctuary city violates
any rights of any people or the federal
government. I am not even stating whether
the federal government has overreached their
authority. And certainly, I am not stating
whether the protection of undocumented
people is right or wrong. I am just writing to
say that it was stupid of our elected officials
to publicly pick a fight by broadcasting it to
the world in voting for an ordinance that was
not needed.

It was a political stunt by all councilors
and the Mayor. After all, all but one of those
councilors who voted for the trust ordinance
were Democrat politicians. And we know that
it is Democrats that are for sanctuary cities
and Republicans that are against it. Even
the Lawyers' Committee for Civil Rights
and Economic Justice (who are supposedly
representing Lawrence and other cities at no
cost) are using the people of Lawrence, for
their political stunt. It calls attention to their
agency’s name just for namesake.

Now what the people of Lawrence can
expect is more ICE officials pulling people
over and asking for papers, possibly in the
manner in which the Nazi did in Germany
back in the 1940s. There will possibly be more
federal officers on the streets of Lawrence
arresting people for their immigration status.
There will possibly be more work that the
Lawrence Police Department (LPD) has to
do and this extra work will take away from
fighting the actual criminals (whether these
criminals are documented or not) on our
streets. Certainly, the threats of eliminating,
canceling, postponing of funds associated
with law enforcement are already stated
by the Attorney General Sessions. Let
the layoffs begin because that’s what will
occur if the city is to take funds out of other
departments to offsets shortfalls for the LPD
based on funds or grants that will no longer
come in from the federal government.

Hey people, this is what you vote for!
Politicians that don’t think things through
well; it’s all about them. When you bring
sand to the beach......

ICE is in Lawrence
- although you
would not know

Mayor Rivera and the City Council
approved the Trust Ordinance supposedly
to ensure that local law enforcement
concentrates solely on local crimes and to
not take resources for Immigration Customs
Enforcement raids and arrest.

However, what Mayor Rivera does
not tell you is that he has been working
in cooperation with ICE. He does not
know it, but he is. Here how he has
placed immigrants in Lawrence in danger.
Apart from announcing that the City of
Lawrence is a sanctuary city (by approving
an ordinance and publicizing that fact in the
press), his law enforcement department has
been collecting information that is doing
harm to the immigrants.

Mayor Rivera instructed the Lawrence
Police Department to run a check on every
vehicle license plate of every vehicle
that passes through the City of Lawrence
streets. He demands this and on a monthly
basis expects a report from the LPD on the
number of plates that have been processed
and checked. Those license plates check
are kept in a data base with the names of

the vehicle owners name and pertinent
information. Your license plates are being
checked, by an online system, as you are
waiting for a traffic signal, parked in front
of your home, shopping, driving, or while
you are worshipping.

This is a way to track everyone all the
time, regardless of whether they're accused
of any wrongdoing. LPD is using automatic
cameras to read and snap digital photos or
run checks of thousands of car license plates
to help solve crimes, but in the process
stores information on hundreds of innocent
Lawrence residents. LPD license-plate scans
on file and they have no policy for erasing
those reports.

The Immigration and Customs
Enforcement agency has officially gained
agency-wide access to a nationwide license
plate recognition database and is utilizing this
database to seek undocumented individuals
in Lawrence and elsewhere. The American
Civil Liberties Union states that license plate
scanners are "in effect, government location
tracking systems recording the movements
of many millions of innocent Americans in
huge databases.”

The Verge magazine states that the
system gives the ICE agency access to
billions of license plate records and new
powers of real-time location tracking, raising
significant concerns from civil libertarians.
Vigilant Solutions, which is the company
that has entered into contract with ICE, has
amassed a database of more than 2 billion
license plate photos and checks by ingesting
data from partners like vehicle repossession
agencies and other private groups and with
local law enforcement agencies.

Many people in Lawrence are perplex,
that on camera, Mayor Rivera seems to
support his community by implying that
he assists and supports undocumented
immigration through the Trust Act. But
his actions tell another story — how he
is assisting the federal government in
searching for undocumented immigrants.
Knowing where someone lives is one
thing, but this technology could also allow
someone to pin-point where an individual
works, shops, worships or goes to have
fun — all information that someone, even
a law-abiding citizen, may not want law
enforcement to have in their records.

New Hampshire is the only state
that has passed laws restricting police
usage of license plate readers to specific
circumstances.

According to an article published on
Syracuse.com on March 23, 2014, “New
Hampshire's law, which only allows the
cameras to be used on toll roads, is the most
stringent in the country.” Also, in the State
of Maine, records have to be deleted after
21 days.

A report on Vermont Public Radio on
March 6, 2015 states that, “The ACLU
actually think 24 hours is very reasonable.
The reason that’s given for the use of these
systems is to catch people for whom there are
outstanding warrants, for people who may
be lost, missing, and a [hot list] is developed
every day and usually that data is good for
that day.”

Si la
accion fue no utilizar la aplicacion de la
ley local para ayudar a ICE en el arresto de
inmigrantes indocumentados, una ordenanza
no era necesaria. Internamente, podria
haber sido una politica verbal. jPero no! La
ciudad tiene que anunciarlo y convertirlo
en una ordenanza solo para dar un golpe a
Washington y llamar la atencion sobre esta
pequeiia ciudad. Y ahora, la financiacion
federal esta en juego.

(Cree que esta Ordenanza sobre
Confianza fue creada para ayudar a las
fuerzas policiales locales a concentrarse
unicamente en hacer sus trabajos locales y
no en inmigracion? No. Esta ordenanza fue
creada por varios concejales que utilizaron
sus posiciones para hacer una declaracion
politica al presidente de los Estados Unidos.
Pusieron en peligro la financiacion y la
gente de Lawrence, incluso més ahora, que
estan bajo el microscopio con el Procurador
General de los EE. UU. Usaron sus puestos
en la tribuna, la mayoria en busca de votos.

La ordenanza Lawrence Trust fue
aprobada en agosto de 2015 y dice: "No esta
dentro del alcance ni mandato de la Ciudad
hacer cumplir la ley federal de inmigracion
o buscar la detencidn, transferencia o
deportacion de residentes de Lawrence
para fines de inmigracion civil, ni gastar
los recursos de la ciudad con ese fin. Bajo
ninguna circunstancia el personal de la
policia de la Ciudad de Lawrence contactara,
detendra o arrestara a una persona en funcién
del estado migratorio, ya sea conocido o
desconocido".

Y mas abajo dice: "Ningun funcionario
o empleado de la agencia de cumplimiento
de la ley de Lawrence respondera a ninguna
solicitud de notificacion de ICE que
busque informacion sobre el estado de
encarcelamiento de un individuo, la duraciéon
de la detencion, domicilio, direccion del
trabajo, informacion personal, informacion
auditiva, o pendiente de publicacion”.

El Alcalde Rivera se opuso a la
Ordenanza de Confianza desde el principio.
El Concejo Municipal queria seguir adelante.
Debido a que fue un afio de elecciones, el
Alcalde cedié unicamente por los votos.
La Ciudad ha engafiado a la gente con
una falsa sensacion de seguridad al crear
esta Ordenanza sobre Confianza. Creo
que la mayor atencion ahora hara que ICE

mire mas a Lawrence y esa agencia estara
mas involucrada en el equipo de trabajo
de inmigracion de la ciudad. A veces me
pregunto si el Alcalde Rivera tenia la
intencion de que fuera asi: para sacar a
las personas indocumentadas de la ciudad.
No era asi, pero la decision ahora esta
perjudicando a esa gente. Se trataba de votos:
hacer que tantos latinos emitieran sus votos
creando una falsa sensacion de seguridad.

Luego, después de recibir la carta del
Procurador General de los Estados Unidos
Jeff Sessions la semana pasada, el alcalde
ha estado haciendo rondas en entrevistas
de television con locutores totalmente
ignorantes de lo que sucede en Lawrence.
El ha parecido un escolar inocente que no
sabe por qué Trump nos ha escogido. Jorge
Quiroga de WCVB-TV Canal 5 dijo: "Rivera
dice que no tiene idea de por qué Lawrence
lleg6 a esa lista." No puedo creer que ¢l no
sepa que en febrero de 2016, Rivera demando
a la Administracion de Trump en nombre de
las ciudades santuario y que los hizo sefialar
a la ciudad.

Tal vez fue que la Senadora Estatal
Barbara L'Italien y la Representante Estatal
Juana Matias han estado ansiosamente
hablando de su apoyo a la Ley de
Comunidades Seguras en la camara estatal,
para que el Gobernador Charlie Baker
declare a Massachusetts como un Estado
Santuario. Han estado apuntando a Lawrence
con un farol diciendo: joye, mira la poderosa
ciudad del Valle de Merrimack!

No estoy escribiendo para argumentar
lo que est4 bien o mal, o estoy de acuerdo
o en desacuerdo, sobre el estado migratorio
indocumentado o si la definicion de ciudad
santuario viola el derecho de cualquier
persona o del gobierno federal. Ni siquiera
estoy diciendo si el gobierno federal ha
excedido su autoridad. Y ciertamente,
no estoy afirmando si la proteccion de
las personas indocumentadas es correcta
o incorrecta. Solo escribo para decir que
fue estupido que nuestros funcionarios
electos escogieran publicamente una pelea
transmitiéndola al mundo al votar por una
ordenanza que no era necesaria.

Fue un truco politico de todos los
concejales y del alcalde. Después de todo,
so6lo uno de los concejales que votaron por la
ordenanza del fideicomiso no es democrata.
Y sabemos que son los Democratas los que
estan a favor de las ciudades santuario y los
Republicanos que estdn en contra. Incluso
el Comité de Abogados para los Derechos
Civiles y la Justicia Econémica (quienes
supuestamente representan a Lawrence y
otras ciudades sin costo alguno) estan usando
a la gente de Lawrence para su ardid politico.
Llama la atencion sobre el nombre de su
agencia solo por publicidad.

El Alcalde Rivera y el
Concejo Municipal aprobaron la Ley
de Confianza (The Trust Ordinance)
supuestamente para garantizar que las fuerzas
del orden publico locales se concentren
unicamente en los delitos locales y no tomen
recursos para las redadas y arrestos del
Servicio de Aduanas de Inmigracion (ICE).

Sin embargo, lo que el Alcalde Rivera
no le dice es que ha estado trabajando
en cooperacion con ICE. El no lo sabe,
pero lo es. Aqui, como ha colocado a
los inmigrantes en Lawrence en peligro.
Ademas de anunciar que la Ciudad de
Lawrence es una ciudad santuario (al aprobar
una ordenanza y publicar ese hecho en la
prensa), su departamento de cumplimiento
de la ley ha estado recopilando informacion
que esta perjudicando a los inmigrantes.

El Alcalde Rivera le ordenod al
Departamento de Policia de Lawrence
que revisara la placa de vehiculo de cada
vehiculo que pasa por las calles de la Ciudad
de Lawrence. El exige esto y mensualmente
espera un informe del Departamento de Policia
de Lawrence (LPD) sobre el nimero de placas
que se han procesado y verificado. Esas placas
de matricula se guardan en una base de datos
con el nombre del propietario del vehiculo
y la informacion pertinente. Sus matriculas
estan siendo revisadas por un sistema en
linea, mientras esta esperando en un semaforo,
estacionado frente a su casa, comprando,
conduciendo o mientras esta en su iglesia.

Esta es una forma de rastrear
a todo el mundo en todo momento,
independientemente de si estan acusados
de algln delito. LPD esta usando camaras
automaticas para leer y tomar fotos digitales
o revisar miles de placas de automoviles
para ayudar a resolver crimenes, pero en
el proceso almacenan informacion sobre
cientos de residentes inocentes de Lawrence.
Los escaneos de la placa por LPD estan
archivados y no tienen una politica para
borrar esos informes.

La agencia de Inmigracion y Aduanas
oficialmente ha obtenido acceso de toda
la agencia a una base de datos nacional
de reconocimiento de matriculas y esta
utilizando esta base de datos para buscar a
personas indocumentadas en Lawrence y
en otros lugares. La Union Estadounidense
de Libertades Civiles (ACLU) afirma que
los escaneres de matriculas son “en efecto,
sistemas de seguimiento de ubicacion del
gobierno que registran los movimientos
de muchos millones de estadounidenses

inocentes en enormes bases de datos”.

La revista Verge afirma que el sistema
le da a la agencia ICE acceso a miles de
millones de registros de matriculas y nuevos
poderes de seguimiento de ubicacidon en
tiempo real, lo que genera preocupaciones
importantes de libertarios civiles. Vigilant
Solutions, que es la compaiiia que ha firmado
un contrato con ICE, ha acumulado una base
de datos de mas de 2 mil millones de fotos
y chequeos de matriculas al ingerir datos
de socios como agencias de reposesion de
vehiculos y otros grupos privados y con
agencias locales de aplicacion de la ley.

Mucha gente en Lawrence esta perpleja,
que ante las camaras, el Alcalde Rivera parece
apoyar a su comunidad diciendo que €l protege
a las personas indocumentadas a través del
Trust Act. Pero sus acciones cuentan otra
historia — como esta ayudando al gobierno
federal en la bisqueda de inmigrantes
indocumentados. Saber donde vive alguien es
una cosa, pero esta tecnologia también podria
permitir que alguien sefiale donde trabaja,
compra, adora o se divierte una persona —
toda la informacion de que alguien, incluso
un ciudadano respetuoso de la ley, quizas no
quera que la tengan eso en sus registros.

New Hampshire es el tnico estado que
ha aprobado leyes que restringen el uso
de la policia de lectores de matriculas a
circunstancias especificas.

Segun un articulo publicado en Syracuse.
com el 23 de marzo de 2014, “la ley de New
Hampshire, que permite que las camaras se
utilicen solamente en autopistas de peaje,
es la mas estricta del pais”. Ademas, en el
estado de Maine, los registros tienen que ser
borrados después de 21 dias.

Un reportaje en la Radio Publica de
Vermont el 6 de marzo de 2015 establece
que, “La ACLU en realidad piensa que 24
horas son muy razonables. La razon que se da
para el uso de estos sistemas es atrapar a las
personas para quienes hay 6rdenes de arresto
pendientes, para las personas que puedan
estar perdidas, que desarrollen una lista todos
los dias y generalmente esa informacion es
buena para ese dia nada mas.”

that Aids Low Income Families

The volunteer tax assistance program
(VITA) administered by Community Action
Agencies (CAAs) - such as GLCAC -
annually helps thousands of wage earners
access millions of dollars in tax refunds,
including the Earned Income Tax Credit
(EITC). In Massachusetts, CAAs have
helped more than 17,000 low income tax
payers benefit from more than $32 million
in tax refunds.

There are approximately 80 VITA sites
operating across the state, run by Community
Action Agencies and other community-based
organizations and colleges. Together they
serve over 30,000 low income tax payers,
helping them to access over $60 million in
tax refunds.

The 2018 MASSCAP VITA program
kick off'is being held in Lawrence at Greater
Lawrence Community Action Council’s
VITA site. The MASSCAP VITA program
supports 21 community action agencies’
VITA sites. It is underwritten by a core three
year grant from the US Internal Revenue
Service along with private and public
resources raised at each community action
agency.

The Earned Income Tax Credit has been
called one of the most successful antipoverty
programs as it helps people not only address
financial needs and to save, but also those

who go to a free tax site are connected
to scores of other services like financial
education, Head Start, and fuel assistance.
As a program, it bridges the wage gap —
since the late 1970’s wages have not kept up
with productivity and many working people
have trouble meeting their basic needs. It
supports the proposition that in the United
States, people who work 40 hours a week
should not have to struggle to get by.

A further benefit of the VITA program
is that those who qualify save over $4.5
million by not going to fee-for-service tax
preparation sites. Volunteer tax preparers,
many who already have professional tax and
finance experience or are finance students
from local colleges, are trained and certified
by the IRS.

The 23 Community Action Agencies
across Massachusetts offer a wide range
of services including Head Start, Fuel
Assistance, and financial education. This
integrated approach is very powerful and
is a fundamental part of how CAAs help
people stabilize their lives and move onto
economic mobility.

The
closing down of newspapers was my clue that
I had no future there.

Escaping under cover of night in a small
boat has no comparison with what Mr. Ji
Seong-ho did on crutches but [ understood him.

All my life in the United States I
treasured the Freedom of Expression and
Freedom of the Press as the greatest asset we
enjoy. For the past 40 years being involved
in media, I have honored that privilege.

Men's Lacrosse Ranked Second
in USILA Preseason Poll

The Merrimack College men's
lacrosse team will start the 2018
season ranked second nationally,
as the United States Intercollegiate
Lacrosse Association (USILA)
unveiled its preseason coaches' poll
on Tuesday.

Merrimack, which reached the
NCAA Division II Championship
Final for the first time in program
history as part of a school-record 15-win
campaign, trails only defending national
champion Limestone in the 20-team
compilation. The Warriors played the Saints
in a hard-fought national final last May
at Gillette Stadium en route to the team's
national runner-up finish.

Fellow Northeast-10 Conference
constituents and NCAA Tournament
qualifiers Le Moyne, Adelphi and Pace
rounded out spots 3-5 in the poll, while
Merrimack's first opponent of the year -
NYIT - was ranked eighth. Saint Anselm,
who Merrimack will face in early April,
rounded out the poll in the No. 20 spot,
accounting for the fifth ranked team in the
preseason poll that the Warriors will face in
the regular season.

Merrimack returns nearly every
important component from last year's squad,
including its lead scorer and the 2017 NE10
Rookie of the Year in sophomore attack
Charlie Bertrand, as well as the USILA
Defender of the Year in senior James Bassett.
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They are two of four returning USILA All-
Americans on the squad - including one
first-teamer in Bassett. Seniors Hunter
Schmell and Blake Boudreau were also
tabbed All-Americans last year at short stick
defensive midfield and faceoff specialist,
respectively.

Those four are also among six returning
NEILA All-New England selections from
last spring, as graduate student John Bassett
and senior Kyle Stenberg highlight the
group of Merrimack returnees.

Overall, Merrimack will have the
services of six of its top eight scorers, its
starting goalkeeper in rising junior Edward
Hellier, its primary faceoff specialist and
four of its top-five most disruptive defenders
in terms of caused turnovers when the
Warriors return to action in just under a
month.

Merrimack opens the year at preseason
No. 8 NYIT on Sunday, Feb. 18, with a 12
p.m. start time.

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On Tuesday, January 16, the state's
Joint Committee on Education passed
State Representative Diana DiZoglio's
(D-Methuen) financial literacy bill.

Arecent study conducted by the Center
for Financial Literacy at Champlain College
in Vermont assigned the Commonwealth of
Massachusetts an 'F' grade for the quality
of its financial literacy programs; a label
Champlain College gave to just 11 states
across the nation and which means that "the
state has few requirements, or none at all, for
personal finance education in high school."

Under House Bill 2023, An Act relative
to financial literacy programs in schools, the
Department of Elementary and Secondary
Education is directed to develop standards
and objectives on personal financial literacy,
for grades pre-kindergarten to 12, within
the existing mathematics curriculum. The
curriculum would include understanding
loans, borrowing money, interest, credit
card debt, and online commerce; as well as
banking, housing, retirement and taxes.

"Teaching students how to manage
their finances should be a priority and is no-
brainer" said DiZoglio. "A decade ago, the
U.S. financial crisis began which brought
to light the low levels of financial literacy,
not only in Massachusetts but across the
nation. While they may be receiving a
great education in other subject matters,
students in Massachusetts are graduating
high school without understanding how to
manage a simple personal budget. As young
adults they become enslaved to credit card
companies, their car loans and their student
loans because they don't understand how
interest works, and what it really takes
to pay down those debts. We must take
the lessons learned from the devastating
impacts of our past financial crises and
teach the next generation how recognize
predatory lending practices, be fiscally
responsible, and make sound investments."

"It is important for young people
to learn about short term and long term
goals, the impact of planning, credit
interest, compound investments, charitable
contributions and more, so that they may
be empowered in their choices and practice
making prudent financial decisions," said

North Andover School Committee member
Helen Pickard. "Financial literacy in our
schools would ensure learners have access to
information for their best interests, life-long."

"As a mother and a school committee
member, I want our children to be learning
more than the core curriculum," said
Methuen School Committee member Jana
DiNatale. "Students should leave high
school with both knowledge and character,
prepared to take personal responsibility for
achieving their goals. Teaching students to
become prudent managers of their financial
resources will put them on the road to
financial responsibility and security."

"As a junior at North Andover High
School, I'm beginning to think about college
and my career but I feel in the dark when
it comes to finances," said Kaitlyn Parks.
"Learning about financial literacy in school
would be a huge help to myself and my
classmates as we enter the real world."

"This is such a huge step for the
Massachusetts system of education," said
North Andover High School graduate Sarah
Keith. "Financial literacy is a skill set that
every student can benefit from, and having
access to education on taxes, loans, and
credit is crucial for future success. I have
been fortunate enough to attend lectures
and lessons throughout college on financial
literacy, but not everyone has this opportunity
post high school graduation. I love that
Representative DiZoglio is sponsoring such
an important piece of legislation."

"Massachusetts educational standards
are mostly great but severely lacking in
any sort of financial literacy, so to learn
about finance, I have to take online courses,
visit banks and read the Financial Times,"
said Andover High School student Sana
Nadkarni. "I sincerely want to enter the
financial sector, and don't want to wait till I
am in business school to learn about finance.
This knowledge should be readily available,
and has to start early. I am overjoyed
that with the success of Representative
DiZoglio's bill, my eight-year old brother
will learn real-life skills in the public school
classroom, and contribute to a more educated
generation of Massachusetts citizens overall,
and of potential financiers."

Lawrence Youth Substance Abuse Prevention Task Force
Awarded $2,000 from The 84 Movement

The Lawrence Youth Substance Abuse
Prevention Task Force of the Lawrence
Methuen Community Coalition, was recently
awarded a $2,000 mini-grant from The 84
Movement to conduct a photovoice project
designed to identify tactics used by the
tobacco industry. The youth will photograph
tobacco advertisements, packaging and
availability and report on their findings in a
presentation to decision makers.

The Lawrence Youth Substance Abuse
Prevention Task Force is a chapter of The 84
Movement which helps mobilize youth to
take action to protect their communities from
the influence of the tobacco industry. The
grant is awarded to selected youth groups
from across the Commonwealth who are
committed to fighting the tobacco industry
in their neighborhoods and schools.

According to chapter advisor Evelyn
Rodriguez, “Last year our youth leaders
surveyed the availability of tobacco in
Lawrence and reported on it to the Board of
Health. Now, with this photovoice project,
the young people can further explore their
concerns about how highly accessible
tobacco products are to youth and make some

recommendations to address the problem.”
The 84 Movement staff has recently trained
approximately twenty youth to conduct the
project.

The 84 is a program of the Massachusetts
Department of Public Health’s Tobacco
Cessation and Prevention Program,
developed and managed in partnership with
Health Resources in Action.

About the Northeast Tobacco-Free
Community Partnership, a program of
theGreater Lawrence Family Health Center
The Northeast Tobacco-Free Community
Partnership supports communities’ efforts
to lower smoking prevalence and exposure
to secondhand smoke; enhance state and
local tobacco control efforts by exposing
tobacco industry tactics, mobilizing the
community to support and adopt evidence-
based policies, and changing social
norms.

The laboratory science program at
Northern Essex Community College has
been recognized for its workforce relevance
and preparedness. For the third time in
recent years, the program received an
endorsement from the state’s leading science
education organization. The Massachusetts
Biotechnology Education Foundation
(MassBioEd) presented Northern Essex
with a Platinum Endorsement — its highest
acknowledgement.

Educational programs are eligible
to apply for acknowledgments every
three years. NECC'’s lab science program
received a Platinum Endorsement in 2014
and a Gold Endorsement in 2011. It was one
of five Massachusetts community colleges
to receive the Platinum Endorsement for
2017.

MassBioEd is a nonprofit organization
that promotes a world-class life science
industry in this region through educational
programs that inspire students and engage
teachers..

NECC'’s Associate Degree in Applied
Science in Laboratory Science met the
criteria established by MassBioEd which
includes a curriculum that aligns with the
core competencies developed by leaders
from both the academic and biotechnology
industry.

The program prepares graduating
students for transfer and/or careers in
the life sciences field. It was designed in
response to a widespread local need for
skilled lab technicians and offers four areas
of concentration: forensics, biotechnology,
environmental sciences, and chemical
analysis.

“Our program’s critical emphasis is still
on strong, industry relevant laboratory skills,

career support, and externship training,”
says Marguerite L. White-Jeanneau, Ph.D.
associate professor in NECC’s Natural
Sciences Department.

The first year of the program focuses
on developing science, computer and math
skills, and training in good laboratory
practices as well as strong “soft skills”
deemed desirable by employers such as
communication, teamwork, and analytical
reasoning.

The second year focuses on further
developing analytical skills, training in
the use of specialized equipment such as
high performance liquid chromatography
and gas chromatography, and becoming
familiar with cell culture techniques. Also,
in the second year, students spend time in
externships to acquire work experience in
the field. Externships might take place at:
Biotechnology companies, universities, the
Department of Environmental Protection and
other state or wildlife agencies, crime labs,
or biopharmaceutical companies. In addition,
the program provides the foundation to
pursue a career as a medical lab technician.

The forensic concentration was added
to the program in the fall of 2016.

“There is a lot of job growth in the field,”
according to NECC Professor Mike Cross,
Ph.D., also a professor in NECC’s Natural
Sciences Department. “The Bureau of Labor
Statistics estimates job growth of 17 percent
from 2016 to 2026. The average wage for
forensic science technicians was $56,750 in
2016.”
