many as Mr. B, sincere and unconditional.

We met Mr. B several years ago, when he was the director of the Lawrence
Police Athletic League, and each day, he alternated his nights between Arlington
School and South Lawrence East, where he guarded hundreds of children and young
people while they practiced basketball and other activities under strict discipline.

After covering several Mr. B events with his children in the schools, we were
impressed by the natural and affectionate way in which they treated each other, always
with respect, and thus a friendship between us began.

One fine day, Mr. B approached us with the idea of writing his memoirs for
publication in Rumbo. "Some of the people I'm going to write about will enjoy reading
about the past," he told us.

“Of course,” was our response. “I'm sure we'll publish your stories.” How could
we say no? To this point, we didn’t have any notion of his abilities as a writer and
even more, write stories many of them based on his memory.

We opened Rumbo’s pages to his first story on May 15, 2005. Honestly, we did
not think it would last long. How many stories could he writes? How much memory
could he have? Actually, we did not have much expectation.

That feeling did not last long. The first story came in an envelope with 20 other
new stories. The second envelope with more stories did not take long to arrive. In
summary, he provided 306 new stories that have been published for 12 years and 10
months consecutively until the last edition of February 1st. 2018. And we still have
many more, which will be published in his memory.

On March 31,2016, Mr. B was honored by a group of friends at the premises of Sons
of Italy, in Methuen where he launched a compendium of his best memories, bound in
a colorful book that had to be re-printed due to the demand. In a gesture typical of him,
he dedicated the proceeds of the sale for the benefit of Canal Street Boxing Gym.

Mr. B was born on October 9, 1934; he died on Saturday, February 3, 2018.

Puede
destruir. Si puede destruir, puede restringir
y controlar".

Sin embargo, otro individuo presenta
una doctrina conocida como la doctrina
Colley o la doctrina del gobierno propio,
"Expreso la teoria de un derecho inherente
a la autodeterminacion local”. El Tribunal
Supremo concluyo y adopto la Regla de
Dillion. Los estados han ganado miles de
casos basandose en la regla de Dillion.

Esta asignacion socava la democracia
de Lawrence. David Miller argumenta que la
regla de Dillion fue incorrecta porque "tiene
una gran autoridad politica mientras tiene
poca legitimidad legal” termino siendo que
los municipios no eran mas que "inquilinos
de sus estados".

Las suposiciones de Lawrence, a través
del superintendente y la administracion
judicial, significan una pérdida de control
local, y que para Lawrence "no puede
satisfacer nuestras necesidades y crea
implicaciones economicas”.

Members of Lawrence Alliance
for Education Board Announced

Board will oversee a new superintendent and report

to the state commissioner

Elementary and Secondary Education
Acting Commissioner Jeff Wulfson today
announced six of the seven members of
the Lawrence Alliance for Education, the
board that will oversee the Lawrence Public
Schools when Superintendent/Receiver
Jeffrey C. Riley steps down. A seventh
member is expected to be named shortly.

In mid-November, Mr. Riley announced
his decision to step down at the end of the
current school year, more than six years
after he was appointed. The Department
announced that the next receiver would be
a partnership board, known as the Lawrence
Alliance for Education.

The Lawrence Alliance for Education
will have the statutory authorities granted
to a receiver by state law. The board, with
the commissioner's approval, will identify
a superintendent who will manage the
district on a day-to-day basis, reporting to
the partnership board. The board itself will
report to the commissioner of elementary
and secondary education.

The six members of the Lawrence
Alliance for Education being announced
today are:

*  Chairman John Connolly, executive
director of The 1647, Inc. in Boston, an
organization that helps schools increase
family engagement;

*  Hon. Daniel Rivera, mayor of the city
of Lawrence;

Danilo Medina Sanchez y en
nombre de mis compaieros en el Consulado
General de la Reptiblica Dominicana en Boston,
queremos agradecer infinitamente al honorable
Alcalde Sr. Daniel Rivera, por permitirnos izar
nuestro lienzo patrio el cual estara ondeando en
la plazoleta Robert Frost durante todo el mes
de febrero, con motivo del 174 aniversario de
la Independencia de la Republica Dominicana,
como una muestra del gran carifio y profundo
respeto que tiene el Sr. Alcalde para con nuestro
pais, que también es el suyo.

La proclamacion de la Independencia
Nacional, el 27 de febrero de 1844, fue el
resultado de un largo proceso en donde se
fue plantando la semilla de la rebelion contra
el poder foraneo, que gobernod por 22 aflos y
en donde se unieron diversas circunstancias
y voluntades de quienes entendieron que era
inminente la separacion de la isla, por lo que
los aprestos independentistas prosperaron entre
los miembros de La Trinitaria y otros sectores.

El 27 de febrero 1845 en
el primer aniversario de la fundacion de
la Republica, Maria Trinidad Sanchez
camino desde la Fortaleza Ozama hasta el
cementerio, donde seria fusilada y al pasar
por la Puerta del Conde exclamo: "Dios
mio, cumplase en mi tu voluntad y salvese
la Republica".

Hablando de los hijos, hay padres que
piensan que el ejemplo lo es todo y ya no
hace falta hacer mas. Esto es importante pero
no lo es todo.

Recuerdo un chico de unos 12 afios que
su conducta en el colegio, en el recreo y en
los deportes dejaba mucho que desear: era
caprichoso, no ayudaba a los compaiieros,
siempre queria tener la razéon en las
discusiones y se las arreglaba para hacer
siempre lo menos posible.

Ana, a single mother of three, gave
herself and her children a new home for
Christmas. After hearing about our program
from others who have taken the course, Ana
took the First Time Home Buyers class in
June 0of 2017 and purchased a home just six
months later.

Ana took the class because it was
always a goal of hers to own a home but
she didn’t know how to begin the process.
No one in Ana’s immediate family had ever
owned a home so this was an important goal
of hers. She wanted to set an example for
her children and prove that this process can
be done.

Ana wanted to educate herself so that
she was fully prepared when she started
looking at houses. After taking the class,
she says that she felt educated on every step
from beginning to end of the buying process.

When asked about taking the course
she said “This newfound knowledge that I
received from the class led me in the right

direction and provided the confidence 1
needed because 1 was lost.” She said the
topics she learned most about were home
inspectors and down payment closing costs.

What especially helped Ana when
taking the course was being put in touch
with a team of people that worked hard to
help assist her. Cathy Mercado of Santander
Bank (formerly of MVHP) provided Ana’s
mortgage financing.

Ana received Down Payment
Assistance from the City of Lowell which
helped her family greatly. Although it
sometimes takes a while for people to feel
like their new home is actually theirs, Ana
said that as soon as the keys were put in her
hand she felt like it was hers. After all of
this Ana says “I’m so confident now. I feel
like I can help other people.”

Durante los ultimos dos afios,
Massachusetts Parents United ha enfocado
sus esfuerzos en Lawrence, Lowell y
otras ciudades del estado para aumentar
la influencia de los padres en las escuelas
y comunidades. El objetivo final es crear
una alianza de padres para lograr una
mejor calidad de vida para las familias de
Massachusetts.

La “mama en jefe” Keri Rodrigues
ha promulgado su visiéon de crear una
organizaciéon que escuche las voces de los
padres y mejore el bienestar de sus familias.
Rodrigues busc6 crear un grupo que no solo
trabaja para mejorar la educacion de sus
hijos, sino también la seguridad de su hogar.

”Después de haber luchado tanto con
el sistema educativo o, me di cuenta de
que fomentar una comunidad de padres
fuertes era la mejor manera de ayudar a
nuestros hijos", cree Rodrigues, quien
ademas considera que "especialmente las
familias y los nifios latinos necesitan una
plataforma mas grande para que sus voces
sean escuchadas".

La organizacion retne a padres de East
Boston, Holyoke, Lawrence, Lowell,
Lynn, Salem y Springfield, y lleva a cabo
entrenamientos y talleres que preparan a los
miembros para abogar por los principales
asuntos de sus comunidades.

En su pagina web www.maparents.org
se puede encontrar un calendario de eventos
enfocados en los problemas que los padres
consideran mas criticos en su comunidad.
A medida que la organizaciéon continta
creciendo, también aumenta el impacto que
estos padres tienen en las escuelas y en el
gobierno local.

El afio pasado, MPU abrié un Centro
de Bienvenida en Springfield a tiempo para
ayudar a las familias puertorriqueiias que
fueron desplazadas. Actualmente, el centro
funciona como una oficina que proporciona
informacién y documentos tutiles para
familias que escogen Springfield como su
nuevo hogar. Ademas, como parte de su

cre6 una pagina de GoFundMe en apoyo a
una escuela primaria local que suftié dafios
por el huracan Maria.

En Lawrence, los padres tomaron la
iniciativa de organizar un debate entre
los candidatos al Concejo Municipal para
obtener informacion de primera mano antes
de tomar una decision para las elecciones del
pasado noviembre.

Aunque la organizaciéon MPU comenz6
con tres madres sentadas en una biblioteca
publica discutiendo preocupaciones
en comun, el grupo se ha multiplicado
significativamente, al igual que su impacto
en Massachusetts.

Massachusetts Parents United has spent
the last two years working to increase parent
influence in the schools and communities of
Lawrence and Lowell.

Mom-in-Chief Keri Rodrigues has
enacted her vision of creating an organization
focused on hearing parents’ voices and
improving the livelihood of their families.
Rodrigues sought to create a group that not
only worked to improve the education of its
children, but also the security and safety of
their homes.

“Having struggled with the education
system before, I realized that coming
together and building a community of
strong parents was the best way to help our
children,” said Rodrigues. “I especially feel
that Latino families and children need a
bigger platform for their voices to be heard.”

Currently, MPU is the largest
urban parent advocacy organization in
Massachusetts with over 7,500 members
and growing. The organization has weekly
chapter meetings in East Boston, Holyoke,
Lawrence, Lowell, Lynn, Salem, and
Springfield, functioning as an opportunity
for parents to gather and advocate for what
they feel is important.

At these meetings, parents create a
schedule of events focused on addressing
issues they find most critical. As the

organization continues to grow, so does
the impact they have on local schools and
government.

In the past year, MPU opened a
Springfield Welcome Center in time to
aid with relief efforts in Puerto Rico and
welcome displaced families. As part of their
campaign, MPU 4 Puerto Rico, they also
created a GoFundMe in support of a local
elementary school that suffered damages
from Hurricane Maria.

On top of this, the parents in Lawrence
had the idea to host a debate between
candidates for City Councillor At-Large,
which presented parents with the opportunity
to address the topics that matter to them and
affect their lives and communities.

Although MPU began with three parents
sitting in a library discussing issues, the
organization has grown tenfold and been able
to make the change visualized by Rodrigues
and her fellow parents.

Frank Benjamin
1934 - 2018

Born Oct 9, 1934 in Lawrence to
Ruth Benjamin, had two brothers Dick
and John.

As a young man he became an
employee of the New England Power
Co. and soon became an overhead
lineman, traveling to many parts of
New England in this job. A member and
retiree of the IBEW union he became a
traveling contractor in this trade through
the whole eastern corridor, and worked
many ice storms and hurricanes. His
Trade took him to the St. Lawrence
Seaway, Conn, New Jersey, RI, White
Plains NY, Florida and the Seabrook
nuclear plant. He was a long time Union
Steward for Local #326 of the IBEW.

He later became the Assistant
Director of the Recreation Department
for the City of Lawrence appointed by
Mayor John J Buckley, a position he
held for almost ten years. When the then
City Council cut that position, after a
long layoft he was appointed by Mayor
Mary Claire Kennedy to become the first
ever in the City's Police Athletic League
Director, a position also approved by the
then Police Chief Joseph St. Germaine
and Captain Dave Kelly.

He started this program from the
ground up and it became a great and
vibrant venture serving hundreds of
kids and teen agers every night of the
week. When Frank retired from this
position after ten years he left the job to
his son Bill and the PAL never missed
a beat. He was extremely proud of his
job with the LPD and the three Chiefs
he served under, Chief St. Germaine,
Interim Chief Ron Guillmette and Chief
John Romero.

Frank wore many hats and for
many years he managed fast pitch
softball teams and won numerous city
championships.

He became a sportscaster on the
local WCCM station owned by the great
Curt Gowdy. Paul Seccaricio brought
him to work on a Saturday morning talk
show and later do football, basketball
and baseball games this was a job he
truly loved, to rub elbows and become
great friends with legendary Bruce
Arnold and learned from the likes of
John Moran, Bob Shufriter, Dan Roche
of Channel 4 sports now and Don Boyle
was always a kick for him.

In later years he became the
sports director at WCCM and became
responsible for each season's schedule.
He did this job for twenty years.

Along the way he covered with
great relish the high school sports of
the area. One big memory was the
Little League World Series featuring
the Andover kids and was flown into
Williamsport to announce the games.

Frank was proud of the many high
school championship games in all
three sports he covered. He was also
extremely proud of the many coaches
in the state that really befriended him
and also the relationship he had with the
student athletes. He took great pride in

pushing the girl's and women's sports of
our area.

He and John Moran were recipients
of three Associated Press yearly awards.

Frank was inducted into the State
of Mass Basketball Coaches Hall of
Fame and the next year the same group
honored him with an induction to the
Football Hall. He was later inducted to
the Methuen High School Hall of Fame
all three of these prestigious awards
made him very proud.

He was recruited by Jack Wilson,
Brian Cusack, and Terry Breen to find a
way to raise money for a worthy cause
and being a volunteer for the March
of Dimes this became the charity for a
canoe race which was called the Lou
Marcel annual race. This event raised
many thousands of dollars for this
charity and it still exists to this day.

He served two years on the State
of Mass Boxing Commission and also
the City of Lawrence Human Rights
Commission.

In retirement he became a volunteer
writer for RUMBO a multi-language
newspaper featuring his column Mr B's
Sport Memories writing about the high
school teams and games of yesteryear.
He enjoyed all the Boston teams and
although he liked the Bruins he had a
strong dislike for hockey.

He really enjoyed all high school
sports and his favorite was basketball and
the Lawrence Christmas Tournament.

His real close friends over the years
were Bob Hendry, Kevin and Dee Judge,
Bob Shechan, Bill Bateman, Ronnie
Ford and the late Roger Vachon, Mike
Padellaro, Bruce Arnold, Dan Roche and
wife Pam, Paul Sac and his wife Donna.
Neighbor at Burnham Road and teenage
friend Helen and Linda Giarrusso, and
his son Bill.

He really enjoyed his relationship
with the student athletes and the
attendees of the Lawrence PAL and
enjoyed it when these former kids now
grown up would meet him around town
or in the market and how excited and
sincere they were to let him know how
much they appreciated the times they
had shared, and enjoyed their sincerity.
His friends will tell you he explains to
people about this magical journey by
simply saying, "Not bad for a kid with
a ninth grade education from the wrong
side of the track with a single parent who
finally became legitimate."

Frankie’s two brothers, Dick and
John predeceased him in recent years.
He leaves Dick’s wife Stella of Lawrence
and John’s wife Betty now of Del Ray
Beach, Florida. Upon retirement, John
was principal of the Robert Frost School
after a long teaching career in the city.
They had a daughter and special niece
to Frank, Julie of New Hampshire. He
also had two sons, Bill and his wife
Beverly of Lawrence who were both his
caretakers and his lifeline, and Tom of
Las Vegas and a daughter, Pat Maloney
of Salem, NH.

“The Shannon Initiative employs a
toolkit of techniques, from education to
diversion and suppression, that help enable
communities to make a significant impact
on youth violence and gang activity,” said
Governor Baker. “The Commonwealth has
formed a number of important partnerships
with cities and organizations through this
initiative and we look forward to continuing
that work this year to positively impact the
futures of many young people and make our
streets safer for everyone.”

“The cities and local partners selected
for these grants have demonstrated their
commitment and creativity in combatting
gang violence that threatens the safety of
everyone in their communities,” said Lt.
Governor Polito. “We value the partnership
we have with the Legislature that allows us to
make these bipartisan investments every year
and build stronger and safer communities.”

The grants provide funds to communities
that demonstrate high levels of youth violence
and gang problems, a comprehensive plan to
work with multi-disciplinary partners and a
commitment to coordinated prevention and
intervention strategies. Funded strategies
include social intervention and opportunity
provision programs, as well as gang task
force personnel costs and overtime.

El Servicio de Impuestos Internos, IRS,
insta a los contribuyentes con un Numero de
Identificacion Personal del Contribuyente
(ITIN) expirado, a renovarlo lo antes
posible. Las declaraciones de impuestos
con ITINs expirados enfrentaran demoras
en el procesamiento y los contribuyentes
afectados pueden perder la elegibilidad
para beneficios tributarios clave hasta que
se renueve el ITIN.

Un ITIN esusado por cualquier persona
que tenga obligaciones de pago o de
presentacion de impuestos segun la ley
tributaria de EE. UU., pero no es elegible
para un numero de seguro social. En virtud
de una serie de disposiciones (en inglés)
establecidas por la Ley de Proteccion de los
Estadounidenses de Aumentos de Impuestos
(PATH) promulgada por el Congreso en
diciembre de 2015, los ITINs que no se
hayan usado en una declaracion de impuestos
al menos una vez en los pasados tres afios
expiraran.

Ademas, ITINs con ciertos digitos
medios expiraron, lo que requirio la
renovacion del contribuyente a fin de
continuar usandolo para presentar una
declaracion de impuestos federales.

Aquellos ITINs con digitos medios de
70, 71, 72 u 80 (ejemplo: INN-70-NNNN
0 9NN-80-NNNN) expiraron el 31 de
diciembre de 2017. Los ITINs que tienen
digitos medios 78 o 79 expiraron el 31 de
diciembre de 2016, pero los contribuyentes
aun pueden renovarlos.

.Quién debe renovar un ITIN?

Los contribuyentes con ITINs que
expiraron a fines de 2017 y que necesitan
presentar una declaracion de impuestos
en 2018 deben presentar una solicitud
de renovacion. Otros no necesitan tomar
ninguna accion.

* Los ITINs con digitos medios 70, 71,
72 u 80 (por ejemplo, INN-70-NNNN)
deben renovarse si el contribuyente tendra
un requisito de presentacion en 2018.

*+ Los contribuyentes cuyos ITINs
expiraron por falta de uso solo deberian
renovar su ITIN si tendran un requisito de
presentacion en 2018.

* Los contribuyentes que son elegibles
para, o que tienen, un SSN no deben renovar
su ITIN, pero deben notificar al IRS tanto de

su SSN como de su ITIN anterior, para que
sus cuentas puedan combinarse.

Como renovar un ITIN
Pararenovarun ITIN, los contribuyentes
deben completar un Formulario W-7 y
enviar toda la documentacion requerida.
Aunque el Formulario W-7 generalmente
se adjunta a la declaracion de impuestos,
no se requiere que el contribuyente adjunte
una declaracion de impuestos federales a su
solicitud de renovacion de ITIN.
Hay tres formas de enviar el paquete de
solicitud W-7:

1. Envie por correo el Formulario W-7,
junto con los documentos originales de
identificacion o copias certificadas por
la agencia emisora, a la direccion del
IRS indicada en las instrucciones del
formulario. El IRS revisara los documentos
de identificacion y los devolvera dentro 60
dias.

2. Los contribuyentes tienen la opcion
de trabajar con un Agente Tramitador
Certificado (CAA, por sus siglas en inglés)
autorizado por el IRS para ayudarlos a
solicitar un ITIN. Los CAA pueden certificar
todos los documentos de identificacion para
los contribuyentes primarios y secundarios
y certificar que una solicitud de ITIN esta
correcta antes de enviarla al IRS para su
procesamiento. Los CAA también pueden
certificar pasaportes y certificados de
nacimiento para dependientes. Esto evita
que los contribuyentes envien documentos
originales al IRS.

3. De antemano, los contribuyentes
pueden llamar al 844-545-5640 y hacer
una cita en un Centro de Asistencia al
Contribuyente designado por el IRS en
lugar de enviar los documentos originales
de identificacion al IRS. Al hacer una cita,
asegurese de indicar que esto implica una
solicitud de renovacion de ITIN.

Puede tomarle al IRS hasta 11 semanas
para completar una solicitud de renovacion
de ITIN durante la temporada de impuestos.

First Amendment

There are people who try to downplay
the value of the First Amendment that
guarantees Freedom of Speech, Religion
and Press among other freedoms. A good
example is a recent decision by a California
court ruling that a baker can continue to
refuse to make wedding cakes for same sex
couples.

“The State cannot succeed on the
facts presented as a matter of law. The
right to freedom of speech under the First
Amendment outweighs the State’s interest
in ensuring a freely accessible marketplace,”
Judge Lampe wrote in his ruling on Monday.
“The right of freedom of thought guaranteed
by the First Amendment includes the right to
speak, and the right to refrain from speaking.
Sometimes the most profound protest is
silence.”

Would the School
Committee continue
to exist?

By now you have probably heard that
the Lawrence Public Schools receiver,
Jeffrey Riley, has been selected as the new
Commissioner of the Commonwealth’s
Department of Elementary and Secondary
Education (DESE).

Earlier this week current DESE
Commissioner Jeff Wolfson sent out a
press release in which he assigned the
Lawrence Alliance for Education to oversee
the Lawrence Public Schools. That is the
name given to this board. This board will
have legal authorities granted to a recipient
by state law. The governing board, with the

approval of the commissioner, will identify
a superintendent who will administer the
district daily, reporting to the council. The
Lawrence Alliance for Education will report
to the commissioner of elementary and
secondary education.

The six members of the Lawrence
Alliance for Education announced are:
President John Connolly, the executive
director of The 1647, Inc. in Boston; Mayor
Daniel Rivera; Jessica Andors, executive
director of Lawrence Community Works; Dr.
Noemi Custodia-Lora, vice president of the
Lawrence campus and community relations
of NECC; Patricia Mariano, member of the
current Lawrence School Committee and
former principal of the Francis M. Leahy
School; and Dr. Ventura Rodriguez, associate
commissioner for the state support system in
the Massachusetts DESE.

Why the commissioner does not just
send another receiver to replace Jeff is
beyond belief? The DESE created another
board to usurp the elected local school
committee of its powers and give it to
another board for political patronage? With
this assignment, DESE just sent a message
to the elected officials and its residents that
you all are just too stupid to run the show.
I don’t see representation of parents on this
board and for the past few years, the role of
the School Committee had been diminished
to the point of not being allowed to represent
the interests of local families.

George Washington warned against the
dangers of usurpation. He called it “The
weapon by which free governments are
destroyed.” He urged Americans to guard

leaders work tirelessly every day to reflect
their community s values and represent
community members and represent the level
of government closest to the people they
govern, and they focus on the critical issues
that matter to the people. But when states
seek blanket policies that run counter to
the values of its cities, local leaders do not
stand down. We see many instances where
state-level politicians work to usurp the will
of people in cities both through preemption
and Dillon’s Rule provisions.”

Dillion’s rule states that (an 1868 court
argument) "Municipal corporations owe
their origin to, and derive their powers
and rights wholly from, the legislature. It
breathes into them the breath of life, without
which they cannot exist. As it creates, so may
it destroy. If it may destroy, it may abridge
and control”.

However, another individual introduces
a doctrine known as the Colley doctrine
or the doctrine of home rule, “Expressed
the theory of an inherent right to local
self-determination.” The Supreme Court
concluded and adopted Dillion’s Rule.
Thousands of cases have been determined
for the state based on Dillion’s rule.

This assignment undermines Lawrence’s
democracy. David Miller argues that Dillion’s
rule was wrong because “having great political
authority while having little legal legitimacy”
ending up being that municipalities were
more “tenants of their states”.

Lawrence preemptions, from just
about all the local laws, by way of overseer
and receivership, means a loss of local
control, and that for Lawrence it “cannot

against it and reject it for the evil that it is, fit our need and thus create economic

in his farewell address. In Lawrence, the
Commonwealth is abusing its powers. But
hey, people, that’s who you voted. In the
above board assignment, the constitution of
the City of Lawrence is being violated.

If the school committee wanted to and
had the means, they could challenge DESE
in the court system. But they would not be
successful.

However, Massachusetts is a
home rule state. It does not identify, at least
on paper, Dillion’s rule. So why does the
Commonwealth usurp Lawrence’s authority?

The residents of this city must educate
themselves and find that the only way to
regain our powers is to vote for officials that
truly represent us and advocate for us. This
includes state representatives, governors,
attorney generals, etc. To say otherwise
would only push off the responsibility we
all say we want with local control.

Aprobacion de una nueva estacion de policia

En noviembre de 2017, la Camara de
Representantes del Estado aprob¢ el gasto
de $25 millones para reemplazar la Estacion
de Policia Lawrence. Supuestamente, la
Céamara declara que los $25 millones solo
financiarian parcialmente la construccion
de la estacion. Un informe, de Capital Asset
Management & Maintenance indica que
costaria $46 millones como una estacion de
policia independiente. Segun el costo de $46
millones, eso significa que se necesitarian
$21 millones adicionales para la estacion
independiente. Sin embargo, la agencia esta
considerando construir un centro regional de
entrenamiento de seguridad publica junto
con la estacion de policia a un costo de $86
millones.

Ahora, piense por un segundo,
(alguna vez descubrid que construir algo
en Massachusetts es puntual y dentro del
presupuesto? La gestion de proyectos
para construcciones en Taxachusetts es
inexistente. Piense en el "Big Dig" la
excavacion de Boston. La Camara incluy6
$45 millones para la nueva estacion
de Springfield en su version de bonos
comparado a Lawrence con $25. Se espera
que Springfield asuma otros $46 millones
por un costo total de mas de $92 millones de
dolares. Eso no es una estacion de policia,
ese es otro casino en Springfield (en términos
de construccion). Si Lawrence hubiera
aprobado tener negocios asociados con la
marihuana, eso podria haber proporcionado
grandes ingresos para el departamento de
policia de Lawrence o su presupuesto de
mejoras capitales para construir la estacion.

Creo que los $25 a $46 millones
deberian ser suficientes para construir una
nueva estacion de policia. Eso es todo lo que
se necesita. En Oswego, Nueva York, se esta
construyendo una estacion de policia a un
costo de $30 millones de délares. También es
bastante grande y tiene muchas inclusiones
necesarias para la policia, la comunidad y
el centro de emergencias. Bethesda, MD
acaba de completar su estacion de policia de
38,000 pies cuadrados por % del costo que se
anticipa que Lawrence gastara. Greenville,
SC construird una nueva estacion a un costo
de $33 millones.

Lawrence no necesita una construccion
gigantesca que devorara el futuro de los
fondos de mejora de capital. Lawrence
solo necesita una simple estacion de
policia. No es necesario crear una academia
de entrenamiento de seguridad publica,

mientras que Northern Essex Community
College tiene uno a pocas millas de distancia
en Haverhill. Amenos que sea que NECC esta
presionando o abogando por una estructura
de este tipo. Creo que hay cabildeo, en
nombre de NECC, para construir un edificio
de seguridad publica junto con la estacion
de policia de Lawrence y posiblemente las
oficinas administrativas del Departamento
de Bomberos de Lawrence y sera operado
y administrado por NECC.

Algo tan simple como solicitar fondos
para construir una estacion de policia se
convierte en una mezcla de arroz y espagueti
de confusiones y caos. Mientras mas grande
sea el proyecto, mas costoso sera de operar,
mantener y reparar. Deberia ser KISS -
Keep It Simple Stupid. Ademads, esperar
tantos fondos solo retrasara la construccion
de la estructura necesaria; y la gente
de Lawrence, y mds importante aun, su
personal encargado de hacer cumplir la ley,
han esperado lo suficiente para que la ciudad
construya una nueva estacion. Los oficiales
merecen un espacio seguro y eficiente tan
pronto como sea posible. Nuestros oficiales
se comprometen a proporcionar el mas alto
nivel de servicio a Lawrence y una nueva
estacion de policia les proporcionara las
herramientas necesarias para mantener ese
nivel de servicio.

Solo espero que si se construye, entre
otras cosas se necesitan en las estaciones de
policia, que al menos el mostrador/oficina
principal sea con personal bilingiie, tenga
una forma de asegurar adecuadamente
los vehiculos de la policia, tenga muchos
lockers y duchas para oficiales de policia,
una sala de ejercicios para mantener a
nuestros oficiales fisicamente en forma
(algunos otros para ponerse en forma),
suficiente escritorios compartidos para que
los oficiales escriban sus informes, sala de
capacitacion y sala comunitaria. También
deberia ser verde; solar, mas eficiente,
dejando una huella mas ligera, etc.

Por lo que mas quieran, denles las
herramientas y los recursos que necesitan
para ser mas eficientes en sus arduo trabajo.
S¢é que los miembros de la prensa estan
justamente exhaustos con las conferencias
de prensa en el exterior de la Ciudad y
LPD; deberian tener eso y mas. Pero no
una academia de policia y otras agencias
estatales y universidades asociadas para
demorar la construccion y ser cadtica para
clientes y peatones.
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Approval of a new police station

On November 2017 the State House
of Representatives approved spending $25
million to replace the Lawrence Police
Station. Supposedly, the House states that
the $25 million would only partially fund
the construction of the station. A report,
by the Capital Asset Management &
Maintenance indicates that it would cost
$46 million as a stand-alone police station.
Based on the $46 million cost, that means
that and additional $21 million would
be needed for the stand alone station.
However, the agency is considering
building a regional state public safety
training facility alongside the police station
at a cost of $86 million.

Now for a second think, did you
ever find that building anything in
Massachusetts is on-time and on-budget?
Project management for constructions, in
Taxachusetts is non-existent. Think “big
dig”. The House included $45 million for
the new Springfield station in its version
of a bond bill versus Lawrence $25.
Springfield is expected to match another $46
million for a total cost of over $92 million
dollars. That’s not a police station, that
another casino in Springfield (in terms of
building). Had Lawrence approved having
business associated with the marijuana,
that could have provided huge revenues
for Lawrence’s police department or its
capital improvement budget for building
the station.

I believe that the $25 - $46 million
should suffice to build a new police station.
That is all that is needed. In Oswego, NY
a police station is being built at a cost of
$30 million dollars. It’s pretty big too and
has many necessary inclusions for its law
enforcement, community and emergency
center. Bethesda, MD just complete its
38,000 square foot police station for 4 of the
cost that Lawrence is anticipated to spend.
Greenville, SC will build a new station at a
cost of $33 million.

Lawrence does not need a gigantesque
building that will eat up on the future of
capital improvement funds. Lawrence
just needs a simple police station. There
is no need for the state to create a public

safety training academy while Northern
Essex Community College has one a few
miles away in Haverhill. Unless that is,
that NECC is lobbying or advocating for
such a structure. I believe there is lobbying,
on behalf of NECC, to build a public
safety building along with the Lawrence
Police Station and possibly Lawrence Fire
administrative offices and be operated and
administered by NECC.

Something as simple as requesting
funds to build a police stations turns into
a rice and spaghetti mixture of confusions
and chaos. The bigger the project the more
expensive it will be to operate, maintain and
repair. It should be KISS — Keep It Simple
Stupid. Additionally, waiting on that much
funding will only delay the construction of
such needed structure; and the people of
Lawrence, and more importantly, its law
enforcement staff, have waited long enough
for the city to build a new station. Officers
deserve a safe, efficient space as soon as
possible. Our officers are committed to
providing the highest level of service to
Lawrence and a new police station will
provide them with the tools necessary to
maintain that level of service.

I just hope that if it’s built and among
other things needed in a police stations, that
at least the front counter/office is staff with
bilingual law enforcement individuals,
has a motor pool to properly secure police
vehicles, has plenty of lockers and showers
for police officers, an exercise room to
keep our officers physically fit (some
others to get fit), individual shared desk
for officers to write their reports, training
room and community room. It should
also be green; solar, more efficient, lighter
footprint, etc.

For goodness, give them the tools
and resources they need to become more
efficient in their difficult jobs. I know that
all the press is rightfully exhausted with
the outside press conferences of the City
and LPD; they should have that and more.
But not a police academy and other state
agencies and colleges attached to it to make
the construction delay and be chaotic for
customers and pedestrians.
