de drogas.”

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Trump: La Ciudad Santuario de Lawrence Suple el Fentanyl a NH
Rivera: Humillarnos no es la Respuesta

La Ciudad de Lawrence fue una vez
mas expuesta ante la nacion y el resto del
mundo cuando el Presidente Donald Trump
calificé a la Ciudad del Inmigrante como una
de las principales responsables de la crisis
de opioides en el vecino estado de New
Hampshire. Trump viajo a NH para revelar
su plan de combate a la mortal adiccion a
los opioides.

Durante su aparicion ante simpatizantes
y politicos locales en Manchester Community
College la tarde del lunes, 19 de marzo,
Trump dijo a la audiencia que hay que iniciar
una ofensiva contra las ciudades santuario,
como por ejemplo "la vecina ciudad
Santuario de Lawrence, Massachusetts, que,
segun Dartmouth College en Hanover, NH,
es una de las principales fuentes suplidoras
del fentanyl que llega a seis condados de
New Hampshire.

Para apoyar ese dato, Trump presento
al agente de ICE Derek Dunn quien trabajo
con la Policia Estatal para descubrir una
importante operacion de contrabando de
drogas en Lawrence. Trump dijo que la
nacion "debe ponerse mas dura" con los
traficantes de drogas, y que eso incluye
utilizar la pena de muerte. "Estos traficantes
de drogas mataran a miles de personas
durante su vida ... y solo cumpliran 30 dias
en la carcel... Tenemos que ponernos mas
duros con estos individuos", dijo Trump.

Por su lado, el Alcalde de Lawrence,
Daniel Rivera, reaccion6 diciendo a WBZ
News Radio 1030 que el presidente perdid
la oportunidad de enfrentar el problema de
los opioides y no avergonzar a una ciudad
como Lawrence.

Rivera dijo que de todas las cosas de
las que hablo el presidente en su discurso,
ninguna estuvo en el informe de la comision
sobre como eliminar la epidemia de las
drogas.

Ciertamente, el estudio citado por
Trump fue publicado el afio pasado por
Dartmouth Center for Technology and
Behavioral Health (CTBH) de Dartmouth
College en colaboracion con el National
Institute on Drug Abuse (NIDA) y la
congresista democrata de New Hampshire
Annie Kuster.

Segun la Evaluacion Nacional de la
Amenaza de Drogas conducida por la
Administracion Antidrogas de Estados Unidos
(DEA) del 2014, la mayoria de los suministros
de heroina en la region de Nueva Inglaterra
son traidos desde Nueva York a lo largo del
vasto sistema de autopistas interestatales,
nombrando las interestatales 95 y 93 como
las rutas principales para traficar heroina
hacia New Hampshire. Este informe de la
DEA, mencionado en el estudio de Dartmouth
College, también nombra a Lawrence, Mass.
como el principal centro de distribucion para
los estados del norte de Nueva Inglaterra.

Y es que culpar a Lawrence por los
problemas de drogas del vecino estado de
NH no es nuevo. Recordaran que hace un
afio, se produjo una guerra de palabras entre
el Gobernador de New Hampshire, Chris
Sununu, y el Alcalde de Lawrence Dan
Rivera, después que Sununu dijo que la culpa
de la creciente crisis de opidceos en su estado
la tiene la Ciudad de Lawrence.

"Viene de Lawrence", dijo Sununu en
marzo 2017 en el desayuno de la Camara
de Comercio de Manchester. "El 85 por
ciento del fentanyl en este estado proviene
directamente de Lawrence, Massachusetts".

También sefialo a Lawrence nuevamente
en una entrevista mas tarde ese dia con el
Boston Herald Radio de Boston, diciendo
que el hecho que Lawrence "es una ciudad
santuario” esta causando problemas a New
Hampshire.

"Massachusetts también sirve como una
parada o punto de transporte provisional para
la heroina que se transporta a estados del
norte", dice el informe. "Lawrence y Lowell,
al norte de Boston, son centros de distribucion
para el norte de Nueva Inglaterra y Canada.
Maine, New Hampshire y Vermont reciben
heroina principalmente por distribuidores o
traficantes en el noreste de Massachusetts,
particularmente en Lawrence y Lowell".

El Presidente Trump anuncié un nuevo
sitio web - crisisnextdoor.gov - que advierte
sobre los peligros de los opiaceos, incluido
el fentanyl.

En 2017, New Hampshire tuvo la tercera
tasa mas alta de muertes por sobredosis de
drogas en los Estados Unidos, de acuerdo
con el CDC.

Trump: The Sanctuary City of Lawrence
Supplies Fentanyl to NH

Rivera: Humiliation is not the Answer

By José A. Ayala

The City of Lawrence was once again
exposed to the nation and the rest of the
world when President Donald Trump called
the Immigrant City one of the main causes
of the opioid crisis in the neighboring state
of New Hampshire. Trump traveled to NH
to reveal his plan to combat the deadly
addiction to opioids.

During his appearance before supporters
and local politicians at Manchester
Community College on the afternoon of
Monday, March 19, Trump told the audience
that an offensive against sanctuary cities
should be launched, such as "the neighboring
Sanctuary City of Lawrence, Massachusetts,
which, according to Dartmouth College in
Hanover, NH, is one of the main sources of
fentanyl that reaches six New Hampshire
counties.

To support that, Trump introduced ICE
agent Derek Dunn who worked with the State
Police to uncover a major drug smuggling
operation in Lawrence. Trump said the nation
"must get tougher" on drug traffickers, and
that includes using the death penalty. "These
drug dealers will kill thousands of people
during their lives... and they will only serve
30 days in prison... We have to get tougher
with these individuals," Trump said.

The mayor of Lawrence, Daniel Rivera,
reacted on WBZ News Radio 1030 that the
president lost the opportunity to face the
problem of opioids instead of embarrassing
a city like Lawrence.

Rivera said that out of everything the
president talked about in his speech, none
was in the commission's report on how to
eliminate the drug epidemic.

Certainly, the study cited by Trump
was published last year by the Dartmouth
Center for Technology and Behavioral
Health (CTBH) of Dartmouth College in
collaboration with the National Institute on
Drug Abuse (NIDA) and the New Hampshire

This report from the DEA, mentioned in
the Dartmouth College study, also names
Lawrence, MA as the main distribution
center for the northern states of New
England.

Blaming Lawrence for the drug problems
of the neighboring state of NH is not new.
You will remember that a year ago, there
was a war of words between the Governor
of New Hampshire, Chris Sununu, and the
mayor of Lawrence Dan Rivera, after Sununu
said that the city of Lawrence was to blame
for the growing opiate crisis in his state.

"It's coming from Lawrence," Sununu
said in March 2017 at the Manchester
Chamber of Commerce breakfast. "85
percent of fentanyl in this state comes
directly from Lawrence, Massachusetts."

He also pointed to Lawrence again in
an interview later that day with the Boston
Herald Radio in Boston, saying that the fact
that Lawrence "is a sanctuary city" is causing
problems for New Hampshire.

"Massachusetts also serves as a temporary
stop or transit point for heroin that is transported
to northern states," the report says. "Lawrence
and Lowell, north of Boston, are distribution
centers for northern New England and Canada,
Maine, New Hampshire and Vermont receive
heroin mainly from distributors or dealers
in northeastern Massachusetts, particularly
Lawrence and Lowell."

President Trump announced a new
website - crisisnextdoor.gov - that warns about
the dangers of opiates, including fentanyl.

In 2017, New Hampshire had the third
highest rate of deaths from drug overdoses
in the United States, according to the CDC.

Del“melting pot”al“salad bar y al“gravy”

Si a un estadounidense de ascendencia
europea se le pregunta por su nacionalidad,
normalmente responde: “soy Americano”.
Sin embargo, cuando la pregunta va dirigida
a personas cuyos padres tienen origen en un
pais de América Latina, la respuesta no es tan
simple. Puede ser: soy mexicano-americano,
salvadorefio-americano, boliviano-
americano o simplemente americano.

Lo anterior quiere decir que muchos
inmigrantes europeos y de otros continentes
—especialmente las primeras generaciones—
amenudo abandonaban sus rasgos culturales
de origen y aceptaban a la sociedad
norteamericana como suya.

En términos académicos, a este proceso
de aceptacion total de la nacionalidad
estadounidense se le conoce con el nombre
de “asimilacion”. Por su parte, a la sociedad
que permite la mezcla de personas de
diversos rasgos nacionales y étnicos se
utiliza el término coloquial de “Melting Pot”.

Cuando el “Melting Pot” era un vocablo
popular en la sociedad norteamericana, las
organizaciones civiles latinoamericanas,
concretamente durante la década de los 1940
y 1950, jugaron un papel significativo en la
asimilacion de su gente.

El objetivo fue crear mecanismos
de asimilacion para que sus miembros
tengan, mejores oportunidades econdmicas.
Empero, como la sociedad estaba dominada
por un grupo étnico nacional (euro-
estadounidenses), los beneficios a menudo
se inclinaban hacia los miembros de este
grupo.

Sin embargo, a fines de la década de
1960 y principios de 1970, la movilizacion

emprendida por miembros y dirigentes de
los chicanos rompid con el concepto de
la asimilacion o el “Meeting Pot” por los
problemas que implicaba corresponder a
una sociedad que no los beneficiaba.

Los Chicanos tomaron como base de
su movimiento abrogar aquellas premisas
de asimilacion que no les permitian
mejoras econémicas y sociales. También
rescataron las costumbres e identidades de
sus antepasados indigenas y nacionales.

El movimiento Chicano cre6, por unos
afios, una identidad que fue aceptada por sus
miembros durante el movimiento cultural
de los 60s y 70s. Empero, el chicanismo no
resolvio el problema de identidad de las nuevas
generaciones de ascendencia latinoamericana
debido a que hizo énfasis en las raices
mexicanas, haciendo a un lado las otras etnias
y nacionalidades de América Latina.

En este sentido, los socidlogos
empezaron a utilizar el término de “Salad
Bar” para describir a una sociedad
desarticulada y dividida en ethno-
nacionalidades del periodo de los chicanos.

Hoy, nuestra sociedad tiene rasgos
diferentes y homogeneizadores. Lo que
antes era Melting pot y después se convirtio
en salad bar, hoy nuestra sociedad tiene
todos los aditivos de “Gravy”.

Es decir, vivimos en una sociedad que
no quiere aceptar a los diversos grupos
sociales y nacionalidades y pretende, como
el gravy, ser de un solo color.

Classes for Northern Essex Community
College’s noncredit nurse assistant/home
health aide program will now be held on the
Haverhill campus. This five-week, full-time
day program will be offered twice during the
winter/spring semester at Opportunity Works,
(HOW Bldg) 671 Kenoza Street adjacent to
the Haverhill campus 100 Elliott St.

The next session runs from February 26
through March 30 and the second session is
scheduled May 21 through June 25 (no class
May 28th).

El Registro de Vehiculos Automotor
de Massachusetts recuerda al publico que
el 26 de marzo de 2018, para obtener o
renovar una licencia de conductor, tarjeta
de identificacion o permiso de aprendiz,
los clientes necesitaran documentacion que
demuestre la ciudadania o presencia legal en
Estados Unidos segun lo requieren las leyes
federales y del estado.

Presencia legal significa que una
persona vive legalmente en los Estados
Unidos segtn las leyes federales de
inmigracion. Todos los ciudadanos de los
Estados Unidos y residentes legalmente
permanentes tienen una presencia legal
permanente en los EE.UU. Los individuos
que no son estadounidenses que estudian,
trabajan o viven transitoriamente en los
EE.UU. podrian tener una presencia legal
transitoria que puede variar en duracion.

El 26 de marzo, los clientes tendran
la opcidén entre una licencia de conductor
o tarjeta de identificacion REAL ID o
una licencia de conductor o tarjeta de
identificacion comun de Massachusetts. La
tarjeta REAL ID es una norma de seguridad
federal para tarjetas de identificacion que
fue creada en 2005 como resultado de las
mayores medidas de seguridad federales
instituidas luego de los ataques terroristas
del 11 de septiembre de 2001.

Getting or Renewing a Driver’s
License, ID Card or Learner’s Permit?

Massachusetts RMV Announces New
Requirements: Lawful Presence and REAL ID

The Massachusetts Registry of Motor
Vehicles is reminding the public that
on March 26, 2018, to get or renew any
driver's license, ID card, or learner's permit,
customers will need documentation showing
United States citizenship or lawful presence
as required by federal and state law.

Lawful presence means that a person is
legally living in the United States according
to federal immigration laws. All United
States citizens and lawfully permanent
residents have permanent lawful presence
in the U.S. Non-U.S. individuals who are
studying, working, or living temporarily
in the U.S. may have temporary lawful
presence that may vary in length.

On March 26, customers will have the
choice between a REAL ID Driver’s License
or ID Card or a Standard Massachusetts
Driver’s License or ID Card. REAL ID
is a Federal Security Standard for IDs
that was created in 2005 as a result of
increased federal security measures after
the September 11, 2001 terrorist attacks.

REAL ID will be available on March
26, 2018; however, people will not need
a REAL ID until October of 2020. And
if they have an active passport and don’t
mind carrying it, they will never need a
REAL ID. After October of 2020, citizens
will need either a passport or REAL ID
Massachusetts Driver’s License to fly in
the United States, or to enter restricted
areas of federal buildings. The Standard
Massachusetts License or ID card will not
be valid as a federal ID after October 2020.

“We encourage the public to review
information on our website at mass.gov/id
to learn what documents they must provide
for the credential they seek,” said Registrar
Erin Deveney. “In most cases, people will
have the required documents on hand as
these documents are regularly requested
when a child starts school, when someone

travels outside the country, or in order to get
married.”

On March 26, 2018, individuals
applying for Registry credentials are
encouraged to start their applications
online at mass.gov/rmv and answer a
few questions to determine if they should
choose a REAL ID driver’s license or ID
or a Standard Driver’s license or ID, and
exactly what identification documents are
necessary for each. Customers who visit the
RMV’s website will be able to print online
applications or have an application that
can be displayed on a mobile phone. The
website tells customers exactly what to bring
to complete the transaction and also directs
AAA members to the closest AAA offices for
renewals. The online application includes a
bar code that will be scanned to retrieve the
customer’s information in the system to save
time in line. Renewal customers requesting
a standard card may be able to perform their
renewal successfully online, without coming
in for the transaction in person.

Before March 26, 2018: Customers can
process renewals as usual - online or in person
at a RMV Service Center or AAA location,
(if they are amember of AAA). The Registry
encourages the public to renew early.

Lawful Presence Documentation
For U.S. citizens, a valid, unexpired
U.S. passport is sufficient proof of lawful
presence. U.S. citizens may also provide a
certified copy of their U.S. birth certificate.
For permanent residents, a valid permanent
resident card (green card) is sufficient proof
of lawful presence.

For customers who are not U.S. citizens,
valid, verifiable immigration documents as
well as proof that they have been granted a
legal stay in the U.S. for at least 12 months
is required. Their license or ID will expire
when their legal stay is over.

Physician and filmmaker Delaney
Ruston noticed that her own children were
often glued to their phones and computers,
and learned that the average kid spends
6.5 hours a day looking at screens. She
wondered about the impact of all this time

and about the friction occurring in homes
and schools around negotiating screen
time.

screenagersmovie.com/), as with her award-
winning documentaries on mental health,
Delaney takes a deeply personal approach
as she probes into the vulnerable corners of
family life (including her own), to explore
struggles over social media, video games,
academics and internet addiction.

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La ciudad carece de edificios escolares y apoyo estudiantil

Como ya lo mencioné, en una edicion
anterior de Rumbo, muchos politicos en
nuestra Ciudad de Lawrence hablan sobre
la cantidad de apoyo que nuestros hijos/
estudiantes deberian tener para eliminar las
barreras para tener mejores escuelas y crear
mejores planes de estudio y programas de
apoyo. Sin embargo, esos mismos politicos
solo hablan y no caminan. No solo estoy
escribiendo sobre esta administracion actual,
sino también sobre las administraciones
pasadas.

Anteriormente discutimos como la falta
de acceso a la acera durante las tormentas
de nieve afect6 la capacidad de nuestros
estudiantes para caminar a las escuelas. La
falta de remocion de nieve de las aceras de
la ciudad coloca a nuestros nifios, ancianos
y discapacitados en una situacion insegura,
especialmente cuando deben pisar las calles
y compartir el camino con vehiculos de todo
tipo.

He investigado otras formas en que
la ciudad, actualmente y en el pasado, ha
jugado a la politica con nuestros estudiantes.
Uno de los comportamientos de los politicos
de la ciudad es, literalmente, regalar un
espacio muy necesario para aulas y edificios.

En 2009, la Ciudad vendié la Escuela
Daniel Saunders (ubicada en Broadway)
para dar paso a 16 unidades de vivienda. La
mayoria de nosotros sabe y probablemente
entiende que las unidades de vivienda fueron
creadas para los apartamentos subsidiados
por la Seccion 8. Sin embargo, lo que
no se abogd fue la necesidad de que esta
escuela sea modificada y rehabilitada para
la necesidad de nuestros estudiantes. La
transaccion para vender esta propiedad dejo
a las Escuelas Publicas de Lawrence en una
especie de compromiso, pero el vinculo no
se pudo ver hasta mucho mas tarde.

Ademas, uno pensaria que la ciudad
habria respetado su pasado, después de todo
Daniel Saunders fue el padre fundador de la
Ciudad de Lawrence. Justo enfrente de la
Escuela Saunders estaba el sitio de inicio de
Saunders que ahora es Metropolitan Credit
Union.

También descubrimos que la Escuela
Saunders una vez fue brindada a la
organizaciéon de Isabel Melendez quien
no es sin fines de lucro (non-profit) y
quien se beneficié de la imprenta del
Departamento Escolar de Lawrence alojando
a su organizacion "no sin fines de lucro" de
forma gratuita.

Ahora la Sra. Melendez se encuentra
en otro edificio escolar. El edificio es la
antigua Escuela General Donovan en 50
Cross Street. Este es otro edificio que es
muy necesario para que nuestros estudiantes
aprendan. Entendemos la necesidad del tipo
de servicio que la Sra. Melendez ofrece en
el espacio, pero el hecho es que se trata de
un edificio escolar y debe utilizarse para la
necesidad de aprendizaje.

Otro excelente ejemplo de la entrega de
edificios escolares fue la Escuela Haverhill
Street. Ahora es la escuela secundaria
Lawrence Family Development Charter.
Si bien este es ciertamente el tipo de
operaciones que se deberian llevar a cabo en
un edificio escolar (aprendizaje), el edificio
se vendid en 2004-05 al Lawrence Family
Development operado por el Sr. Ralph
Carrero poco después de dejar el puesto de
las Escuelas Publicas de Lawrence como
miembro elegido del comité escolar. La
excusa de la ciudad era que no podia sostener

una mayor inyeccion de fondos para
mantener el edificio porque era demasiado
costoso. Bueno, el Sr. Carrero y su grupo
infundieron fondos e hicieron que el edificio
fuera muy bueno y funcional.

Otro ejemplo de no intentar desarrollar
otras propiedades escolares en las escuelas es
el sitio de Holy Trinity. La antigua propiedad
de Holy Trinity Church/School en las calles
Avony Trinity que la Arquididcesis Catdlica
Romana de Boston vendié por $500,000 a
un inversor inmobiliario local que puede
convertir parte de ella en condominios.
Podria haber sido facilmente un edificio
para estudiantes.

Podria continuar con los edificios
que la ciudad ha descuidado solo para
venderlos al mejor postor por razones
politicas. Puedo seguir y seguir sobre las
oportunidades perdidas de la ciudad para
adquirir verdaderos sitios de educacion
para nuestros estudiantes, por ejemplo,
la ubicacion de St. Mary que se vendid
a otra escuela privada. Sin embargo,
primero debemos contratar un verdadero
Planificador de Vecindarios. jEsto es lo que
hacen los Planificadores de Vecindarios!
El trabajo de Neighborhood Planner es
la planificacién comunitaria, incluida la
relacidon entre las politicas, la inversion
econdmica, la vivienda, la planificacion de
preservacion y el disefio de nuestro entorno.

En este momento, no hay duda de que
las Escuelas Publicas de Lawrence conocen
el aumento de la cantidad de estudiantes
cada afio. Eso también seréd cierto para
el préximo afio escolar. Se han creado
burbujas en una serie de grados de primaria
que pondran la prueba en las Escuelas
Publicas de Lawrence, una prueba que la
administracion de la ciudad ni siquiera toma
en serio.

Se deben implementar
politicas y protocolos para garantizar la
proteccion de los alimentos, el saneamiento,
el suministro de agua potable, la calidad
del aire saludable, una buena iluminacion,
parques infantiles seguros, prevencion de
la violencia y respuesta a emergencias,
entre otros asuntos relacionados con el
entorno fisico de las escuelas. Una porcion
significativa de las escuelas de esta ciudad
estan sufriendo de mal estado, atrapadas
en la marafa de presupuestos ajustados
que dejan poco espacio para materiales
adecuados para el aula, y mucho menos
mantenimiento de construccion.

Estanueva junta escolar no elegida debe
desarrollar y garantizar la implementacion
de planes para edificios y terrenos escolares
seguros, saludables y bien mantenidos.
La junta debe estar facultada para tratar
problemas continuos de mantenimiento
y reparacién, asi como problemas de
salud o seguridad actuales y emergentes
relacionados con el entorno fisico de las
escuelas y los terrenos de la escuela. Pero

viendo que esta junta es en su mayoria
personas designadas politicamente, estoy
empezando a decir que la ciudad muy
probablemente cederd algunos edificios
escolares.

Como mencioné anteriormente en
este articulo, hablar es solo hablar y
ningun politico estd caminando en lo que

respecta al debate sobre la infraestructura
escolar de nuestra ciudad. Pero se ha
completado mucho caminar cuando se trata
de puentes ferroviarios, puentes de vehiculos
y autopistas, y las viviendas generalmente
reciben mas atencion, y cuentan con una
presencia de cabilderos mas formidable.

City lacks school buildings
and student support

As I had stated, in a previous edition
of Rumbo, many politicians in our City
of Lawrence talk about the amount of
support our children/students should have
in eliminating barriers to have better
schools and create better curriculum and
support programs. However, those same
politicians just talk and don’t walk the walk.
I am not only writing about this current
administration, but past administrations as
well.

Previously we discussed how the lack
of sidewalk access during snow storms
affected the ability of our students to walk to
schools. The lack of snow removal from the
city sidewalks places our children, elderly
and disabled in unsafe situation, especially
when they must tread on the streets and
share the road with vehicles of all kinds.

I’ve have researched other ways in
which the City, currently and in the past,
have played politics with our students. One
of the behaviors of city politicians is to
literally give away much needed space for
classrooms and buildings.

In 2009, the City sold the Daniel
Saunders School (located on Broadway)
to make way for 16 housing units. Most of
us know and probably understand that the
housing units were created for Section 8
Subsidized Apartments. However, what was
not advocated was the need for this school
to be modified and rehabilitated for the need
of our students. The transaction to sell this
property left the Lawrence Public Schools
in a bit of a bind — but the bind was not to
be seen until much later.

' Additionally, you’d think that the city
would have respected its past, after all
Daniel Saunders was a founder father of the
City of Lawrence. Right across from the
Saunders School was the Saunders Home

Site which is now Metropolitan Credit
Union.

We’ve also found out that the Saunders
School was once provided to Isabel
Melendez who’s “not non-profit” benefited
from the Lawrence School Department print
shop and who was housing her “not non-
profit” organization for free.

Now Ms. Melendez is located in another
school building. The building is the former
General Donovan School at 50 Cross Street.
This is yet another building that is much
needed for our students to be learning. We
understand the need for the type of service
Ms. Melendez utilizes the space, but the fact
of the matter is that this is a school building
and should be utilized for the learning need.

Another prime example of giving
school buildings away was the Haverhill
Street School. It is now the Lawrence
Family Development Charter Middle
School. While this is certainly the type of
operations that should be carried in a school
building (learning), the building was sold
back in 2004-05 to the Lawrence Family
Development operated by Mr. Ralph Carrero
shortly after he left the Lawrence Public
Schools position of elected committee
member. The City’s excuse was that it could
not sustain further infusing of funding to
maintain the building because it was too
costly. Well, Mr. Carrero and his group
infused funds and made the building pretty
dam good-looking and functional.

Another example of not trying to even
develop other school properties into schools
happens to be the Holy Trinity site. The
former Holy Trinity Church/School property
on Avon and Trinity streets sold for $500,000

Indoctrination in

On Friday, March 16, Lawrence High
School students joined thousands of students
all over the country demanding gun control
in this country as a result of the Parkland,
Florida murders.

I treasure our young people getting
involved in local affairs and national issues.
The problem I find is that they are being
manipulated by their teachers and the
administration and I don't mean Lawrence
only.

Take the gun control controversy. [ have
not heard an intelligent suggestion dealing
with these killings. Notice that they always
talk about measures issuing permits to carry,
psychological exams for applicants, etc.
Those are not the people committing these
atrocities. We find out after the fact that
those assassins had a record of bad behavior
at school or in their communities and no one
paid attention to them. Let’s start there!

No one has any idea as to what to
do with the purchase of illegal firearms
or manufacturers who sell the kits online
without the benefit of a background check.
They don’t qualify as firearms because the
purchaser has to complete them by drilling
holes like an airplane or automobile kit. A
60 Minute broadcast showed they are as
accurate as any legal weapon.

The newspaper Orlando Sentinel
published an article on November 13, 2016,
about at least six companies in Volusia
County that make kits which allow buyers
to assemble military-style, semi-automatic
rifles at home have sprung up in recent
years in at least one Central Florida county,
alarming some in law enforcement.

They are called "ghost gun" and have
become popular with firearm rights activists
because the parts have no serial number
or other markings which makes them
untraceable.

“It's legal because of the way the federal
Bureau of Alcohol Tobacco Firearms and
Explosives defines a firearm. Under the law,

no manufacturer-stamped serial number is
needed if you make a gun for personal use,”
states the Orlando Sentinel article.

One thing is for sure: I am so thankful
that I don’t have children being raised at
this time because I would be fighting with
school administrators every day. I don’t
want my child’s mind to be controlled by
misinformation and political indoctrination
while at school.

Those kids staging demonstrations
during school hours in school grounds don’t
even know what that all means. They are
being taught to yell out phrases without an
explanation of how serious the gun control
situation is and a sensible way to look for a
solution for this crime wave. Solidarity for
the Parkland High School victims would
have been a prayer or a moment of silence.

In case you didn’t know it, political
indoctrination is prohibited in public school
grounds just like government buildings
cannot be used for political purposes.

“Although cartels provide
the infrastructure to dominate the
market, the distribution of fentanyl
in Lawrence and other New England
cities generally falls to local drug
traffickers and middlemen, who
often adulterate the fentanyl with
additives or other opioids to stretch
their supply, Ferguson said. (Michael
J. Ferguson, the special agent in
charge of the New England field
division of the Drug Enforcement
Administration.)

“In Lawrence, a major gateway
for the fentanyl that reaches New
Hampshire and Maine, distribution
is handled primarily by Dominicans
— many in the country illegally —
who have established a working
relationship with the cartels,
Ferguson said.

“Lawrence police Chief James
X. Fitzpatrick, who corroborated
Ferguson’s description of the business
model, estimated that hundreds of
people living in Lawrence, a city of
76,000, are active in the drug trade.

Much of the supply is sent north
to New Hampshire and Maine. But
local demand is strong, too, and
sometimes fatal.”

by the Roman Catholic Archdiocese of
Boston to a local real estate investor who
may turn some of it into condominiums. It
could of easily could have been a building
for students.

I could continue on the buildings that
have been neglected by the city only to be
sold off to the lowest bidder for political
reasons. [ can go on and on about the
missed opportunities of city to acquire true
building sites for our students, for example
the St. Mary’s location that was sold to
another private school. However, first we
must hire a true Neighborhood Planner.
This is what Neighborhood Planners do!
Neighborhood Planner’s job is community
planning, including the relationship between
policy, economic investment, housing,
preservation planning, and the design of our
built environment.

At this moment, there is no doubt that
the Lawrence Public Schools knows the
upsurge of the amount of students each
year. That will also be true for the upcoming
school year. Bubbles have been created in
a series of elementary grades that will put
the test to the Lawrence Public Schools, a
test that the city administration does not
even take seriously. The current mayor
just wants to create chaos so that he can sell
properties to his friends or political buddies
and get them rich. In the meantime, our
students are the ones suffering for the lack
of safe sidewalks, smaller class sizes and
additional space for learning, among many
other things.

There is no secret that the physical
environment of school buildings and school

grounds is a key factor in the overall health
and safety of students. Studies have shown
that student achievement can be affected
either positively or negatively by the school
environment. Policies and protocols must be
in place to ensure food protection, sanitation,
safe water supply, healthy air quality,
good lighting, safe playgrounds, violence
prevention, and emergency response, among
other issues that relate to the physical
environment of schools. A significant
portion of this city’s schools are suffering
from disrepair, caught in the tangle of tight
budgets that leave little room for adequate
classroom materials, let alone building
maintenance.

This new non-elected school
board should develop and ensure the
implementation of plans for safe, healthy
and well-maintained school buildings and
grounds. The board should be empowered
to deal with on-going maintenance and
repair issues, as well as on-going and
emerging health or safety issues related to
the physical environment of schools and
school grounds. But seeing that this board
is mostly politically appointed people, I am
going out on a limb to say that the city will
most likely give up a few schools buildings.

As 1 stated earlier in this article, talk
is just talk and no politician is walking the
walk when it comes to our city’s school
infrastructure debate. But a lot of walking has
been completed when it comes to railroads
bridges, vehicle bridges and highways, and
housing generally get more attention —
and command a more formidable lobbying
presence.
