State Representative Frank A. Moran
(D-Lawrence, Andover and Methuen) has
secured $900,000 through budget amendments
filed to the fiscal year 2020 budget in the
House of Representatives. Representative
Moran’s amendments were consolidated in
the categories of Public Safety, Labor and
Economic Development, Health and Human
Services, Elder Affairs, Education and Local
Aid, as well as Constitutional Officers and
State Administration.

Funded at $42.7 billion, the FY20
House budget makes major investments
in education through an increase of
$236 million in Chapter 70 education
funding; housing through $110 million
for the Rental Voucher Program and $72
million for Public Housing Subsidies;
substance use disorder services through
$143.9 million for the Bureau of
Substance Addiction Services, which
will create five new recovery centers
across Massachusetts; and health care
through major investments in nursing
home facilities and the Department of
Children and Families. Additionally, the
House calls for $282 million in spending
on environmental programs and commits
funding for public safety to implement last
session’s criminal justice reform law.

La Ley “esta ampliamente justificada por el interés valido de proteger la integridad
del proceso electoral”, dijo el Juez John Paul Stevens en una opinion a la cual se hizo
eco el Jefe de Justicia John Roberts y Anthony Kennedy (recientemente retirado).

A partir del 1 de abril de 2019, 35 estados hicieron cumplir (o estaban programados
para comenzar a hacer cumplir) los requisitos de identificacion de votantes. Un total
de 17 estados requeriran a los votantes presentar una identificacion con foto; el resto
acept6 otras formas de identificacion.

Las formas de identificacién cominmente aceptadas incluyen licencias de conducir,
tarjetas de identificacion emitidas por el estado y tarjetas de identificacion militares.

En Nueva Inglaterra, Rhode Island requiere una identificacion con foto. New
Hampshire y Connecticut aceptan otra forma de identificacion. Maine, Vermont y
Massachusetts no requieren identificacion de votacion.

Estamos totalmente de acuerdo con la opinion de los jueces de la Corte Suprema;
repetimos, “La Ley esta ampliamente justificada por el interés valido de proteger la
integridad del proceso electoral.”

No somos adivinos pero creemos firmemente que estas proximas elecciones van
a hacer historia por lo ruda de la contienda debido a la cantidad de candidatos, tanto
a nivel nacional como local, por lo que debemos comenzar la gestion de nuevo.

In support of voter identification

fter every election in Lawrence, there is always someone who shouts that
Athere was cheating. Usually it is the loser spreading a cloud of doubt about

the Elections Department, the guards and the workers of the polling stations
involved in the process.

A few years ago, and by popular demand, a group of citizens (Dottie Incropera,
Marie Gosselin and Dalia Diaz) took a petition to the State Legislature, asking
permission to implement voter identification, which fell on deaf ears. One of the
excuses that they gave us was that Massachusetts does not have such law; therefore,
Lawrence could not be the only city or the first one to impose it.

Those who oppose the measure say that the requirement to require identification
to vote goes against the elderly, the poor and minorities. Those in favor say that it is
necessary to prevent fraud.

On Monday, April 28, 2008, the Supreme Court approved that states may require
voters to identify themselves with a photo without violating their constitutional rights.
The Act "is amply justified by the valid interest to protect the integrity of the electoral
process," Judge John Paul Stevens said in an opinion echoed by Chief Justice John
Roberts and Anthony Kennedy (recently retired).

As of April 1, 2019, 35 states enforced (or were scheduled to begin enforcing)
voter identification requirements. A total of 17 states will require voters to present a
photo ID; the rest accepted other forms of identification. Commonly accepted forms
of identification include driver's licenses, state-issued identification cards and military
ID cards.

In New England, Rhode Island requires a photo ID. New Hampshire and
Connecticut accept another form of identification. Maine, Vermont and Massachusetts
do not require voting identification.

We fully agree with the opinion of the judges of the Supreme Court; we repeat,
"The Law is amply justified by the valid interest to protect the integrity of the electoral
process."

We are not fortune tellers but we firmly believe that these upcoming elections
are going to make history because of the rudeness of the race due to the number of
candidates, both nationally and locally, so we must start the process again.

We will see this time what our legislators have to say.

I knew it was an incredibly challenging
time for the community when I arrived in
Massachusetts last fall to assist with the
recovery efforts following September’s
gas event in the Merrimack Valley. What
immediately struck me the most in the
face of tremendous adversity was the
graciousness with which those in the Greater
Lawrence Area welcomed the Columbia
Gas team members and the thousands of
subcontractors with whom we partnered
into the communities. The resilience these
communities have shown in the months
since September has been truly inspiring.
I continue to be impressed and humbled
by the support that has been shown to our
teams.

As 1 take on the role of president
of Columbia Gas of Massachusetts this
week, I’d first like to reaffirm to our
customers in the Greater Lawrence Area
that we will continue to support the full
restoration of your community and will
continue to seek ways in which to partner
with you for the long-term. That focus
on community partnership is something
that will extend beyond the Merrimack
Valley and to all the communities we
serve across the state. We know that
many of our customers lost confidence
in us. We will continue to work every
day to restore that trust and provide safe
and reliable gas service to our customers
across Massachusetts.

While we work to rebuild trust,
we will also continue to rebuild the
infrastructure that serves Massachusetts.

Columbia Gas remains committed to
rebuilding our statewide infrastructure
and operations. Over the last 10 years,
we have replaced about 500 miles of
pipe across Massachusetts and last fall,
in the Greater Lawrence area alone, we
completed the installation of 43.5 miles of
gas main lines and 5,086 service lines and
the requalification of nearly 12.3 miles of
main line polyethylene pipe. This work
provides state-of-the-art infrastructure
and enhanced safety features for the entire
system. These safety features include
“excess flow valves” at each customer’s
home that will automatically shut off the
flow of gas if a line break occurs. We
have been and will continue to proactively
replace aging infrastructure throughout our
operating territories in Massachusetts, in
addition to installing these state-of-the-art
safety features statewide.

Since September 13th, our parent
company, NiSource Inc., has reviewed
low-pressure systems across its full
operating area and is strengthening safety
systems to better safeguard against over-
pressurization and other incidents, including
remote monitoring, implementation of the
safety management system, and enhanced
damage prevention practices. NiSource
has committed to investing an initial
estimate of $150 million to install automatic
shut-off devices to protect against over-
pressurization on its low-pressure systems
across its seven-state operating area. This
installation work has already begun here in
Massachusetts.

Our commitment to
supporting our customers goes
beyond providing safe and
reliable service. As a member of
the community for more than 125
years, it is a priority of ours to be
a good neighbor.

This is an area where I’'m
going to pull from my prior
experience and bring new
programs to Massachusetts
that I have seen work in other
areas. One of these initiatives
will be to put an emphasis
on partnerships with local
schools, including high schools
and middle schools as well as
vocational ones. One goal is
to teach students about the role
of a utility company, how we
are promoting energy efficient
options within communities, and
to encourage young students to
look for a career in STEM by
introducing them to engineering
and information technology. I’m looking
forward to bringing these programs to
students in the community, beginning in
June with our first “Introduce a Girl to
Engineering Day.”

I thank you for the support you have
shown the Columbia Gas team. I’'m looking
forward to strengthening the relationships

we already have here in Massachusetts and
expanding our network of community and
customer partnerships in the months and
years to come.

Cuando llegé a Lawrence hace cinco
afios con su hermano y su madre, Hechavarria
no podia hablar inglés. "Uno, dos, tres,
cuatro... es todo lo que sabia", dice ella.

Se inscribié en la Escuela Superior
Internacional de Lawrence y paso su primer
afio aprendiendo inglés con la ayuda de "Jane
Eyre", un libro que su maestra le presto. En su
ultimo afio se mudo a la Escuela secundaria de
Matematicas, Ciencias y Tecnologia, debido
a su interés en el campo de la medicina.

Los padres de Hechavarria eran
médicos en Cuba y, de nifia, a veces iba
a trabajar con ellos, una experiencia que
alimentd su interés por la medicina.

"Lavida es tan compleja que no deberia
existir", dice ella. "Eso es lo que me fascina
de la medicina".

Sus padres recientemente dejaron
el area para buscar oportunidades de
trabajo. Su padre ahora vive en Texas,
conduciendo un camidn, y su madre estd
en Miami, comenzando un nuevo trabajo
como trabajadora social. Como resultado, la
joven de 22 afios ahora esta sola apoyandose
con cuatro trabajos mientras estd en la
universidad. Ella es una panadera en
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Walmart; tutora para un programa que
Northern Essex ofrece in situ en Raytheon;
tutora de pares para estudiantes de ESL de
NECC,; y tutora en el centro de matematicas.

Lo que Hechavarria aprecia mas sobre
Northern Essex es la atencion personal que ha
recibido. "Sarah (la profesora Courchesne)
siempre estd buscando oportunidades para
mi... pasantias, becas".

Se unid a Courchesne como asistente de
investigacion en un estudio de ecologia de
aves marinas en el Golfo de Maine hace dos
veranos y, el verano pasado, fue elegida para

una experiencia de investigacion altamente
seleccionada para estudiantes universitarios
(REU) en Northeastern University, donde
formé parte de un laboratorio. Equipo
centrado en el estudio de la patologia de la
aorta en ratones.

Enel otofio, Hechavarria planea transferirse
a Merrimack College y especializarse en
bioquimica. Después de eso, ella tiene sus
miras puestas en la escuela de medicina.

Cuban Immigrant will
Address NECC Class of 2019

Yexis Hechavarria of Lawrence, an
aspiring medical doctor, who emigrated
from Cuba to the United States when she
was 17, will represent the Northern Essex
Community College class of 2019 as the
student commencement speaker.

A biology major and 2015 Lawrence
High School graduate, Hechavarria was
one of eight students nominated for this
honor based on academic success—she
has a 3.58 GPA— and contributions to
the college and the community. She was
nominated by Natural Sciences Professor
Sarah Courchesne, who is her former
Biology professor and current advisor, and
chosen by a committee of Northern Essex
faculty and staff. NECC President Lane
Glenn made the final decision.

In her nomination, Courchesne wrote
“Yexis is academically strong, intellectually
curious, driven, and self-motivated.
Referring to Hechavarria’s journey from
Cuba to the United States, she also wrote
“From the internet to microscopes, she had
a steep learning curve that she climbed with
astonishing rapidity and alacrity.”

When she arrived in Lawrence five
years ago with her brother and her mother,
Hechavarria could not speak English. “One,
two, three, four...is all I knew,” she says.

She enrolled in Lawrence’s International
High School and spent her junior year
learning English with the help of “Jane
Eyre”, abook which her teacher lent her. Her
senior year she moved to the Math, Science,
and Technology High School, based on her
interest in the medical field.

Hechavarria’s parents were both doctors

in Cuba, and, as a child, she sometimes went
to work with them, an experience that fueled
her interest in medicine.

“Life is so complex that it shouldn’t
exist,” she says. “That’s what fascinates
me about medicine.”

Her parents recently left the area to
pursue work opportunities. Her father is
now living in Texas, driving a truck, and
her mother is in Miami, starting a new job
as a social worker. As a result, the 22-year
old is now alone supporting herself with
four jobs while in college. She’s a baker
at Walmart; a tutor for a program Northern
Essex offers onsite at Raytheon; a peer tutor
for NECC ESL students; and a tutor in the
math center.

What Hechavarria appreciates most
about Northern Essex is the personal
attention she has received. “Sarah
(Professor Courchesne) is always looking
for opportunities for me...internships,
scholarships.”

She joined Courchesne as a research
assistant on a seabird ecology study
in the Gulf of Maine two summer ago
and, last summer, she was chosen for a
highly selected Research Experience for
Undergraduates (REU) at Northeastern
University, where she was part of a lab
team focused on studying aorta pathology
in mice.

In the fall, Hechavarria plans to
transfer to Merrimack College, and major in
biochemistry. After that, she has her sights
set on medical school.

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El Cambio Climatico esta Afectando alas Comunidades Latinas

La preocupacién por nuestro clima
estd aumentando en la comunidad Latina.
El cambio climatico estd provocando
temperaturas mas altas, olas de calor
intensas, condiciones mas secas y aridas
en el Suroeste, y sequias mas frecuentes
y severas. Estas condiciones tienen
consecuencias preocupantes para la salud
publica, acceso a los servicios, seguridad
laboral y productividad econdémica.

Las comunidades Latinas se ven
afectadas de manera desproporcionada
por estas condiciones y carecen de acceso
a oportunidades y/o herramientas que les
permitan prepararse o adaptarse. Seglin la
encuesta realizada por Latino Decisions en
el 2018, los Latinos son mas propensos a
reportar que han sido afectados de forma
directa por el cambio climatico. Asi mismo,
creen firmemente que el Congreso debe
tomar medidas fuertes para combatir los
efectos del calentamiento global, reducir el
smog vy la contaminacion, y aprobar leyes
de energia limpia.

Cuando se adopta esta perspectiva y
se combina con el creciente poder electoral
de la comunidad Latina, se encuentra una
fuerza politica que no solo tiene el potencial
para equilibrar la toma de decisiones con
respecto al cambio climatico, sino que de
igual forma tienen un deseo creciente por
hacerlo.

Por ejemplo, los Latinos tienen 165
por ciento més de probabilidades de

vivir en condados con altos niveles de
contaminaciéon y 51 por ciento mas de
probabilidades de vivir en condados con
niveles poco saludables de ozono que los
blancos no Hispanos. Mientras que el 80
por ciento de los trabajadores agricolas
en los Estados Unidos son Latinos, el
16.8 por ciento de todos los Latinos
son trabajadores de recursos naturales
(agricultura, silvicultura, pesca y caza), en
comparacion con el 10.3 por ciento de los
blancos. Las olas de calor, temperaturas
mas altas, sequias ¢ incendios forestales
estan afectando desproporcionadamente a
los trabajadores Latinos.

Las comunidades Latinas soportan una
carga desproporcionada de contaminacion;
y todos sabemos que, en comparacion con
los nifios blancos, los nifios Latinos tienen el
doble de probabilidades de morir a causa de
ataques de asma. Estas tasas de mortalidad
son mas elevadas debido a la proximidad
que tienen con plantas eléctricas: dos de
cada cinco Latinos viven en un radio de 30
millas de una planta eléctrica.

En el 2011, la Agencia de Proteccion
Ambiental (EPA por sus siglas en inglés)
finalizé la regulacion de Mercurio y
Estandares Toxicos para el Aire (MATS
por sus siglas en inglés), que cred limites
nacionales en la cantidad de mercurio, gases
acidos y otros contaminantes toxicos que
pueden emitir las plantas eléctricas, los
cuales afectan la salud y el medio ambiente.

Segun un andlisis realizado recientemente
por Center for American Progress, entre el
2011 y el 2017, las emisiones de mercurio
provenientes de plantas eléctricas se
redujeron en un 81.7 por ciento. Esto no
solo beneficia la calidad del aire, sino
también la salud de todos, y se podria
estimar la prevencion anual de 11,000
muertes prematuras, aproximadamente
5,000 ataques por calor, 130,000 ataques
de asmay 5,700 visitas a hospitales y salas
de emergencia.

La administracion Trump y la EPA,
liderada por Andrew Wheeler, estan
buscando revertir estos estandares y otras
regulaciones de la Ley de Aire Limpio.

Los votantes Latinos no solo son cada
vez mas conscientes de la importancia de
politicas como la Ley de Aire Limpio y
regulaciones como MATS, sino que también
estan listos para exigirle al Congreso que
tome medidas con respecto al cambio
climatico, contaminacion del aire causada
por la industria de los combustibles fosiles,
al igual que, preparase y mitigar el calor
extremo y sequia, y proteger los recursos
hidricos del pais.

Queremos abordar el calentamiento
global, fomentar energias renovables,
garantizar la calidad del aire, preservar las
fuentes de agua y brindar herramientas para
que las comunidades se adapten y sean mas
resilientes ante los incendios forestales. Los
datos de las encuestas muestran que los
Latinos tienen mas probabilidades de votar
por candidatos que tengan formas parecidas
de pensar.

Desde jovenes millennials liberales
hasta lideres religiosos conservadores,
los Latinos de todo el espectro politico
estan poniendo en practica su pasioén por
el medio ambiente, protegiendo la salud y
combatiendo el cambio climatico. A medida
que fortalezcamos nuestro potencial de
voto, nuestros lideres electos deben estar
mas atentos a nuestra creciente comunidad
Latina — quedan oficialmente notificados.

Esta es una obligacion moral — una
cuestion de derechos humanos — que
trasciende los partidos politicos.

Recientemente, la lista de reducciones
en los impuestos a la propiedad de la oficina
del Asesor en Lawrence se hizo publica.

Reyes tuvo la buena suerte que solicitd
la reduccion en dos de sus propiedades y la
segunda recibio $521.21. Las damas en la
oficina del asesor de la ciudad me explicaron
el sistema que utilizan y como la junta decide
si las razones de la solicitud justifican las
reducciones otorgadas.

Por cierto, a la Concejala at-Large Ana
Levy también le redujeron los impuestos en

How Mayor Dan Rivera manipulates the Inspectional

Services Department

Recently the list of abatements from
the Assessor’s office in Lawrence was
made public. Although there were several
questions on that list, the one that blew my
mind was the property at 173-175 Haverhill
St. owned by District B City Councilor Estela
Reyes, with a gift of $1,242.59 from all of
us taxpayers.

When she first bought it, the
administration told her that the best she
could do is raze it. She even proposed at
some point that the city should do it but
nothing happened; the building continued to
endanger the students and staff at the Oliver
School next door and all the city could do
was secure the windows even after part of the
roof fell. Councilor Reyes kept the property
for three years before Rumbo published that
she was not paying property taxes on that
building so the City Treasurer gave her a
payment plan in November of 2018.

As luck would have it, Reyes applied
for abatement on two of her properties and
the second one received $521.21. The ladies
at the city assessor’s office explained the
system they use and how the board decides
if the reasons of the request warrant the
reductions granted.

By the way, Councilor at-Large Ana
Levy also had her taxes reduced by $437.76.
According to her, the City increased her taxes
for putting a new roof, which never happened.
Being a city councilor and getting a break on
their taxes has the appearance of impropriety.

That’s a little rundown of how the city is
run and some of the things we may believe
at times to be unfair. Now, let me compare
that situation with what James Patrick
O’Donohue is going through.

He has been in the process of building
a house in South Lawrence but the work has
been interrupted for several reasons; his son
died, they have had health reasons and last
year the gas explosions took a toll on his
patience and his wife’s.

“This did not have to be but we do
not always have full control over our own
lives,” he told me. “April 19, 2019, the
city’s building inspector David Houle taped
a ‘Stop Work Order’ to the front door of the
property at 30 Rowe Street. He did not list

the reasons for issuing a Stop Work Order
as required by 780 CMR, Section 115.2.”

“Last Saturday, April 27th, David
Houle, who has not yet passed the State’s
Examinations to be a Local Building
Inspector, after proceeding with conduct that
was contrary to the legal requirements of the
State Building Code 780 CMR, he revoked
the original Building Permit,”

Even though the structure has suffered
being exposed to the elements and the roof
has not been completed, Mr. O’Donoghue
brought an architect and a contractor to attest
as to the conditions saying that the house can
be saved.

During a meeting at Mr. Houle’s
office, another newly hired inspector David
Palumbo started shouting at Mr. and Mrs.
O’Donoghue threatening that he was going
to get the City Attorney that works in the
Mayor’s Office to file a warrant against
them to have the building taken down. The
unprofessional and abusive behavior of these
inspectors must be disciplined.

Notice that he said ‘the City Attorney
that works in the Mayor’s Office.” Is Mayor
Rivera using his Chief of Staff Eileen
O’Connor Bernal as his personal attorney
to do his dirty work?

It is known that the Inspectional Services
Department is in need of revision of its
regulations and apparently they are now
using threats. According to Mr. O’Donoghue,
Mr. Houle said that the city will not allow
rebuilding. “I was shocked that David
Houle would intimidate me by using Mayor
Dan Rivera’s name claiming that they meet
several times a week and that Dan wants it
taken down,” O’Donoghue assured me. “I
am tired of being bullied,” he added.

Houle also criticized Commissioner
Peter Blanchette blaming him for allowing
that project to go on.

Is the Mayor of the City of Lawrence
using the Inspectional Services Department
to get back at people that he perceives to be
his political enemies? Is this why Mayor Dan
Rivera had to get Peter Blanchette out of his
way? This sounds to me like a violation of
the RICO Act (Racketeer Influenced and
Corrupt Organizations.)

El ha estado en el proceso de construir
una casa en el sur de Lawrence, pero el trabajo
se ha interrumpido por varias razones; su hijo
murid y el afio pasado, han tenido problemas
de salud y las explosiones de gas lleg6 al
colmo de su paciencia y la de su esposa.

“Esto no tenia que suceder, pero
no siempre tenemos control total sobre
nuestras propias vidas”, me dijo. “El 19 de
abril de 2019, el inspector de edificios de
la ciudad, David Houle, puso una ‘Orden
de Suspension de Trabajo’ en la puerta de
entrada de la propiedad en 30 Rowe Street.
No enumerd los motivos para emitir una
orden de suspension de trabajo como lo
exige 780 CMR, Seccion 115.2.

El sabado pasado, 27 de abril, David
Houle, quien aun no ha aprobado los
Examenes del Estado para ser un Inspector
de Construccion Local, luego de proceder
con una conducta que era contraria a
los requisitos legales del Codigo de
Construccion del Estado 780 CMR, revoco
el Permiso de Construccion original.

A pesar de que la estructura ha sido
expuesta a los elementos y el techo no se
ha completado, el Sr. O’Donoghue trajo
a un arquitecto y un contratista para que
atestiguaran sobre las condiciones diciendo
que la casa se puede salvar.

Durante una reunioén en la oficina
del Sr. Houle, otro inspector nuevo David
Palumbo comenzé a gritar al Sr. y a la Sra.
O’Donoghue amenazando con que iba a
conseguir que la abogada de la ciudad que
trabaja en la Oficina del Alcalde presente
una orden judicial contra ellos para que
derriben el edificio. El comportamiento no
profesional y abusivo de estos inspectores
merece ser disciplinado.

Observe que dijo ‘el abogado de la
ciudad que trabaja en la oficina del alcalde’.
(Esta el Alcalde Rivera utilizando a su jefa de
personal, Eileen O’Connor Bernal, como su
abogado personal para hacer su trabajo sucio?

Se sabe que el Departamento de
Servicios de Inspeccion esta necesitado de
revisar sus regulaciones y aparentemente
ahora estan utilizando amenazas. Segin
el Sr. O’Donoghue, Houle le dijo que la
ciudad no permitira la reconstruccion. “Me
sorprendi6 que David Houle me intimidara
al usar el nombre del Alcalde Dan Rivera,
alegando que se retnen varias veces a la
semana y que Dan quiere que lo derrumben”,
me asegur6é O’Donoghue.

Houle también criticé al comisionado
Peter Blanchette por culparlo por permitir
que ese proyecto continue.

Cosecha’s plan was to meet in front
of the Lawrence City Hall and from there,
march through different streets of Lawrence,
drawing the attention of citizens about the
situation of those who lack documents, in
this case, those residing in Lawrence. Due
to the incessant rain, they decided to meet
at the Lawrence Public Library.

Cosecha’s Movement is a non-violent
movement that fights for permanent
protection, dignity and respect for all
immigrants. According to Cosecha, "in
2014, the PEW research center estimated
that there were 210,000 'unauthorized'
immigrants living in Massachusetts, that is,
undocumented persons.

“For many years this large population
of Massachusetts residents has been ignored
and treated as second-class residents. The
undocumented people in Massachusetts are
denied access to obtain a state identification
or license and at the same time they are
criminalized for not having one in hand.

“Undocumented immigrants would like
to drive with a license, but for decades and
even to this day, the state of Massachusetts

has failed our community to create a way to
obtain these licenses.

“This not only affects parents who
take the risk of driving to work and leaving
children at school; it also affects young
people in Massachusetts who worry daily
about their parents being stopped by police
and asked to show identification.

“Undocumented families deserve to
live without fear and the youth of MA
deserve to know that their families will not
be separated."”

According to Sonia Terbullino, "those
from Lawrence would join a march that
began in Framingham on Friday, June 26.
On Saturday, September 27, they would be in
Walthan, on Sunday, July 28, in Somerville
and on Monday, in front of the State House
in Boston. What we ask is a license for
everyone to drive without fear", she said.

“Is necessary to ensure that these
people’s rights are respected and giving
them driver licenses to ensure security for
themselves and their families. License now,
documents tomorrow”, said Scot Sternberg,
a member of Cosecha.

Security cameras en Lawrence

As a way of modernizing and fighting
crime, the Lawrence Police Department has
installed 110 surveillance cameras at a cost
of $300,000.

Chief Vasque was certain to thank the city
council for providing the necessary funding.
“We couldn’t have done it without their
cooperation approving the monies from the
city’s reserve funds,” he said during his opening.

Video cameras are the way to solve
crimes being committed. He explained how
2 weeks earlier they were able to solve a
bank robbery using cameras in neighboring
homes and businesses. The same that week
where there was a case of arson.

“Besides, visitors feel more secured
coming to Lawrence with the protection
these cameras offer,” the Chief added. And
he wants all residents of Lawrence to feel
equally confident.

The work has been delayed due to the

gas explosions but they are finally on track.

The reason for the opposition to the use
of surveillance cameras was the fear that they
will be use to spy on residents. To that, the
chief explained how they are being placed
on poles and traffic lights covering a wide
area at intersections and that the videos will
be saved for only 30 days.

When asked about who will be manning
the cameras and who will have access to
videos, Chief Vasque explained that there
are two officers in charge of viewing the
videos. “That will happen only when a crime
is committed; we can check the intersection
or area where it happened and use it as
evidence, if needed,” he ended before
inviting the members of the press gathered
to see the monitors at work.

The question of why the surveillance
cameras were installed before approving the
policy ruling their use never came up.

During this spring 2019 semester, select
students from the collaboration between
Greater Lawrence Family Health Center
(GLFHC) and Merrimack Valley Area
Health Education Center (AHEC ) Scholars
Program for Merrimack College Health
Science Students, implemented a health
literacy and basic health education program,
developed by Literacy for Life, called Health
Education And Literacy (HEAL).

HEAL is an eight-week health literacy
curriculum designed to teach adult basic
health education on topics such as nutrition,
medication, emergency recognition and
healthcare access to English-as-a-Second-
Language Learners. These AHEC Scholars,
along with Dr. Traci Alberti, Merrimack
College Health Science Librarian, Catherine
Wong, and Greater Lawrence Family Health
Center Cultural & Language Specialist, Ana
Ortiz, traveled to the College of William
and Mary in Williamsburg, VA, to become
certified instructors of the HEAL Program.

This HEAL pilot was delivered out of
Lawrence’s Notre Dame Education Center
(NDEC-L). NDEC-Lawrence is a nonprofit
community-based organization with the
primary goal of educating low-income,
undereducated adults and empowering
them to improve their lives and those of
their families. On the last day of the HEAL
class, one student said, “These teachers were
wonderful — I learned so much from them. I

now feel like I can better manage my health
from what they taught us.”

“Itis a fantastic opportunity for the college
and our students to be able to interact and build
collaborative community partnerships,” said
Traci Alberti, Family Nurse Practitioner and
Assistant Professor at Merrimack College,
who oversaw the project. “We can explore
some of the health care and health education
needs of the Lawrence community and
simultaneously provide students with the
exposure and hands-on experience to build
new skill sets they are going to be able to carry
forward to their careers.”

“My heart is full of gratitude,” said
Health and Wellness graduate student
and Research Fellow, Ashley Hall, of
her experience leading, developing and
implementing the AHEC Scholars Program.
“This experience has provided me with
supplemental hands-on learning that added
to the classroom experience. I’ve been able
to apply what I learned in the classroom
to real-life situations in an underserved
community, a population-in-need.”

Methuen and Salem Police Partner
on Connect to Disconnect Campaign

para Desconectar

El jefe de la policia de Methuen, Joseph
Solomon, y el capitan Joel Dolan informaron
que los departamentos de policia de Methuen
y Salem se asociaron a principios de este mes
en una campafia nacional de concienciacion
y conduccioén distraida.

"Compartimos
una frontera, y tiene sentido que debemos
trabajar juntos en estas iniciativas para
mantener a nuestras comunidades seguras".

La ley de New Hampshire prohibe a
los conductores usar sus teléfonos celulares
mientras conducen.

En Massachusetts, la ley estatal prohibe
que los conductores escriban, envien o lean
mensajes electronicos, usen aplicaciones o
naveguen por Internet mientras conducen,
incluso si estan detenidos en una luz o en tréfico.
Los conductores menores de 18 afios no pueden
utilizar teléfonos moviles y otros dispositivos
electronicos mientras conducen. Las multas
por violar esta ley pueden llegar a los $500 y
los conductores adolescentes también pueden
perder su licencia por hasta un afio.

Abril es designado como el Mes
Nacional de Concienciacion sobre la
Conduccién Distraida por el Consejo
Nacional de Seguridad. De acuerdo con los
Centros para el Control y la Prevencion de

Enfermedades, aproximadamente nueve
personas mueren diariamente en accidentes
automovilisticos que involucran a un
conductor distraido, y aproximadamente
1,000 resultan heridas.

"Mirar un teléfono celular mientras
se conduce, incluso por un segundo,
es increiblemente peligroso", dijo el
jefe Solomon. "Por favor, guarde estos
dispositivos, inicie su GPS antes de
comenzar a conducir y mantenga la vista
en las carreteras y las manos en el volante.
Conducir con atencién es una conduccion
segura".

La policia de Methuen emitio
aproximadamente 20 advertencias por
escrito durante la iniciativa de aplicacion
de la ley en un esfuerzo por educar a los
conductores locales y crear conciencia sobre
los peligros de enviar mensajes de texto y
conducir.

La Division de Seguridad Vial de
EOPSS recomienda que los conductores:

*  Apague su teléfono y coloquelo donde
no pueda alcanzarlo antes de conducir.

*  Hazle saber a tus amigos y familiares
que vas a conducir y no puedes tomar
su llamada / mensaje de texto.

*  Deténgase en un lugar seguro si tiene
que hacer una llamada o enviar un
mensaje de texto.

*  Noenvie mensajes de texto ni conduzca,
navegue por Internet o lea el correo
electronico mientras conduce. Es ilegal
en Massachusetts y peligroso.

* Inicie la navegacion GPS o revise los
mapas antes de comenzar a conducir.

*  Asegure las mascotas adecuadamente
antes de conducir para que no se
conviertan en una distraccion.

*  Evite beber, comer, fumar o cualquier
otra actividad que pueda distraer
mientras conduce.
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Methuen Police Chief Joseph
Solomon and Officer-in-Charge Capt.
Joel Dolan report that the Methuen and
Salem Police Departments partnered on a
national distracted driving enforcement and
awareness campaign earlier this month.

On Thursday, April 11, Methuen and
Salem Police participated in Connect to
Disconnect (C2D), a four-hour enforcement
period where law enforcement agencies
across the country stop and issue warnings
to drivers for violating state and local cell
phone and texting bans.

The two cities share a state border, and were
able to broaden their education and awareness
campaign for safe driving by working together.

"This was a great example of the
interstate cooperation between the Methuen
and Salem police departments," Capt. Dolan
said. "We share a border, and it makes sense
that we should work together on these
initiatives to keep our communities safe."

New Hampshire law bans drivers from
using their cell phones while driving.

In Massachusetts, state law prohibits
drivers from writing, sending or reading
electronic messages, using apps or browsing
the Internet while driving, even if stopped
at a light or in traffic. Drivers under 18
are prohibited entirely from using mobile
phones and other electronic devices while
driving. Fines for violating this law can be
as high as $500 and teen drivers can also
lose their license for up to one year.

April is designated as National Distracted
Driving Awareness Month by the National

Safety Council. According to the Centers
for Disease Control and Prevention,
approximately nine people are killed daily in
motor vehicle crashes that involve a distracted
driver, and approximately 1,000 are injured.

"Looking at a cell phone while driving,
even for a second, is incredibly dangerous,"

Chief Solomon said. "Please put these devices

away, start your GPS before you begin driving

and keep your eyes on the roads and hands on
the wheel. Attentive driving is safe driving."
Methuen Police issued approximately

20 written warnings during the enforcement

initiative in an effort to educate local drivers

and raise awareness about the dangers of
texting and driving.

The EOPSS Highway Safety Division
recommends that motorists:

*  Turn your phone off and put it where
you can’t reach it before driving.

*  Let your friends and family know that
you’ll be driving and can’t take their
call/text.

*  Pull over to a safe place if you have to
make a call or send a text.

¢« Do not text and drive, browse the
internet or read email while driving.
It is illegal in Massachusetts and
dangerous.

»  Start GPS navigation or review maps
before you start driving.

*  Secure pets properly before driving so
that they do not become a distraction.

* Avoid drinking, eating, smoking,
or any other potentially distracting
activities while driving.
