Gov. Baker Signs Executive Order
to Protect Access to Reproductive
Health Care Services

In response to the US Supreme Court
ruling overturning Roe v Wade, Governor
Charlie Baker signed an executive order to
protect access to reproductive health care
services in the Commonwealth.

“I am deeply disappointed in today’s
decision by the Supreme Court which will
have major consequences for women across
the country who live in states with limited
access to reproductive health care services.
The Commonwealth has long been a leader
in protecting a woman’s right to choose
and access to reproductive health services,
while other states have criminalized or
otherwise restricted access,” said Governor
Charlie Baker. “This executive order will
further preserve that right and protect
reproductive health care providers who
serve out of state residents. In light of
the Supreme Court’s ruling overturning
Roe v Wade, it is especially important to
ensure that Massachusetts providers can
continue to provide reproductive health
care services without concern that the laws
of other states may be used to interfere
with those services or sanction them for
providing services that are lawful in the
Commonwealth.”

“We are proud of the Commonwealth’s
history of ensuring access to reproductive
health care, and will continue to do so,

despite today’s ruling from the Supreme
Court,” said Lt. Governor Karyn Polito.
“With these actions, Massachusetts is
once again leading the way in protecting a
woman'’s right to choose.”

Several other states have imposed
laws that would criminalize providing
abortions and other reproductive health
services, and this executive order would
protect providers who perform these
services for out of state individuals as well
as individuals from out of state who seek
services that are lawful in Massachusetts.

The order prohibits any Executive
Department agencies from assisting another
state’s investigation into a person or entity for
receiving or delivering reproductive health
services that are legal in Massachusetts.

The order also protects Massachusetts
providers who deliver reproductive health
care services from losing their professional
licenses or receiving other professional
discipline based on potential out of state

charges.

Under the executive order, the
Commonwealth  will not cooperate
with extradition requests from other

states pursuing criminal charges against
individuals who received, assisted with,
or performed reproductive health services
that are legal in Massachusetts.

Conducir en estado de ebriedad es
responsable del 41% de las muertes por
accidentes de trafico en 2020

Nueva Inglaterra - Mothers Against
Drunk Driving (MADD) insta a todos a
celebrar de manera segura al planificar y
designar a un conductor que no beba y no
esté bajo los efectos del alcohol durante el
largo fin de semana festivo del 4 de julio.

Segtn la Administracion Nacional de
Seguridad del Trafico en las Carreteras
(NHTSA), 201 personas murieron en
accidentes relacionados con el alcohol
desde las 6 p.m. del 2 de julio al 6 de
julio de 5:59 a.m. de 2020. Se culp6 a la
conduccion en estado de ebriedad por
el 41% de todas las muertes de transito
durante el fin de semana largo, y el 85% de
los accidentes fatales ocurrieron de noche,
entre las 6 p.m. y 5:59 a.m.

“Queremos que todos celebren el fin
de semana del 4 de julio con un plan que
los mantenga seguros a ellos, a sus familias
y a sus comunidades”, dijo Bob Garguilo,
director ejecutivo de MADD New England.
“Ya sea que esté en un viaje por carretera,
conduciendo solo unas pocas cuadras hasta
la casa de un amigo o un paseo en bote por
el dia, la opcion mas segura es nunca beber
y operar ningun vehiculo”.

En 2020, 542 conductores que
murieron en accidentes de trafico tenian
una concentracion de alcohol en sangre de
0,08 0 mas, y el 51% tenia entre 21 y 34
afios.

Las muertes por conducir ebrio estan
aumentando a un ritmo alarmante. Las
estimaciones preliminares para 2021
muestran que mas de 12,000 personas
murieron por conducir en estado de
ebriedad, la cifra mas alta desde 2007. En
2020, una persona murié en un accidente
por conducir en estado de ebriedad cada 45

minutos.

En el agua, el consumo de alcohol es
el principal factor contribuyente conocido
en las muertes e incidentes de navegacion
recreativa en los Estados Unidos. El
alcohol figuraba como el principal factor
contribuyente en el 16% de las muertes por
navegacion en 2021.

“Mientras celebramos la
independencia de nuestra nacion, todos
podemos contribuir a la seguridad de
nuestras comunidades al tomar las
decisiones correctas. Si bebes, no manejes
ni operes un bote”, dijo Garguilo.

Baker-Polito Administration Visits Lawrence and Lowell
in Support of FORWARD Proposal

Bill would provide more than $52 million for the Merrimack Valley through investments in infrastructure, downtown revitalization,

workforce training, and more

Lieutenant Governor Karyn Polito,
Housing and Economic Development
Secretary Mike Kennealy, and Energy and
Environmental Affairs Undersecretaries
Gary Moran and Judy Chang were
joined by Lawrence Mayor Brian De
Pefia, Lowell Mayor Sokhary Chau, and
other state and local officials to advocate
for the Baker-Polito Administration’s
recently filed legislation to make $3.5
billion in investments to support the
Commonwealth’s path forward into a post-
pandemic world.

The legislation, An Act Investing
in Future Opportunities for Resiliency,
Workforce, and Revitalized Downtowns
(FORWARD), includes $2.3 billion in
funding from the federal American Rescue
Plan Act (ARPA) and $1.256 billion in
capital bond authorizations. The funding
would be directed toward projects to
strengthen state infrastructure, create jobs,
and invest in all 351 cities and towns in the
Commonwealth.

“The FORWARD Act builds on
our administration’s existing economic
development strategy and lessons learned
by investing in projects that will prepare
our infrastructure, our communities,
and our workforce for the future,” said
Governor Charlie Baker. “We look
forward to working with our colleagues
in the legislature to ensure we capitalize
on the time-sensitive federal ARPA funds
currently at the Commonwealth’s disposal,
which must be committed by the end of
2024 and spent by the end of 2026.”

“Here in the Merrimack Valley and
across the Commonwealth, the FORWARD
Act proposes key investments that will
help transition our communities into a
post-pandemic world,” said Lt. Governor
Karyn Polito. “Time is of the essence to
direct one-time federal and state resources
towards projects that will create jobs and
build vibrant cities and towns.”

This first event was held at Island
Parkside in Lawrence. The FORWARD
legislation proposes more than $3.1 million
in funding for projects in Lawrence,
specifically $1,200,420 in Downtown
Recovery Grant funding; $1.2 million
from the Resilient Lands Initiative to
restore or create walking routes to parks;
and $750,000 from the Brownfields
Redevelopment Fund to assess and
remediate the Tombarello Junkyard.

The second event was held at Lowell
Heritage State Park in Lowell. The
FORWARD legislation proposes more
than $28.8 million in funding for projects
in Lowell, specifically $10 million to
UMass Lowell for offshore wind workforce
training; $7 million in MassWorks funding
for the second phase of the Tanner Street
Realignment; $5 million for repairs
to existing park amenities at Lowell
Heritage State Park; $5 million in Capital
Planning Grant funding for UMass Lowell;
$1,664,955 in Downtown Recovery Grant
funding; and $172,000 in MassWorks
funding for Acre Crossing.

“I was glad to join state and local
partners in the Gateway Cities of
Lawrence and Lowell today to discuss
what our FORWARD Act would mean
for the Merrimack Valley,” said Housing
and Economic Development Secretary
Mike Kennealy. “Here and across the

Commonwealth, this legislation would
make needed investments in infrastructure,
downtown recovery, workforce training,
and more.”

The FORWARD legislation supports
$1.2 billion for climate resiliency and
preservation efforts, including $413 million
for over 100 projects across state parks and
trails, water and sewer, and environmental
infrastructure grant programs. The bill also
proposes spending $750 million on the
Commonwealth’s clean energy industry.

“These projects build on the solid
foundation of what communities like
Lawrence and Lowell have already been
able to accomplish,” said Energy and
Environmental Affairs Secretary Beth
Card. “The FORWARD Act provides
more opportunities for collaboration with
cities and towns to support the offshore
wind workforce, improve state parks,
protect our environment, and assess and
determine appropriate site remediation so
that parcels can support the needs of our
communities. We must use this funding
while it is available to make these long-
term investments in our clean energy and
environmental sectors.”

In addition to the proposed investments
in Lawrence and Lowell, examples of other
planned regional investments include:

* $350,640 in Downtown Recovery
Grant funding for Amesbury

* $5 million for lead service line
abatement in Andover

¢ $639,820 in Downtown Recovery
Grant funding for Chelmsford

*  $68,000 in MassWorks funding for the
Groton Road (rt. 40) water main upgrade in
Chelmsford

*  $11 million in MassWorks funding
for the downtown Merrimack Street
redevelopment project in Haverhill

*  $1.1 million in Site Readiness funding
for the airfield redevelopment project in
Haverhill

¢ $960,210 in Downtown Recovery
Grant funding for Haverhill

 $75,000 in MassWorks funding
for the Merrimack Street public-private
redevelopment project design in Haverhill
* $750,000 in MassWorks funding for
downtown streetscape and infrastructure

housing production and rehabilitation,
public housing, climate resilient housing,
and transit-oriented development. The
bill also makes several policy proposals
to increase housing production, including
an increase of the cap on the Housing
Development Incentive Program from $10
million to $30 million.

*  Funding to support the
Commonwealth’s innovation economy,
including $50 million for a new
competitive and secure future innovation
program to make strategic investments
in purpose-driven research, technology
development, and innovation, and in
emerging technologies such as artificial
intelligence and machine learning (Al/

ML), robotics, quantum information
science, cybersecurity, communications,
and digital health.

Furthermore, the bill would allow
the Massachusetts Convention Center
Authority to sell the Hynes Convention
Center, with proceeds from the sale going
to affordable housing development and the
Back Bay area.

ARPA funds must be committed by

states by the end of 2024 and spent by the
end of 2026. This legislation prioritizes
investing ARPA funding into projects that
are already sufficiently defined and narrow
in scope so they can be completed by 2026.

In an effort to support the Commonwealth as
the state recovers from the COVID-19 pandemic,
Governor Baker has filed several bills recently to
aid municipalities and industries across the state.
On May 18, 2022, Governor Baker announced the
filing of a Fiscal Year 2022 (FY22) supplemental
budget that directs investments in transportation,
housing, environmental infrastructure,
economic development, childcare and education
initiatives. Additionally, on March 17, 2022,
Governor Baker announced the filing of “An
Act Relative to Massachusetts’s Transportation
Resources and Climate,” (MassTRAC) a $9.7
billion infrastructure bond bill, which seeks to
advance and support significant investments
in the Commonwealth’s transportation and
environmental infrastructure, as well as provide
critical and required state matching funds to
compete for, unlock and leverage federal formula
and discretionary investments provided by the
federal Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL)
enacted in November 2021.

Funds for The Psychological Center, Inc.

Chief Executive Officer Carina
Pappalardo is pleased to share that a
volunteer at the Daybreak Shelter is raising
funds for The Psychological Center as she
hikes the Appalachian Trail.

Nicole Hamel, 29, is a career nurse
who spent the last two years working as
a traveling nurse during the COVID-19
pandemic, traveling the country to work in
locations where nurses were needed, and
then taking extended time off to recover.

After working for about six months at
a hospital in Albuquerque, New Mexico,
where mental health and substance misuse
disorder issues were raging even amid the
pandemic, Hamel decided to take a few
months off.

"I've only been working about six
months out of the year because burnout is
a really big thing in the nursing field right
now, and there have been times when I
was really struggling,” said Hamel. "After
my last few months on an assignment,
especially working with sick COVID
patients, I really needed a long length of
time to get my head together."

Hamel didn't use her break just to
recover, though. She decided to attempt
a long-time goal of thru-hiking the
Appalachian Trail, and to raise money for
The Psychological Center, Inc., with that
hike. She is specifically raising money
to assist the Women's View and Pegasus
House women's programs, operated by the
Psychological Center.

"I'm super lucky and privileged to be
able to take time off," Hamel said.

Hamel has helped raise money for
the shelter in the past, and this time
accepted donations via the Greater Lowell
Community Foundation, raising $5,000
for the Psychological Center. She is now
trying to raise an additional $3,000 through
a personal fundraiser for the non-profit.

Hamel started her trek on March 27,
taking her first steps north from Spring
Mountain, in Georgia. Hamel and the
group she is hiking with have been trying
to average about 18 to 20 miles of hiking
per day, though they hope to step up their
pace after passing the halfway point in the
approximately 2,181-mile journey. She is
now in Pennsylvania and continuing her
trek north.

Hamel was firstintroduced to the Daybreak
Shelter and The Psychological Center, Inc., by
her mom, Penny Hamel, a longtime volunteer
who visits the shelter to prepare a dinner for
residents about once a month. Penny Hamel is
also a member of the Board of Directors at The
Psychological Center.

"I started helping my mom with her
efforts and [ started raising money for them
a couple years ago, but especially in this
last year working in Albuquerque amid

huge drug and alcohol and mental health
challenges solidified for me wanting to
work with The Psychological Center,"
Nicole Hamel said. "I went to high school
in Lawrence and spent a lot of time working
with people there. There's just a huge need
there, especially when it comes to mental
health and addiction."

Nicole Hamel said she hopes her
efforts will also draw attention to those
struggling with substance misuse disorder
and mental health issues and help reduce
the stigma against the medical conditions.

"The biggest thing people with
mental health and addiction issues need is
support. They need a support system and
help with basic needs in order to be able
to help fight their addiction and to be able
to break through the issues they're having,"
Nicole Hamel said. "I'm especially proud
to support Women's View and Pegasus
House, because both programs focus on
women and women aren't always treated
as well when it comes to their health. I
wanted to work with an organization that
specifically helps women with different
mental health disorders and addiction."

"In the eleven years I have been at The
Psychological Center this is the first time a
volunteer has taken on a goal of this magnitude,
which makes this $5,000 donation even more
exceptional," said CEO Pappalardo. "We are
using this donation to renovate our kitchens
at Pegasus House and Women's View. We are
blessed by the support."

Penny Hamel said she got involved
with the Psychological Center Inc.,
and Daybreak Shelter, after she started
dropping off miscellaneous donations,
such as paper goods, and was drawn to the
residents and efforts to help.

"As I visited the shelter more and more
I started to talk with some of the residents I
realized that they are truly a segment of the
population that have been left behind," said
Penny Hamel. "I just want to show them
that there are people who care."

A POINT OF VIEW o 1996

Of Thinking and Expressing Ourselves

One of the challenges we confront in
our writing efforts as professionals is to be
able to say the most with the least. What I
mean is to be able to express our ideas as
fully as possible without using too many
words. The dictionary provides a noun that
helps us keep the proverbial wordy gun in
our holster, pardon me for using a weapon
as an example: we call it redundancy.

We shouldn’t say “very beautiful”
when the word “beautiful” is sufficient.
“Very bright” cannot be compared with
“bright.” My point is that there is or must
be a line or a rule separating an adjective
from its adverb. I will try to prove my point
by not complying with that rule completely.
Oops!

A few years ago, when I started to
work for a Boston bank, one of the benefits
my employer considered was my ability to
translate for them the occasional business
letters they received from South American
banks that were in Spanish. It took a while
before my supervisor, letter in hand, called
me to help translate a letter received from a
country that will remain anonymous.

We are all familiar with the term
hyperbole, “an extravagant exaggeration”
according to Webster. Typically, several
words travel together in a hyperbole, one
a noun or adjective, and one or several of
them together with adverbs. The letter that
my supervisor showed me was a hyperbole
multiplied by itself many times, what I call
a hyperbole to the square potency.

The introduction was not just Dear
Manager. It was Dear, Illustrious and
Honorific Manager. It was clear that
the letter was meant to create a good
impression.

In the first paragraph, before moving
into the reason for writing to the bank,
“Dear Manager” was supposed to enjoy
good health as was the manager’s wife and

his family. It was clear that the man who
had written the letter expected only men on
the receiving end. Male chauvinism Latino
style. I am sure you will not be surprised
when [ tell you that the “Dear Manager”
who was holding the letter was one of the
most efficient women branch managers in
our bank.

But I don’t want to ‘“hyperbolize”
my article by exploiting the unusual
length and wordiness of that letter. I want
to come to today’s practice when long
descriptions become short and at times
incomprehensive.

Someone makes a comment or posts a
picture on any of the popular social media
outlets, and we respond Like or clicking
on one of the small images called emoji to
express our opinion, not to sound redundant
with “express ALL our opinions.”

And then there is the famous chirping
note we convert into a message that is
limited to 280 characters. Romeo could
have a fit of words proposing to Juliet,
but I doubt if she would have appreciated
his words limited to 280. How about the
part where he says “honey, please let’s not
waste time and elope?”’

By now you think that I have a
problem with our ability to communicate.
I don’t. I am only proposing that we should
consider each other and express ourselves
with respect, clarity, and correctness. If
you choose to give me a hug instead of a
Like, I might welcome it. We have learned
a skill that few members of the animal
kingdom enjoy: the ability to talk. If we use
it properly, our differences might disappear
and cordiality and not animosity night
result. Future letter writers might address
them to “your husband, or wife” and not to
one of them alone.

And that’s my Great Enormous, but
not hyperbolic, Point of View today.

IRS: Taxpayers now have more
options to correct and amend
returns electronically

The Internal Revenue Service
announced today that more forms can now
be amended electronically. These include
Form 1040-NR, United States Nonresident
Alien Income Tax Return and Forms 1040-
SS, United States Self-Employment Tax
Return (Including the Additional Child
Tax Credit for bona fide residents of Puerto
Rico) and Forms 1040-PR, Return for self-
employment federal tax return.

"This initiative has come a long way
since 2020, when we first launched the
ability to file amended returns, a very
important milestone in helping taxpayers
and the tax community," said IRS
Commissioner Chuck Rettig. "This new
feature will further help people who need
to make corrections. This development
will also help the IRS with its inventory
work that includes the current backlog of
amended returns. This is another tool we
are using to help us get back on track.”

In addition, a new electronic box
has been added for Forms 1040/1040-
SR, 1040-NR, and 1040-SS/1040-PR to

electronically. A substitute return is one
that is filed after the originally filed return,
but is filed before the due date, including
extensions. Taxpayers can also amend their
return electronically if there is a change in
their filing status or to add a dependent
who was claimed on another return.

Each year about 3 million Forms
1040-X are filed by taxpayers. Taxpayers
can still use the "Where's My Amended
Return?" online tool. to check the status of
your electronically filed Form 1040-X.

Forms 1040, 1040 NR, and SR can
still be amended electronically for tax
years 2019, 2020, and 2021 along with
corrected Forms 1040-SS and 1040-PR for
tax year 2021.

In general, taxpayers still have the
option to file a paper version of Form 1040-
X and must follow the instructions for
preparing and submitting the paper form.

The IRS continues to focus on this
important area and further enhancements
are planned for the future.

UU. y, al preparar tu
lista de preparacion para emergencias, la
American Heart Association advierte que
también es importante proteger tu corazon
y tu salud general ante un huracan u otra
catastrofe natural.

La National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration pronostica una temporada
de huracanes del Océano Atlantico
por encima del promedio por séptimo
afio consecutivo. Las investigaciones
cientificas demuestran que no solo es la
devastacion fisica lo que afecta la salud y
la seguridad de las personas en el paso de
un huracéan u otra catastrofe natural.

* En un small study presented at
the American Heart Association’s
Epidemiology, Prevention, Lifestyle and
Cardiometabolic Health 2021 Scientific
Sessions, los investigadores determinaron
que, entre las personas que sobrevivieron el
huracan Maria en Puerto Rico en el 2017,
hubo tasas mayores de presion arterial
alta, obesidad y prediabetes, asi como mas
incidencias de enfermedades cardiacas y
ataques o derrames cerebrales dos afios
después de la tormenta en comparacion
con los dos afios previos al huracan.

*  Doce afios después de que el huracan
Katrina devastara la costa del Golfo en
el 2005, la tasa de ataques cardiacos en
las areas afectadas casi se quintuplico,
de acuerdo con un study presented at the
American Heart Association’s Scientific
Sessions  2019. Los investigadores
observaron que los riesgos psicosociales,
conductuales y tradicionales de las
enfermedades cardiovasculares también
aumentaron de manera considerable
durante la década tras la tormenta.

* Los autores de un study published
in the Journal of the American Heart
Association calcularon que, en las areas de
Nueva Jersey mas afectadas por el huracan
Sandy en el 2012, hubo 125 ataques
cardiacos mas, 36 ataques o derrames
cerebrales adicionales y 70 muertes mas
en las dos semanas después de la tormenta
del 2012 en comparacion con el mismo
periodo de los cinco afios anteriores.

No solo los huracanes pueden tener un
impacto negativo en lasalud cardiovascular.
Se ha llevado a cabo mucha investigacion
cientifica sobre la salud entre las personas
afectadas por el gran terremoto de la costa
del Pacifico de Japon en el 2012. Un
study published in the American Heart
Association journal, Hypertension detect6
un aumento significativo en los niveles de
presion arterial y la incidencia de presion
arterial alta entre las personas que se
vieron obligadas a evacuar después de esa
catastrofe.

Gustavo E. Flores, M.D., miembro
del comité de Atencion Cardiovascular
de Emergencia de la American Heart
Association, seflala que existen varios
factores que pueden provocar un aumento
de las enfermedades cardiovasculares y

del riesgo después de un huracan u otra
catastrofe natural.

“Durante una tormenta y después
de una tormenta, muchas personas
experimentan stress y trauma extremos
que, segun la investigacion, pueden causar
un aumento en el riesgo de enfermedades
cardiovasculares. El impacto puede ser mas
intenso paralos pacientes con enfermedades
cardiacas y ataques o derrames cerebrales”,
dijo. “Ademas, después de una catastrofe
natural significativa, la destruccion de
propiedades y las evacuaciones afectan
muchos recursos de soporte basicos.
Esto puede hacer que sea dificil ver a un
profesional de la salud para realizarse los
controles de rutina o para reabastecer o
ajustar medicamentos, especialmente para
poblaciones mas vulnerables”.

Flores, presidente e instructor principal
de Emergency & Critical Care Trainings,
LLC, en San Juan, Puerto Rico, dice
que es importante que las personas estén
preparadas y planifiquen con anticipacion.

»  Utiliza el Patient Preparedness Plan de
la AHA si tienes diabetes y usas insulina.
Alli encontraras una lista de verificacion de
suministros y pautas sobre como prepararte
para una emergencia.

Otra manera de prepararse para una
posible emergencia médica es aprender a
realizar la reanimacion cardiopulmonar
(RCP) y coémo utilizar un desfibrilador
externo automatico (DEA) hasta que llegue
ayuda. Si se realiza correctamente, la RCP
puede duplicar o triplicar las posibilidades
de sobrevivencia de una persona. Podrias
salvar la vida de un ser amado.

Be heart-smart to stay safe
and healthy during and
after natural disasters

The American Heart Association has
important tips to prepare for hurricanes and
other natural disasters that can negatively
impact physical and mental health

June is the start of hurricane season
in the U.S., and as you’re making your
emergency preparedness checklist, the
American Heart Association cautions that
it’s also important to protect your heart and
overall health in the wake of a hurricane or
other natural disaster.

The National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration is predicting an above-
average Atlantic Ocean hurricane season
for the seventh year in a row. Scientific
research shows it’s not only physical
devastation that impacts the health and
safety of people in the path of a hurricane
or other natural disaster.

e In a small study presented at
the American Heart Association’s
Epidemiology, Prevention, Lifestyle and
Cardiometabolic Health 2021 Scientific
Sessions, researchers found that among
people who survived Hurricane Maria in
Puerto Rico in 2017, there were higher rates
of high blood pressure, obesity and pre-
diabetes, as well as increased incidences of
heart disease and stroke two years after the
storm compared to two years prior to the
hurricane.

*  Twelve years after Hurricane Katrina
devasted the Gulf Coast in 2005, heart
attack rates in affected areas increased
by nearly five times, according to a
study presented at the American Heart
Association’s Scientific Sessions 2019.
Researchers noted that psychosocial,
behavioral and traditional cardiovascular
disease risk factors also increased
significantly in the decade after the storm.
*  Authors of a study published in the
Journal of the American Heart Association
calculated that in the areas of New Jersey
most impacted by Hurricane Sandy in
2012, there were 125 more heart attacks,
36 additional strokes and 70 more deaths
in the two weeks after the 2012 storm
compared to the same time period from the
previous five years.

It's not only hurricanes that can have a
negative impact on cardiovascular health.
There has been much scientific research
on health among people affected by the
Great East Japan Earthquake in 2012. A
study published in the American Heart
Association journal, Hypertension, found
a significant increase in blood pressure
levels and the incidence of high blood
pressure among people who were forced to
evacuate following that disaster.

Gustavo E. Flores, M.D., a member
of the American Heart Association’s
Emergency Cardiovascular Care
committee, says there are several factors
that may lead to increased cardiovascular
disease and risk after a hurricane or other
natural disaster.

“During and after a storm, many
people experience extreme stress and
trauma, which research shows can lead
to an increase in cardiovascular disease
risk. The impact can be more intense for
heart disease and stroke patients,” he
said. “Additionally, in the aftermath of
a significant natural disaster, property
destruction and  evacuations affect
many basic support resources. This can

make it challenging to see a health care
professional for routine check-ups or to
refill or adjust medications, especially for
more vulnerable populations.”

Flores, chairman and chief instructor
for Emergency & Critical Care Trainings,
LLC, in San Juan, Puerto Rico, says it’s
important for people to be prepared and plan
ahead, The American Heart Association’s
Disaster Resources page includes a wide
range of helpful information.

In addition, here are some quick tips:

+ Take time now to write down
any medical conditions, allergies and
medications, including doses and the
time you take medications, along with
your pharmacy name, address and phone
number. Keep the information with any
other “go-kit” items you have handy for
quick evacuation.

 If you do need to evacuate, even
temporarily, bring your medications and
your health information with you in a
resealable plastic bag to help keep it dry.

* If your medication is lost, damaged
by water or was left behind when you
evacuated, research open pharmacies and
seek a refill as quickly as possible.

*+ Some states allow pharmacists to
make medically necessary exceptions
on certain types of prescription refills
during an emergency. Information on all
state emergency prescription refill laws is
available here.

* Use the AHA’s Patient Preparedness
Plan if you have diabetes and use insulin.
There you’ll find a checklist of supplies
and for guidelines on how to prepare for an
emergency.

Another way to prepare ahead for
a possible medical emergency is to
learn how to perform cardiopulmonary
resuscitation (CPR) and how to use an
automated external defibrillator (AED)
until help arrives. If performed correctly,
CPR can double or triple a person’s chance
of survival. You could be saving the life of
someone you love. A simple, one-minute
video shows you what you need to know to
perform Hands Only CPR.

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Mayor Announces $1.45M Elalcalde anuncia unainversion

Mayor James J. Fiorentini today
announced that $1.1 million in American
Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds will be
used to repair and restore sidewalks in the
city’s Mount Washington and Lower Acre
neighborhoods.

Federal ARPA funds have restrictions
including that money for sidewalks
and roads may only be spent in specific
densely-populated, lower-income. The city
will also use $340,000 of its own budgeted
funds to repair sidewalks in other areas
of the city this summer. Total Fiscal Year
2023 sidewalk spending is set to increase
23 percent compared to the prior year.

“The most complaints I receive are
about our neighborhoods, our streets and
our sidewalks,” Mayor Fiorentini said.
“This infusion of federal money will
supplement our existing budget and help
us repair more sidewalks than we normally
are able to do.”

This is year four of Mayor Fiorentini’s
sidewalk improvement program. The
mayor started the program several years
ago to improve aging sidewalks throughout
the city, many of which had not been
repaired in decades. The city has done

more than 10 miles of new sidewalks since
2019, starting with areas where the most
children walk to schools.

In recent years, new sidewalks have
been installed on Grove Street, parts of
Lowell Avenue and Washington Street,

portions of Main Street and North Avenue
and Marsh Avenue. Beginning in late
May, the city installed new sidewalks on
Lakeview Avenue and Groveland Street,
Winter Street, White Street and Water
Street. Next up are Ayer Street, Garfield
Street and Beach Street.

The next phase of the sidewalk
improvement plan focuses on the city’s
high-profile and highly-trafficked
gateways, including Groveland, Winter St.,
White and River streets.

“We want the entrance ways to our
city, where many people walk, to be well-
maintained and inviting,” Mayor Fiorentini
said. “This is part of our goal of making
Haverhill a walkable city for everyone.”

The city uses a professional outside
company to inspect, analyze and grade
every sidewalk then generate a prioritized
list of recommended repair projects. The
review considers age, condition, how
heavily used a given sidewalk is and
other factors. Input from residents is also
considered and the public is encouraged to
call the mayor’s 311 constituent services
phone line with requests.

“Even with this large investment
this year, we know it will not be nearly
enough,” Mayor Fiorentini said, noting
Haverhill is one of the largest geographical
cities in Massachusetts with more than 424
curb miles and 1,400 public streets within
its 34 square miles.

El Alcalde James J. Fiorentini anuncio
hoy que $1.1 millones en fondos de la
Ley del Plan de Rescate Estadounidense
(American Rescue Plan Act, ARPA) se
utilizaran para reparar y restaurar las aceras
en los vecindarios de Mount Washington y
Lower Acre de la ciudad.

Los fondos federales de ARPA tienen
restricciones, incluido que el dinero para
aceras y caminos solo se puede gastar en
areas especificas densamente pobladas
y de bajos ingresos. La ciudad también
usard $340,000 de sus propios fondos
presupuestados para reparar aceras en
otras areas de la ciudad este verano. Se
espera que el gasto total en aceras del afio
fiscal 2023 aumente un 23 por ciento en
comparacion con el afio anterior.

Jury awards $650K in damages
for Massachusetts contractor’s
unlawful retaliation against
injured immigrant worker

A federal jury in the District
of Massachusetts has found that a
Massachusetts employer and his company
retaliated against an employee who
reported an on-the-job injury. The jury
awarded $650,000 in damages — $600,000
in punitive damages and $50,000 in
compensatory damages — as a result.

The verdict stems from the U.S.
Department of Labor lawsuit filed against
TaraConstructionInc.anditschiefexecutive
officer, Pedro Pirez, in February 2019
following a whistleblower investigation by
the department’s Occupational Safety and
Health Administration. The lawsuit alleged
that defendants initiated a law enforcement
investigation and facilitated the employee’s
detention by U.S. Immigration and
Customs Enforcement after the employee
reported a serious injury and caused OSHA
to open a rapid response investigation.

“The Department of Labor will not
tolerate retaliation against employees who
complain of workplace abuses, including
when an employer seeks to use an
employee’s perceived immigration status
as a way to intimidate workers. Successful
enforcement of worker protection laws
depends on workers being empowered
and feeling safe enough to speak out for
themselves and their fellow workers.
If workers are brave enough to come
forward, we will use all legal tools we have
to protect them,” said Solicitor of Labor
Seema Nanda.

“The Occupational Safety and Health
Act protects the rights of all workers,
and — as we did here — we will pursue
significant  punitive damages when
necessary to punish and deter those who
violate workers’ rights,” said Regional
Solicitor of Labor Maia Fisher in Boston.

“In this case, the jury assessed $200,000 in
punitive damages against defendant Tara
Construction and $400,000 in punitive
damages against defendant Pedro Pirez. We
seek and obtain punitive damages under
the laws we enforce to ensure employers
understand that it is not only unlawful, but
also costly, to retaliate.”

“The Occupational Safety and Health
Act prohibits employers from retaliating
against employees who exercise their
rights under the Act, regardless of the
employees’ immigration status. This
includes reporting injuries and causing
an investigation or any proceeding under
or related to the Act. This verdict sends a
strong message to employers that there will
be severe consequences when they violate
the law and employee rights,” said OSHA
Regional Administrator Galen Blanton in
Boston.

OSHA enforces the whistleblower
provisions of 25 statutes protecting
employees who report violations of
various airline, commercial motor carrier,
consumer product, environmental,
financial reform, food safety, motor vehicle
safety, healthcare reform, nuclear, pipeline,
public transportation agency, railroad,
maritime, and securities laws. For more
information on whistleblower protections,
visit OSHA’s Whistleblower Protection
Programs webpage.

The abortion fight

There was no constitutional right to an
abortion! Women were living a lie for 49
years. More details to follow.

Usually, this column doesn’t go into
national issues because local news keeps
me busy enough, but a few months ago, I
volunteered to collect signatures to place
the question on the November ballot, “if a
child is born alive, all reasonable steps, in
keeping with good medical practice, shall
be taken to preserve the life of the child
born alive.”

Unfortunately, even though we
collected the proper amount of signatures
and everything was in good order, the
attorney general refused to allow it
on the ballot based on some language
technicalities.

With the Supreme Court taking a
stand on such a sensitive matter, there is
a need to expand as to what that means.
This measure was not to make abortions
illegal but just to allow states to decide
individually whether they should allow it.

This has always been a hot subject
and the result to their decision was exactly
what we expected. The explanation
offered clarifies that the Constitution of the
United States does not mention “abortion”
anywhere and it was an error treating it the
way the Court did 49 years ago because it
was wrongly interpreted as a constitutional
protection.

Each Amendment of the Constitution
is very specific; whether freedom of the
press, religion, or speech, it leaves no
doubt.

Another controversial issue is guns
and it is also clear when it said “the right of
the people to keep and bear arms shall not
be infringed.” That’s another struggle for
advocates of gun rights because the Second
Amendment is very clear.

And anything not appearing in the
Constitution should be handled by the
States which is what this decision will
motivate. Some states prohibit abortion
while others have not decided which way
to go.

Now, by placing it on the ballot, the
people will have to voice their preferences.
Yes, women were provided federal
protection but it didn’t belong there.

If your state doesn’t allow abortion,
you can always travel somewhere else to
have one. Some employers have already
included in their benefits plan to pay for
those expenses.

So, there’s no constitutional protection
for women wanting an abortion. In the

2014. In 2014, there were 19,354 legal
abortions.

Among the misleading things I have
heard, was a statement about the Supreme
Court from SEIU-32BJ President Kyle
Bragg, “A corrupt, illegitimate, and
radical...” That also reminded me of
Maxine Waters, a US Representative in
Washington who said “The Hell with the
Supreme Court!”

They are talking
about the Supreme Court, the maximum
opinion when it comes to interpreting the
Constitution, which is the document ruling
the country.

We should take a step back, a deep
breath, and reason things out. Nothing
has changed for us and probably a new
industry will be born in the form of abortion
tourism. The government is considering
Alexandra Ocasio Cortés’ idea of placing
abortion clinics at national parks.

What was she
thinking?

I don’t like censorship in any form
but there are times that people thrive on
vulgarities and unbecoming language to
express a thought or idea which rubs me
the wrong way. It is at those times when I
wish someone would teach them a lesson
or tell them to knock it off. That’s when
the fact-checkers come into action.

The video, which had recently begun
generating thousands of views, features
raw footage of rioting and destruction and
begins with a narrator recalling how "our

Keep July 4th Celebrations
Safe- If You Drink, Don’t Drive

Drunk Driving Responsible for 41% of Traffic Deaths in 2020

New England - Mothers Against
Drunk Driving (MADD) urges everyone
to celebrate safely by planning and
designating a non-drinking, unimpaired
driver during the long July 4th holiday
weekend.

According to the National Highway
Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA),
201 people died in alcohol-related crashes
from 6 p.m. July 2 to 5:59 a.m. July 6, 2020.
Drunk driving was blamed for 41% of all
traffic deaths during the long weekend, and
85% of the fatal crashes occurred at night,
between 6 p.m. and 5:59 a.m.

“We want everyone to celebrate the
Fourth of July weekend with a plan that
keeps themselves, their families and their
communities safe,” said MADD New
England Executive Director, Bob Garguilo.
“Whether you’re on a road trip, driving just
a few blocks to a friend’s house or going
out on the water for the day, the safest
choice is to never drink and operate any
vehicle.”

In 2020, 542 drivers killed in traffic
crashes had a blood alcohol concentration
of .08 or higher, and 51% were between the
ages of 21 and 34.

Drunk driving deaths are rising at
an alarming rate. Preliminary estimates
for 2021 show more than 12,000 people
were killed by drunk driving — the highest
number since 2007. In 2020, one person
was killed in a drunk driving crash every
45 minutes.

On the water, alcohol use is the leading
known contributing factor in recreational
boating deaths and incidents in the United
States. Alcohol was listed as the leading
contributing factor in 16% of boating
deaths in 2021.

“As we celebrate our nation’s
independence, we can all contribute to the
safety of our communities by making the
right choices. If you drink, don’t drive or
operate a boat,” Garguilo said.

About Mothers Against Drunk Driving
