La semana pasada expliqué las tres
preguntas que aparecen en el cuadernillo
rojo de la Secretaria de Estado. Espero que
hayan entendido que no fue mi intencion
pedirles que voten de cierta manera, sino
que consideren qué significa un voto SI o
NO en cada pregunta.

Algunos amigos me contactaron y me
informaron que habia una cuarta pregunta,
por lo que estoy realmente agradecida
porque me da la oportunidad de ampliar esa
conversacion.

The Lawrence Police Department Move-in to the New and Modern 4-story Building Expected to Be

During Summer of 2025

In a ceremonial event, Mayor Brian A.
De Pefia and Lawrence Police Department’s
Chief Roy P. Vasque were joined by
Governor Charles D. Baker, Lt. Gov
Karyn Polito, Senator Barry Finegold,
Representative Frank Moran, the Lawrence
City Council and city officials to break the
ground for the new Lawrence Police Station,
a sixty-million-dollar ($60,000.00) project
supported by the Commonwealth's capital
budget plan.

“Public Safety is one the foremost
vital issues in a community, and citizens
need to be safe,” said Mayor De Pefia. “For
instance, I will continue implementing
my multi-faceted action plan by investing
more in crime prevention strategies and
rebuilding community relations to execute
our economic prosperity plan."

The ceremony took place on the
future site of the station, which is across
from the current Police Station, located
at 90 Lowell Street. The 64,000-square-
foot project will provide the city with
a state-of-the-art facility with the latest
equipment and technology to boost our
public safety.

"We hardly ever allocate state funding to
build a police department in a municipality,
but the Lawrence Police Department
deserves our full support to equip the
brave men and women in uniform with the
necessary tools to protect our citizens and
businesses. I don't support defunding the
police," said Governor Baker.

A vital component of the project is
to make the building community friendly,
with a large community room as a focal
point at its entrance. These and many other
features and amenities at the new station
will allow the Department to serve better
the needs of the residents they are sworn
to serve.

"I am so proud that we will finally have
a state-of-the-art police station that reflects
the quality of our police department," said
Senator Barry Finegold. "This day has been
over two decades in the making. Establishing
this police station has been one of my top
priorities as Lawrence's Senator, and I
have enjoyed working with city officials
and my partners in the state delegation to
build support for the project.

[Then]
during the 1890s, the Police Station
shared with the courthouse the red brick,
Mansard-roofed, three-story building that
stood on the corner of Lawrence Street
and Common Street until 1914, which
was torn down and replaced by a new
structure. The new building stood at the
corner of Lawrence Street and Common
Street until it was also torn down in 1965
after the Department was transferred to
its new headquarters inaugurated August
1965 on the present site of 90 Lowell
Street."

Restrictions were lifted for many who spent
time in certain European countries

The American Red Cross now invites
those who spent time in the U.K., Ireland,
or France and have never tried to give blood
due to concerns over variant Creutzfeldt-
Jakob Disease (vCJD) —related to mad cow
disease — to give blood and help save lives.

Recently, the U.S. Food and Drug
Administration updated its blood donor
eligibility guidance on vCJD, eliminating
the deferral for those who spent time in the
U.K., Ireland, and France between 1980
and 2001. In alignment with FDA changes,
the Red Cross began accepting donations
on Oct. 3 from individuals who have not
tried giving blood before due to the prior
donation criteria. In combination with prior
eligibility updates in 2020 for those who
spent time in other European countries,
this new change effectively eliminates the
deferral related to vCJD for all donors.

“For many years, the Red Cross has
heard from people who have spent time
in these countries — often members of
the military and their families — hoping
for the opportunity to donate blood or
platelets,” said Kelly Isenor, Director of
Communications. “We now welcome all
donors who may have spent time in Europe
and avoided blood donation, as a result, to
join us in our lifesaving mission to help
patients in need.”

More blood donors — especially type
O donors — are urged to donate now to
prevent disruptions to essential medical
care this fall. Book a time to give by using
the Red Cross Blood Donor App, visiting
RedCrossBlood.org, or calling 1-800-RED
CROSS (1-800-733-2767). As a thank-
you, all who come to give Oct. 16-31,
2022, will receive a $10 e-Gift Card by
email to a merchant of choice.

Changesin progress for those
with aRed Cross donor record

Those who have tried to give to the
Red Cross and have been previously
deferred from donating will be contacted
by the Red Cross once system records are
updated. This deferral is more complex to
remove than others as there are decades

of donors in the Red Cross system who
have been deferred under the previous
FDA requirements. Individuals who have
questions about their donor records can
contact the Red Cross Donor and Client
Support Center at 1-866-236-3276.

How to donate blood

Simply download the American Red Cross

This long-term and consistent path
of caring and dedication to families and
children that is second to none earned her the
esteemed Manager of the Year award from
the Provider’s Council — an award given
to two outstanding managers recognized
for demonstrating excellence in leading
and managing staff. The event took place
October 3, 2022 at the Marriott Copley Place
Hotel in Boston.
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Ms. Bruk said, “It was an honor to
receive the Provider's Council manager of
the year award. Our team worked very hard
to ensure that children and families had
access to critical early intervention services
throughout the pandemic. I'm grateful to
work with such a dedicated, caring, and
professional team.”

Chris Hunt, Executive Director of
PCCD added, “Cheryl leads by example.
Her knowledge, ability to pivot, relate to
family challenges, and skill as a professional
helped the Early Intervention Specialists
support families right through the pandemic.
She led her team to build a platform that
offered telehealth virtual Early Intervention
visits for children with developmental
concerns and their families in response to
the COVID-19 crisis when distancing was
required. It was truly remarkable.”

Cheryl Bruk understood that a lapse
in services would have a negative impact
on future learning success. She knew that
pandemic or not, consistent education and
therapy services are critical to the health
and development of children who may be at
risk for developmental delays. During that
time Ms. Bruk directed the staff to continue
to accept new referrals and complete
evaluations virtually. This quick, deliberate,
and expert response to the service delivery
problem helped to make returning to now
in-person Early Intervention seamless for
staff, families, and children.

One parent of a child receiving essential
EI services from the PCCD team said this,
“We wouldn’t even have known where to
begin or how to navigate this new normal
without the support and expertise from our
[PCCD] service team. These services were
invaluable not just for our children, but
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for us as parents navigating through the
pandemic."

Early Intervention (EI) at PCCD is for
children under the age of three who have, or
at risk for, developmental delay. We service
children and families in Andover, North
Andover, Lawrence, Infants and Toddlers
develop and learn through meaningful
everyday experiences and interactions
in familiar places. EI services work best
when families and caregivers participate in
in-home visit activities.

Dracut, Methuen and Billerica will benefit
from the opportunity to earn college credit
while in high school,” said Joseph C.
Hartman, the university’s provost and vice
chancellor for academic and student affairs.

Hartman said the program will start this
fall with students being able to choose one
of multiple course options.

“By exposing high school students
to college level courses and faculty, we
can empower students who may not have
considered a college education possible,”
Hartman said. “They realize, ‘Hey, I can do
this!””

According to Francine Coston,
who leads the university’s early college
initiatives, UMass Lowell hopes to expand
course options and the number of high
schools participating in the coming years.

The university’s goal is to eventually
offer students different pathways — in
STEM, business, or in liberal arts — if they
choose to focus toward a specific degree.

Hartman praised the pairing of a
familiar high school teacher with the college
professor as an asset to the program.

“High school teachers are essential
to preparing students for college and they
know their students far better than we do.
We’re so grateful to partner with them and
with high school guidance counselors to
ease the transition to college, minimize costs
and launch these students into their careers
as college graduates,” he said.

because they’ve been in the operating
room, emergency room, worked with
pediatric and geriatric patients, and have
had the opportunity to observe advanced
modalities.”

Although there are four-year Rad Tech
programs, Stearns believes MCC’s option
is the most affordable and the best way
to go, especially for someone changing
their career.

Combat Extreme Heat

Lawrence Pa’lante, a resident-led
project, has worked with the City of
Lawrence, Groundwork Lawrence, and
Conservation Law Foundation to create a
pop-up park on Bennington Street today
with shade and greenery to highlight the lack
of open space and cool zones in the city. As
summers grow hotter, cities like Lawrence
with limited shade and park space are more
vulnerable to the health impacts of extreme
heat.

“Extreme heat kills,” said Lawrence
Mayor Brian De Pefia. “We need to prepare
now for the future, and that starts with
creating more shaded green space, so our
residents have a place to enjoy and cool
off. The city is proud to be a partner on
the Pa’lante project to imagine a better
Lawrence for everyone.”

The goal of Lawrence Pa’lante is to
work alongside residents to help reimagine
how people live and move around the city.
The goal is more safer, cooler streets and
spaces for residents that improve health, and
quality of life and help increase residents’
resilience to the impacts of extreme heat.

“It’s time to create a healthier Lawrence
for all residents,” said Heather McMann,

Groundwork Lawrence Executive Director.
“By working with the community to
reimagine what the Bennington Triangle
can be, we have an opportunity to turn
a brownfield site into an amenity for the
neighborhood. We need more cool green
space in Lawrence, and we can’t wait to
make that a reality.”

“The climate crisis will not affect
everyone equally,” said Deanna Moran,
Vice President of Healthy and Resilient
Communities at CLF. “Cities like Lawrence
will be hit first and worst by the deadly
health impacts of extreme heat. We need to
increase cool, shaded areas in the city, and
this pop-up is just a first step in making that
happen.”

“I grew up across the street from the
Bennington triangle and my parents still
live there,” said Eddie Rosa, Community
Engagement Director at GWL. “Many
residents value the space for the informal
parking it provides, but I see a contaminated
former fueling station that has been vacant
for thirty years. I hope the community
embraces this green space opportunity and
value Mayor De Peifia’s focus on improving
the neighborhood.”

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Lawrence envio unaplanilla
para subvencion de mejora
de $250,000 ADA

La Ciudad de Lawrence, el 30 de
septiembre de 2022, sometio una solicitud
de subvencion de mejoras municipales a la
Oficina de Discapacidad de Massachusetts
para su revision. Los fondos de esta
subvencion se utilizaran para hacer que la
Ciudad sea mas accesible para las personas
con discapacidades.

El Coordinador de ADA, Richard
Rodriguez, tomo la iniciativa en esta
solicitud de subvencion. Esta presentacion
es el resultado de un esfuerzo de equipo
entre la Oficina del Alcalde, los Servicios
de Inspeccion, el Departamento de Obras
Publicas, el Departamento de Personal y la
Comision de Discapacidad de Lawrence.

Lawrence solicito la cantidad maxima de
fondos permitida en las subvenciones, que es
de $250,000. Si tiene éxito, el financiamiento
de esta subvencion ($100,000) es para renovar
y mejorar ciertas areas del Ayuntamiento para
que sean mas accesibles para las personas
con discapacidades. Dichas mejoras incluyen
la renovacion de una rampa ($20,000),
numerosos mostradores de transacciones,
abridores automaticos de puertas, nuevos
lavamanos en los bafios que cumplen con
ADA y letreros en braille.

A sugerencia del Alcalde Brian De Pefia,
se apartaron $125,000 para cubrir el costo
de reparacion de aceras e intersecciones
por parte de la Ciudad. El Alcalde De Pena
recibi6 numerosas inquietudes de personas
con problemas de movilidad y ancianos con
respecto a las aceras e intersecciones que no
son accesibles. Como tal, al escuchar estas
inquietudes, se asignaron fondos como una
solucion para solucionar este problema.

Al celebrar el trigésimo segundo
aniversario de la Ley de Discapacidades de
los Estadounidenses, Rodriguez agradecio
al alcalde De Pefa por su liderazgo al
apoyar y aprobar que Lawrence solicitara
esta subvencion, la primera vez desde los
muchos afios que esta subvencion ha estado
disponible para las comunidades. Rodriguez
dijo: “Considero que el alcalde De Pefia es
un amigo de las personas con discapacidad.
El (el Alcalde) entiende lo que es ser
discapacitado porque tiene un hijo sordo y
se comunica por sefias”.

Y Rodriguez continué: “También elogio
al Alcalde De Pefia por contratar a un
coordinador de ADA de tiempo completo para
la ciudad, por primera vez en la historia”. Al
respaldar esta subvencion, el alcalde tuvo en
cuenta el alto uso y trafico en el Ayuntamiento.

Lawrence Submitted $250,000 ADA
Improvement Grant application

The City of Lawrence, on September 30,
2022, submitted a Municipal Improvements
Grant Application to the Massachusetts
Office on Disability for review. Funding
under this grant is to be used to make
the City more accessible for people with
disabilities.

ADA Coordinator Richard Rodriguez
took the lead on this grant application. This
submission is the result of a team effort
among the Mayor’s Office, Inspectional
Services, the Department of Public Works,
the Personnel Department, and the Lawrence
Commission on Disability.

Lawrence applied for the maximum
amount of funding allowed in the grants
which is $250,000. If successful, funding
from this grant ($100,000) is to renovate
and improve certain areas in City Hall to be
more accessible for people with disabilities.
Such improvements include the renovation
of a ramp ($20,000), numerous transaction
counters, automatic door openers, New
ADA-compliant sinks in restrooms, and
signage in braille.

There are a number of Transition
Counters in various Departments in City Hall
(Tax Office, Clerk’s Office) for conducting
business that are not in compliance with
ADA. Specifically, "Those Transition
Counters do not comply with knee clearance
requirements or work surface heights above
the finished floor in accordance with 521
CMR Chapter 6.0."

At the request of Mayor Brian De
Pena, $125,000 was set aside to cover the
cost of the City repairing sidewalks and
intersections. Mayor De Pefia received
numerous concerns from people who are
mobile impaired and elderly regarding

sidewalks and intersections not being
accessible. As such in listening to these
concerns funds were earmarked as a solution
to fix this problem.

Thirty-one sidewalks and intersections
will be renovated under this grant. Lawrence
officials, residents, and key community
stakeholders will meet to set a priority for
which sidewalks and intersections will be
renovated.

In celebrating the thirty-two-year
anniversary of the Americans Disabilities
Act, Rodriguez thanked Mayor De Pefia for
his leadership in supporting and approving
Lawrence to apply for this grant, the first
time since the many years this grant has been
available to communities. Rodriguez said
“I consider Mayor De Pefia to be a friend
of people with disabilities. He (the Mayor)
understands what it is to be disabled as he
has a child who is deaf and communicates
by sign language.”

And Rodriguez continued, “I also
complement Mayor De Pefa for the first
time in history for hiring a full-time ADA
Coordinator for the City.” In supporting
this grant, the mayor took into account the
high use and traffic in City Hall. He said, “I
want to ensure people with disabilities have
equal access and opportunity to participate
in programs, services and activities offered
not only in City Hall but also in other
public buildings/places in this Great City
of Lawrence.”

Questions on the
ballot

Last week I explained the three
questions appearing on the red booklet of
the Secretary of State’s office. I hope you
understood that it was not my intention to
ask you to vote a certain way but to consider
what each YES or NO vote means in each
question.

Some friends contacted me and made me
aware that there was a fourth one, for which
I am truly thankful because it allows me an
opportunity to expand on that conversation.

Question #4 is known as the Work and
Family Mobility Act and, although the right
number of signatures were collected, it did
not make it in time for the printing schedule
of the red book.

The Fair and Secure Massachusetts
campaign, launched this petition after
Democrats overrode GOP Gov. Charlie
Baker’s veto of their new driver’s licenses
for illegals law. They collected more than
twice the amount required under state law
to trigger a ballot referendum.

I find it very troublesome that voters
will not be aware of the options they have
on question #4 and most people will be
taken by surprise. This measure has been

supported by police chiefs all over the state.
They claim that this measure will make the
roads safer but what they mean is that by
being able to drive legally, drivers will not
be nervous when stopped by a police officer
of State Trooper, while they hope that they
will have the proper insurance policy.

In the event of not receiving sufficient
votes to cancel this law, it will take effect
next July 1, 2023, let’s hope changes are
made to the license application to make
it compulsory to show some form of
identification proving that the individual is
an American citizen, thus eligible to vote
before registering. Ifnot, it will be properly
noted on the registration at the Department
of Motor Vehicles so they cannot be
registered as voters.

The Democrats’ narrative claims that
the legislation makes state roads safer but the
biggest problem is that a new law signed in
2020 automatically registers those who obtain
a Massachusetts driver’s license to vote.

So, this petition aims at preventing
those illegal aliens could end up being
registered as voters and it’s very convenient
that by question #4 not appearing on the
voters’ guide, most people wouldn’t be
well-versed in its purpose.

And coming from Mr. Galvin, I believe

it was a dirty trick to benefit the voting rolls,
not necessarily the immigrants. Remember
that this is the guy who revealed how he
yelled to Dan Rivera on the telephone, “I
made you mayor!”

Now I heard that he’s going to publish
a second voters’ guide explaining question
4. Expect it in your mailbox.

To put it simply, remember:

A "yes" vote is to uphold House Bill
4805, which allows applicants who cannot
verify citizenship or immigration status to
submit certain forms of identification to
obtain a driver’s license or motor vehicle
registration.

A "no" vote is to repeal House Bill
4805, thereby maintaining existing state
law that prohibits applicants who cannot
verify citizenship or immigration status
from obtaining a driver's license and motor
vehicle registration.
