Habra criticas por mi uso de esa
palabra refiriéndose al Concejo Municipal
de Lawrence, pero semana tras semana hay
las mismas sefiales de que no han tenido
capacitacion en procedimientos, respeto,
etiqueta, etc. Inclui a todos los concejales
en la foto porque todos tienen la culpa de
estas disparidades. Hay algunos con mas
experiencia que deberian llevar a los nuevos
aparte y mostrarles en privado como se hace.
Todo el concilio parece inepto por permitir
que el circo continte.

La semana pasada sufri cinco horas de
audiencia sobre el presupuesto. Me recordd
a cierto concejal de hace unos afos (no
merece que mencione su nombre aqui) que
se complacia en reducir pequefias cantidades
de areas del presupuesto so6lo para mostrar
su poder.

Es mas, la mirada vacia en los ojos de
algunos de ellos me dice que no tienen idea
de lo que estan hablando porque no han
abierto el material en preparacion para una
votacion.

Caso concreto, la concejal del Distrito
A Fidelina Santiago. Las pocas veces que se
atrevia a hablar, lo hacia leyendo un papel.
Quizas alguien le escribié algo para que
pareciera inteligente. La prueba es que ella
sigue el ejemplo de la concejal del Distrito
B, Wendy Luzon, cuando llega el momento
de votar. No tiene voz propia porque no sabe
de qué se habla.

Wendy no es un buen ejemplo para
seguir; ella hizo un berrinche durante la
discusion: “Quiero escuchar al alcalde y
siempre contamos con su asesor”. Esta
vez, el presidente del Concejo, Jeovanny
Rodriguez, golpeando fuertemente el
martillo, la califico de “fuera de orden”
incluso cuando ella todavia se quejaba en
voz alta.

El alcalde Brian DePefia estaba sentado
en la primera fila y su asesor Octavien
Spanner estaba a su lado cuando Jeovanny
le dijo a Wendy que el alcalde podia
elegir quién hablaria en nombre de su
administracion.

Después de que el alcalde DePena
envio la propuesta de presupuesto original al
concejo, hizo algunos cambios y la segunda
version mostro una reduccion de $3,441,877
que incluia la eliminacion de dos puestos
(Subjefe de Policia, $125,000 y Asistente
del jefe de Bomberos, $120,000) junto con
una serie de reducciones.

Continuaron revisando el presupuesto
reduciendo cantidades insignificantes de
los salarios de los empleados. Abel Cano
fue designado para el recién creado cargo
de Manejo de Emergencias y la discusion
se centrd en su experiencia en el campo
de emergencias. “Es un gran policia, pero
no tiene experiencia. Eso deberia estar a
cargo del Departamento de Bomberos”, dijo
Wendy Luzon.

Bajo la recomendacion del concejal del
Distrito F, Marc Laplante, se voto a favor de
reducir el salario del oficial Cano en $25,000
de $130,000.

Era obvio que perseguian a ciertas
personas como si fuera una vendetta.

Cerca del final de la reunion, el abogado
municipal Timothy Houten se dirigi6 al
concejo para hacerles conscientes de que
no pueden recortar los salarios de los
empleados. Los recortes se haran en todo
el departamento ya que el alcalde tiene la
autoridad de mantener los salarios deseados.

En ese momento, la concejal general
Ana Levy estaba perdiendo la paciencia
después de haber estado en silencio durante
demasiado tiempo y dijo: “Estamos
discutiendo algo insignificante cuando
deberiamos estar hablando de todas las
cosas buenas que estdn sucediendo en
nuestra ciudad. Nuestra ciudad de Lawrence
ha tenido un aumento en la calificacion
crediticia de A a A+ y obtuvimos lo mejor
de la auditoria que acabamos de realizar,
lo que demuestra que la ciudad se esta
desempefiando perfectamente. Siempre
habia una pagina en la auditoria que
mostraba lo mal que lo estabamos haciendo
y las cosas que debiamos corregir; este afio,
por primera vez, la auditoria dijo lo bien que
nos estamos desempefiando”.

Esto es lo que necesitdbamos mencionar.
La concejala Levy enfatiz6 que estamos
obteniendo un gran presupuesto después de
que el alcalde y su funcionario redujeran el
primer presupuesto presentado del 8% al
2,5%. Mire los aumentos en las ciudades
que nos rodean. Este recorte fue iniciado
por el alcalde y su personal. Nuestra
ciudad y nuestra economia estan en buena
forma y estamos buscando centavos para
recortar que no modifiquen ni cambien el
presupuesto.

La concejala Levy continu6: “Nuestra
ciudad esta creciendo y se estan produciendo
muchos cambios, como si necesitamos o
no aceptar esos cambios, estamos notando
esos cambios y, a veces, porque no estamos
de acuerdo con una persona, no queremos
aceptarlo. Durante este tiempo, puedo
decir que nuestros contribuyentes estan
obteniendo lo mejor y continuaremos
trabajando para brindarles lo mejor”.

También agradecio a todos los miembros
del concejo por todas las horas dedicadas a
revisar el presupuesto. “El trabajo que todos
estamos haciendo es hacer de nuestra ciudad
una mejor ciudad para vivir y trabajar”.

Un comentario que se me quedo
grabado en la cabeza fue el de Bill Collins
sobre los veteranos de la ciudad. Pregunt6 al
concejo por qué no han cubierto dos puestos
en los Servicios para Veteranos que han
estado autorizados durante afios.

Los concejales respondieron que la
poblacion de veteranos ha disminuido en
Lawrence y creen que €so no es necesario.

“La mayoria de nosotros probablemente sentimos que no podria-
mos ser libres sin los periddicos, y esa es la verdadera razén por la
que queremos que los periddicos sean libres."

en un mar de ética." —Chief Justice

En la historia de los Estados Unidos,
especificamente en la historia legal,
podemos ver documentado en abundancia
como la justicia no es meramente un
principio legal confinado a la profesion legal
promovida por abogados y jueces, sino mas
bien una fuerza moral sostenida por una
ciudadania consciente comprometida con el
progreso. Simultaneamente, la filosofia de
lo justo y equitativo no parece originarse de
un solo lugar, ni esta casada con un credo
especifico, aunque parece ser hermana del
concepto de la verdad. Un hecho —una
pieza de informacion imparcial, verdadera
y verificable— es el bloque de construccion
de la cadena que asegura la equidad.

Muchas injusticias en nuestro pais han
sido legales. Para rectificarlas, una de las
herramientas mas efectivas de la democracia,
ademas del periodismo, la organizacion
comunitaria, el voto, los plebiscitos y la
educacion, ha sido la litigacion. Aqui,
los perjudicados pueden defenderse en el
tribunal y desafiar personalmente a quienes
les han perjudicado, implorando a la corte
para su reparacion.

El Bay Stater, por alguna razoén,
tipicamente ha liderado la definicion de
lo que no es justo, y por ende, la filosofia
influyente que dicta lo que puede ser legislado
y codificado como ley, especialmente como
decisiones de tribunales. Como resultado
de batallas tan feroces y controvertidas que
han pasado de los tribunales de primera
instancia a los tribunales de apelacion y a
la Corte Suprema de los Estados Unidos,
concediéndoles certiorari para escuchar
tales argumentos conflictivos; dada la
importancia de la pregunta que plantean y
como pueden afectar a todo el pais.

En 1842, en el caso Commonwealth

de Massachusetts vs. Hunt, el Estado
intentd procesar penalmente a los lideres
de la Sociedad de Boteros de Boston,
un sindicato de fabricantes de calzado.
Planteando la pregunta de si los sindicatos
eran organizaciones legales y si podian
ser procesados por conspiracion bajo
la ley estatal, a pesar de no existir un
estatuto relacionado en la Ley General
de Massachusetts en ese momento. La
Sociedad de Boteros de Boston buscaba
mejorar las condiciones de trabajo y los
salarios a través de la negociacion colectiva
y huelgas (asamblea). Sin embargo, el
Estado argument6 que los intentos del
sindicato de negociar colectivamente por
mejores salarios y condiciones de trabajo
constituian una restriccion ilegal del
comercio.

El caso fue apelado ante la Corte
Suprema Judicial de Massachusetts, que
revis6 la decision del tribunal inferior y las
condenas, revirtiéndolas. Determinando
que las actividades de la organizacion no
eran conspiraciones segun la ley estatal.
Afirmo el derecho de los trabajadores
a organizarse, negociar y hacer huelga,
sentando un precedente para la mejora de
las condiciones y los derechos laborales para
muchos, contribuyendo a nuestro paisaje
moderno de equidad en el lugar de trabajo.

Aunque soy un Mercadélogo de oficio,
principalmente promoviendo productos,
servicios ¢ ideas para atraer clientes —
una identidad que elegi para mi y que
regularmente me esfuerzo por desarrollar
a través de la practica, lo que me hace
feliz— siempre me ha intrigado la bisqueda
periodistica (prensa). Como si mi alma
necesitara intermitentemente documentar,
escribir y reportar para mantener su paz. Sin
embargo, en Massachusetts, necesitamos
desesperadamente un periodismo objetivo
—el tipo que requiere valor personal
para documentar, fortaleza espiritual para
escribir y estoicismo para reportar; el tipo
que presenta informacion y realidad al
lector, en quien puede confiar para tomar
decisiones importantes como votar. El tipo
que trae discernimiento al necio, aquel que
busca educar a la sociedad sin segundas
intenciones, aquel que impulsa el progreso
por la luz que trae a las horas mas oscuras;
el tipo de periodismo que promete mantener
los mejores intereses de los ciudadanos y
no a politicos narcisistas que, a través de
la astucia, el engafio y la manipulacion,
solo se preocupan por obtener y mantener
un cargo publico a cualquier costo, porque
esa es la inica manera en que pueden sentir
poder.

Justice Ain'talLegal Thing

"In civilized life, law floats in a sea
of ethics." —Chief Justice Earl Warren

In the history of the United States,
specifically in legal history, we can see
documented in excessive amounts how
justice is not merely a legal principle
confined to the law profession advanced
by lawyers and judges, but rather a moral
force upheld by a conscientious citizenry
committed to progress. Simultaneously,
the philosophy of what is just and fair does
not seem to originate from a single place,
nor is it married to a specific creed, though
it appears to be siblings with the concept of
truth. A fact — a piece of information that
is unbiased, true, and verifiable — is the
building block of the chain that ascertains
equity.

Many injustices in our country have
been legal. To rectify them, one of the
most effective tools of democracy, other
than journalism, community organizing,
voting, plebiscites, and education, has been
litigation. Here, the aggrieved can fight back
in the courtroom and challenge one-on-one
those who have wronged them, pleading to
the court for rectification.

The Bay Stater, for some reason, has
typically led the way in defining what
is not fair, and therefore, the influential
philosophy that dictates what gets to be
legislated and codified as law, especially
as court decisions. As a result of battles so
fierce and contentious that they have gone
from trial courts to appellate courts to the
Supreme Court of the United States granting
them certiorari for hearing such conflicting
arguments; given the importance of the
question they raise and how they may affect
the entire country.

In 1842, in the Commonwealth of
Massachusetts v. Hunt case, the State
sought to criminally prosecute the leaders
of the Boston Journeymen Bootmakers'
Society, a union of shoemakers. Raising the
question of whether labor unions were legal
organizations and whether they could be
prosecuted for conspiracy under state law,
despite there not being a related statute in the
Massachusetts General Law at the time. The
Boston Journeymen Bootmakers' Society
sought to improve working conditions and
wages through collective bargaining and
strikes (assembly). Yet, the state argued that
the union's attempts to negotiate collectively
for better wages and working conditions
amounted to an illegal restraint of trade.

The case was appealed to the
Massachusetts Supreme Judicial Court,
which reviewed the lower court's decision
and the convictions, reversing them.
Determining that the activities of the
organization were not conspiracies under

state law. Affirming the right of workers
to organize, bargain, and strike. setting a
precedent for the improvement of working
conditions and labor rights for many,
contributing to our modern landscape of
fairness in the workplace.

Although I am a marketer by trade and
I mainly promote products, services, and
ideas to attract customers — an identity
I chose for myself and regularly strive to
grow into through practice, one that makes
me content — [ have always been intrigued
by journalistic pursuits (press). As if my
soul intermittently needed to document,
write, and report to maintain its peace.
However, in Massachusetts, we are in dire
need of objective journalism — the type
that requires personal courage to document,
spiritual fortitude to write, and stoicism to
report; the type that presents information
and reality to the reader, who can rely on
it to make important decisions such as
voting. The type that brings discernment
to the fool, that which seeks to educate
society without second intentions, the one
that ignites progress for the light it brings
to the darkest hours; the type of journalism
that pledges to uphold the best interests of
citizens and not narcissistic politicians who,
through cunning, deceit, and manipulation,
only care about obtaining and maintaining
a seat in public office at all costs, because
that is the only way they can sense power.
Not by guiding their constituents toward
progress or the people they serve towards a
"common goal"; journalism that honors its
protection by U.S. constitutional law, which
influences the bodies of governing laws and
weighs in on the outcome of justice.

While we owe the establishment of
our country to our Founding Fathers —
George Washington, Thomas Jefferson,
John Adams, Benjamin Franklin, Alexander
Hamilton, James Madison, and John Jay —
the true duty lies with We the People now,
to uphold and safeguard our institutions
here and thereafter. I pray my message
resonates with many, especially people
in my generation, the millennials of the
Bay State. Individuals born between 1981
and 1996 are now between the ages of 28
and 43 years old. Despite being the larger
voting base in the United States, have the
least representation in U.S. Congress with
everything that may imply... where the
median age of voting House lawmakers
is 57.9 years and 65.3 years in the Senate
(according to a report to Pew Research
Center), what does it need to happen for us
to become a factor in civics a leadership?
Becoming heads and no longer tails?

bearer of spirit, to perceive values and
meanings and not only list facts and actions.

These things are not just
objects; They are sacraments that speak to
our depth, they remind us of loved people
or significant events in our lives.

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Senate Votes to Inject $5.4B into Housing, Put
Homeownership and Affordable Units in Reach

Senate Affordable Homes Act sets course for thousands of new units, sweeping renovations of public

and affordable housing, and protections for residents

The Massachusetts Senate took action
today to address the state’s housing crisis.
S.2834, An Act relative to affordable
homes—also known as the Affordable
Homes Act—authorizes $5.4 billion in
borrowing and makes crucial policy changes
with the goal of building new housing,
accelerating the rehabilitation of existing
housing, reducing barriers to development,
and promoting affordable housing.

Following robust debate, the Senate
passed the legislation unanimously.

“An affordable, equitable, and
competitive Commonwealth is one in
which a renter can find an apartment within
their budget, a family can afford a down
payment on their first home, and residents
aren’t priced out of communities where
they want to live,” said Senate President
Karen E. Spilka (D-Ashland). “Today the
Senate took concrete action to make that
vision a reality, a first step in rectifying
decades of underinvestment that has led to
our housing crisis. [ am profoundly grateful
for Senator Edwards’ leadership on this bill,
to Chair Rodrigues, and to each member
of our chamber for contributing ideas to
the Senate’s bold vision for a tackling our
housing crisis.”

The legislation makes important
investments in public housing; housing
affordability; sustainable building initiatives;
initiatives for first-time homebuyers;
essential infrastructure; geographic equity;
and incentivizing local best practices.
Additionally, the bill includes policy
proposals to further housing equity for
both homeowners and renters. The bill
contains $5.4 billion in bond authorizations,
including:

Amendment #168 and Chapter 40R

As part of the Senate Affordable Homes
Act debate, Senator Pavel Payano filed
Amendment #168 to significantly enhance the
state’s Chapter 40R program. Enacted in 2004,
Chapter 40R incentivizes cities and towns to
zone for compact residential and mixed-use
development within designated smart growth
districts by offering financial rewards and
maintaining local control over design.

Amendment #168 nearly doubles the
one-time, upfront incentive payments and
increases the per-unit construction bonus
payments from $3,000 to $6,000. These
updates align the financial incentives with
contemporary economic conditions, making
them more attractive and effective for
municipalities.

Through Chapter 40R, local
governments can streamline the permitting
process for developers, encouraging the
construction of residential units in designated
areas. This not only increases the housing
supply but also maintains environmental
and community integrity, contributing to
the economic vitality of neighborhoods by
attracting investments and fostering diverse,
walkable communities.

For the First Essex District, the
benefits of this amendment are particularly
significant. In Haverhill, smart growth
overlay districts have been instrumental in the
revitalization of the central business district
and the preservation and rehabilitation
of mill spaces. The city’s earlier projects
under 40R led to the creation of 362 new
housing units and brought in significant

financial incentives. With the new payment
structure proposed by Amendment #168,
municipalities like Haverhill, Lawrence, and
Methuen can expect even greater support for
future smart growth projects.

This amendment represents a
transformative step towards addressing
our housing crisis,” said Senator Pavel
Payano (D-Lawrence). “By increasing
financial incentives for smart growth
development through Chapter 40R, we
are empowering our municipalities to
create vibrant, affordable, and sustainable
communities. This amendment not only
revitalizes neighborhoods but also ensures
that everyone, regardless of income,
has access to quality housing. This is a
significant win for the Commonwealth and
particularly for my district of Haverhill,
Lawrence, and Methuen, where we have
seen firsthand the positive impact of
smart growth initiatives. I look forward to
advocating for the inclusion of this language
in the conference committee report.”

By modernizing these incentives,
Amendment #168 ensures that municipalities
have the resources needed to welcome more
residents and create thriving communities.
This initiative aligns public policy with
community aspirations, promoting
efficiency, affordability, and sustainability,
ultimately building futures where families
thrive, businesses flourish, and communities
remain strong and vibrant.

Creating and Repairing Public

Housing

The Senate Affordable Homes
Act provides $2.2 billion for repairs,
rehabilitation, and renovation across the
43,000 units of state-aided public housing.
This significant investment ensures that the
state’s public housing infrastructure remains
safe, modern, and sustainable, so it can
continue providing quality living conditions
for thousands of families.

To ensure that the Commonwealth
makes strides towards its climate goals as it
creates housing, $150 million of the funding
for public housing is specifically allocated
to making energy efficient upgrades.

Spurring Affordable Housing Units

A further $425 million will go to the
Housing Stabilization and Investment
Trust fund, working with municipalities,
non-profits, and developers to support
housing preservation, new construction,
and rehabilitation projects for affordable
rental units. This will help the longevity and
sustainability of affordable housing stock,
addressing both immediate needs and long-
term housing solutions.

It additionally adds $800 million into
the Affordable Housing Trust Fund to create
and preserve housing for households with
an income at or below 110 per cent of area
median income, helping to bridge the gap
between the high cost of housing and what
many families can afford.

Building Sustainably

This bond bill includes $275 million for
innovative, sustainable, and green housing
initiatives. By finding new ways to build that
don’t have such a detrimental environmental
impact, these initiatives will help pave
the way for a greener housing portfolio in

Massachusetts and will be an important part
of the state’s response to the climate crisis.

Supporting First-Time
Homebuyers in Gateway Cities

The Senate Affordable Homes
Act authorizes $200 million for the
CommonWealth Builder program to further
the production of housing in gateway
cities for first-time homebuyers. This
initiative supports economic development
in these cities, helping families achieve
homeownership and contributing to the
revitalization of urban areas.

The legislation also includes $50
million for MassDreams, a program that
provides down payment and closing cost
grants to first-time homebuyers who meet
the program’s eligibility criteria and who
currently live in one of the 29 communities
that were disproportionately impacted by
the COVID-19 pandemic.

Maintaining Essential

Infrastructure

The bill provides $375 million for
HousingWorks, a program that awards
grants to municipalities and other public
entities for a variety of infrastructure-related
support. Improving essential infrastructure
supports the health and safety of residents
and the feasibility of new housing projects.

Of this amount, $100 million will
be dedicated to addressing water, sewer,
and septic challenges tied to housing
developments, and $100 million will help
incentivize best practices in communities
that have adopted the Community
Preservation Act (CPA) and are spending a
high percentage of those funds on housing,
as well as MBTA communities that are going
beyond the minimum requirements set forth
in the MBTA zoning law passed in 2021.
Communities that have been proactive in
creating transit-oriented development, which
reduces traffic congestion and promotes
sustainable urban growth, will be eligible.

Addressing Regional Equity

The legislation includes $150 million in
dedicated funds to address the unique housing
needs of rural towns, seasonal communities,
and mid-sized communities. This ensures
that all areas of the state, regardless of size
or location, have the resources to meet their
specific housing challenges.

The Senate’s Affordable Homes Act
also contains multiple policy proposals to

go hand in hand with the new authorizations.

Protecting Tenants from Broker Fees

By requiring that real estate brokers’
fees be paid solely by the party that
contracted with them, this legislation
ensures that buyers are not burdened with
unexpected and extraordinary costs. It also
promotes transparency and fairness in real
estate transactions.

Establishing Equity-Focused

Housing Offices

The Office of Fair Housing and
the Office of Livable Communities and
Community Services will be established
under the Executive Office of Housing and
Livable Communities. These offices will
set the Commonwealth on a path to address
many decades of housing discrimination by
prioritizing equity issues in housing across
the Commonwealth, ensuring equal access
to housing opportunities for all residents,
and offering technical assistance to cities
and towns that can sometimes lack dedicated
housing staff.

Eviction Record Sealing

The bill introduces a process for tenants
to seal their eviction records in cases of no-
fault evictions and other limited scenarios.
This policy protects vulnerable tenants from
the long-term stigma of eviction records,
enhancing their ability to secure future
housing and promoting housing stability.

Accessory Dwelling Units (ADUs)

The legislation prohibits the banning
or unreasonable restriction of ADUs in
single-family residential zones, promoting
flexible housing options. This policy
enables homeowners to create additional
living spaces, increases housing supply
and provides more affordable rental options
within established neighborhoods.

Homeownership Tax Credit

This new tax credit will be available
for the production of homeownership
units for households that make up to
120 per cent of the area median income,
incentivizing housing production and
promoting homeownership opportunities.

Separate versions having passed the
Senate and the House of Representatives,
the two branches will now reconcile the
differences.

Jayden Voelker Named NJCAA
National Pitcher of the Year

Haverhill, MA (June 24, 2024) — Northern
Essex Community College sophomore right
hander Jayden Voelker (Coventry, RI) has
been named the NJCA A National Pitcher of
the Year for the 2024 season.

The award for Voelker marks the
second consecutive season that the
Knights have taken home the award as
Lawrence’s Jairo Vazquez claimed the
honor in 2023.

Voelker, who is projected to be selected
in next month’s Major League Baseball draft
had a dominating season on the mound.

On the
women’s side NECC earned 6.5 points for
a 13th place finish in volleyball.

NECC was one of two New England
schools to finish among the top 30 schools as
they were joined by Community College of
Rhode Island. Rowan College-South Jersey
Gloucester captured the 2024 cup with a
total of 152 points.

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From My Corner

The council is a circus!

There will be criticisms over my use
of that word referring to the Lawrence
City Council but week after week there
are the same signals that they have had no
training on procedures, respect, etiquette,
etc. Iincluded all councilors in the picture
because they are all to blame for these
disparities. There are some with more
experience who should take the new ones
aside and privately show them how it is
done. The entire city council looks inept
for allowing the circus to continue.

Last week I suffered through five hours
of the budget hearing. It reminded me of
a certain councilor a few years ago (not
deserving to mention his name here) who
took pleasure in deducting tiny amounts
from areas of the budget just to show his
power.

Even more, the empty look in the
eyes of some of them tells me that they
have no idea what they are talking about
because they have not opened the material
in preparation for a vote.

Case in point, District A Councilor
Fidelina Santiago. The few times she dared
talk, she was reading from a paper. Perhaps
someone wrote something for her to make
her sound intelligent. The proof is that she
follows District B Councilor Wendy Luzon’s
lead when it comes time to vote. She doesn’t
have a voice of her own because she doesn’t
know what’s being discussed.

Wendy is not a good example to follow;
she threw a tantrum during the discussion,
“I want to hear from the mayor, and we
always get his advisor.” This time, Council
President Jeovanny Rodriguez gaveled
her “out of order” even when she was still
complaining out loud.

Mayor Brian DePefia was sitting in the
front row and his advisor Octavien Spanner
was next to him when Jeovanny told Wendy
that the mayor could choose who would
speak for his administration.

After Mayor DePefia sent the original
budget proposal to the council he made
some changes and the second version
showed a reduction of $3,441,877 which
included the elimination of two positions
(Deputy Chief, $125,000 and Assistant
Fire Chief, $120,000) along with a series
of reductions.

They continued going through the
budget reducing menial amounts from
employees’ salaries. Abel Cano was
appointed to the newly created position of
Emergency Management and the discussion
was centered around his experience in
emergency management. “He is a great
police officer but has no experience. That

should be under the Fire Department,” said
Wendy Luzén.

Under the recommendation of District
F Councilor Marc Laplante, it was voted
to reduce Officer Cano’s salary by $25,000
from $130,000.

It was obvious that they were going
after certain people as if it was a vendetta.

Nearing the end of the meeting, City
Attorney Timothy Houten addressed the
council to make them aware that they cannot
cut employees’ salaries. The cuts will be
made to the entire department as the mayor
has the authority to keep the desired salaries.

At that point, Councilor at-Large Ana
Levy was losing her patience having been
silenced for too long, and said, “We are
discussing something insignificant when
we should be talking about all good things
that are happening in our city. Our City of
Lawrence has had an increase in the credit
rating from A to A+ and we had the best of
the audit we just had showing that the city
is performing perfectly. There was always
a page that showed in the audit how poorly
we were doing and things that needed to be
corrected, this year for the first time the audit
said how well we are performing.”

This is what we needed to mention.
Councilor Levy emphasized that we are
getting a great budget after the mayor and
his officer cut the presented first budget
from 8% to 2.5%. Look at the increases
in cities around us. This cut was initiated
by the Mayor and Mayor’s office. Our city
and our economy are in good shape, and we
are looking for pennies to cut that will not
modify or change the budget.

Councilor Levy continued: “Our city is
growing, and many changes are happening,
like whether or not we need to accept those
changes, we are noticing those changes, and
sometimes because we do not agree with a
person, we don’t want to accept it. During
this time, I can say that our taxpayers are
getting the best and we will continue to work
forward to give you the best.”

She also thanked all members of the
city council for all the hours put together to
review the budget. “The work that we all
are doing is to make our city a better city to
live and work.”

One comment that stuck in my head was
by Bill Collins regarding the city’s veterans.
He asked the council why they have not
filled two positions in Veterans Services that
have been authorized for years.

The councilors responded that the
veteran population has decreased in
Lawrence, and they believe that is not
necessary.
